According to 
the anonymous observer iiuoted Ly 
the correspondent, it is in the army 
that the Negro Jinds an admirable 
op|)ortnnity to develop his better 
i|iialities. The experience of other 
Nations, as well as our own in the 
civil war. has shown that he is aineda- 
ble to discipline and not waiHing in 
courage. There is at pre.sent a eoi- 
ored cavalry regiment in our army 
whic-h is not only described as a model 
of good behavior in camp, but which 
has also done notable service in our 
recent Indian wars. In all luture 
calculations in this country about 
war, a llrigadier-Heneral is reported 
as say^ing the colored race will cut an 
important fygure. vVs the correspond­
ent’s informant says ;

‘•The colored man as a soldier has 
been making unobserved iirogress. 
M'liile his brother in politics has be­
come a football for the party leaders, 
kicked here and there, and the object 
always of unseemly dissension, he who 
enlisted in the army has found snug 
(piarters, good treatment, and an oc­
cupation appealing strongly to his 
self-rospocting instincts. His uniform 
has made a new man ()f him. Ho car­
ries himself all Uie better for teeling 
that he is a factor, though an hnmble, 
one, in the (io\Tirnnient’s task of keep­
ing the peace on the plains and along 
the border. He likes his work and 
does it well.”

In some respects, indood, the Negro 
soldier aiipcars to be iirelerable to 
the white. Ile does not grow' re.slire

societies of China, for the purpose of 
dithroning the present dynasty .and 
replacing the Emperor by his rremicr,

from the scenes at tVuhuand Wusuch, 
and that there is an unsettled condi­
tion of affairs thronghout the Empire 
is recognized by all; but It must be 
remembered that those cities repre­
sent the most turbulent section of the 
eoiintry, and the prompt and vigorous 
action of the Chinese Covernment in 
them, as well as in other places, does 
not indicate any great weakness. We

The Flmancipation Proclamation 
whicli was proclaimed by President 
Iiincoln Sept. 22d ’62 and executed 
Jan. 1st, ’03, was celebrated in a grand 
way in Plainfield, N. J., Aug. Gth. 
This season of the year wai prefered 
on account of advantages in hotel ac­
commodations and milder weather 
and other local considerations.

Alost of the colored citizens of tliis 
city were in the procession, either 
afoot, in carriage or on horse b.aok. 
Large numbers of visitors from Mor­
ristown, New Brunswick, Orange, 
Elizabotli, and other neigliboring 
towns joined in the procession. All 
along the line were fife drum corps 
and brass bands. There was a mani­
fest good feeling among the white 
citizens towards the affair, which was 
exhibited by the generous display of 
flags and buntings along the route of 
the parade. There were also promi­
nent in the procession the two Mayors 
of Plainfield and North Plainfield, six 
of tlie city Councilmen, the city Clerk 
and Counselor and Postmaster.

During the parade, salute from a 
brass cannon were fired. The various 

companies along the line of march 
w open tlieir doors, sounded the 

gon'gs and iired :i sahrte. Many white 
children were dressed in suits made of 
colors of the U. S. flag greeted the 
procession as it passed.

Tlie procession ended at the Cres- 
nl rink wlicre a large mass meeting

and instructive sermons t(5 a large 
crowd. It was indeed a rare treat to 
all. The Rev., who is an eloquent, 
devoted and faithful worker for the 
Master, is most beloved by all classes 
in this community. The people here 
are truly devoted to the Rev. Gentle­
man and would have him return to 
them, but I am glad to say, that he is 
now iiastpr of ADacc Prjoalyjtcrllr 
church, Balto., Md., of which I am an, 
humble elder. Since his advent amon^^ 
us as pastor the clinrch has received 
new life. Our church is a large two- 
story brick building, situated on the 
S. AV. corner of Dolphin and Fitting 
Sts. It has a seating capacity of 
seven hundred. Its locality is just 
grand and affords a large field for 
usefulness. Hitherto onr people hare 
been very much discouraged on the 
account of a large debt, hnt tliey are 
beginning to realize tliat with tiie as­
sistance of God and the financial abil­
ity of Rev FI. F\ FIggleston, the faith­
ful man of God. The debt must be 
removed very soon. Since the Rev. 
took the church several have been re­
ceived and there arc more to follow. 
The congregation has increased fifty 
per cent.

lJut ris tile population increased, re­
strictions on the use of property and 
governiuent in some form would lie 
reiiuircd. Ai'ter a few generations, 
among tlio ranltitndo varying degrees 
of ability, pliysic.al and mental, would 
lie found. Soeial diflerenees would 
arise, and bo perpetu.ated by dissimilar 
environments.

Tliat wliicli would inevitably occur 
on sncli an island manifests itself in 
lUl parts of tlio world. Customs and 
laws diiler, but wlicrever society exists 
several general distinctions apipear. 
Tlio poor, including not only jianpcrs 
an.t tlio indigent, but tlioso wlio earn
ii. aroiy enough -to support them, and 
wliom tlio sickno.ss of two or three days 
would-transform into objects of char­
ity, coiistitiito in most countries an im­
mense niajorijy.

in tlio United States, owing to extent 
of territory, fertility of soil, minend ro- 
soureos, timlier, navigable rivers, sea 
eniest. variety of cliniato, isol.ation .and 
t.lic need of development, tlio poor 
liave been less numerous tlian in tlie 
Old World, but t'lcy arc now inerc,a.s-
iii, g more rapidly tli.an liorotofore.

At tlio otlior extreme arc the rieli, 
tlio more income of wlioso possessions- 
at current interest, with only the care 
necessary to .superintend tlioir invest­
ments, is sufficient to support tliem in 
In.xury, tliougli many of tliom m.ay con­
tinue in business for its plo.asuro and 
power, or in tlio liope of adding to their 
wealtii. llotwecu tliesc is the great 
middle class, liaving “nqitlror riolies 
nor poverty,” subdivided into those 
wlio are liopefully pressing upward to 
tile envied station of tlio rich, .and tlioso 
wlio, from inlirmity, los.sos, tlio rise of 
new modi'S of transacting business to 
wliieli tliey cannot adapt tlicniselve.s, 
and misfortunes, are declining toward 
jioverty.

Iiitelle.ctuai gifts and acejuisitions 
make oilier distinctions. In all na­
tions tile number of tlie ignorant is far 
gre.ater tliaii tliat of tile learned, while 
in tlio first iiowers of the gloiio <a largo 
numlieraro well informed.—Hr. ,T. SI.

In Ceylon 
stcjis liave already been taken to carry 
out tlio same idea by sowing tlio seed 
of tlic'ccrca in patelics of jungle, .and 
the supply of rubber from tliat isl.and 
promises to be, in .a few years, double 
wliat it is at present. Encour.agcd hy 
tlie apparent success of tliis experiment, 
tlm syndicate proposes to carry on tlio 
rulibor cultivation on several large es­
tates in tlie soutlicrn part of Jlexieo, 
not far from tlio gulf, wliere tho cli­
mate will bo most favoraldo for their 
operations.

Tlie rubber tree grows witli great ra­
pidity, and a tree of average .size will 
yield about twenty gallons of milk, 
wliieli is oiiu.al to forty pounds of dried 
ni'olier. From tlie testimony of ex­
perts it Is found tliat this yield will 
u'ive a liandsonie return on tliO capital 
to be invested.—New York Telegram.
