leads to uncertainty, if it also accom-
plishes great things The Hebrew
Theocracy was cetahlishcd so far as its
form, ministry and priesthood were
concernetl: it was'] o/imfury so far as
the free will offerings, vows, and build
ings went. God ordered a tabernacle
of a certain form ~nd-size ; but he left
the offerings for building it voluntary
until the people brought so much
that they had to be restrained. But
many years after, the tunplc was en-
tirely neglected. This is voluntary-
ism.  On the other hand, an establish
ment is authoritative. That authority
is based on government: the Hebrew
establishment on the authority of God,
and established churches on their sever-
al governments, lo theircases, volun-
taryism is given to, or merged into an
establishnl®ut. In other words, the
people consented to give the 'power
of church government to the nation’s
officers, and to i)ay their clergymen
lixed stipends for sacrificing or preach-
ing the gospel. This obtains in the
established Churches of Englai‘d, Scot-
land, Norway, Sweden, and Ru.-.-ia,
etc. In these cases, however, unifurm-
ity often produces formality ; but men
o to church regularly when because
ghey feel that they pay/ta.xea for the
support of the clergyman ; ami strange
as this may appear, they really feel in-
terested in every part of the service,
and resent the leaving out of any por-
tion of it.

No mem-
ber of the mob made any attempt at
disguise or conwalment and the burn-
ing look place almost at noonday, but
there is little hope tI>«t either tliej*pec-
ial grand jury called by the Judge of
the district or the reward offered by
Governor Bradley will result in the
punishmeat of any of those guilty of
this crime.

It ie even on record that
New Year's day hks_been kept on the
date «t ajwrt for ChrisTmH”, while it
got s) mixed up with the ether divi-
sions of lime at another period that it
wa-* kept on Easter day one year and
on the 1st cf March on another. It is
necessary to trace the celebration of
the first New Year's day clear down to
the sixteenth century before any ‘leli-
uite underat ndiug of the proper day
for the celebraliou can be found.—

two ounces of lemon and orange peel,
mix'<l and finely chopped ; two ounces
candied citron, eight eggs well ~”ten,
and a pint or more of sweet fresh cider
for mixing. Beat thoroughly and often
williiii an hour, then let it stan*| for an
hour in a cool place, before putting in
buttered mold, or tcalded bag, prepara
tory ti boiling steady for four hours,
the water boiling before it is put in.
Serve with sprigs of holly in the center
on a large platter, with a rich, liquid
sauce.—Deinoreet's.

eternHI life also™ It is the recewd book
of God. in which He keeps the names
of those who ore faitbfnl and tme to
Him in Christ and from which He blots
out the names of all who are nnfaithfnl
to Him. The reference soggosls that__

1. If onr uauiea are written in tbe
book of life, it shonld canse ns great
joy (Lake x. 20). To the 70 on their
retnm from their missionary tonr and
their report of their great power—that
even devilH were Hnbject to them—Jeans
said. “Nutw’ith.-itaudiag. in this rejoice
nut that the spirits are snbject unto
yon, bat rejoice rather becanse yonr
names are written in heaven.” To
have power over evil spirits for the
good of mankind wonld certainly be
conse for rejoicing, bnt ht'.v mneb
greater canse for rejoicing is tbe fact
that oar names are written in this
Lamb’s book of life. That record tells
ns that we are saved—saved for time
and eternity. It tells us that we are the
children of God and that Qod is Kp”ial-
ly interested in ns and exercises special
caro and control of as. If anything in
tbe world can cause as joy, this fact
shoald. and a joy that will manifest it-
self in gratitude to God and consecra-
tion to His service.

3. If onr names are written in tbe
book of life, onr one aim in life sbonld
be to see that they are not blotted ont.
They may be blotted oat. Moeee prayed
that his name be blotted ont for tbe
good of Israel, which of coarse cohld
not be done. In Rev. iii, ff, Jesus says,
““He that overcometh, tbe same shall
be clothed in white raiment, and | will
not blot ont his name oat of the book
of life.” This statement shows that it
is possible for onr names to be blotted
oat of God's bc.ok of life. What a sad
catastrophe sacb a fate wonld bel If
the chief joy of earth is in having onr
names written in heaven, who can de-
scribe the sorrow of having them blot-
ted ont? Bat. though they may, yet
they need not be blotted out. If we
overcome—overcome  sin.  overcome
trial, overcome unbelief—they shall not
be. And Jeans will help as so that we
can overcome. He has overcome the
world, and tbrongU Him we may over-
come it.

Let ns be faithful to God in Christ
and keep onr names in tbe book of life,
for thus only can we enter heaven.
“Then shall in nowise enter into itany-
thing thatefiletb, « * « bnt they which
are written in tbe Lamb’sbookof life.”

Enaland Consumes Most Beer, While

Germnnx Leads In Spirits.

From 'tlie statistics of the board of
trade the following Information may
 derived with regard ;to the' bever-
ages consumed in three of the principal
Euroi>eun countrles-rFraucc, Germany,
England:

Frenchman drinks annually 141
bottles of wine, 30 bottles of beer and
11.bottles of spirits; a German, 0 bot-
tles of wine, 141 bdttles of beer and 12
bottles of spirits; nu Englishman. 2
battles of wine. 178 bottles of beer and
C |K)ttle8 of spirits (six bottles, an im
IKj™al gallon).
+These figures show that, although
the consumption of wino in Franceja
341 |K»tt)F» per head of population, or
1,000.000.000 gallons altogether. In Eng-
land-+V-aruoiints to only 2 bottles i>er
head, or’u total of hut 10,000,000 gal-
lons, while In Germnqgy the cousump-
tloa la  LioUles pur i>ead. or an aggre>
gate of 78>0(X),000 galluiis In other
w'ords, for every bottle consumed
ng KngllHtnnan a Gej-man drloki\
anda Preiichman iKittles of wine.
It need pot be nji)sumed -that the quan-
tity of wine consumed In the Ignited
Kingdom will cv”r seriously affeot bur
reputation as-a beer driuking nation;
but, although our mode of living more
nearly approaches that of the continent
year by year,, it diH*s seem curious that
-d™on tile German, wdth a similar
climate, drinks twice as much slplrlt
and three-fourths ns much beer, also
consumes over four times as much
wine ns the Englishman.—I.,oudon
Times.
