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THE CHURCH BUDGET

1?7y Rev. H. Wilson

(Paper read at the Presbyterian Workers' Conference)

Dr. Gaston, Members of the
Workers' Conference, , and
Friends:

The subject of “Church Bud?-
et” is next in importance only
to evangelism. Excepting win-
ning the soul to Christ there is
nothing that has more to do
with the building of Christian
character and the forming of
proper ideals than a right view
of the Church budget.

To get the right view of the
Church budget there are a few
essential questions one should
understand thoroughly and set-
tle for himself by the light of
the Scriptures.

I. Why the Budget?

The budget is necessary for
the chui'ch for the same reason
that it is necessary in any well
ordered business establishment
or well ordered home. The fi-
nancial problems are insistent
in thb church as in any other
enterprise—perhaps_even more
Berplexmg, ghurch finance must

e faced and dealt with either
.successfully or unsuccessfully.

1 The budget, then, is ne-
cessary because it is the only
businesslike method of dealing
with Church finances. There is
an old idea among busine.ss
men unfavorable to the church
because they were forced to ad-
mit that it was a very difficult
task to collect a church debt.
“Not slothful in businees” is
enjoined on the church with as
much emphasis as being "lej-
vent in spirit serving the Lord.”

2. A well planned budget

presents to thenjernb.ers ejefi-.

nite objectives. When the people
know what they are working to
they work with much more en-
thusiasm. There is more co-op-
eration and consequently better
results.

3. It does away with the
guess-work manner of estimat-
ing and collecting moneys. This
haphazard, guess-work manner
is responsible for much of the
trouble experienced in church
work in the past, which a faith-
ful, well worked-out budget
system will entirely eliminate
or reduce to a minimum.

Il. What Should Be Included in
the Budget?

The next question that is
likely to come to the inquiring-
mind is: What should be in-
cluded in the budget? The budg-
et of the progressive churc
includes every item of expense
calculated to be met during the
ensuing year, with a reasonable
allowance margin for incidental
dem:i-ids not possible to defi*
nitely arrange for in the b'udg-
et. These items may differ
slightly in difl'erent churches,
but for the most of the church-
es in our group the budget as a
whole could be worked out un-
der the following heads: 1. Sal-
aries. 2. Upkeep or Mainte-
nance. 3. Operating expenses.
4. Benevolences. 5. General As-
sembly. 6. Miscellaneous.

Under the head of salaries
would come theJ)astor, janitor,
the organist and the financial
secretary The last named sal-
ary worker is seldom found in
our churches, yet | am strong;y
of the opinion that where a fi-
nancial secretary is paid for a
few hours' work each month in
checking envelopes and record
ing receipts and disbursemnets
the results will more than pay
the cost. Under the head of up-
keep we would place the fuel,
light, water, insurance, install-
ments, interests. Pension Plan
payments. Operating expense
would include: church envel-
opes, printing, postage, adver-
tising, evangelistic services. Be-
nevolences would include the es-
timated local benevolences and
the adopted benevolence quota
as handed down by the Presby-
tery. The General Assembly’s
budget is understood. Any oth-
er expenses would come under

the head of miscellaneous.
I11. Arranging the Budget

There are three different
methods being practiced in ar-
ranging the items in the budg-
et. Each arrangement is made
with respect to the intended
method of collecting. The single
budget system is used by those
churches that combine all itertis
of expense under one head.
They use the single envelojie
for “collecting and™ the officers
apportion the. funds out as th(iy
think best. Then there is, the
two budget system. In this sys-
tem there is. a budget that: ih-
cludes all local expenses and;a
separate budget for missioijis
and benevolences. The method
of collecting is the duplex or
double envelope system. The
members pay their benevolent
pledges in the red-print popkfct
and their local pledge in the
black-print pocket. In some
churches the blackprint pocket
collection goes to pastor’s sal-
ary and the basket or loose col-
lection goes for other expenses.
The thii'd is the three budget
system where; there is a separ-
ate budget for pastor’s salarjr,
a second budget for other local
expenses and a third for benev-
olences. MembersCare asked to
subscribe to each of the three
budgets and a three-pocket en-
velope is used for collection.
Either one of the three metli-
ods is better than the guess-
work, unbusinesslike, method
formerly used in most’ of oijr
churthes, but the second meth-
od where the budget is diyidsd
into twa:najts aii4-*Qllecteii ;by
the double envelope system is
the simplest and Is being useid
b%/ most of the progressive
churches.

