It was a most un­
usual and surprising assumption. Under Bu('h weak

Htitutions live by making friends. Let them ('l'on­
olllizp at home, hnt with liheral spiritrulti\'ate fri(' lHl­
ship that carries intluenee behind it. Thokets are not 
expensive to pun'has, especially for a cbarity; but it 
may prove more ('ostly to withho 1 them from the 
young editors on small salaries, who usually write up 
snch affairs for the l)ublic. A noble c al'ity may sulrer 
Rl'riously from sbort-sighted managem ~nt.

Any public effort in behalf of an institution of chari­
ty s,hould hold in view first, not the mere cash that is 
to come in from sale of ticketR at the t'ime. To leave a 
Rtrong and winning impression on the people, to awak­
f'11 general attention, to create populal sympathy Hnd 
lIlake its existence and wants known lJ a favorable ad­
vertisement, is wortll far more to it) in the end than 
illllnediate returns. ,uch institutions are dependent 
for ('ontinued existence on widespread amiliarity ".;ith 
their wants and sympathy with their E~fIorts. The re­
ligil"lns public, including many prosperous and wealtby 
persons, con tribute a large proportion of funds for sueh 
RU)lport. The religious press taken by nearly all Chris­
tian falllilies, exerts a strong anu often controlling in­
fluence. It is well worth while to at least show res­
pe('t to such a power, and to invoke itls v.illing aRRist­
ann" especially as often notices and ccountR of pro­
('ee(lings are offered for free insertion. A publi(' chari­
ty often fails by considel'ing its own aid the only end 
that np(>ds to he consulted. Interest~ are general and 
shoul(l ht' regarded as reciprocal, not ex('luRive and 
s(·lfish. ,'ellisbuess ever ('nts its own throat while gen­
erosity fatteus 011 what itH kindliness ('a11s forth from 
others.

The conse­
quence would bave been that an int~lrest would have

I have eonsulted his entire lliar~" and have fOllnd 
that in all his ministry he never failed to prea('h fmm 
one to tbree times every :-;ahbath of his vacation. In 
later years he Rpent bis summers in more public p laces 
and from the notes of these Hi\bbaths we will make 
some extracts. 

Aug. H. I am for once in the whirl of a popular sum­
mer resort. There are thou ands of peo}>l!' here, many 
of whom have heen pointed out to n1(' aH promilll'nt 
Prebbyterians. :-;ome of tbem I have met. 1'11('Y have 
taken the social prayer ser\'i{'e of the cburch almost 
themselves and have given a varietr to it that will 
stimulate it long after they have gone away. The 
pal:ltor of the church, ueinga personal friend, asked me 
to preadl in his pulpit. AR I went to the chnr('h, neal' 
the appoin tell honr ror w01"shi p I was Rlll'IHised to see 
many who WNe PreflhyterianH at home on the pOI'I'hes 
of their hoarding houses in their morning attire. The 
little chU1'('h waH span'ely seated, instead of heing 
crowded as I had Rupposed it would be. The pastor 
assureH me that it is always so bere. )[any of the !'ity 
PreHbyterianH, he says, take \'acation from chureh as 
well aH from ollices. Perhaps they think their churl"ll 
('onneetion is not known and they can indulge them­
selves in an idle fit without any evil influen('e, but a 
professing Christian finds that a knowledge of that 
profession follows him about as closely as his shadow. 
Failure in duty is as hurtful here aR it is at home. 

Aug. 17. I have been a!Jle this year to spend a little 
time witb a cil'l'le of brethren who ha\"e gathered in a 
Ii We retreat to study the Bihle. We baye dropped our 
routine diflcussion for tbe Sabhath of worship anel it 
was my part to preach hefore these students of tbe 
Word. It. was a good day and I knew I was preaching 
to men who knew far more of the I-\cripture than m,\'­
Hell', but who were animated hy the samp Hpirit. I am 
meeting with Jl)en whose religious experienees are 

wi(lely different from m ' own an(L I do not know that 
I !la\'e ever been jostled so (·ompletcly out of the old 
ruts as I am now. It h s Rtilllulat('(l me. TIl(' f'ah­
bath doses on one glad heart at ll'nflt.

TimE' and 
pternity ha\'(' no hopeH OJ' blessiugs \\'11i('h are not af'­
fecte(l by our youthful years. Let )'outll he squull ller­
ell and tlle after-struc'ture must necessarily be uui It 
upon a sandy foundatioll. The man of mature .veal's 
is obliged in bittemesA of' heart to look hack through 
the windowH of memory and behold wrecks where 
might have stoo(l monuu entA, Oll! in answer to thiH 
qneRtion tllen, " What sh 11 I do?" let the young mall 
learn tirst of all that tllere is a solemn work of prepara­
tion tllat the husiness and difficulties of life may not 
find him unprepared. 

,\Vith a well-spent youtl ancl a sincere dC'eire to he 
useful, the question of choosing a profession will usually 
sol\-e itself. The desire sllould he to fill the niehl' 
whieh lIe who called us i ito being meant to fill. Let 
the aptitude be consulte . Let the parent assiHt th e 
chiid in discovering wha r tbe aptitude is. Tllere lA 
great force in the sentimen,t, "Our wisbes are pre e~lti­
ments of our ('apabilities." In this way eapabilities 
manifest themselv s often in very early years. I read 
that "Michael Angelo ne~lected scllool to copy draw­
ings wbiC'h he dared not bring llome, Dryden read 
Polybius before he was telll years old. Pope wrote ex­
cellent verses at fourteen . Pascal composed at Hixteen 
a tractate on the Conic, 'e tions. Kelson had made up 
his mind to be a llero before be was 01(1 enougll to he a 
midsbipman. Napoleon was already at tlle hC'ad of 
arlJlieR when pelting snowbal ls at Brienne."

Qualification for a particular work Ahoulcl undouhted­

thousand times worse than notlling." Tlle still small 
voice of an inner and ill rsterious ('onvi('tion is not 
sufficiently definite, at least with many, to decide this 
question, Nor should its call be expected only ill 
connection with employm 'nts distinctively religions. 
Every avocation is religious in a sense; as religiouFl as 
to pray, if pursued in tbe s )irit of divine stewardship. 
We miss tbe grandest side ofHfe wben we separate it. 
illto tlle spiritual and secul3l'. Every pious young man 
need not rush into the min'istry, then, simply be('ause 
be is piOllH. If this he bis only qualification lie may 
well pause on the brink ere he enterH the sacred call­
ing. There are otber sphereH which hi!:! piety will 
adorn, The ministry affon s scope for all the physical 
enduranee o f the atlllet ; all tlle tact and sagacity of 
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the lawyer; all the discriminating judgment of the 
physician; all the eloqnenC'e of a Cicero. The lawyer 
needs honesty as well as shre'wness, and our best 
lawyers are men of integrity, And not all W 0 paRA hy 
the law and tbe ministry Rhoulcl chooRe the ealing art. 
aR t.h(' only other learn~d pr'ofesRion which they may 
enter. Finally I would say to every youngman, do not 
trtlHt this important qnestion of the choice of a pro­
feSt:!ion t.o a fourth rate or even a 1irstrate phrenologist, 
hilt following the hiaA of your min<l look up to Him 
who sayH, '!I will guide thee with mine eye." And

You Ray you ha\'e a wonderful flow of peace 
since yon adopted Christian [-;cien('e and t.b.erefore it 
must hf' tl'l1e. Kow let UH try it. Are yon right S111'e 
YOIl are ]'(>a<1y ,to forgi\'e your f'IlemiC:'s, pray fo~' thC:'lli, go 
right np to them and do not c10llge them when you meet. 
them on the Rtreet? Are you Hlll'e you fell kindly, 
ChriHt-like toward them? If not, what is the peace 
(,hristian NC'ien('e gi\'eR you worth? Again, our Lorcl 
makes it so plain that the dullest need not. miHtake, 
that if we would he his dis('iples we mm,t tnke up the 
c'r08S, endure self-denial for him. lIow is it? That. you 
do llluch for Relf, I am snre is t.rue; we all do, Are 
you willing to do witllont Home thingR for C1riRt's and 
othen,' Rakp'? I know sudl people, no YOI1 show the 
(,hri8t 8pirit eVNywiJeJ'p, aud strike 00' the ~'igllt ha1l(1 
and t:! tl'ike out th e l'igiJt pye of Helf' .. intlulgeoclt''? Teuot, 
\\ hat a delul'lion t.hat feeliug of 1)(.'uce is, On('e 1ll0l'e.

