Personal considerations 
ought to weigh very lightly with an editor.

"TnE SALVATION Army" plans holding an interstate 
Congress iu this city between the 9th aDd 14 h of this 
month.

The King, 
says the London Spectator "granted this petition and 
took the Armenians under his protection, but only as 
10DIl: at! the protected should do nothing injurious to 
the King and realm and should 'bear themselves in 
true faith and honesty.' The incident is very curious. 
From that time to this-635 years-the persecution of 
the Armenians bas seldom ceased. Yet the Armen­
ians have survived and have kept their faith. Sorelv 
there must be a good deal in a people with such a his­
tory as tbie?" Truly, and it is a pleasant thing to see 
that England is awakeninJl: to tbe fact while a few 
of the poor Armenians are still alive. 

A BANK cashier in talking about the possibilities of 
contagion in soiled bank-notes, said that a much 
cleaner lot of paper money was now in circulation 
thun heretofore. The banks, he sai:i, now send their 
soiled notes to the United States Treasury, to be 
burned, as soon as a su fficient quantity accumulates, 
New notes go in their place. This has become ad vis­
able,owing to the increaEed facilities for printing bank­
notes' "One never sees a soiled bank-note in London. 
They are all crisp, and white and new, simply because 
the Bank o( England never lets a note go out a second 
time. Although the average life of a Bank of Eng­
land note is said to be five days, the notes which find 
their way to the colonies are kept in circnlation for 
years, and these are found to be in an even worse con­
dition than our own greenbacks." Apropos of conta­

W, H. Robertt', D. D., secretary of the Western or 
American section of the "Alliance of the Reformed 
cburches holding the Presbyterian system," sends for 
publication the correspondence attached, which will 
prove of interest, in view of the political relations be­
tween Great Britain and the United Slatee, and a'so 
of the approaching meeting of the 6:h general Coun­
cil of Alliance at Gbsgow, Scotland, June 17, 1896. 
"At Glasgow, within the presbytery house, the sev­
enth dav o( JanualY, 1896, the l;ree presbytery of 
Glasgow met and was constituted: inler alia. In con­
nection with the sudden and unbappy change in the 
political relations belween this country and the 
United 8tate!!, tbe presbytery record their warm grati­
fication at the attitude adopted by the churches in 
America, and reciprocate with all their heart tbe sen­
timents of good· will and affection which v;ere so gen­
erally expressed towal'd this country. They feel that 
a fratricidal war between two nations so closely unit­
ed, not only by the ties of kindred lanJlUage, but in 
the joint endeavor to make known Christ's salvation 
throughout the world, ought to be regarded as outside 
the range ot thiugs possible. They instructed the 
clerk to convey to the secretary of the Amel ican St1C­
tion of the Alliance of Presbyterian churches this ex­
plession of full accord in their views and feelings, 
along with the assurance both of the presbytery's 
undiminished regard and sense of Onen€S3, and of the 
pleasure with which tbe visit to this citV, in the 
course of the preEent year, of honored representatives 
of their churcbes is being anticipated." These are 
£elected from the record of tbe Free Presbytery o( 
Glasgow, by Wm. !:lerymour. presbytery clerk.

They are 
waking up and referrin!t to "shameful ignorance of 
England with regard to the United States in the past." 
In the last six weeks, it is stated, broadsides of news 
in the United !:ltates wele published daily in the 
papers which never used to give more than two inches 
to it once or twice a week. Already the President, his 
Cabinet, Lodge, Fry, Wolcott, Sherman aud Davis are 
well-known names in the mouths of Englisbmen. Our 
British brethren ale now well aware that the two or 
three disloyal"peace-at-any price" papers of New York 
city, which were first quoted exclusively, are no longer 
referred to as representin~ American feeling. "All this 
is part of the resolution to get acquainted with and 
show respect for the surprising country that suddenly 
tbreatened war and startled England out of her dream 
of an alliance of English-spealring peoples." That 
dream need not be ended. On a late day every news­
paper gives first place to that part of the speech o( 
Chamberlain at Birmingham, in which he said he 
wished "England could count on the powerful support 
and co-operation of the States in enforcing the rep­
resentations whicb up to the present time we have 
fruitlessly made in behalC of those who snffer by 
Turkisb tyranny I\nd Turkish fanaticism." To Henry 
Norman, the brilliant and honest London correspond­
ent, much of this turn in the tide o( British sentimen 
is certainly due. While the dreary old Times was 
prinliu!t what was not American sentiment from New 
York, the London Chronicle Eent its embassador to 
Washington to tind out and cable what was.

While Leonardo depicted the Last Supper ofthe Lord 
on earth, and R'lphael his Transfiguration, while 
Michel·angl'lo painted the mingled sweetness and 
sorrow of the Last Judgment, and Bramante planned 
the world's greatest cathedral, the popes who were 
their patrons filled the church with Ecandals, and the 
princes who were their natural rulers destroyed the 
privile~es of the people, or invited foreign foes to aid 
them in their treasonous ambitions. 

At length the French and the Spaniards occupied 
the whole of Italy, and in the early part of the year 
1512 the question of supremacy was fought out be­
tween these powers beneath the historic walls of Ra­
venna. 

The Spaniards were the seasoned soldiery of Gon­
salvo da Cordova, the "Great Captain," the veterans 
who had won the lovely city of Granada and the 
vine-clad slopes of Andaluz from the Moor, and had 
overrun the kingdom of the Two Sicilies. The French 
were but a broken remnant of the brilliant army 
which Louis X [l had sent to maintain his rights in 
Italy, but for a moment it was ~alvanjzed into activ­
ity by the 2allantry of its general, the youthful Gas­
ton de F oix, the nephew of the king . Scarcely more 
than a boy in years, he had but recently come into 
Itaiv; but his vigor and energy, the reputation which 
he had already won, and the spell of his personality, 
had in a moment revived the hopes of the army, and 
enabled him to assume the offdnsive. 

The battle was waged with varying fortune. At 
length, when the triumph of the French seemed as­
sured, there came a change in the tide ot battle. 
Two battalions of the Spanish infantry, the wonder of 
the alZe, were about to break through their all but vic­
torious foemen. The young general determined to 
avert this, and prepared to lead a charge. Those 
about him strove to prevent so hazardous an adven­
ture, but in vain. As they still urged him on, press­
ing round him on the field, he suddenly broke from 
them, crying, "Let him who loves me follow me!" and 
spurred upon the foe. :For a moment they paused. 
Then every gentleman of France, every battle-scarred 
mercenary, every stout burgher and peasant pike­
man, followed whpre he led, with that brave call 
"Let him who loves me follow mel" ringing in hi~ 
ears. 

The Spaniarde, not used to falter, faltered at that 
shock; the lions of Aragon and the castles of Castile 
gave way before the lilies of France, and the trumpets 
and clarions pealed forth gladly the notes of triumph. 
But the noblest lay round their leader slain. They 
had heard his call, "Let him who loves me follow mel" 
and they had followed him to "death and glorious 
victory." They followed him, even unto death, for 
the love they bore him. They followed him, they 
died with him, though with them perished the cause 
they served. 

Louis, when he heard the story of that fatal field, 
e:xclaimed that he had rather have lost Italy than 
that gallant boy. Well might he say so, for in losing 
him he lost Italy. 