IV. Who Should Prepare the
Budget?

With this systematic arrange-
ment of the budget the next
question which naturallg comes
is, who will prepare the budgeti?
Of course, It is impossible for
the pastor to stay out of this
part of the work completely but
we think it would be a mistakb
for him to arrange the budget
even though his official scalf is
more or less incompetent. It
would not be best for the Dea-
con Board to arrange it al-
though the Session may ap-
prove of their recommendation.
Because of the great impor-
tance of the budget, because it
must reach the people as an ac-
curate review of their financial
obligation, the budget commit-
tee must report its findings to
the entire official board—El
ders. Deacons and Trustees.
They should go over it and ap-
prove it before it goes' before
the people.

V. Raising the Bud.get

The grand finale in this drama
of finance is raising the budg-

et.

A budget planned reflects
spiritual awakening.

A budget adopted
hope and determination.
A budget raised increases
faith and inspires self-respect.

reflects

Raising the budget seems_to

be a bigger task than preparing
it, but where it is taken up in
the right way there is ever
reason why we should not fail.

The Every-Member Plan as
outlined by the General Coun
cil’'s Committee on Program and
Field Activities is so far the
best method for raising funds.
It is not failure proof but wher-
ever faithfully carried out im-
provement in financial condi-
tions can easily be seen.

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SOME WORKERS' CONFER-

THE N. Y. WORLD PASSES
OFF STAGE

The New York World, found-
ed by the late Joseph Pulitzer
in 1883, and left in the hands
of three of his sons, has been
sold to the Scripps-Howard
Newpaper Syndicate. The rea-
son given for selling was that
the papei' was not now a pay-
ing proposition and that the
Pulitzer heirs have lost large
sums of money during the last
two years. The World has thus
gone the way of other great
New York papers. The Tribune,
The Heralcf and The Sun were
obliged to enter combinations
m order to stem the tide.

To us the passing of The
World brings deep regret—al-
most sorrow. It was noted for
its espousal of deserving caus-
es and for doing big things in a
big way. It was a great news-
paper, Negroes can not forget
the service rendered in expos-
ing conditions of peonage in
the South and its helpfulness in
other instances. At the time
The World was established Mr.
Pulitzer set forth the major
purposes of the paper as fol-
lows:

“An institution that should al-
ways fight for progress a.nd re-
form, never tolerate injustice
iir corruption, always fight
demagogues of all parties, nev
er belong to any party, always
oppose privileged classes and
public plunderers, never lack
sympathy with the poor, al-
ways remain devoted to the
public welfare, never be satis-
fied with merely printing news,
always drastically independent,
never be afraid to attack
wrong, whether by predatory
plutocracy or predatory pover-

The principles so admirably
stated, were nobly adhered to.
The country will miss The
World.

This
document provides first hand
information on the whole ques-
tion of prohibition enforcement
and can be of real value to you
in your work.

Prohibition is now the vital
moral issue before our country.
The enemies are now making
the best organized and most
vigorous effort yet put forth to
destroy it. They will spare no
expense, miss no opportunities,
nor neglect an%/ plan which will
do damage. There are ominous
sounds of a great offensive and
all clear minded men sense the
dangers that are imminent.
This is a distinct challenge to
all of the forces of righteous-
ness and ought not to be dis-
regarded. It 1s exceedingly im-
portant that the church be
neither silent nor inactive.