It iH not a matter of feeling. H iA a mattprof trllth. 
And siut'e Go(l's'Vord is deme(l hy this t:!Yktem, it must 
he rejC'rted hy those who prefer what (locI says to the 
tea('hin~s of Mrs. Eddy. I.Jet lIH examine tht~ teaching 
of ('hrit:!tian Science on the doctrine ancl dU~lY of pray­
er. Mrs. Eddy, as has lJeen shown, denies t e fact of 
sin, and, of course, the atonement, and with ~ ese gone 
we are at a loss to see any necessity for prayer. lIow 
shall we pray in such a case and wbat use? Cbristian 
i4cience ('laimH to helieve in prayer, hut according to the 
theory, Anch prayer as the New Testament enjoins is 
not possihle. )1rs. Eddy say (Vol. IT., p. 1~~7): "Ask­
ing God to par(lon sin is a vain repetition, such as 
heathen use," lIow contrary tbis hold, had assertion 
is to tbe plainest teac'hing' of Uod's Word, and to the 
heHt experienee of tbe most enligh tened 'bristians. 
Again she says, "We cannot pray aright and believe 
that Hod, who is the same yesterday and forever, is 
('bangeab1e or influenced in tbe least by a m >rtal sense 
of what man need. He who is immutably rigbt will 
tloright without being reminded of it. We would not 
Atand before a hlacklJoard ancl pray the plrinciple of 
mathematics to work a prolJlelll fo), man," We would 
not be discourteous, but. the sense of this statement is 
not clear. True, our heavenly Father will do right 
whet.ber we pray 01' not, hut I am quite Sllire we will 
not. We must have the discipline of believing prayer. 
The true spirit of prayer i tbe spiri t of trust lmd obedi­
ence. May I suggest that there is a long di;stance be­
tween the Hearer of prayer and the plQnciple of 
matbematics. Of one thing we are sure, in the face of 
such statements of our Lord as, "Ask and ye sball re­
ceive," "(;fiYe us this day our daily hread," tbe writing 
of Mrs. Eddy if:! absurd, ifit he not a touch irreverent 
and wicked. 

A n example of the praying of Christian [-;0 ence will 
enable us to judge fairly of its quality and wo th, The 
Cbristian on plain Seriptural autbority, pray that. the 
means employed may be so IJlessed of God th t the siek 
may recover. The Christiun RdentiRt prays that he 
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may not helieve that be is siek, but only after it has 
been demonstrated that sick he is. 

Dr. Hazzard furnishes the prayer of a dyspeptic 
Christian :-;cience patient, part of which we quote. It 
will not be necessary to take off your hat, nOl' to assllme 
a reverent attitude, while I repeat it: "Holy Reality, 
we believe thou art everywhere present. 'Ve believe 
that thou art in this patient's Btomach, in every fibre, 
in every cell, in every atom. Thou art tbe sole and 
only reality of that stomac'h. i" '.' ." i;; :Nothing in 
this llDi verse was ever sick, is now sic'k, or can be sick. 
Forgive us our sins iu that we bave this day talked 
about our hackaches; that we have told our ueighbors 
that our food hmt 11S; t.hat we mentioned to a visitor 
that th(,l'e was a lump in om Atomach. Help 11S to 
Atontly ullirUl, witb OtJ]' hancl in YOllr han(l, with our 
eyes fixed on t.hee. that we have no dyspepsia; that we 
nevel' had clyspepsia; that we neyer will have tlYfl[>epsia; 
that there if! no such thing; that there uever waH any 
Aut'h thing; that there never will he any sueh thing. 
Alnen." 

J dare say, most of my readers have heen looking for 
the "amen" before this. All, me! If the perversion 
were not so sel'iomlly awful, we shon1d he inclined to 
cnll that the c1YApeptie prayer of a patient who had dys­
pepsia in more places than in his t:!tomaeh. 1 do uot 
quote this prayer for the purpose ofridicu]e, hut that 
the wille difference between the sensible praying of 
Christiani ty and the senseless praying of Pan thei tic 
Christian Science may he seen at a glance.

WORTHLESS LITERATURE. 

This is the mildest term that truth will allow us to 
HAe in (lescribing a.bout ninty-nille out of eVNY hun­
dred novels that eome frolll the press, They have not 
one redeeming quali ty. They ('ontril/ute nothing to the 
improvempnt of AtyJe; they puney to the minclllo new 
ideaH; they teaC'h no wholeHome leAsollH. There are 
l!ooc1uo"els tllat lift the mint! into lofty regions of 
thought, that, il1Apire tile KOIlI with healthful s(' llLi­
/lH'l1tH, that give us hi s tory anc! poet)'y cOI111>in('(l, that 
help to a solution of HOI'ial, poli tical aUll rpligiouH prob­
lemA. Sneh novels relHl iu proper prol'OrtionH "ill do 
good, and only f!ooll; but e\Ten the:.' should not 1>e the 
staple of intellectual diet. Sad to Ray, the novels 
answeri ng to the foregoing dpscri ption are not the 1lI0Ht 
popular. "'e noticed re('entl~' tbe ebaraeter of litera­
ture offered to tbe travelling public'. The newHhoy 
('ame around with hiH a)'ms full of books. He ha(llong 
arms aucl eonsquently a great numher of books. "'e 
detaine(l him long enongh to read the titles. 'fhey 
were all novelH hut one, and not a Ringle novel hyany 
author who has Illade an en\'iable name in literature. 

• ' ewAboys carry the kind of footl that Huits the puhlic 
appetitp. T,ook at the pile of ('beap books on any news­
Rtancl. You will find tbat about nine out of ten are 
novels of a Ii~ht, trashy kind, perhaps not positively 
'had, just about equivalent to whipped eream, or gruel 
that offers only the faintest suspicion of nourishment, 
Meu, women, boys and girls are devouring books hy 
the cart-load that cannot add a eubit to their moral, 
intelleetual, or spiritual statue. It would be easy to 
show that such reading is aetually dwarfing tbeir men­
tal and spiritual natnres; hutit is enough to stamp it 
with everlasting condemnation to say that it is con­
suming preeious time; hecause preeious t.ime is ]>re­
('ions life . Every hour spent in the feverish excit.e­
lllent of this worthless literature is worse than wasted, 
hut it were bad enough if only wasted. Wasted time 
is wasted opportunity, and all opportunityv i golden. 
Thpre it:! not a 1)0), of average parts of all our broad 
land who could not hy a judicious lise of spare moments 
make bimself fairly master of 'ome department of 
useful knowledge; and in so doing he would pave the 
way to honorable position and commanding influence. 