Gaston de Foi:x knew, as he faced that serried row 
of lances, that there was not a man among those who 
bade him stay but would follow where he led. He 
knew, not by any calculation of the doctrines of prob­
abilities, not from any delu('tion from a large number 
()f observed instancesjustifying a general law, but 
from an inborn instinct of command, that he held 
the hearts of those men in his hand; that, when he 
conjured with the spell of the love they bore him, he 
used no doubtful magic. When, above the tumult of 
the battle, rose that day the notes of his young voice, 
strident and clear, "Let him who loves me," each 
man who had heard him knew that they were a per-
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sonal appeal to him. None stopped to parley, none 
to ask aszain. They loved him, therefore they fol­
lowed where he led. 

Acr oss the centuries comes the call of One who 
hath loved us unto the death, bidding us to follow 
him. We have not loved him first, but he has loved 
UB, even from the foundation of the world. He saith 
to U8, "If any man will come after me, let him .•• 
take up his cross and follow me." 

Who is this that speaks to us thus? He is the Cap­
tain of our salvation. His right to our aUClsziance is 
absolute, because he is the Son of God. But he does 
not base his call on this claim, whi('h he might justly 
assert, buton the character of the service. It is a 
good service,-a service in itself joyous, in which 
those who are employed are ennobled by the cause 
they Ferve, and in which victory is sure. 

The men who foHowed Gaston de Foix on that 
memorable day knew that they were doing a fool­
hardy thing; they did not know that it would be a 
thin~ remembered throlllZh many generations. They 
knew it was to end in almost certain death; they did 
not know that it was to be crowned with glory. They 
followed, not for glory, nor for the fruits of victory, 
but for the love of him who called them. Theirs was 
a hard service, and its reward w",s death. 

Those who follow Christ know that they are doing 
the wisest possible act; tbey are able to read in the 
countless e:xamples of men in many generations the 
results of such a following of him. They know that 
it means eifort, constant, unfaHing courage, boldness, 

. faithfulness. They know that it means the giving up 
of all sinful pleasures; but they know also that it 
means, even in this world, triumpb; that the Chris­
tian wins from all good men respect and confidencs, 
and wringa from bad men even a grudging, but no 
less real, trust and acknowledgment of qualities which 
they do not covet, yet most needs admire; and, at 
the end, fearless death, and, as we confidently be­
lieve, endless life beyond tbe grave. The Christian 
does not need to take thoulZht how he shall die 
bravely, for he who has lived well need take no 
thought how he shall die. 

Gaston de Foix appealed to his followers without 
doubting their willingness to follow. He did not wait 
to see it thElY would follow, but plunged into the fray. 
He is unfit to lead men who has no confidence in his 
powers of leadership. So with our Lord. He made 
his appeal. He proceeded with the work of atone­
ment, and the world's history since he hung on the 
cross of Calvary is the proof of tile power of that ap­
peal, of the capacity for le'adership in Him who is o~r 
leader. 

Follow me." These words were constantly on the 
Lord's lJps. "Follow me." Whither? Through sor­
row and pain and denial, through self-sacrificing 
labors even unto death; yee, it may be through all 
these but to himself, and God and heaven at last. 

But is this so hard? Christ says, "MV yoke is easy 
and my burden is light." Many of life's noblest have 
suffered, and yet have freely chosen "rather to suffdr 
affiiction with the people of God, than to enjoy the 
pleasures of sin for a sesson." For the wap:es of sin 
is death, but the reward of them who diljgently follow 
Ohrist is life everlasting. 

Throup:h nineteen Chl"istian centuries the call of 
Christ has drawn men to him. "Let him who loves 
me follow me." 

If there had been some coward in the FrE.nch army 
that day before Ravenna, he would have said in his 
heart, "No; I do not love him," and would have 
stayed behind. He might have found excuse enough 
in quibble3: "How can I love one I have only seen a 
few times, and at a distanca?" ,. How can a pOOl sol­
dier love a pOWElrful prince?" But they were brave 
and loyal men. " Let him who loves me" each knew 
was meant for him. 

But Christ appeals to us to COme also because He 
has loved us. It is not only, nor chiefly-our love for 
Him, but His love to us, that He appeals to. He is 
ready to receive all who will come unto God by him. 
and is willing to give uS the strength wherewith to 
come. The power of his Spirit is sufficient for us.­

TRUE CHRISTIAN LIFE. 

Did a holy life consist of one or two noble deeds­
some signal specimens of doing, or enduring, or suf­
fering-we might account for the failure, or reckon 
it small dishonor to turn back in such a conflict. But 
a holy life is made up of small things . It is the little 
things of the hour, and not the great things of the 
age, that fill up a life like that of Paul or Joh n, like 
that of Rutherford, or Brainerd, or Martyn. Lit tle 
words, not eloquent speeches nor ser mons; little 
deeds, not miracles, nOl battles, nor one great heroic 
act or mighty martyrdom, make up the true Christian 
life. The little constant sun beam, not the lightning; 

the waters of Siloah, "that go softly" in their meek 
mission of refreshment, not the waters of torrent, 
noisa and force, are the true symbols of a holy life. 

The avoidance of little evils, little sins, little in­
consistencie3, little weaknesses, little follies, little in­
discretions and imprudences, litUe foibles, little in­
dulgences of self and of the fiesh, little acts of indo­
lence OJ indecision, or slovenliness or cowardice, little 
equivocations or aberrations from hip:h integrity, lit 
tie tooches of shabbiness and meanness, little bits of 
covetousness and penuriousness, little exhibi­
tions of wordliness and gayety, little ind iffsr­
ences to the feelings or wishes of others, 
outbreaks of temper, or crossness or self­
ishness, or vanity; the avoidance of such little things 
as these goes far to make up at least the negative 
beauty of holy life. And then attention to the little 
duties of the day and hour, in public transactions, or 
private dealings, or family arrangements; to little 
words, and looks, and tones; little benevolences, or 
forbearances, or tenderness; little self-denials, and 
self-restraints, and self-forgetfulness; little plans of 
kindness and thoughtful consideration for others; to 
punctuality, and method, and true aim, in the order­
ing of each day-these are the active developments of 
holy life, the rich and divine mosaic3 of ~hich it is 
composed. 

What makes yon green hill so beautiful? Not the 
outstanding peak or stately elm, but the bright sward 
which clothes its slopes, composed of innu ~erable 
blades of slender grass. It is of small things that a 
great life is made up; and he who will acknowledge no 
life as great, save that which is built up of great 
things, will find little in Bible characters to admire Or 
copy.-Dr. Bonar.

DEGENERACY OF THE nOUN­

TAINEER: CAUSE AND 
REMEDY. 

BY A. S. B. 

A special field for home missionary work, 
and one by no means fully occupied, is to 
be found in the mountains of Western North 
Carolina and Eastern Tennessee. I shall 
try to state in simplest form what bas 
come under my own observation through a 
dozen summns spent there and thus bring 
you in touch, as it were, with the many 
distressing lacts in the lives ot the moun­
taineers,-Iacts wbich are a wonder to the 
Summer visiter and yet Which do not show 
up in all their sad realities until winter 
shuts the people of the mountain gorges 
away from the towns and settlements in the 
valleys. Such lacts will show you where 
help is needed and where it can be best reno 
dered, especially, in teaching them how to 
live, how to make something of their lives 
and to alleviate the otherwise hopeless fea­
tures of it. I shall try not so much to tell 
what might be done in a miSSionary way, 
as we generally consider missionary work, 
but to give some particulars which will 
make this unique field a subject to be con­
sidered and dwelt upou and so turn our 
toward future e.fiort in its behalf. The 
wretched homes and the more wretched 
people (eHpeciaily the children) confronts 
one on every hand and if ever the mission· 
ary spirit was needed at home the incen· 
tive is not for to seek in this region. Un­
less one is acquainted with the mountains 
of Western North Carolina and Eastern 
Tennesstle it is impossible to convey the 
least idea of the issolation of the people who 
inhabit them. especially the Western N. C. 
mountains. 