Cai™ we not by united effort
make the Spring Meeting of
every Presbytery a great dy-
namic for righteousness and
sound a note that will bring
new courage into oui' own
hearts and stimulate the entire
country to more earnest and
effective activity? We ought to
sound a note of joy because of
the fact that the ‘Wickersham
Committee has made three
great affirmations:

“The Eighteenth Amendment
must not be repealed.”

“There must be no wine and
beer.”

“There must be continued
and increasing strict enforce-
ment.”

President Hoover, in the face
of the rdost arduous opposition,
and under the most appalling
pressure, has stood like a stone
wall for the strict enforcement
of the law.

We must reaffirm the faith’
of our church in the righteous-
ness of this vcause and in the
ultimate triumph of sobriety.
We ought to set aﬁart a special
hour devoted to this cause, or
secure some apostolic cham-
pion of temperance, or arrange
for a popular meeting open to
the public. Further, we should
encourage business and profes-
sional men who have sensed
their responsibility and caught
a vision of their opportunity to
promote locally a great Men’s
Prohibition Mass Meeting. Let
Us adapt the meeting to the lo-
cal situation and let us do
something vivid, vital and cour-
ageous that shall make an im-
pact upon the public mind and
conscience. Newspaper ﬁublici-
ty can be obtained and the sup-
port of every responsible civic
organization secured. Unswerv-
ing allegiance to the cause of
sobriety and law enforcement
is the one solution to the pres-
ent crisis.

JESSE BINGA ARRESTED;
CHARGED WITH EMBEZ-
ZLEMENT

Chicago, March 10. (By The
Associated Negro Press.) Jesse
Binga, former President of the
defunct Binga State Bank, 'was
.arrested here Thursday,
charged with embezzlement of
some 8300,000 from the institu-
tion which he headed.

The probable arrest of Mr.
Binga has been rumored ever
since the close of the bank.
Warrants were reported to have
been gotten out for him on va-
rious charges. Reports that he
could not he found and that he
was in a local hospital were
circulated along with the story
that he had transferred all of
his “earthly belongings” to his
wife, who, according to reports,
was rich in her own right.

Thursdaﬁ, however, rumors
of arrest became a fact when
Deputy Sheriffs Rallihan and
Feeny laid in wait for the
banker at his home, 5922 Park-
way, and took him into custody.
He was rushed to the Cook
County jail and bond was set
at -855,000.

Along with Mr. Binga, four
of his former employees were
taken into custody and charged
with embezzlement. They were:
Miss Inez Canty, Secretary to
Mr Binga, who, according to
members of the Board of Di-
rectors, passed on loans in Mr.
Binga’s absence; Harry Scott,
chauffer and “right hand man
of Mr. Binga,” Thomas R.
Webb, a director and former
auditor of the Pullman Porters
Benevolent Association, and
DeWitt Curtiss, who was vault
custodian and floor walker when
the bank was in operation.
Binga is said to have had the
four '(employees indigted with
him sign notes when they had
no financial responsibility. The
money secured on the notes Mr.
Binga would use to put through
his numerous real estate trans-
actions. The employees are ac-
cused of conspiracy.

S0 much of the institution’s
money became tied up in these
rperations together with other
frozen assets, that it was forced
to close.  When the bank sus-

ended it had deposits of

1,280,000. It was organized as
a State bank in 1920.

Since the closing of the Bin(?;a
State Bank, which caused a fi-
nancial crisis on the Southside
of Chicago, several reports
have been circulated that the
institution would be reopened,
but as yet they have not materi-
alized. The latest was circulated
during the pre-primary days
but depositors had been fooled
so often that they considered
this as a political gesture.

Mr.  Binga, according to
friends, has been ill in the hos-
pRal for months.  His arrest
was effected when the officers
waited at his house for the doc-
tor to come who was attending
him. The doctor, says the sto-
ry, arrived, rang the door-bell
and was admitted, and along
with the physician, went the
officers, and the banker, oft-
times declared to be Chicago’s
richest Negro, was placed un-
der arrest and when he could
not make the $10,000 bail on
one of the embezzlement
charges, was held in the jail
hospital overnight.