There is hardly a girl in our land who could not fit 
herself to grace an elegant home, or make for bm'self 
an indep ndent living if she would give her leisure 
moment to reading only what is worth reading, But 
hooks If history, of travel, of hiography, of science to 
say n thing of books of devotion are crowded out, and 
the mind is enfeebled hy a continual devouring of en­
sationallove storieA; and to some extent unlitted to 
grapple with tbe solid facts and serions problems of 
life. A neighbor, a good Christian woman, came to me 
not long since to lJorrow EDwARD'~ lIistory of Redemp­
tion. I was positively startled, and was so pleased 
that I tried to give her the book. How many young 
people of this day ancl generation have ever heard of 
sl1('h n. hook, or even read one line writt.en hy the 
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greatest thinker this country has :prodnced? His themes, 
although the most important thl~t can engage the mind 
are not attraetive. Talking with a Roman Catholic 
lady, I quoted the BillIe to prov some point in (lil:lptlte. 
i"be picked up a novel that she had been realling and 
said, "I wouldn't ~ive that for iltll your Bihles." Not 
many Protestants would he so (:andid, lmt a great 
many Protestants set preciAely the salle comparative 
estimates on the two book, the novel and the Bihle. 

PerRons who cannot tell you whether EZEl(IEr, is in 
the Old or the Xew Tel:ltament ('an talk glibly ahout 
"BarrierA Burned Away," "The Propbet of the Big 
Sru()ky," and such like. In the a\'erage social circle 
what is meant by a well-read man or woman, is tbe man 
or woman who keepA pretty wel ~ pOHtecl on the titles, at 
least, of the newC'st nct ion. On the wbole the world 
would be bleHAed, if all thC' novels of the last fifty yean; 
Ahoulll tuke lire and hurn up, \\Te could well aftonl to 
lOMe the good ones for the sake of freeing the mind of 
an im'eterate l1ovel-rearling a~e from tll('ir degratling 
bnndage.-Edilm'iaZ N. C. p,.e,~b!l[el'ian.

W. AFRICAN MISSIONARIES- A PROTEST. 

I see by the paper, Jan. 8th, that a Mr. 
and Mr'. MeConnell with three young child­
ren, have lately sailed from t. Paul for 
li'reetown, \V. Afi'i('a. I once-after medi­
cal advice-took two children to \V. Afdca, 
the oldest about four and a half years. In 
some four months he took the African fever 
and dieu. And as ~oon as an English 
physleian saw the younger one lle said, 
"You must soon take that boy home, or he 
will die I" 1 did so and he yet lives. White 
children are not mised ill West Africa. They 
mostly die in a few days or weeks. And if 
one lives to be weaned it is pale and puny, 
and sent home to Rngland. It is well for 
out-going missionaries to understand this 
matter, and 1 write to protest, most earnest· 
ly, against their taking children, especially 
young children, to that deadly coast of W. 
Africa. If parents feel called to go let them 
provide homes for the little ones in this 
country. 

All who go there must have the "African 
fever." It is hard on auults but more 
dangerous to young children, and I say 
leave them at home. I know that God can 
protect them even in Africa, but He re­
quires us to exercise common prudence and 
some good sense. And it is neither, to take 
young children to that part of the mission 
field. When railroads are built and we can 
speedily reach the High Lands (6,000 fL.) ther{' 

it is healthy and ·hiJdren can be reared an'd 
they may safely be taken thither from this 
country. But, with the prospect of being 
detained for months on the coast and the 
hardships of a journey inland it sllould 
ne\'er be done. "I speak that 1 do know, 
and testify that I have seen."

HOME MISSIONS AND THE WEEK OF 
PRAYER. 

TllUrsuay was pre-eminently our Home 
Missi9n day. There was food for tho!lght 
in the different significance attached to the 
idea of Home Missions. There was the ex­
treme of selfishllp.ss in the spirit that began 
and ended with the indi-vidual's own home 
and church. "Lord save me and my wife, 
my son John and his wife. us four and no 
more." Then there was that ostentatious 
avowal of sympathy with that great mis· 
sionary motto, "The world for Christ." fol­
lowing with t.hat narrowingcil'cle until one's 
sense ofpel'sonal obligation and co·operation 
was circumscribed by "our State and city," 
as if here was the limit of God's righteous 
claims. I will pray for the rest of the world 
sometimes, but my own State and city has 
a paramount claim which is already greater 
than my ability. and what 1 do out ide must. 
necessarily be limited, and the pittance 
given must go through the Boards, only 
this, and no more. It was refreshing to 
occasionally catch a different strain and find 
that some souls were lifted up very near to 
Christ in the tl'l1e spirit of t h e great commis· 
sion; and fired there at the heart of Christ, 
caught up the prayer "the world for Christ," 
and "our country for Christ." The only true 
discrimination between Home and Foreil;n 
Missions is of the effort to evangelize foreign 
lands and peoples, and that which seeks the 
evangelization of our own country. There 
are no State lines in the true ~pirit of Home 
Missions. '1'0 provide for their own State is 
too much like providing for one's own table, 
to catch the true ring of Missions. In this 
advancing age of Missions. the old and e.­
tablished States are showing signs of marked 
discrimination between genuine ?IItSSLOn 

work beyond their borders. and the duty 
to t.ake car{' of the work within the State 
under some independent se-heme 'uch as 
sustenta tion . And while cnring for their 
own ehnr('h s they enlarge their contribu­
t ions to Home Missions and so set free 
greater resource for the general evangeliza­
tion of the country. Fidelity to State evan­
gel ization does not justify disregard or neglect 
of broader Home Mission work. Especially 
is this so when the State is not independent 
itself of outside help, but is receiving sub­
stantial assistance trom the Church at large. 
Whether they be classed as frontier States 
01' otherwise, thereis much important Home 
Mission work to be done in th e States 
West. of the Mil'lsissippi River which 
work is depe)1(lent upon llelp from 
without the State, if ever done. Nor can 
any State hold its head vel'y high in its self­
sufliciency, so long as it is dependent upon 
the general HomeMission Fund, to carryon 
the work within its own bounds. And how 
much genuine nlissionary spirit is there in 
the refusal to help on the work in other 
States, while itself is receiving help from 
abroad. The subject for Thursday of the 
Week of Prayer was well timed, and it is to 
be hoped that much earnest prayer was 
offered that all true Christians might have 
"a sense of pcrsonal responsibility" alld its 
attendant co-operation not only in the evan­
gelization of their own city, but also of the 
country and frontier. The church wants 
less of that narrow, selfish charity that 
begins and ends at home, and more of the 
missionary spirit of Christ, wit hits far­
reaching nobility of purpose and generosity 
of execution. Selfishness is a littleness of 
soul, which, in order to see Christ. Heeds 
with 7.accheus to climb up to a higher eleva­
tion of purpose and a broader vision and life. 
There are very few churches, if any, in the 
West., that cannot trace back to th is very 
spirit of missions, that early help and foster­
ing that gave them being and the impetus 
to become what. they are. We need th is 
same missionary spirit in the West that we 
expect from the East. And each new 
church established, should in turn become 
a centre of Home missionary influence, that 
begins if you please, in its own city and 
State, but does not end there, nor even limit 
itself to such until its own State is evange­
lized, but exhibits that broad Christian 
spirit, that overleaps State lines, and di­
vides liberally in every opportunity for the 
upbuilding of Christ's cause a.t home a)ld 
nbroad. KIRK. 
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Those penlOns who have heard of Dr. Geo. 
P. Hays' leetlure on The homeward trip from 
Palestine, will remember th~ halt made lit 
Tripoli, Syria, the visit to the mission at 
that place, the appetizing repast providerl 
by the ladie~1 at the home of Rev. W. S. N el­
son, the mule-car special which returned 
the visiting party to the landing, and be· 
ides other Iloatters of interest, that extraor­

dinary cosset, doing such effective duty at 
the steamer's wharf, as a terror to all loafers. 
But neither j,he brief visit nor the hasty de­
molition of f e lunch, prevented a close ob­
server like D: . Hays from noticingt~ chapel, 
in other respects fitly attractive as well as 
useful, but destitute of seats convenient for 
school exercises and religious services. One 
object kept in view during the lectures re­
cently given, has been to supply this much 
needed furflit urc. Having realized an 
amount suffi~~ient for the purpose, $400, the 
seats having been purchased at the factory 
of '1'hos. K ne, Chicago. and are being 
shipped to Tr,'poli: a result alike helpful to 
the mis 'ion u1d ('reditable to the donor. 
May this seasonable aid from a Missouri pas­
tor to a mem'ber of that missionary house­
hoI d,so long ,"espected in our State, as where­
ever known. at home and abroad, stimulate 
many hearts to bless the tie that binds, and 
the hand that moves, in response to like 
Christian 10·I'e. As for the lecturer, he 
seems likely tJo gain universal permission to 
make that wh hed for, second trip at no di~­
tant day. 