ON THE MCUNTAIN TOPS. 
Barriers to civilization occur in tbe im­

p ossable mountains, chain after chain, with 
t.beir gorges and precipices which are a 
special feature of the Southern Alleghanies. 
Standing on the Junaluska mount !in when 
the day is clear the ten roofs 01 building in 
Asbe\' iIle , thirty miles away shine out to 
view, and the people of that resort with all 
their advautages of wealth and pleasure and 
cultivation are as widely s(>parated in re­
fining qualities from the mountain cabin 
and its inmates, as though they were of an­
other race, almost in touch, but with in­
~tincts and habi ts are wide as the poles. 
Tbat the people 01 the neighboring towns 
who are more lortullately situated have 
long considerE d the mountaineer in his 
carcely accebsable cabin as much a neces_ 
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slIry featur~ ~untains as they once 
considered th" bear a part of those 
wilds (with the interest for the animal more 
strongly developed) there is no doubt at all, 
and it is this apathy, this inditference, 
which is the hopeless feature of it, for it 
constitutes the principle draw· back to any 
effort for the bettering of this class. In fact 
the mountaineer him self would rather sit 
and smoke, or chew his tobacco than lift a 
finger to his own betterment. While the 
old story of the cause of a "plnm pore crop" 
consisting in the "pesky sickness" of the 
"ole 'oman" are expressions heard on every 
hand, and are no less true and Ead than 
quaint. I have never been aroused so much 
nor have I ever felt so thoroughly how 
vast..a field was left unexplored as when I 
came acroes a poor, tbin , toiling woman in 
a field of corn on the top 01 a high moun­
tain working the whole day in the hot sun 
with the additional burden of her incon­
venient household duties after getting home 
at night. I have never seen II robust woo 
man in the mountains in all the Summers 
I have spent there. I know there is mis­
sionary work being done in N. C., there are 
statistics to show how much and where, but 
this vast field . I am positive, is far from 
being wholly occupied by the misslonary 
worker. 

SAD IGNORANCE. 
There was a few years ago a Presbyterian 

minister from Charlotte, North Carolina, 
who I(ave help to them in many ways. He 
went among them unaided aud independ. 
ent of any Society. It was purely an effort 
of love and pity. Frem him I learned much 
of their life and tbe ir needs. He is no lODg­
er living, but I remember he went among 
them taking many comforts in the shape of 
useful articles lor the women and children. 
One summer be took a box: of fire crackers, 
and such like trinkets to celebrate the 
Fourth of July. Will you credit this state­
ment? that while they were amazed at the 
fiery lOYS, they were ignorant of their signi­
ficaucel Wbile we congratUlate ourselves 
that we are out ofreach ot a fire cracker our 
patriotism cannot conceive of an A.merican 
citizen without the knowledge of the meltn· 
ing of it all. This of course is an exception­
al case and no doubt sprang from lack ot 
contact for so many years with people of 
political and vital interests of like nature. 
However this may be it only goes to show 
the complete ignorance of a people living 
within thirty hours ride of us. Thev have, 
if not a language, at Ifast a dialect of their 
own, and they are a law unto themselves. 
Their dialect Is purely local and one gets to 
be familiar with it and learns to locate peo­
ple 01 different sections by their speech. 
"Batcliff cove." for instance, has its manner. 
isms which one readily learns. And if one 
meets a specimen Irom the Great Smoky 
Mountain, or from the Balsam Mountain, 
there is no possible danger of aonfounding 
the "Smoky" with the Balsam representa­
tivel 

There is a sort of Aristocracy of the moun­
tains as well as of the plains. And one 
has only to live among them to find out the 
distinction 01 class there as well as else­
where. The ancestry of the mountaineer 
has not been accurately traced .• It has been 
conjectured that the North Carolina moun­
tain(>ers are decendents of deserters of the 
British Army of the Revolutionary period. 
However this may be (and it seems very 
doubtful) they are not all degraded people 
as might be supposed. Their lack of mor­
ality results from the whole set of adverse 
conditions as other tralts result from vari­
ous causes which are peculiar to a mono­
tonous lile in the mountains year after year 
without schools or any other civilizing in­
fluence. His alertness and his animal grace 
is no where so apparent as in this wild re­
gion in which he delights. But do not con­
found his alertnes8 with energy. They may 
be synonymous terms but they are em­
ployed only in hunting and illicit distilling. 
And what energy is n(>eded to provide for 
the daily wants of the family is very sparing_ 
ly supplied by the female portion of the fam­
ily. An example of tbis indolence (the out­
come possibly, on the woman's part, of hope­
lessness) was shown by a family near where 
we spent a summer. I took an interest in 
the woman and her pretty daughter and on 
leaving gave to the woman a small stove 
and other useful utensils. The husbaud 
was supplied with an ax and a load of lum­
ber for a floor. On our return in a year or 
two we found the same :pile 01 lumber rot­
ing on the ground just as it had been thrown 
there and the stove (so I was told by the 
owner 01 the cabin and land) had been sold 
as soon as we left the mountain. The ax 
was without its handle (whether it was the 



Bame ax or not ~ n) but the fam­
ily were still living on .he ulTt floor and the 
same hopeJeFs state 01 affairs still existed. 
According to the womans story she found 
~he stove in handy and has gone back to the 
use of the old familiar fire-place!

DA Y OF PRAYER AT WESTERN

Twenty·five per cent of the 
graduates of the last class in Adelbert Col­
lege are now engaged in study!ng for the

A SABBATH DAY EXPERIENCE. 

The writer aUended service at a Congrega­
tional church on a reoent Sunday morning. 
We were at once captivated by the elocu­
tionary powers of the preacher and thanked 
Providence for leading us there. In his 
prayers he was touching, reverential and 
comprehensivej his comments on the Scrip­
tures read were pithy, practical and wisej 
he read the hymns as well as they could 
have been read by any professor of elocu­
tion. The text was from Isaiah 1: 18j this 
he said was the "Gospel by Isaiah." All 
this augured well and encouraged us to ex­
pect in the sermon not only intelleotual and 
aesthetic gratification but a spiritual repast, 
u a feast of fat things, of wines on lees well 
refined." He had to restrain his exuberant 
flow of language and not only was hiselocu­
tion good but his rhetoric was faultless, and 
his eloquence at times touched the sublime. 
But we went home minus tbe spiritual feast 
we expected. From this Gospel text he 
preached another gospel whioh was not an­
other and therefore merited Paul's ana­
thema-Gal. 1: 7·8. 

He held that only actual transgression 
was sinj complained that theology had 
travestied the true idea of sin by saying we 
inherited Adam's sin; ridiculed such words 
and phrases as, "Justification" and "Scheme 
and Plan of Salvation"j referred disparag­
ingly to the Scripture "that God might be 
just, and the justifier of him that believeth 
in Jesus"j and said that tbese were attempts 
of the finite to grasp the infinite. He also 
said that those who believed that an act of 
faith could atone for a life of sin, and tbat 
"nothing either great or small was left to 
do", were sadly mistaken. He told us sal­
vation was a growth, but, on the otber hand, 
God would save us, forgive us, do bls part it 
we would do our partj and that part was to 
go home, talk it over aud reason it out wit.h 
Him. No atonement seemed to be neces­
sarYj God forgave us because it was as na-

:/ tural for Him to do so as (or earthly par­
ents to forgive their children. 