Rev. C. W. :Backus, of Kansas City, Kan., 
bas been an example to many, in respect to 
the interest h , has taken in circulating pe­
titions a.nd se luring thesignaturesofcit,izens 
disposed to lprotest against opening til e 
@olumbian E}cposition on the Lord's Day. 
We learn through him th at th ose of CO~l­
tmry mind arc also circulating petitions, to 
ul',!~e their Anti-American views upon tlte 
commissioner!! in charge. At Chicago and 
some other' dir'ections, they will be ahle to 
make a great show of strength . If the 
fi'iends of Sa blpath 0 bservance are to su('­
ceed in defe d ing the nation's Sahbath 
against merce lary corporations and all hos­
tile interests, i is obvious they will need to 
prosecute the work vigorously to the end. 
Success in this undertaking will surely btl 
worth all the toil it costs. But to settle

Within the eight years existence of this In­
stitution it has sent many other excellent 
Christian girls to schools in the States, and 
as teachers int,o the nei~hborhood schools 
among their 0 n people. 

The Choctaws are "proud" of Wheelock 
Orphan school :Ilnd speak of it as their "boss 
school." 

The late Dr. 'fimothy Hill, after spending 
several days in this cheerfu l , bpsy "Home," 
said of it, that it stands at the head of all the 
Board's Indian schools." From its organiza­
tion the favor of Him whose especial regard 
is to the orphal1led ones has rested upon it. 
His blessing upon the labors of most faithful 
and devoted te chers has resulted in chang­
ing scores of dull, ignorant, and wicked crea­
tures into brig~l t, intelligent, cleanly, Chris­
tian young women. Some who were almost 
hopelessly dep:raved, became most exem­
plary. 

The girl of wbom your cor) espondent says 
that "she is sUI>ported by the Educational 
AssoClation of t le Colleges," previous to the 
present collegiate year paid her own board 
by hard work out of school hours, and her 
other expenses were paid, largely, by her 
former teachel' at Wheelo{'k. The father of 
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th is girl (E lla Brown) was a full blood 
Choctaw who went as a missionary to the 
remnant of his tribe in Miss .

Ac.'tion of the .-re l'fbyte ry of UOII SlllS 

C' lty. 
The presbytery of Kansas City held a meet-

ill!! at ' Yarrensburg, to consider the over­
tures sent down by the Geu . Assembly. 
As its actions is more than the mere yes and 
110, it may be interesting to others to know 
the reasons therefor as included in the 
papers adopted as follows: 

DEACO:'< ESSES. 

" Th is presbytery is sincerely desi!'09s of 
promoting ill every propt>r way the work of 
Christian women; but this presbytery has 
~t'en no sullicient evidence that either in 
t he Rcriptures or in the history of the early 
church the work of deaconesses isso dese-rib­
cd as to authorize us to say definitely what 
it. "'!.lS; we therefol'e an~wer the Ii rst section 
of tu(> overture on the deaconesses in the 
negative. 

We answer the second section in the aflii rm­
ative. While it is not all we want it is a step 
in the r ight d irection. We would prefer a 
further clause somewhat as follows: "The 
dllties of deaconesses in each church shall be 
tle!incd by the session thereof. " " " ' hen any 
preshytery shall desire to set apart any 
women , a member of one of the chupcbes 
under its care , to special mission "'ork, it 
shall have the right to do so; and such pres­
hytel'[al deacone ' shall devote her whole 
ti'lUe to charitable and religious labors \lntler 
the direction of the presbyter.\', and be pro­
vidcd by p resbytery with a cOlll petent sup­
I rt."

We have plenty of tields wherechu 'cbes 
a nd pastors are needed; but the means to 
maintain them until they are able to n~aiJl­
tain themselves, a re not forthcoming. :F'or 
this missionary work th e churches of the 
West are giving their fu ll shure for their 
own fields , and for the other fields outside 
in proportion to our membershi p an l our 
wcalth . If ourweaIt,hy memhers in the East 
wou ld give to the ,Vest (lod 's portio out 
of t hei r investlllen ts in the , Yest, we" oulll 
be greatly aided . At present the Wc~st is 
~lIl'porting the East; for our EasterJI 1'r )sby­
teria n capitalists are giving to the East'l not 
onl y nod's portion of the p!'ofits of their 
Eastern business, but also God's portion of 
the protits of their money invested ill the 
West.

THE MID-CONTINENT 

PRESBYTERIAN COLLEGES AND THE DAY 
OF PRAYER. 

Statistics for th e following table have been 
invited (by prepared blanks and return 
envelopes) from all colleges, including those 
of women only, tbat are thought to hold 
substantial relations, in whatever form, 
with our Cburch. Many names that notably 
come within that definition will be missed 
from the table. Hereafter the returns will 
be sought quite in advance of the holiday 
vacation, which probably has had much to 
do with the incompleteness of the present 
response. In explanation of the table: The 
naked tigures belong strictly to college 
classes; the bracketed to preparatory classes, 
wh ich, in Western colleges especially, al'e an 
important element of college work. 'The 
square of blanks opposite to the last four 
colleges show that they are for women only. 

'fhe Collegiate and Academic Department 
of the German Theo!. School, Dubuque, 
Ia., "eports 19 students. 

Wh ile the foregoing table is cOl'fessedly 
so imcomplete, it makes, for the colleges 
appearing in it, an exh ibit of great interest: 
1. In the very large proportiO:1 which the 
church-members bear to total college 
students. In J887 the similar table sh owod 
such proportion to bc a little less than 00 
per cent.; ill 18&! it was notquite (;7 per cenL; 
in 1889 it rose a little above i1 per cent. ; in 
18!JO it fell back to Iii percent.; in the present 
table, it exceed s, for the aggregate of tbe 
college' reporting, 82 pe!' cent. Even in the 
preparatory classes the present exh ibl t 
shows more than (jL per cent. of church­
members. The differencu. however, between 
a1 and 2 gives some c.riterion of the impor­
tant spiritual work that goes on in connec­
tion with distinctive acadclilic study under 
Christian teachers. 2. The very large pro­
portion of students who in these colleges 
are engaged in Bible study will be seen at a 
glance. 3. The proportion of stt'ldents for 
the ministry is very large. Not counting 
the colJegoes for women, we find in the table 
a list of 18 colleges, which out. of a total of 
150'J ('ollege students return 3(;) as "meaning 
to be ministers." If that total of students 
were made lip wholly of males, the showing 
would be of more than 23 pel' cent. as stu­
dents for t he mi n istrv. But. estimllting 
fairly the proport.ion of women who are in 
the m ixed colleges of the West, it is plain 
that the proportion of young men who, in 
the aggregate of those J7 colleges, have the 
ministry in view can hardly be less than olle 
in three.

2~d March, 88fl, a~ed 6-1." Ju tice Matthews 
was one 0 the charter membe!'s of the 
Church of tli e Coven an t, and served 011 its 
Board of Tl'\lstees until his death. Durin~ 
his long anll painful iIllle~s one of his chief 
diversions aut! pleasures was to watch frOIll 
the windows of his home opposite the ercc­
tion of the noble edifice.