We longed for the opportuuity to tell bim 
and his congregation to "believe on the 
Lord Jesus Christ and they should be 
saved", and we remembered that "the 
preaching of the cross is to them that perish 
foolishnessj but unto us which are saved it 
is the power of God", ;and it is only the 
goodness of God thus displayed that can 
lead to repentance. 

When in London this year, we heard New-
- man Hall preach, His text was Gal. 6: 14-

"God forbid that I should glory save in tbe 
cross of our Lord Jesus Ohrist". One of the 
reasons he gave for his glorying in it was, 
that, though he had been preaching it for 
sixty years, it had never grown stale or old 
to him and his congregation but st.ill had 

V the same power to save souls as it bad 
through all those years. He lamented the 
tendency nowadays in many to preach a 
"Blocdless Gospel" which could not save, 
and related the following incident. A 

,< , clergymen, who commenced his ministry 
by preaching "Christ crucified" but had 
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been led from that to preach moral, pbilo­
sophic and aesthetic sermons, was called to 
visit a dying woman. She had led a sinful 
life and was groaning under the con~cious­
ness ornn. He confessed to Newmau Hall 
that all his fine spun theories deserted him at 
that moment and were worse thau useless, 
but the old simple story that "Jesus came 
into the world to ~ave sinners" brougbt sal­
vation and peace to the dying woman's soul. 
He left her bedside determined in the fu­
ture to preach salvation through "faith in 
his blood." 

The greater our experience of prfaching 
and preachers, the more we are convinoed 
that it is only as the dootrine of a vicarious 
atonement is believed and taught that 
saints are edified and the church made to re­
joice in the ~alvation of sinners. That the 
class of such preachers may increase is our 
devout prayer. 
"In the cross of Christ I glory, 

Towering o'er the wrecks of timej 
All the light of sacred story 

Gathers round its head sublime."

THE CHILDREN'S HOME SOCIETY. 

The Children'S Home Society is au or­
ganization for tbe rescue of homeless, de­
pendent and neglected children by placing 
them in carefully Eelected homes. It was 
chartered in 1885 by the State of Illinois, 
since then twenty additional states have 
been organized and are reporting monthly 
to the superintendent of the National work. 
Headquarters in Chicago. The Superin­
teudent of Illiuois is also Superintendent of 
the National Society. It is only neces· 
sary to be in the office of the General Super­
intendent a day that we may be impressed 
with the extent and character of the work. 
Great care is exercised in passing upon pe­
titions asking the Society to receive chil­
dren, and the applications of families de­
siring a child. Recommendations of re­
sponsib Ie citizens are required in both 
cases. Oorrespondence Is necessarily ex­
tensive and the sy~tem of files, registers and 
accounts require labor. At the expiration 
of ninety days the family adopts the child, 
or contracts to keep it till of legal age, giv­
ing it all the advautages of a well· to do 
Christian home. The last annual report, 
(May 31, 1895) shows that 1.&16 were cared 
for during the year and about 6000 in the 
ten years. The growth of the work is rapid, 
siece so large a per cent of the 6000 were 
placed the last year. 

A wise supervision of these ·children is 
continued by the Slate and District Super­
intendents, aud the Local Advisory Boards. 
Such a Board, composed of representative 
men and women, is organized in the com_ 
munities visited by the Superintendents. 
The services of thEse boards are of great 
value in the work in many ways. There 
are 3000 of them, county and other offi_ 
cials who have the care of children, appre­
ciating the method of and work done by 
this society, are securing its services more 
frequently in the placing of cbildren. The 
directors of national and state boards are 
selected with reference to fitness for this 
specid work and with the design of retain­
ing its nonsectarian character. Laymen of 
acknowledged ability in business and 10 

works or charity, serve as members of the 
board with tidelity and zeal and without 
any compensation. The finances are care­
fully audited. The average cost in receiving 
and placing a child in a family and con_ 
tinuing oversight until of age is $50. The 
expenses are met by voluntary offerings. 
The Superintendent, Rev. Geo. K. Hoover, 
has been in this work eight years. 

It is safe to say that there is no agency 
more in accord with the scriptural method 
of caring for children than this, in as much 
as U;"places the Solitary in families" and by 
by the Christian training in tbe family, is 
responding to the words of Him who re­
ceived children and said: "Suffer little 
children to come uuto me, and forbid them 
not for 01 such is the Kingdom of Beaven."

Ithat the Qileen in the first excess of her 
grief ordered his interment in the royal 
mausoleum at Frogmore, but the always 
alert Prince of Wales interfered. It was 
then announced tbat it had been discovered 
"that Heury's wish was that he be buried 
at tbe obscure county church in Whipping­
ham, Isle of Wight," where he lived as 
Governor and died mourned by all.

G3n. Marin, the acting commander in­

chief of the Spanish forces is repored as 
seeking for -a fight with the Insurgents. It 
is probable that they will freely sU}Jply his 
desires. It is a d ifficult matter to attaiu 
authentic news, as always. It is announced 
that Marin will push from Havanna to the 
Province of Pin or del Rio, where he will 
seek for a battle,and it is announced that the 
Insurgent forces have largely inoreased of 
late. They are still hoping for recognition 
as belligerents by the United Slates. 

• • • 
There is little doubt, at this writing, of a 

ministerial crisis in Germany. The latESt 
sign is that Secretary of State, Dr. 
von Boetticher, has gone on leave. The po­
sition of the Bismarck newspapers toward 
the policy of the Emperor and the 
great enlargement of the navy is rather 
strange and flnctuating. The Berlin 
Neuesten Nachrichten indorses again of late 
the naval bill which is to be brought before 
the Diet. The bill of the Emperor must be 
followed out. If the Ministers cau not 
bring their opinion in accord with that of 
the Emperor they will have to resign. Ger­
many must bEcome a "world Power," aeel 
for that reason she needs a strong navy. 
The position of Bismarck's supporters on 
this question is regarded by many with 
great distrust, and some of those in the in­
ner circles pretend to see the "cloven hoo\" 
in their indorsement of the Emperor. 

• • • 
Salisbury may long regret tt.e words he 

spoke at the banquet of the Nonconformist 
Unionist Association O!l the closing night 
of January, he said witb reference to Vene­
zuela: "I have beeu held up as the denouu­
cer of the J\Ionroe doctrine. As a matter of 
fact, although the Monroe doctrine is no 
PllJ't of iuternational law, my dispatoh to 
Mr. Olney. the Secretary of State of tha 
United States, supported it, as a rule of 
policy, in the strougest and most distinct 
terms. But wben I stated in that di~patch 
and reiterate now, that as a rule of policy we 
are tbe entire advocates of the Monroe doc 
trine, we mean the Monroe doctrine as 
Presideut Monroe understood it. In that 
sense, you will not find auy more oonvinc· 
ing supporters than we are." And Salis­
bury theu turned abruptly to the Armen­
ian question, and he reproached the relig­
ious communities with laboring under a 
mistake when they snpposed tbat England 
had bonnd herself in honor to succor the 
Armenians, "which means to go to war 
WIth the Sultau in order to force him to 
govern the Armenians well." The British 
treaty, Lord Salisbury said, merely meant 
that the siguatory Powers, if the Sullan 
promulgated certain reforms, would watch 
over the execution of thote reforms, noth­
ing more. He did not think that auyone 
could interpret tbat as lin undertaking to go 
to war. An editorial in the Chr07licle next 
mornillg described Lord Salisbury's speech 
as the most am~zing utterauce tbat ever fell 
from the lips of the Governor of a great Em­
pire at the crisis of its fortune. "Lord 
Palmerston, in his wildest after-dinner es­
capades, could not have beaten it. It will 
do England grievolls harm in the eyes of 
the world. His confession of failure with 
regard to Armenia is a most ignominiolls 
admiseion. Even the Tlmes could force out 
ut mildest praise.