Tit, recent trial of Rev. Howard 1\1ae ,tueary, of Can­
ton, Ohio, a reetor in the Protestant Episcopal church, 
lraR attractell general attention. It was not veTy much 
of a trial, there being few witnesses, few speecbes an(l 
no deciflion to be rendered for the present. Tile evi­
dence in tbe case wa presented in culle( extracts from 
published writings of tbe acc'used whos,e speech in de­
fence furnished the en tertaining part ( f the proceed­
ings. The dellnite statements and argl~)11ents in these 
writings, with their general spirit, would be difficult of 
explanation consistent with historic ortl odoxy. They 
involve a flat contradiction of tbe dilvine "eoneep­
Lion" of Jesus Cbrist and of lIis miral'lllous resurrec· 
tioIl from the dea(l, aA taugu t in the Fcri))tures. To 
the Cbrir;tian mind tlleir acceptance would overturn 
the fou lHlations of Christianity, that li() at the begin­
ning aIlll at the dose of the partbly life Ill' the Re­
lleemer. 

Episcopalians have permitted a broad laxity in doc­
trine within the limits of the Apostles Creed. Be­
tween high-church men who dwell in the suburbs of 
Rome, alLd low-church men who tarry near Gene\'a, 
there iR a' wide extended plain. But these differences, 
asille from sacramental regeneration and priestly pow­
el'S, usually pertain more to order and worship than 
to doctrine. All eiasseR alike stall<lllpOn the some­
what indefinite doctrinal terms of the an .\1' til'lesof the 
Church ufEngland. As to fundamental points of the 
Christian faith they are agreed, alllong these being the 

o(·trines that Jesus Christ was "conceived by the Holy 
({host" and that "the third day He rose from the 
llead." 

Whosoever strik s at these points atta 'ks the faith 
of Cbristendom as well as that of the Epistopal stan­
dards. Therp. seemed nothing else ther,efore, for hon­
est bishops and priests to do than to silence such dis­
eor(laut notes in their pulpits, under p Qaltyof losing 
the Aympathy of orthodox Christians the worlcl over, 
and of the Roman Catholic people as well. Of course 
the cry of persecution and bigotry WIll be raised. by the 
enemy, in whose sight all adherence to lrevealed truth 
is nal'l'OWneSB. But the church cannot 3~fford to har­
bor enemies. 

This is not an age of persecution for frele thinkers and 
free speakers. On the eon trary it. is qui te the reverse, 
:.tn age of extreme tolerance of though t a:od expres ion 
iu the churches, as in the world. But there are fences 
beyond which ordained represen Latives of churthes, 
wl;o have voluntarily yielded their assent to ('reeds and 
promised faithful defence thereof, may not be permi tted 
to hreak out and roam at will. Loss of personal con­
viction does not release ~t sal'l'ed pledge nor absol\'e a 
representative lUan from obligation to maintain good 
faith and. sworn allegiance. If there were no other 
way out, conscientious tonyietion as to that in whieh 
trutb consists, might require boldness of opposing ut­
terance within "holy orders." But there is an open, 
honest and easy way out. Let the enemy retire to his 
own camp. No one is imprisoned or held. by chains in 
any chureh. He is as free to go as to Qome. 'Vhen 
his ('onvietions therefore contradict the fa,ith of those 
whose doe trines he has solelUnly bound bimself til 
preach, the honest anllmanly ('ourse, t~~e Christian 
eOlU"e, is to demit hi ministry and take his depart\lre 
for eongeniallatitucles. Failing to do this hut Ilef~'iug 
authority and forcing trial by public utterance, iA e\'i­
\I('ill'e of uesire for making a ensation. '0 awai t and 
\'ompel expulsion is to in vi te all\'ert.isemen t. It is a 
hid for worldly popularity and the praise ~f well who 
are oppoiSed to Christianity. The fever of conspiL'uosi­
ty is widely prevalen t in concei ted and ill-balanced 
JIIinds. If one faih; of ueing great he ean at least ue­
come notorious. l-1ome men court the 1'01, of martyr 
and would rather wear the phylactery of "heretic" on 
Htreet corners tha . pral'tice tbe life of "s~tint" in re­
tired closets. M. l\Ial'Queary will Iloublpess rel'eive 
wille sympathy nd applause fur a show of iUIlepen­
dcnee and reli ns bravado. But it will IJ frol11 the 
enemies of tbe cross alone. None of the ot);ter cburchefl 
will want him when the Episcopalians for just reason 
shall have cast him out. Orthodoxy has ])0 place for 
restless and unsettled speculators whose fai th is ever on 
the wing, and who bear no olive branch in their.beaks. 

THE MID-CONTINENT. 

MISSION SCHOOLS IN INDIA . 

Nearly two years ago the Committee on Foreign Mis­
sions of the cll lll'cb of, 'cotland sent a circular of in­
q uiry to a hundred or more persons in India, mission­
aries, officials, and otbers. The object desired was to 
Hecure an expression of opinion from men in various 
positions, irrespective of tbeir views, as to the desira­
bilityof maintaining mission colleges in India. Of 
H.') replies, 6R were favorable, and 16 unfavoraLle. The 
last ljeneral .\ssembly to wbom the F. M. committee 
reported its action, remitted that report to the Presby­
teries, requesting that their opinion be returned to a 
special ('ommittee of tbe Assembly appointed to receive 
and eollate them. 70 Preshyteries have reportedj 60 of 
them favor continuance of the educational mi ssi-o)] Sj 
5 tbink that some gradual change should be made, and 
but one prop(lses diredly that tbe cbools he aband­
onee\. This is certainly a noLle triuute to the value of 
su('ll insti tu tions. 

A large number of the opinions of noted men high in 
civil authority, al111 of wide experience and ohservation 
in Iilllia allairs, have been pulJIished. They combine to 
render irrefutable testimony to t.he success of missions 
anti to the triumph of Christian education in that land. 
.\mong these persons are Governors, LieutenantGover­
nors, Commissioners, ecretaries and others of rank 
and pOiSi tion. We give a few extracts frow these 
OpllllOUS. ir Wm. Muir, Principal Univ. of Edip­
burgh, formerly l-1ecretary to <30v't in India, answers: 

"It wonhl be a calamity for Indiaif missionarv s('hools 
were wHhdrawn. Apart from immediate conversion to 
tbe faith, their infiuence on the mind of the people has 
been of inestimable value. It was the Seotcb schools 
and colleges which first ('alled forth the sympathies 
of Hindus toward Christianity. The country has by 
them been inoculated with Christian sentiment. They 
are the only means at present available for leayening 
the minds of the young. I am quite satisfied that these 
high-schools and colleges are a most \'aluable means 
by which our churches can act on the Hindu and other 
Indian races, and that as such it is our duty to main­
tain them.l' 

::3ir Riehanl Temple, ex-Gov. of Bomba~', allll ex­
Lieut. tiov. of Bengal says: "I think that the re­
ligiouE' educational mi 'sions and institutions to which 
you refer are of the highest importance and should cer­
tainl v be main tained." 

Sir" 'William W. Hun tel' wri tes: "1 should regard 
any withdrawal of the ~cottish?IIi ion ' from the work 
of education as disastrous. The weak point in our 
system of Indian public instruction is our inabilitv to 
(rj"ive any form of religious teaching in our state schools. 

f, therefore, the Scottish ~Iissions were to withdraw 
from educational work in India, the state Tstem of 
public imltruction would be deprived of one of the most 
important claSH of institutions which haye hitherto 
tempered the exelusive secular teaching of the Govern­
ment sehoolA. Furtber, as the nath'e religious leaders 
have been encoura~ed to gi\'e spiritual instruetion in 
aided sehools of theIr own, the J ndian races would be 
left to the influence of a constantly increasing pl'opa­
ganda of Hinduism and Islam, wbile the Christian 
teaching hi therto gi ven by the i::)cottish Mission schools 
and eolleges would be curtailed." 