In the per cent of advance in Foreign Mis­
sions we excelled all other Synods under the 
Southwest Board. In Home Missions our 
Synodical society was second in her per 
cent of advance reported at annual meeting 
in Pittsburg, May, 1895. We do not want to 
go backward. Let us resolve, God helpinl! 
us, to make a steady advance each year in 
work and gifts. 

We have set before us for our mark a Wo­
man's Missionary Society and a Ohristian 
Endeavor SocieLy or Band in every church 
in our Synod and these not in name only, 
but in fact-alive thoroughly earnescand in­
telligently working and giving for missions. 

I shall esteem it a kindness if any worker 
will let me know where new societies may 
be organized or old ones helped through 
visitation or correspondence. Your officers 
desire to help always, everywhere. 

Let me remind you that the annual meet. 
ing of the Southwest Board is to be held in 
April, 1896. at Oklahoma City, O. T. ThIS 
is the first time the Board has met oUl6ide 
of Kans!ls and Missouri. Let us do all in 
our power to make this the vary best meet­
ing in the Board's history, the most helpful, 
practical and spiritual, and farthest reaching 
in lasting results. Begin now to plan to be 
pre:;ent. Let every society in our Synod 
have delegates there. Above all begin 
praying now for it, that God's blessing may 
rest markedly on this gathering and a new 
impetus be thns given to His work that He 
has given us for our work-the saving of 
eou!s through the carrying 01 the gospel 
message. 

With a view to the accomplishment of all 
these things you are rEquested earnestly, 
dear friend, to join in concerted prayer, 
every evening, asking God's blessing to 
rest upon the work and the workers in thls 
Synod. Remember especially our Home 
Mission schools within our bounds, as well 
as the vast regions beyond. Whatever of 
growth and blessing has come to us during 
the past two years has been due to these 
prayers. 

Remember that your officers can do 
nothing without the faithful support,hearty 
co.operation and fervent prayers ot every 
auxiliary in our synod. With these we 
shall make marked progress that we can 
rejoice in. Indian Tenitory is showing 
now by her works tba t she is gratelul for 
the work done in her midst by our boards 
that have assisLed her in the building oi her 
schools and churches. Finally, dear co. 
workers. let us Jabor as if the work /Ill de· 
pended npou us, but pray as if it all de­
pended upon the LOld. 

My prayer for us all for this year is found 
in Eph. III; 16·21.

A SAD P1CTURE. 

The Christian Advilcatc of New York recently fur­
niehed a critical examination of a certain pastor of 
the preeent day, (bis name and locality not given) who 
had made the Tt'mark, and whose ('areer for the 
greater part of his ministry had illustrated it, that he 
"did not wish a revival" in his church; that his call 
was to instruct his people and interest the general 
public. 

The Adt'ocate found on "looking him up" that he 
had been pastor in EUCceEsion of several churches, 
most of them desirably located, made up of "good so­
cietv," owning handsome edifices, and not embar­
rassed by financial obligations. The record of these 
churches showed that in none of them had anything 
worthy the name of a revival ever accompanied his 
work, that the admissions on profession of faith had 
been but little more than the depletions by death,and 
the church's roll of increase or diminution annually 
depended upon whether the number received by cer­
tificates was lerj1;1'T or smaller than that of those 
tranafened by the same process. Yet the man was 
"personally popular, in a~pect scholarly, a reader of 
the last booke, and his sermons enabled his friends to 
turn with eyes gleaming with satisfaction to any stran­
ger with the question, 'How did you like the Bermon?' 
propounded with an inflection that stimulated the 
stranger to respond: 'An able anj caltivated gentle­
msn." , 

The editor on further examination found that at en 
earlier period in his ministry the man had had charges 
01 a different character where the prayer meet;nga and 
other devotional meetings were crowded and enthu­
siastic, and where he gave more attention to the prac­
tical work of his church. He also learned that this 
pastor "had become a student, and in a certain but not 
slavish sense an imitator, of ROBERTSON; next he be­
came interested in oriental religiom; afterward the 
higher critiClsm occupied h£m, and that at present he 
does hardly any pastoral work except to visit the sick, 
where he shows himself a helpful and sympathizing 
friend, but has little to say of spiritual things." That 
as far as could be ascertained, not a fervent word on 
personal religion had been spoken by him to any of 
his congregation, either to church members who 
might be in a cold or wordly state, or to members of 
the church families, young or old, who were uncon­
verted. That neither in his sermons in the pulpit is 
there ever heard anything like an earnest appeal to 
sinners. The Advocate !emarks that whether in 
saying he did not wish a revival he really meant that. 
or spoke hastily and under a momentary vexation 
over certain ideas and methods often associated with 
"revivals," in either case his COUfse indicates an ab­
sence of desire. 

The case as thus set forth is a painful picture, and 
suggests ground for serious reflection and self-scrutiny 
on the part of all who are called to labor for souls· 
We readily join in the Advocate's comment: "There 
are so-called 'revival preachers' whose methods are 
harmful. There are 'revival preachers' who woald do 
well to cease depending upon the fact that they can 
add numbers, and begin to qualify themselves iu some 
measure to train those newly come i[]to the light. 
There are chnrches where the best of men could not 
have a revival because of the coldness of the people 
But in snch an institution the true minister would de­
sire a revival with all his heart, and-though the 
church were all spiritually dead-such a man would 
by all means save some. At the judgment it will be 
dreadful for those who have been under the pastorate 
of the minister referred to, to make the uuanswerable 
charge that at no time did he seem to be alarmed con­
cerning their spiritual situation, and his whole career 
in the pulpit and out ofit operated &s an opiate to lull 
them to sleep." 

We are far from implying that money is the only 
factor, or the chief one, in giving the gospel to the 
world; but we would place emphasis on the fact that 
it is one of the instrumentalitie3. Is prayer an agency 
in the work? Is an edncated ministry an agency? Is 
tbe open door of access another&condition? Equally 
so is money. 