8ir Chas. "G. Atkinson lately Lieut. Gov. of the 
Prrnjauu r~plies: "rn illy judgment the value of 
educational missionary lllstitutions, in the present 
transition state of Indian opinion, can hardly be over­
rated. The importance of Mission schools and colleges 
is even greater now than when Dufl' inititated his 
educational polic~' . Educated Hindu society is honey­
combed with unbelief, and the great question of the 
day iF! what shall take the place of the broken gods. 
Hence a growing Buddhist optimism, the revival of 
Yedantic deism, the Brahmo Somaj and otber theistic 
societies. Hence, too, the inquiry and searching into 
the Christian Scriptures, whieh go on in India to an 
extent which those who i~nore Missions have no con­
ception of. Now, if ever, IS the Church's opportunity. 
India is only waiting for some native 'to Paul to turn 
by thousands to the Lord. But the more active you 
are in your chools, the better you will be prepared for 
that day when it (·omes. Even now, as a matter of 
fact although statistics of eon version are no true test 
of the value of missionary work, the most numerous 
converts and the best are made in the schools." 

l-1ir Chas. E. Bernard formerly Home Hec. of the India 
GOy't. writes: "In so far as the existing educational 
AYstem leads men to reject Hindui m, it prepares the 
\"aI' for Christianity. But.if no effect is made to teach 
('h'ristianity, and if('hristian s('hools and colleges were 
dOl:'ed, atheisDl would. be unchecked until some exten­
sion of Brahmoism or some new sect like the Brahmos 
arose. If Protestant colleges and schools were abolish­
ell or greatly diminished Roman Catholies would. pro­
hably extend their educational work, and would occupy 
IlIl1l'h of the ground v~cated 1Iy Protestant 1\1is ions." 

lIon. l-1ir Henry Ramsey gives his testimoney: 
"There can be no doubt as re~ardR the value and 
neeesfli ty of ed ucation in connection wi th Missions. I 
ha\'e kn'own Kumaon for finy years-long b fore any 
)Iission was established-and I can see tbe great 
('hanges effeeted by )Iission sdJOols. Altilongh the 
result of Mission work may not seem important, if 
tested by the number of con versions the effect of 

h ristian inHtru ·tion iill parted by Mission SCll00lR has 
been very marked. T.ile truths of Christianity and. 
salvation through CbnRt alone bave been made known 
widelyj faith in Hinduism has been shaken, and the sup­
ersti tions connected with it are only main tained through 
the influence of oltl Pundits and leading men who 
feel that their social position and influen('e depend up­
on their upholding Hinduism. Kodoubt many who have 
passed through the school have been convinced of the 
truth of Christianity, but they are afraid to admit their 
conviction in consequence of the influence of old lead· 
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in" men, the loss of caste I nIl expulsion by relations if 
they accepted Uhristianit ." 

Hon.Geo. Edw. Knox, H.essions ,Judge, N.W.Provin­
ces savs:"I feel assured th teducationalMissions under 
God's'blessing, conferred a. boon upon India, and have 
been permitted by Him to be the means of bringing 
many souls to Christ. I have long entertained a be­
lief that His word is woX-king secretly to an exten t 
which we cannot preceive, and that the clay is not far 
off when the number of those who are added to the 
Ohurch will be as noexpeeted as was the draught of 
fishes after our Lord's reFmrreetion." 

Huch noble tributes to tile success of Missions and to 
the value of their educatiOl al work cannot be set aAide 
by the flippant opinionf! of hasty travelers or the 
sneers of ungodly oflicers who revile the work uoth 
at home and ahroad. The leaders of Government and 
of thought in India know tc 0 well wbat ~riHsion, ha\'e 
achieved. -. .. 

THE ENFORCEl"ENT OF LAW. 

There iF; one kind of law l;ilat is not diffil'ult to en­
force, namely that against vice or crime which is uni­
versally recognized as wiCkedness. Take murder, 01' 
theft, or arson for example. The trouhle here lies 
chiefly in the detection of the criminalj after that the 
penalty is ordinarily sure aJild swift to follow. But as 
to laws against q,uestionaLle vice, or customs concern­
ing the immorality of whid public opinion is at all 
divided, their enforeement beeomes more difficult. 
It is involved with scruples on the part of many as to 
the rights, privileges and opinions of citizens who dUrer 
radically on moral standar If! from those whose in­
finenee has seeured the ena(·tment of the law. 

This is one of the chief h~ (lrance to the enforl'e­
ment of Sunday liquor and fluch statutes. The moral 
sentiment of the puhlic is not thoroughly united Oll 
the subject. There is a hesitancy of conviction as to 
thp intrinsic legal justice of such statutes and a fear 
of the restraint of personal rights and individualliher­
tie. This wavering of tons,cience may be from weak­
ness or ignorance; hut. that it prevails extensively no 
one can question. That its existent'e is one of th~ 
main obstacles to the enforcement of such laws may 
also readily be seen. 

The Evangelical Alliance of l-1t. Louis has reecJltiy 
taken steps toward revivin ~ the activity of onr city 
~untlay laws and the su PPl ession of the open saloon. 
These law vigorously applied would secure the 
effil'ienl'Y of prohibition of open saloons and would give 
us a quiet :-labbath. But this movement on the part ot 
our associatecl ministers has called forth bold opposi­
tion and ven ridil'ule from E orne members of the daily 
pre S. It has also tirrell u the enemies of the 'ab­
bath to threats of most forci Ie 0Ppo i tion and of re­
sen tful action. 

A law that is a dea(lletter would better be -repeale,l 
than ue permitted to stand. For it is a coufession of 
moral weakness, an acknowledgment of wrong that 
the public is not willing to r Ji gb t. If sueb a law he 
right, it should be enforced. Left to stand helpless on 
tbe statute hook it is a comp 'omise, its existance being 
a concession of the wrong-d er who cares nothing for 
it so long as it lies dormant. It also soothes the pub­
lic conscience to have a law {gainst sin, even if the 
law is but a letter and a form. There is nothing that 
evil doers like better than inenicient legislation. 

It is popularly said that no law can be carried in to 
effect without the force of su1ficient public opillion he­
hind it. But the way to create and educate puhlie 
opinion is the earnest and effi ctual enforcement of law. 
Publie opinion often sleeps a.od I' sts indifferent, un­
der timidity as to business, a .d social effects, ifunpopn­
lar tatlltes are pressed to the' point. Putting tbe law 
in to effect awakens the torpid[ conscience of the mass 
of people who approve others in doing wbat they are 
not willing to take part in thE~mselves. It is the duty 
of all go,od dtizens to see that laws are enforced, as 
well as to see that they are made. Perpetual and uni­
versal vigilance is the price oJ[ public virtue. We trust 
that the Evangelical Alliance will take hold resolutely 
and pre s their purpose to its attainment. -. ;,.

011 Saturday, January lOth, a et of resolutions was intro­
duct'li. into the lower house of Congress by Hon. n. P.

The docu­
ment is an attack upon lhe management, of Indian Affairs. 
After a lengthy preamble, with six all.egatioTls, a call is 
made for thc appointment of a Committee to iIwe,'tigate 
the t l'ansactions of the IlHlian Burcau. The com plaints 
arc , that thc GovemLllcnt starved t he Indians into a revolt; 
t hat the methods for buying and issuing (~attle to Illilian: 
are limIt,\' , causing great loss to Indians; that Ex-Commis­
~iolH'r Oberly wa ' asked to resign bccause he di scarded the 
bids of a firm which had previously furnishled i nfcl'ior goods; 
that Col. Day of South Dakota, and a special c01'l'espondent 
of The New l-ork lVodrt, in Dakota, thinks the Indiall Bu­
I'l'au is corrupt and, t,hrough llIismanage.r!nent, has caused 
the pre,'c nt Illdian trouble.