God might have appointed a method other than 
earthly instrumentalities for the propagation of his 
gospel; but he did not. It has pleased Him to adjust 
his work to human conditions, to attach it to the cur­
rent of t'arthly development, to ~ppoint vessels of 
clay as its administrators and to otdain that by the 
foolishness of preaching men shall be saved. Hence 
in that sllnse the conditions of support, 11Imal in all 
work that involves the agency of man, must be ob­
served. But Man can do nothing miraculously, and 
hence money becomes an absolutely necessary factor. 
It is a principle likewise of divine appointment and 
revelation that they whofe life:business it is to sow 
spiritual things shall reap carnal things; that they 
which wait at the altar are partakers with the altar; 
and that they who preach the gospel should Jive of 
the gospel. The fame principle likewise applies to all 
the outlays made necessary by the variety of great 
institutional enterprises in the work of the Church. 
The more deeply this abides with ns as a living con­
viction, the more effective will be our work in bui'd­
ing the walls of Zlon_ 

We fail to read the eigns of the times and to inter­
pret God'!! providE'nces and to realize our trusteesl:ip 
before Him if we forget that He calla for the instru­
mentality of the pnrse. Monev in its line is a means 
to the world's evangeliza,tion as truly as preaching or 
prayer. Like Cornelins we are to send up alms along 
with our prayers. They are to go hand in hand be­
fore the Lord. What God has thus put together let 
no man put aesunder. It il very significant that in 
the psalm depicting the future IIlory of Ohrist's king­
dom, in the same veree in which we read, "prayer 
shall be made for Him continually" it if' aleo !!6id, 
"to Him shall be given of the gold of Sheba." And 
in the Bame kind of association the prophet Malachi 
puts the tithes brought into the store house and the 
blessing poured out from the winJows of heaven. 
The Lord puts his work upon his people. To Dleet 
the demand He gives severally to them of means 
thereto. This is a loan. For its administration He 
appoints the ordinance of stewardship. He does not 
call in the whole principal, but looks for a certain in­
terest rate. Such duty on our part is irrespective of 
the circumstance whether our means be great or small. 
In the present day of enterprise in the work of the 
kingdom this kind of devotement is become more nec­
essary, and the Christian's r;ocketbook will have to 
be one of the tests of his character. .... 

THE MILLION DOLLAR F USD. 

REV. WM L . MC EW}_N, D D. CHAIRMAN OF THE COMMITTEE. 

Before the adjonrnment of the last Assembly, by special 
authority I!;iven, such membprs of the Reuuion Anniver­
sary Fund Committee as were present, met and organiz~d 
for work. Special snb committees were appointed, with 
power to add to their number, whose district~shou!d cover 
the whole country, with beadquarters in the principal 
cities. The Committee began its work promptly. It bas 
pursued its work steadily. It has confined its efforts to the 
definite and particnlar work: for which it was appointed_ 
It has steadfastly refnsed to di!cuss other q '.lestions or rec­
ognize that it had any olher purpose of existence than the 
one business of raising a million of dollars. 

Through the colDmns of the religious papers, and more 
especially through the Ass:1nbly Herald, efforts were made 
t<.' get before the whole church the importance and ec;)pe 
of the work. The churches were urged, as far as possible, 
to take their collections on the 7th day of July. Many of 
the western and rural communities found this a favorable 
time; and the response was even larger than the commit;. 
tee had hoped. It was tLe earnest desire of the committee 
to ha!ten the ingathering from the field in order not to in-_­
terfere with the regnlar collections for the Boards and tb 
cnrrent expemes of the church. The committee ha~, in IJ 



its actions, guaroeu st any such results. That it has 
succeeded in this effort is apparent to all who have read 
the cheering accounts of the increased incomes of the 
Boards this year. 

Special literature was mailed to the session of every 
church. Special facilities in the way of envelopes and sub­
scription hlanks were furniehed to eVllry pastor, without 
waiting lor application for them. The religions press has 
kept the matter constantly before the attention of the 
ch urch. .A. second day for a general collection was fixed 
lor the first of October. At this time there was a most en­
couraging response. It was not deemed wise by the com­
mittee to fix any other date as a time for concerted action. 
The policy of the commiUee from the first has been to lay 
the responsibility of this work upon the pastors and the 
sessions. No paid agents have been employed. It was 
felt that if this matter were put upon the conscience and 
heart of the cburch it would be the fullest performance of 
our duty, and it was believed and hoped also that this 
would be the most effective way of securing the end in 
view. 

THE RESULTS. 

The results o( this movement have been astonishing to 
all who have observed it with care. The rural districts, 
the mission churchee, and the small communities from 
every part of tbe field covered by our cburcb have made Ii 

remarkable showing. 0 : the $360.000 or more pledged by 
the 30th of November. almost tbe entire amount was from 
such sources. The needs of tbe cause of Christ touched the 
heart of the church. Pathetic. heroic, splendid have been 
some of the responses. But none of the larger cities have 
done anytbing corre3ponding to their abitity. Nor have 
they kept pace with tne proportion of gifts from tbe poor. 
$250000, more than 86 per cent. of the whole indebtedness, 
have been paid in to tbe treaEuri es of the Boards. 

The city of Pittsburg has Jonr churches that bave almost 
reached, aud wiil reach tbe sum of $[0000 eacb. Up to 
this point the record is hop~ful, and tbe condiLion is bope­
ful now. if we can have further , proper and immediate re­
sponse from the cities. It is difficult to know accurately 
what pledges have been made, for often churches do not 
report to t.he treasurer uutil th ey can send tbe money. 
But perhaps it is not far wrong to estimate that nearly one 
balf the full amount has been raiEed. 

THE OUTLOOK. 
Tbere is no question whatever but that it is possible be­

fore tbe opening of tbe next Assembly to raisil the entire 
amount. The outlook is more hopeful at this time tban at 
any time since the beginning of the work. It is easier to 
reach tbe large centres tban the scattered villages. The 
strength of the cburch financially is in the cities. If it 
shall be possible in any way to arouse in these centres of 
influence anything like the enthusiaem that has been 
shown in the smaller places, the amount will be more than 
raised. We have still three months in which to work. 
Until the ~GOO.OOO mark is reached, the sum needed to pay 
tbe debts, the committee deemed it wise not to count any­
tbing as a contribution to this fund, except actual cash 
paid into its treasury; beyond that point special new work 
undertaken, approved by tbe Boards. will be acknowledged 
as legitimate contributions. In otheT words . gifts can 
then be made, subject to the wisbes of the giver as to the 
special work toward which the gift is to be med. How 
long doee it r£quire, how long should it rEquire when there 
is an urgent need, and an authorized appeal, to arouse our 
city churches to a sense of their responsibility? Surely 
tbl're is time to complete the work. Surely with all the 
information that has already been imparted, the familiar­
ity with the need, and the knowledge of the results thus 
far, it will require only the active, hearty, enthusiastic 
wcrk of pastors and sessions to make this movement a 
splendid success. 

It is profitless to enter into any computation of the im­
mense wealth possessed by the member~hip of the Pre3br 
terilln church. That they are able to contribute a million 
01 dollars at any time they are willing, there can be no 
question. This movement has been more general, it is 
said, enlisting in its services a larger number of people, 
than any movement that has ever been inaugurated in the 
Presbyterian cburcb. The results will be far· reaching and 
long-abiding. It bas helped to place the rank and file of 
the church in that attitude, so much to be desired, of a 
sense of individual responsibility for all its work. The im­
petus toward a general sense of responsibility received this 
year, it is believed, will make easier the wOl'k of the BOllrds 
for years to come. It is not possible to set forth all the 
tremendous advantage that would accrue to the church if 
at such a call the contribution could be cheerfully and 
fullV made. It would give the Presbyterian church a 
standing in t he world above the honorl\ble place it has 
beld. It would be an object lesson to men everywhere, 
that when there is a real call Presbyteril\ns are ready to 
respond. The measure is going to be 8U fficiently succes/uJ; 
nay, it is already sufficiently successful to justify the wis­
dom of the last Assembly in inaugurating the moyement. 
If there shall not, be contributed one dollar more, never­
tbeless there has been great advantage in the work already 
done. If we sba~l tail of the full amonnt, it will be be­
cause of the failure in the large cities. 