, 'andwiched in hetween the, e allegation: is another, in 
whit'h special complaint is made against the COllunissionC'r 
of J nil ian A ffaiI'H, which will awaken much interest. It 
Htates that at a mcctin~ ofthe Catholic Indian BUl'ean, held 
Xuv. 18th, IHOO, l'el'olutioJls were pa 'sed protesting against 
t he action of the Commissioner in terminating six contracts 
1'01' Roman Catholic schoolH, and rcducing the numher of 
pupilH provided for, by contract, in t weniy-ei~ht otherfi, i~­
noring the protests of said Calholic Bureau, to so late a 
date that it became nC'cc 'sa ry for it to ohtltin a loan of $H2,-
000 to feed and clothe thc children. Discerning people will 
have 110 diJI1<:lIlty ill seeing, in thi s attack, a renewal of the 
COlltc;;t of a year ago, which attempted to deleat the confir­
mat ion of Gen. ~Iorgan, and which ill sOllie forlll, may he 
expccted to continue as lon~ as he remai ns in office . While 
professedly aiming at the pUl'i ficalion of tlH~ Indian Burea u. 
these cOl11plainers would strike down the v'ery pollt.\· which 
is rapidly lifting it into a hig-her plane. They represent 
the part~' that would drag' it down, and have 110 'ympathy 
with the.beneficent work now going on, nor rail they, for 
their sympathies are with old time tendEmcie '. They arc 
mentally incapable of appreciating the pre,lent, enlightened 
I'I'og'I'eflsive policy of the Commissioner. Thosc who have 
trollble!l themHeh'es to al'cel'taill the true situation have 
j(Hlnd ahnndant eviflcllce that the IllII iall servicC' haH 
greatly illlproved ill the last ten or lifteen years, and that 
the good work was lIevcr in heilc)' 1IalHl than 1I0\\'. There 
i: still need of purging', for barnacles will cling to tile best 
ships. 

As to the complaint that GenJ. Morgan lJias discriminated 
against the Roman Cathohc contract school, the answer is 
an easy one.

WH Y ARE THEY WEAK ? 

I have been asking that question about various ,Missouri 
churches. The answer is not complete, but part of it is 
worth noticinp:. Being interested in Fo eign Mis ions, I 
urged an elUer in a weak church to arrange for an olTering, 
and since there was no minister, I would eHhe}' come or 
seml i;ome one at my own eXJlcnse, if necessary, to preach 
aud 1.1r~e the cause. I supposed, of course, the offering 
would be I'mall and the attendance light, but it would cer­
tainly be a good thin~ for the clnuch to give to some cause 
outside of itself. And did the elder accept the offer and set 
a date alld slir up his church '? Ni), genlle reader, he did 
not. He wrote back: "It is more than li ely there wOllld 
be but a small congregation, and as for he few of llS that 
still belong to the Presbyl rian church, it is needless for 
you or anyone else to be expecting contl'l,bntioll' from lilt, 
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for we pay it Lo the chnrchcs in which we worship. So long 
as it goes to forward the cause of Christ, we do not care 
wbat church gets it." A(lmirable fratel'llal spirit, isu't it? 
An elder in the church, but no care whether his chul'ch 
does any work Ol' not! It i a comfort to feel that it is not 
my personal presumption in asking an offering that chills 
Illy good friend. Xobody need expect him and his Presby­
terian church to do anything for the church's work! If 
that is the spirit of the ollicers in OUI' weak churches, what 
wonder the membership are negligent and inefficient? It is 
not trange that our Home Mission Committee had such 
hard work supplying weak churches. Elders are very often 
leaders in opposition to whoever goe" and oppose efforts 
which would strengthen the church. And this lact may 
explain why some of us who are carrying double work 
already do not got out among the weak churches and hclp 
them, as we have bcen-eriticised for not doing. You can't 
run over a frozen ehler vcr.v well. M.

room, with a gallery for infant da 'ses, all these connecting 
conveniently wilh the audience room. The choir stand and 
pUlPIt ill front are located in a corner of the room with 
seats circling around. In the tower is a halld 'OIlle entralll'e 
and willllinp: stairway with a tile flre-plaee corresponding 
to anotl ler in the S. S. room. All this is rich ly fUl'lIished, 
whi le the light from the many windows of stained glass 
(liffuses a mellow combincll radiance in all the room . The 
rays of 175 gentle hon!e shoe electric lights illuminate the 
whole building with rare attractiveness. , winging baskets 
hung from the base of thc arches, while palm,' and Oowers 
and vines decorated the pulpit and choir stand. The exer­
cises moved on without break, to the hearty enjoyment of 
the interested audience. Dr. J. W. Allen who was appoin­
ted to pre~ide offered an in vocation and announced a hym n. 
Rev. M. G. Gorin read from the scriptures and followed 
with prayer. Rev. Dr. Niccolls preached fl'olllRom. 1: 15-17, 
atl eloquent and fervid discourse on gloryin~ in the gospel. 
At thc conclusion of the sermon Rev. F. L. Ferguson stated 
that before the dedicatory prayer was orrered the congrega­
tion sllOuld consider that there had been a debt con traded 
in the completion of the building, amounting to 84,000. He 
asked that they contribute to lift t his debt and appealed 
to three clas e,' of per!ons. (1) The members of the con­
gregation. (2) Those who, while not church memher;;, 
were till interested in the l'ause of PrefibyterianisID in the 
city and the State. (3) Tho e who, though not Christians, 
were yet favorahle to everythi ng that tends to ameliorate 
illc cOllllition of tlle human race . Dr. Niecolls followed 
with per 'uasive )'emal'k.' (,allinp: fo)' ubscriptions in a syste­
matic way and in a short, time about $4.500 wa ('ontributed 
to the great joy of the people. )r 1' . li'el'gu:-;on then led in an 
earnest and grateful prayer of dedication. The pastoral re­
latlOn was then contltituted by Dr. Allen. Rev. Dr. Brookes 
made a \'ery tittin~ and powerful l'harge to the pastor, 
foulHled Oll Paul's charge to Timothyand Rev. G. E. )1ar­
tin ill a few happy remarks charged the people as to their 
duties to their pastor. The intere~t ill the exercise' was 
maintained to thc end. The West Church may be congrat­
ulat d on springing so rapidly into life and rising to the 
front rank of city chl1rchct:l by the devotion and self sacrifice 
of its energetic and zealoulj members.

'S tronger nature of hi::> wicked wife fore cd 
him on. (21 :2.').) .J ezellel , the daughter of 
tho mnnlerolls usurper of the Phn' pician 
'crown, Htan(ls ont. in the Hebrew annals like 
one of the ancient Fates 01' Furies, m 19nifi­
cent and tcrriblc. the curse of Israel. "She 
was a woman in whom, with the reckler's and 
liccntious habitfl of an oriental queen, were 
united the stcrnc .. t and fjercest ctualities 
inhcrent in tlle PIHI' nician." Religious 
fanaticism anu savage, unscl'upulous vio­
lence were characteristies of lier own f~ mil~' . 
Her own history shows that .'he was ~ true 
child of hel' race. By sheer strenoth of 
cbaracter she gainell an ~scendency III the 
afrairs of Isracl which she retained to the 
llay 'of her death. The deadly per e('ution 
which lie hall (lirected against the pr('phets 
or .Jchovah (Ul:1:~) , and the cool, c1em01)-hke 
malignanl'Y with which she uhsccwently 
c1e troye<l X abot h the J erzreclite (21 :1-14), 
Hhow sllfficielltl~' the intense llI)scru ·nlous 
ferocity ot her character. Allab hacl been 
overawed allcl subdue(l by the miraculous 
revelat ions on Mt. Carmel. He was Lel'riticd 
by his guilty onseiou .. nc.'s that, under 
thc tern provisions of the Mo aic 1. W, he 
himself \\'a liable to the penalty thD~t had 
heen visitcll upon the prie tsofBaaI. But 
in the holder spirit of Jezebel thel1e was 
arouscd only a pas ionatc thirst for ven­
geance. 