A FURTHER APPEAL. 
The committe desires, at this time, to call upon the pas­

tors in the large cities to help this work now, that in the 
next three months we may complete that for whicb we 
were appointed. We are willing to be counted unduly im­
portunate if thereby we can secure your help. Doubtless 
there are many who. because of the multiplicity of de­
mands and previously assumed burdens, haye pushed off 
this claim until now. There ought not to be a ~b,lTch on 
the Assembly's rolls that does not cor sider itseU bound to 
Tespond to this call. There ought not to be a pastor

preaching in a Presbyterian pulpit wbo does not feel his 
measure of responsibility for the success of this movement. 
There ought not to be a single member in any of our 
churches who dO fs not contribute something for this Mil­
lion Dollar Fund. It is a memorial fund in testimony of 
our recognition of God's gracious goodness to our church 
during the quarter of a century past. Shall not our grati­
tude be measured by our gifte? If anywhere a small sum 
is contributed, yet with some proper proportion to tbe real 
ability existing, there can be no ground of complaint; but 
if anywhere there is a failure on the part of pastors I\nd 
Ees~ions, tbey sufier loss. If, when the malter is plainly 
put betore the people, there sbould be a failure on their 
part to reepond, then the responsibility rests with them. 
Is it a privilege. or is it not, to help tbe cause of Jesus 
Christ on the earth? In so fIr 8S our church represents 
the cause aDd kingdom 01 God. in that much is this a call 
from God to us. And God's bJeEsiog rests upon giver and 
gift, when in obedIence end love, we give unto His and 
Him. 
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OUR PHILADELPHIA LETTER. 

The Week of Prayer was celebrated very generally. 
There is cHtainly great propriety in devoting the first 
week of the year to prayer. The usual object.ion, that the 
weather is apt to be unpropitious did not hold good this 
year. Indeed, I heard one pastor dtclaTe that it was so 
fine. that it led tbe younger portion of the congregation to 
absent themselves trom religious services to engage in out­
door amUSEments. In Dlany cburches the services were 
evangelistic. But in two places. they were distinctly pray­
er meetings. The first was tbe Assembly room of the 
Board of Publication, where the Women's Foreign Mission­
ary Society of the Presbyterian church held posseEsion. 
The careful and successful labors of this organiz3tion in 
behalf 01 tbe spread of the gospel in other lands, insured 
the interest in this meeting. The r')om was fuli each 
afternoon, and the earnestness and definiteness of the ex­
ercises gives hope that the prayers offered will be an­
swered in the furtherenlargemeut of the work they have so 
zealously done heretofore. The other m£eting was held in 
Chambers church. Rev. T. A. Hort, D. D., p9stor, at 4 P. 
M. The attendance was larger than it has been for some 
years, but to those who remember the beginning of tbese 
services in 1858, when large cburches would not contain 
the men who came. they seemed small. At that time, a 
general revival of religion was in progress Now this is to 
be desired. and it is to be hopel that the prayers of those 
who were present, will bring such a revival. 

MOOny rN PHILADELPHIA. 

This evangelist has been in our midst, holding services 
in the temple on North Broad Street every day. The ser­
vices of Mr. Moody are now closed and he has gone to 
Tennessee. He himself declared that he was forcibly re­
minded of the meetings held twenty years ago, in the old 
depot of the Pennsylvania R R, where Wanaml\ker's 
Grand Depot now is. Mr. Wanamaker had then pnrchae­
ed but not occupied it. Ten thousand people were there 8S. 

sembled at times. The crowds in the temple were not so but 
numerous, many could not get in. It was pleasing to hear 
Mr. Moody say in his closing address, that there had been 
less friction in these last meetings than almost any he had 
ever conducted. His serviccs were highly appreciated by 
the Preshyterian ministry, wbo two weeks ago welcomed his 
coming by formal resolutions in a public meeting. It is to 
be hoped that they will give an impetus to the evangelistic 
meetings inaugurated in the several churches under the 
action of Presbytery to be held at difierent times during 
the winter. There seems to be a greater interest than 
usual among our churches at this time. Let us hope and 
pray that these favorable indications will be succeeded by 
a wide·epread revival here. 

THE CHRISTIAN LEAGUE. 

On March 19~h last, Rev. Geo. D. Baker, D. D., was elect­
ed first President of the Christian League, of which Mr. 
George Griffi tbs, an elder of his church is secretary. It is 
an orgauiz~tion of the Christian denominations, to improve 
the moral and social condition of the city. Its human lab. 
ors were first put forth in an exploration of some plague 
spots of the city's life, and tbe i~a~guratioll of some meas_ 
ures to remedy the evils exposed. Next, it inaugurated a 
series of meetings at which lectures were delivered on sev­
eral pbases of civic reform. Lately, it has intervened as a 
mediator .between the Traction Co., and its employees. 
The latter struck-and threl\tened to do so agdin. To the 
Christian League it is largely due that the difficulties have 
been adjusted without a renewal of the strike. A. city tbat 
has been inconvienced by the stoppage of almost a1] street 
cars for a week owes much to the League. It is to hoped 
that the League will peraevere in its cbosen work. Is its ex­
istence an evidence of a revival of gooet citiz3nsbip? Was 
the impulee that led to its forml\tion. an ofispring of the 
prominence given to good citiz2nsbip in the Convention of 
Christian Eodeavor societies at Cleveland? 

THE PRESBYTERIAN HOSPITAL. 

Mr. John D. M. Cord, is an elder of tbe Tenth church, 
Rev. James D. Paxton. pastor. He was for a long time 
treasurer of the .Hospital, and is now the only one of its 
criginal directors ali,e. He has just shown his continued 
interest in the institution, by completing a dispensary 
building at a cost of $10.000 CO and presenting it free from 
anl incumbrance to the Hospital. 

A sraN OF THE TIMES. 

Several of the larger churches have lately enlarged their 
ministerial force. The great Bethany church has just re­
called Rev. J. Wilbur Chapmau, D.D., to its pastorate. It 
bas at the same time engaged three asSistants, the Rev. 
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Cha les A. Dickey, D.D., Rev. Jobn C. Thompson, D.D., 
and Rev. George S. VanDuers. Eacb of the assistauts is a 
miDlster of large experience, and it is uuderstood that 
definite departments of l~bor have been Ess;gntld to each. 
For some time past Dr. Graham has been aided in the care 
of his constantly enlarging congregation in like manner. 
Others bave provided lay laborers tor tbeir ccngre~ations. 
Rev. Stephen W. Dana, D. D., of the flourishing West Wal· 
nut cburch, has also announced that that organiz!ltion 
will hereafter ~mploy an afsistant. 

These cbanges are the natural result of concentration Of 
large numbers in particular churches. It is hl\rdly to be 
disputad that a congregation of five hundred members is 
more than enough to tax the strength of a minister. When 
cburcbes bave nearly a thousand communicants or more, 
together with the multipied organizations witbiu the 
church or about it, it is plain that they call for an increase 
of ministerial force. 

OTHllR ITEMS. 

The Temple church, Rev. W. Dayton Roberts. D D., pas_ 
tor, has adopted the iudividual cup in the Lord's Supper. 
The Nat beth church, Dr. Brown, pastor, was burned a 
week ago. The building was a new one. at a flourishing 
suburban station on the Penna. R. R, and had just been 
improved at an expense of $3.000. The enterpising organi­
zation resolved on the day of the fi re, to erect a tem porary 
building for the next Sabbath services Pond vroceed immed­
iateiy to building a larger sanctuary than the one .which 
had been destroyeo. '1 he sympathy which was lelt at the 
10s9 changes to admiration for tbe energy and promptness 
with which they met their calamity. It augurs succe:s in 
Lhe near future. 