2. While the chariot of Ahab was sweep­
ing swiftly oyer the plain from tbe sloJres of 
Carmel, the hand of the Lord came upon 
Elijah to impel antI strengt.ben him tt> run 
those fifteen mile. , even more swiftly than 
the hor c · of the king. But the prOphE~ t uill 
not enter the royal cit,\', he went. only to the 
entrance of J ezreeI. If therefore the qneen's 
nH?flSenger knew whcre to fjnd Elijah 0 1 the 
followillg da\', it is probably bccau~e he 
knew that t.h~ prophct had rctur'ned te;> that. 
sacred spot Oil Mt. Cannel, where l}(~ had 
bcen abiding 'ince his return from Zare­
phath. Her 1I1csHage is a solemll hr~lthen 
oath to kill Elijah if he does not dcpart '>\'ith­
ill a day 's time. "May the god in whom I 
bcheve kill me, and more than kill me, if I 
do not kill thcc about. this time, a thou 
didst kill the priest orBaal." he might 
havc 'ent the cxecutioner instead of thc 
Illcl:lsengeJ'. and so hav 'lain Elijah without 
waming. Bllt shc wa' shrewd enou~ 
know that it was better, if possible, to r r 
him away tha.n to kill him. TIle peopl~. haa 
been aroused by the wonders oftIle pre'7ious 
day, and might revenge his death. Then 
too, there migllt have been a vein of fluper­
stitious fcar in her natul'e (there usually is 
in such WOIDe))), that macle her, aftcr all, 
unwilling to have tbe hlood of such a IIDy -
terious and mighty wonder-worker UpOI her 
conscience, unless it was absolutely neces'sar,\'. 
From motives of policy and upel'stitioll, as 
we pre 'ume, she thonght it wi er to ble rid 
of her enemy without bloodshed. But 'if he 
per istcd ill remaining to check her pUT'­
poses, she wa' reatly to send out tbe word 
to accomplish her terrible will. Allab was 
too cOll1pletclr subjcct to her influence to 
resist bel' in this. "Veale, vacillating, as 
\Yell a wicked, he became, no uoubt, a '\vill­
ing tool. 

3, Tbe prophet heedetl the wUl'lling. At­
tention has been called to tbe imJ!rc,;~ive 

ru~h of the Hebrew narrative at tbiH p~)int: 

"And he f'aw, and he rose. al1cl IJe fled fur 
his life, and he l'ame to Beer- hella, which 
belongeth to Judah, aud he left Ill' ~crvallt 

there." The first words crowd ill the Otrig-
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inul olle upon thc other; "anu he aw, and 
rose, and tIed." Elijah saw that. his life 
was in danger there, ancI he thereforc fled. 
But his feal' \Va ' not a selfi:..h, cowardly one. 
SOllie authorities ha\'e taken the othel' view, 
ami ha\'e }Jointed to thi as another melan­
choly exam pIe of how the faith and courage 
of the greatest of God's crvants may fail in 
some critical moment. But there i: abso­
Intely no Scriptural evidence tosn tain sueh 
an accusation. And there io' strong pre-
IlInptive argument against it. \Vhell 

Jonah sought to escape from his dut~" the 
Lord turncd him back. But when Elijah 
was fleeing from Jezebel, the ungel of the 
Lord provided food to 'trengthen him upon 
his journey. Can we believe that the LOI'CI 
would thus actually assist His servant in a 
flight that was the result of cowardly fear 
and want of faith? 'Would Jehoyah hclp a 
man to evaLle the duty His own command 
han imposed'! The true meaning of tillS 

flight may be seen in the words of our Lord 
to tbe apostlcs, "Whcn tll{'Y pel'secttte .von 
in th is city, flee ye into allothel·. \\ (~Iatt. 

10:23). There are occasions when God rC'" 
C}llires His servants to dure and endure 
everything, even into death. In obedien~e 
to special ord rs, Elijah hacl ought, with 
unfaltering courage, the pre~ence of the 
flll'ious king, while the carth was 'yet \'eek" 
ing with the hlood of the martyred pr('phets 
of the Lord. But when no ' word of his Lord 
b1lcle him stay, ",!.ten he !laW clearly that 
nothing wus to he p:uined, and perhap, some­
thing to be lost (fol' he thought himself the 
only pl'ophct of the LOl'd that remained 
alive in IRrucl), lie tlsed tlle discretion of 
trlle hravery, and fled for his 1Ife. 

Beer-sheba Was npon the extreme southern 
frontier of the Holy Lanll. In connection 
with Dall, whieh occupieu a corresponding 
po!ntion in the extreme north, the nam e 
often occlllTed in the phrase, "from Dan to 
Bee,.-~hrba," hy which men indicated the 
whole lancl from north to .outh. The nallle 
l1IeanR "the we,ll of the oath" ( el' Oen. 
21 ::U). I t appeal's to have been a favorite 
abo(le of the patl'iarchs, anci is frequently 
mentioned in (lene ' i~. The seven well are 
still in exi~teIJ('e, though onl~' two of them 
are now filled with water. The olcl Hebrew 
nallle still cling to the ancipnt dwelling- of 
Abraham. TIlf' journey to Mount Sinai 
(Horeb) npon which Elijah had already (le­
terminell, as it appears, was long (more than 
two hundred miles) and yery dangerous. 
Besides this the prophet seems to bave half 
thought that hi work was done, and his 
death ncar at hand. 

4. At Beer- heba he wa on the edl(e of 
the great wiluerness in which Israel wan­
dered for forty years when the nation came 
out of Egypt. Alone and sad the prophet 
w nt out into the great solitary land. At 
the clo e of the first day's jonl'lley he sat 
down under one of thc low-growing tree., or 
rather shrubs of the wilderne s. Compare 
that other instance when a greatcr than 
Elijah la,v under the olive trees of (;e1hse­
mane with a soul ''.:.xceedingsorrowflll, even 
unto death" C~latt. 2{j:3 ,) Theone supreme 
ohject of Elijah's life has been to hring Israel 
back to God. Prayer, all(l thought, and pa­
tient waiting, have been given to this object. 
For year,; he has stood e\'ery day in danger 
of torture and death. And now at Ule very 
moment wbcn the victory seemed fully won, 
10, all is 10 t. No more <:onvindng miracles 
can be brought to bear UJlon the ,tubborn 
mind of Jezehel. The re::>onl'Ces of heaven 
and earth have been exhau~ted, amI ex­
hausted in vain. 80 far as Elijah's own 
knowledge goeR, bc is the only remaining 
prophet of Jehovah in Israel, " and they 

ek my life to de troy it." Could any pa­
triot who loved his country and his God 
with all the supreme and burning affection 
of an Elijah, be anything else than utterly sad 
under snch conditions? As long as his Lord 
has any use for him hc will ~trive to ave his 
life. But if 1 rael is hopelessly ruined, ancI 
hi. own work is ended, thcn he feel that 
the one prayer 0 f his heart must be, Lorci 
take me to Thy ell as soon as in Thy will 
may be pos. ible, and give me rest from my 
orrow. But even. in the utter abandon-

ment of his grief, thi ' lofty soul lifts his 
heart to God, lays hifl hurden at hi feet, 
and leaves all to the determination of the 
divine will. 

5-7. Men accuse him, or, wlJat is still 
worse, make apologies for him. But his 
Ilod uttered no hint of blame. lIe helped 
him. As the prophet ::~Jpt the heavy slcep 
flf exhau lion anc1 grief (Luke 22:45). an an­
gel touched him, alll1 aid, Arise, eat. And 
he aw tit hi' heacl It ronnd thin cake 01 
bread baked upon hot. stones, and a flask of 
watel'.