The Harper Memorial churCh, Rev. Herman Fox, pas­
tor. have enlarged their chapel and entered with a pro­
gramme of dedication services covering a week. The ded­
ication sermon was preached by Rev. Chas. Wadsworth, 
Jr .• D.D. The chnr.}h and nhapel are built of solid granite 
and has C)st about $60.000. The church originated in a 
Sunday-school mission in 1880, and is already a large one. 
It is now able to seat 1 500 persons when auditorium and 
Sabbath-school are thrown into one room.

What, 
tben, was our astonishment to find that an ed uca te i critic 
commends him to our coontrymen, and praises his I\ssault 
upon the Pentateucb as 1\ "bold ana hOllorIJ be Ilttempt to 
cast a millstone off the neck of Cbristlanity , by frallkly 
renouncing belief in the historical chaTacter of the earlier 
books of tbe Bible"! To onr old-fashioned ideas. the Ite­
verend Cl\non would have acted less dishonorably at least, 
had he begun by renouncing bis positIOn as a ChJistiall 
presbyter and dignitary, and ceasing to profit by indoc­
trinating the youth of a Christian uuiyereity with lhe ~x· 
ploded theories of "Science falsely so called." What even 
Germany eeems to have outgro ... n, England will not rasbly 
acceDt in the rags and tatt.ers which a revil' ing science is 
asha'm~d to wear. For science is reviving. and this review­
er is behind his epoch. Ever siJ:ce Renan reaSEet·; cj the 
impregnable evidence which establishes the genumeness 
of the Fourth Gospet, a reaction has been apparent.. Let 
us speak with tenderness 01 poor Ren!!.n. With all the de­
fects of his early pupilage in a Fy,tem whicll iden­
tified religion with corrupt morals, and with novelties of 
dogma, alike incredible and \'Iithout SllPP Jrt in Scripture 
and historical Christianity. his revolt trom s1::.ch a system 
was blameless, compared with that betrnyal of his trust 
now associated with the name of Canon Bonney. The 
French infidel asserts of the Fourth Gospel that it is un­
doubtedly the work of st.

If, then, the Pentateuch , with the 
Old Testament generally. is a "millstone I\bon: tbe neck of 
Christianity," who tied it there? The A uthor of Christian­
ity is responsible for it; nay Christ Himself is thus pro­
fanely shown to be "the millstone" of his own Go~pel. 

It is a solemn rEflection that thousauds of young mell 
have lost all faith and hope in God in conseq uence of tbe 
persistent habit of a class of writers who pad the magazines 
with their objeclions to the earlier books 01 the Bible and 
sneer at all the rest. Collcge boys cannot study and ex­
amine for themselves; they adopt such ideas a! givip.g 
lic~nse to their passions, and luin is the result. To thiuk 
olthe unutterable woes thus entailed on families. on 80 
ciety, on the life ofthe nation, may well ID!tke cne shud

Dr. Richardson of London is thus 
quoted and referred to on this subject. 

"From the first I have always been in 
favor of cycling; it has been of service to 
great numbers of people; it has made 
them use their limbs; it has called out 
good mental qualities, and has taken 
away from close rooms, courts and 
streets, hundreds of thousands of per­
sons who would never otherwise have 
had the opportunity to get into the 
fresh air and see the verdant fields, the 
woods, the lakee and streams. I have 
seen it do good to persons suffering from 
fatty d:sease of the heart, from gout, 
dyspepsia, melancholia, old age, some 
forms of heart disease, and especially 
anemia. But there are dangers. It 
should not be used by the very young." 

He considers the matnrity of the 
bones to be completed at twenty, and 
warns against the stopping posture for 
them. Danger comes first through the 
heart-the beats have risen from 80 to 
200 in a minute wlth the first exercise 
in cycling; and the heart is not perfect-

comes to stay 
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ed till one is twenty and should not be 
overstrained. 

Dr. Richardson is utterly opposed to 
"scorching" and racing-has had pa­
t'ents of both kinds, and thinks the 
worst result comes to the brain and ner­
vous system, and says they should not 
be called upon to do too much while in 
an immature state. If the senses of 
sight, and hearing, and touch, ha ..... e 
been too much exercised, even though by 
such exercise danger from collisions 
may be skillfully averted, perhaps to the 
admiration of lookers on, there is a tax 
put upon these OT!!anS which makes 
them prematurely old and unfitted for 
tbe more delicate taeks tbat .have alter­
ward to be performed. 

After speaking of tbe physical deform­
ity 01 undue development of the calves 
of the legs, and a general vibratory mo­
tion acquired by some cyclists, he 
speaks of the effects as seen bv him in 
his capacity of medical advisor, to boys 
that have been employed as parcel de­
liverers by it, in London. A boy can be 
so trained as to do the work of a horse, 
with that of intelligent parcel deliverer 
added. Their employers let them do all 
tbey can. The effects are not imme­
ately apparent, but undoubtedly lead to 
hypertrophy of the heart, and enlarge­
ment of the venous and arterial systems; 
and what these men acquire as a "di­
sease of occupation" many young per­
sons get from enthusiasm and competi­
tive ambition, and erelong they will be 
found with a too powerful len heart pul­
sating into a feeble body, and a too 
powerful right heart pulsating into the 
lungs.

THE EXECUTIVE HOUSEKEEPER. 

It is a mistake to suppose that the 
race of good housekeepers died out with 
our grandmothers. I know one small 
woman who could give some of these 
blessed old dames points on housekeep­
ing that would make them open their 
eyes. It requires greater executive 
ability to manage a house that is dainty 
and artistic in all its belongings thqn 
one whose chief characteristics are 
bareness and cleanliness. Drape, _"s 
and bric-a-brac and downy cushions 
represent work in the way of airing and 
dusting and beating that our grand­
mothers were strangers to. 

The housekeeper who has inspired my 
present theme is what might be called 
a "new woman." She is a physician; 
she has a commodious and elegant 
home which is always in perfect order 
and perfectly managed; she has four 
young chilchen whose wardrobe and 
educations and amusements are man­
aged with the most perfect lZeneralship; 
she finds time for social pleasures as 
well, and best of all, her husband, him, 
self a professional man of note, is happy 
and proud of his wife. 

Down to the smallest detail her house­
keeping is a perfect system pel fectly 
managed. The mattresses of the beds 
are all encased in muslin slips, which 
are laundered with regularity; there are 
laundry bags in each room for collars 
and cuffs and handkerchiefs; in the 
butler's pantry hangs a bag of hea,y· 
linen in which is kept by itself all soiled 
table napery. 

There are silken bags for clothes in 
some out of the way corner of each 
room, and little feather bric-a-brac dus­
ters at hand wherever needed; there are 
always a whisk broom and hat brush in 
the hall, and large and small brooms 
and dustpans on each floor. The library 
and guest room contain materials for 
writing a letter, and in the latter room 
is also a well appointed work basket, 
which enables the fortunate occupant 
to take the stitch in time that is popu­
larly supposed to save nine. There are 
probably few working housekeepers 
among the new women, but in their 
ranks will be found a new and better 
class-the executive housekeeper.

From the Spectator, au insurance auth'Or­
ity, the following is taken: 

"The Presbyterian Ministers Fund has 
just closed the second year under its new 
management. The annual report of the 
Board ot Directors has just been placed in 
our hands, which show that the old Fund is 
in a healthy condition and that it has made 
marke I progress.
