WASHINGTON'S BIRTHDAY has again come and gone. 
While our juvenile friends would have doubtless felt 
more patriotic on a Friday or Monday, and regretted 
that the celebrated day fell on a Saturday, yet it was 
pleasant to note from all sections of the land reports 
of fitting memorial exercises in honor of the immor­
tal Washington. The well-known motto on the ban_ 
ner of that blind old soldier, proudly carried by him 
in parades 01 the veterans, is bearing fruit. "Teach 
Patriotism in the Public Schools" is that splendid 
motto. 

PHILADELPHIA IS proud of her sure enough philoso­
pher, and has reason to be. His handsome building" 
valued at about $300,000, was burned down on a re­
cent Sunday. In it was his collection of rare pictures 
on which there was no ineurance. "The first I heard 
about the fire," he sayB, "was about 10 o'clock. I

She 
didn't pass at all. Maybe you will not believe it, but 
they asked that poor girl about a lot of things that 
happened before she was born." 

IN "lEW of the strange (we hope not designed) ig­
noring of the church Board's debt on the part of 
Presbyterians in the large cities, as the committee on 
the Million Dollar Fund tell us, we are glad to note 
that Dr. John Hall of New York has-called the atten· 
tion of that presbytery to this work, urging that their 
churches do their full share. We know that of late 
years there has been a disposition, in some quarters, 
to look askance and manifest a heedless or indifferent 
spirit towards measures which the Assembly has in­
itiated or recommended. But whatever may have 
been the reason for this singular neglect thus far, we 
hope the churches of New York and of all the other 
large cities will vet come to their measure of responsi­
bility in the work, and will feel ashamed to leave the 
effort at paying the jebt where, accordi~g to Chair­
man McEwan, it has thus far principally been under­
taken, namely, in "the rural districts, the mission 
churches and the !!luaH communities." 

THE WORDS of THE MID-CONTINENT concerning 
"Brewery Tonics" seems to have caused perturba· 
tions. It was reproduced on the editorial pages of 
the New York Fourth Estate, the organ of newspaper­
makers. Every newspaper man "as is anybody" has 
therefore Eeen it, and had opportunity to bring tbe 
principle at stake home to himself: The Bapti.t 
Standard quoted our BtatemeI:1ts and Dr. Cranfill ad­
ded: "The brewery advertising mentioned appeared 
prominently in the Examiner, but so far as we know 
this is the only .Baptist paper that has rUll it. It 
probably get in while Dr. Wayland was off on one of 
his rambles." In this connection it is very pleasant 
to state that not a single one of the venerable Pres­
by.terian weeklies which formerly sold space via an 
agent to beer brewers, have d0ne so this week. Evi­
dently, our mission is accompiished. We have closed 
the columns of all the journals of our beloved denom­
ination against the brewers. Oar duty beh;lg done, 
the disagreeable subject will be dropped with a dull 
t,hud. 

ONE CHURCH in Kansas, when taking its foreign 
mission collection tried Dr. Marshall's plan for making 
offerings to the Boards with the following result. 
The membership of the church is about two hundred 
and forty, all of them people of moderate means. 
Four gave more than one dollar each. Seventeen gave 
one dollar each. Twenty-eigh~ gave fifty cents each. 
Fifty-tbree gave 25 cents each. Twenty-eight gave 
ten cents each. Twenty·three gave five cents each. 
Eight gave one cent each. Seven others gave odd 
amounts. In all one hundred and seventy offering!! 
were made by the church. Every gift is small, but 
the aggregate is above sixty dollars. Dr. Marshall 
aims to obtain a gift from every member of the 
church. So this offering fell short of the mark by 
seventy offdrings. Yet if this proportion of the mem­
bership could be induced to give, it would multiply 
our offerin gs greatly. If vre could secure a gift from 
every member of every church, say nothing about the 
size of the gift, there cannot be a doubt, that it would 
pour into the treasury of the Boards much more 
money than they have ever yet handled. 

IT IS unfortunate that the rift in the Salvation 
Army lute, or perhaps more fittingly the tambourine, 
has come; and that so much newspaper prominence 
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has been given to it. Yonng commander Booth and 
his able helpmeet were ordered back to England, a 
ahort time ago. At first they agreed and wrote a 
touching farewell editorial in the War Cr1/. "We 
who bid others obey, must ourselves otev," was the 
keynote of it. But later has come the word of a re­
cODsideration, and finally an open rupture. At this 
writing the outcome is far from settled. Prominent 
officials of the army are hastenmg to New York for a 
conference. One man powers always have serious

Thus speaks the 
Baptist Banner: "Dr. Eaton is pastor of a very large 
and influential church in the city of Louisville. He 
also edits, in a distinguislJ.ed manner, the Western Re. 
corder. The Recorder is nothing if not oracular in its 
utterances. It attacks, unmercifully, everything that 
is not in strictest accord with ita own idea of Baptist 
usall'e. But there comes in the vulnerable heel which 
the thoughtful mother failed to protect. '1'he Baptist 
Standard devotes onr a column to the distillers, 
which it claims, find a pleasant church home in Dr. 

We have taken the 
trouble to inquire into the fact from Louisville people 
and they tardily admit that the case is not over­
stated. There can be but one view of the situation. 
Neither the manufacturers, dealers, nor drinkers of 
this vile, iniquitous stuff ought to be allowed in any 
church. That they should be allowed in a Baptist 
church, when even most lodges rule them out, is a 
shame." 

RECENT AcrIONS of the Assembly Herald and one of 
its editors, Dr. Green, have filled many with amaze­
ment. If the Herald was Dr. Green's private pr!lperty, 
the case would be entirely diffdrent. But it is the 
medium betwel'n the Boards and the churches, under 
direct control of the church. And yet it is conducted 
in its editorial department, as if it was the personal 
property of Dr. Green, and an organ of his pe!'sonal 
whims. In that famed Venezuelan phillipic he threw 
good judgment to the winds. Then came the circular 
sent broadcast inviting ministers and others to join 
him in a stock speculation Echeme. It has caused a 
scandal in and out of the Presbyterian' church. The 
lnterior bluntly but justly says: "We must warn all 
people, ministers, women and boys especially, who 
have little savings, to beware of Dr. Green's entice­
ments. They lead to moral and financial ruin. This 
form of gambling is the chief cause of embfzz~ements 
and defalcations." In the last Obse1've:>', a minister 
wl'itee of his former arduous labors to get the Herald 
into all the families of the church and closses: "Im­
agine my surprise and disgust when I saw and read 
the 'stirring edit01ial on the Venezuela question.'

And he often used thefe 
injunctions without add ing any word ind icating tbe 
source of his authority; taking it for granted, as an 
examination of these passages will show, that all 
knew he was divinely inspired in everything he wrote 
to the churches. Fre1uent examples migbt be cited. 
One will Euffice for tbe preeent purpose. In 1 Cor. 
11:2, Paul says "1 praise you brethren that ye * * • 
keep the ordinances a8 I delivered them to you," 
He does not, in this case, say "as I from Cbrist," 01' 

: 
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"as I through the Holy Ghost," or, "as I by re ... ela­
tion delivered them to you." He simply uees the 
first personal pronoun-"as I-I Paul-delivered them 
to you." But verse 23 teaches us he was inspired to 
make these deliverances. He there says, "But I 
have received from the Lord that which I also de­
HYered unto you. " 

Weighing, now, these four considerations the con­
clusion is accepted that Paul was an inspired man, as 
much when he expressed hisjudgment for the observ­
ance of the churches, and gave rules for their guid­
ance, speaking, for sake of brevity, in his OWIl name; 
as when, in other cases, he took pains to refer to his 
authority. In either CRse what he said, "he neither 
received of man, neither was taulZht it but by the 
revelation of Jesus Christ." The Savionr himself had 
promised (John 14:26) that when he departed, the 
Holy Spirit would come, and (1) teach the Apostles 
all things, and (2) bring all things to their remem­
brance whatsoever he had said unto them. In fulfill­
ment of this promise the Holy Spirit brought accur­
ately to the mind of Matthew (who wrote it for Paul 
afterwards to quote as condusive what the L'Jrd had 
said 011 the first of the three questions referred to in 
t!le verses quoted near the head of this article, and 
(3) he unerringly taught Paul what judgment to give 
to the churches on the other two questions, on which 
the Lord hlld not left instructions. Or, in other 
words, Paul's recorded judgment in Corinthians 7, 
and elsewhere is inspired.

SHOW ~ESPECT TO ~ULE~S. 

[Rev. Dr. Henderson of California, formerly 'Of THE 
MID-CONTI~E:;T staff, thus speaks concerning the too­
familiar and discourteous way, 80 common among 
Americans, of referring to those in high official rank:] 

The spirit and manner in which the politics of the 
country are conducted lar~ely contribute towards­
bringing "the pows s that be" into discredit. "The 
powers that be" are criticized and censnred, and some­
times derided, npon tbe rostrum and in the columns 
of the partisan press in a spirit whose iuspiration does 
not come from genuine patriotism, but it emanates 
from feelings of personal disappointment and malice, 
and also from the conviction tbat the needs of a po 
litical party demand the pursuit of such a conrse. A 
great many, indeed, seem to feel that tbere is an ob­
ligation resting upon them to condemn the men and 
measures of the opposite party. They misrepresent 
the position occupied by their political opponents; 
thev color or exa~gerate real or alleged facts; and all 
for the purpose of misleading the people and securing 
their political support. If the existing anthority in 
state or nation is not identified with their political 
party, their constant effort seems to be to disparage 
all that it may do, to hold up its policy or acts to pub­
lic ridicule and odium, to expose the incubents of pub­
lic etation to popular discredit, if not contempt, and 
-chiefly for the reason that loyalty to party demands 
these things at their hands. It is "Grover" now; a 
few years ago it was "Benny." Harmless expressions 
;some may think, but they are nevertheless indications 
of a spirit of disrespsct towards tholie who are invest­
ed with the powers of civil magisf ra!y. These belitt­
ling expressions are not calculated to inspire the 
minds of the children and youth of our land with 
lofty views of the dignity of the pre~idential office. 
In thousands of American homes pictures of George 
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Washinltton are to be seen. He is universally regard­
ed with feelings of respect, bordering, indeed, upon 
reverence. But it may surprise many people to learn 
that scarcely any of our presidents has been snbjected 
to more virulent abuse than George Washington ex­
perienced during his administration of that high 
office. 

Under the title of "St. Andrews an~ Elsewhere: 
Glimpses of Some Gone and Things Left," "A. K. H. 
B." has given a volume of amusing anecdote. Here 
are two about 

ARCIlBISHOP TAIT:-
"On one of his latest visits to a certain country 

house in a Scotish county he went alone to the post 
office to send a telegram to bis brother. He wrote it 
ont-'The Archbishop of Canterbury to Sheriff Tait,' 
and handed it in. The sceptical old postmaster read 
it aloud in contemptuons tones 'The Archbishop of­
Canterbury,' and added, 'Wha' may ye be that take 
this cognomen?' The Archbishop, taken aback, re­
mained silent for a moment. The morning was cold, 
and he bad a woollen comforter wrapped ronnd his 
neck, but on second view the postmaster thought he 
looked more respectable than on a first, and added, 
'Maybe ye're the gentleman himse!?' Tait replied 
modestly, 'For want of better I am.' On which the 
good old Scott hastened to apologize for his fir6t sus­
picion of imposture, adding 'I might have seen yon 
were rather consequential about the legs.' Then he 
added words of cheer, which, Tait said truly, were 
vitally Scotlish:-'I have a llon in London, a lad in a 
shop, and he gaed to hear ve preach one day and wa. 
verra weel satisfied.''' When the Archbishop lay dye 
ing "his humor lingered," says "A. K. H. B." "To a 
worrying applicant-'Tell him he i3 a consummate ass, 
but do it very kindly." ... 

WHAT CHU~CH TO JOIN. 

BY TIlE REV. H. W. CONGDON. 

Before me lies a little pamphlet by Rev. Richard 
Fuller, D. D., and published by the Baptist Publica­
tion Society, Philadelphia, entitled, What church 
8hould you Join? The writer says, "In approaching 
this subject I have no party or sectarian views." Yet 
further on he says, "I am a Baptist on principle. I 
ask you, Is it not your duty to join a Baptist church? 
••• Wben anyone joins one ot these [non-Baptist] 
churches what does he publicly declare? That the 
church be joins is right, and the Baptists wrong. 
.Hut how can you do tbis without doing violence to 
your conscience and wronging your own soul? Must 
not this inflict deep and lasting injury on your spirit­
nalnature and involve you in great guilt?" And last­
ly, he appeals, "It is Christ's ordinance. Were it 
not for the Baptist churches you see that this ordi­
nance would be abolished. And now, with you aid 
in maintaining or abolishin~ it?" 

In views of the forgoing, one cannot but think that 
the writer would better not have made professions of 
no party or sectarian views, nor said much in way of 
appeal for candor impartiality in the examination of 
this subject. 

But passing this, he seems to think that some peo­
ple, at least, by joining another church do violence to 
their conscience, wrong their own Eouls, inflict deep 
and lasting injury on their spiritual nature, and in­
volve themselves in great guilt. Sad indeed! But 
this is the logic of the Bap~ist argument, namely,­
Jesus commanded immersion; to neglect it or pervelt 
it as in sprinkling, is disobedience to the <Lord Jesus, 
and so sin; and all dhcbedience and sin inflict deep 
injury on the spiritual nature. 

Now this can only mean that all other cburches 
than the Baptist are disobedient to the Lord Jeaus, 
living in siu, and suffering great spiritual injury, be­
cause they do not practice immersion. If this were 
so, their state would be terrible indeed. Certainly 
the Holy Spirit would be grived and would withJra IV 

His gracioos presence, and as a consequence these 
churches would become cold, formal and backslidden, 
-really in a state of pnct:cal apostacy, especially as 
compared with the Baptist churches. Love and obe­
dience, are the conditions of the Spirits presence 
(John 14: 1.3, 16, 21. 23) and if non-.Haptist churches 
were in flagrant disobedience, of course their spirit­
ual life would then receive very great injurv, and they 
would all eoon become dead and barren branches of 
the vine. 

But is this the state of these churcbes? Are we all 
backslidden, dead, and in a state of spiritual apos­
tacy? Has the Holy Spirit clean left ns? Are 
there no conversions among us? No growth in 
Christian character, no fruit bearing, no ripening 
for heaven among the non-immersing churches? 
Where is the Baptist that will say this? In fact, the 
Baptists heing the measure, these otber churches 
have about the same church life, the same revivals, 
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the same conversions, and the same fruits of the 
Spirit manifested in individual lives. Verily the 
Spil'it is with us notwithstanding our sprinkling in 
baptism. He does not appear to be grieved by our 
moue of baptism. Rather He sets to His divine seal 
that our way of baptizing is not a disobedience and 
sin against the Lord Jesus Chriet, but that the Lord 
most graciously accepts it. 

But our Baptist brethren deem the dipping of the 
whole person under water in baptism so important 
that they disfellowship those who will not go with 
them in this. They will not acknowledge the non­
immersed as belonging to the church, nor sit with 
them at the Lord's Table, nor admit them to their­
well-church fellowship, they would zealously E'xclude 
all such from the communion of the church of Christ. 
While the Holy Spirit does not seem to be grieved 
with the non-immersionists on account of their 
sprinkling in baptism, the Baptists rellard their fail­
ure to be immersed as so grievious and fundamental 
an error and sin that they exclude them from aU 
church fellowship and communion. 

But where is the Scripture for this? Where is one 
c1enr text making baptism a test of Christian fellow­
ship? Where one word in the Bible that a disciple 
must be baptized before he comes to tbe Lord's table? 
Can anyone prove that all who partook the last sup­
per with our Lord had b'lsn baptized? Wby did not 
Jesus say something about baptism as a prerequisite 
to communion ana fellowship when He established 
the ordinance, if it really is such a prerequisite, and 
so important? 

It is notorious that the Holy Spirit draws the im­
mersed and the sprinkled both alike into the most de­
lightful spiritual fellowship and communion with one 
another, many and many a time. They pray together, 
sing together, and talk togefher concerninlZ the things 
of the kingdom. They find they have the same joys 
and comforts, the same great aims and glorious hopes. 
Tbe one and self-eame spirit causes their hearts to 
flow tOj[ether in a real communion of sonl. So much 
is this the case it often takes a good deal of attention 
on the part of Bome ecclesiastical sbepherd to keep 
the denominational fences from being entirely broken 
down. But where the Holy Spirit undeniably draws 
Christian people in this unity of the Spirit, would it 
not be hetter also to have the outward expression of 
it at the Lord's Table? Can cloee communion be 
right, with its wall of separation between tbose who 
love a common Lord and expect to go to the same 
heaven? 

The Baptists seem to antagonize the spirit of the 
New Testament in two particulars, namely; Thev 
magnify the f.)rm of an outward ordinance which is 
not essential to the salvation of the soul, makinll it 
the corner stone of their denomination; and they 
break up the unity and fellowship of the church of 
Christ by denyinlt communion to all who wilJ not ac­
cept their view of an outward observance, and be im­
mened.

AC~OSS THE PLAINS.

It was in the early 60's that the Collins family came 
to our tOWIl. They were Scotch people, and poor, a 
small house of two rooms accommodating a family of 
six with their belongings. They were not after so­
cial recognition but would like to have work. The 
man was a laborer, and it was soon found that in 
grading and planting and pruning he had skill. His 
services were in demand. Their children attended 
the Sabbath-school, and the father and mother and 
daughter became members of our church. 

Three or four years later they concluded to go further 
West. We gave them letters of dismission com­
mending them to the confidence of Christian people 
wherever their lot might be cast and they started. 
Mother and Kate climbed into their mule wagon with 
J obn for driver, while tbe father and the two little 
boys took che,rge of the ox wagon and the two milk 
cows. Past our gate and down our avenue they went 
to the main street, to the Ferry Landing, and thence 
across the Des Moines heading toward Oregon. 

Thirty-one years passed before we ever heard of 
them again. Their story has come to us recently. 
They made the trip across the plains successfully, 
though not without some tragic incioents. When 
near .JulesborlZ in a thunder storm J ohu and his 
mother and sister were knocked senseless while one 
of tbeir mules was killed by the lightning. They 
rallied however, gathered themselves up, hitched the 
two cows to the wagon with the remainiDl1: mule at 
the poiut of the tongue, and moved on. Tbey were 
six months on the road, reaching Salem, Orel(on in 
November, 1864, their remaining capital all'lounting to 
75 cents. A year later found them at Oakland: Cali­
fornia. A man was needed at that new tOWD just 
then to layout a projected cemetery and Collins was 
employed. The care of that cemetery was tbe work 
of his subsequeut lifq. They all labored. and saved 
and prospered. The boys attended the University­
one of them graduatinll with high honor. Their 
earnings they saved and invested and re-invested, and 
at length they embarked in the banking business and 
prospered. The old folks have crossed over to tbe 
otber shore. The children did not lJvel'look their reli­
gious obligations and privileges, the two surviving 
sons being members and officers i.q t~'l Presbyterillll 
chnrch, one of them being the father-in-law of their 
Presbyterian pastor. The history of that family, 
hard-working plain people, it is very pleasant to reo 
call. When they passed our gate that May morning, 
with mule team and ox wagou and milch·kins, we did 
not imagine that we would next hear of them as 
"Wm. Comns and Sons, Bank.ers."

I notice tbat a correspondent in a relig­
ious contemporary gives a long list of "illus­
trious names" wbo were "Unitarians." Now 
it is in order for some one to give the far 
longer list of tbe world's brainiest and most 
illustrious men who believe or bave believ­
ed on the Supreme Deity oftbe Lord Jesus 
Christ as it is revealed in the word of God. 
No religious journal of the present day is, 
however,large enough to give a titheo! these 
names. 

A seH constituted and a self-beralded 
preacberess in ber "maiden effort" made 
the statement that the "creeds of Christen­
dom" were relegated to the atlics of the 
churches with tbe dust and grime of tbe past, 
just as the "spinning wheels" of our grand­
mothers had no place save in the dusty gar­
rets ot a bygone age. When ehe is a "little 
older in her Eelf appointed ministry" and a 
little more familiar with the doctrines of 
"siu and redemption" as revealed in the 
teachings of the Christ, wbose Gcspel she 
professes to preach, sbe will be a little wiser 
than she now is and not quite so dogmatic 
in her statements. A creedleEs church and 
a creedless Cbristian is like the oyster, with­
out back· bone or skeleton_ 

To make the way of salvation easy by de­
nouncing the stern and solemn doctrines of 
God's word and "laughing to Ecorn" the 
most solemu statements of the Bible is not 
the kind of preacbing that represents the 
doctrine of Christ. Jesus Ohrist did not 
come inlo the world to save people "in tbeir 
&ins," but "to save them from their sins" 
and any preaching that does away with the 
"righteousness aud judgment of God's 
throne" and winks at the awful fruitage of 
sin in this life and makes light of its dread­
ful consequences in the liIe to come, is a 
terrible failure. It is not broader culture, 
it is not superior intelligence. it is Dot a 
more generous benEvolence-it is sbeer 
downright and desperate wicklldness to mis­
lead and consequently destroy "sin-diteased 
and sin-sick humanity" in any such way. 
Wbat right have any persons to assume 
that tbey represent the Lord Jesus Christ 
or have any "part or 10L" with him when 
the whole tenor e-f their preacbing is oppos­
ed both to the solemn statements of his 
words and directly counter to the philoso_ 
pby and logic that He back of tbe great 
questions of "sin aud redemption." 

"If the righteous scarcely (or with great 
diffinuIty) be saved wbere sball the ungodly 
and the sinful appear?' We must "strive to 
enter in at the straight gate." We must 
"put on the whole armor of Godl' it we are 
to be successful in our battles with sin and 
if we are to "overcome all the wiles 01 the 
devil_" We are "to lay aside every weight 
and lhe sin that dolh 50 € a,ily beset us" if 
we are to be winners iu the beavenly race. 
Any preaching tbat falls short of presenting 
Christ and Him crucified as the only hope 
of the poor sinner or that winks at the doc­
trine of "final retribution for ~in" is non­
apostolic and non-Christian. 

One of the weaknesses of many of our 
churches specially those who denominate 
themEelves "independent" is that, there 
being no constiluted and responsib~e au­
tbority to sit in judgment upon the qualifi­
cations, scriptural and spiritual, of those 
coming into ~heir pulpits, many mere 
"tyros" in the knowledge of GOd'd word be­
gin to pretend to presch and "take rank as 
preachers" when they are no more prepar­
ed to do so than a ten year old boy is pre­
pared to sit as chief justice on the bench of 
the Supreme Court of the United States. 
Some one will be disposed to say such 
thongbts are uncbaritable and unkind. Is 
the parent "uncharitable and unkind"wben 
the child is nquired to spend "weary years" 
in puriOit of an education? Is the state 
'uncharitable and unkind" wh en it uquir-

es tbe phy&ician and pharmacist to spend 
long years of preparatiou for their special 
work aud then pass a rrquired l'xaminHtion 
ur.der competentauthori , ? Ts tbe, United 
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States Government "uncbaritable and un­
kind" when it reqUIres the military clldet 
to undergo a long drill and discip'ine before 
the protection of the sacred interests of 
Govern~nt are committed to him? 

There is nothing uncharitable or unkind 
about it; nay, on the other hand, the real 
charHy and kindness is to rtquire these 
things in the be~t interesls of the public 
weal. 

Shall the church of the Lord Jesus Christ, 
tile highest and grandest institution on 
earth and to which is committed tbe "ora­
cles of divine wisdom," be less exacting 
than the pareut or the State in seeking the 
eternal welfare of men? Like an army in 
the enemies' country Hear that the church 
Is suffering ignoble defeat because so mauy 
oCher leaders are "unskilled in the know­
ledge of the word" and alasI too often, 
"handle the word orGod ignorantly if not 
declOitfully. " 

Let the Christian world learn some le8-
sons from the home and tbe State.

The deslJlution of many of 
our people was pitiable in the extreme. 
Oar good and b ;! neficent friends in the 
East in response to our appeal have helped 
nobly in averting death by starvation and 
great suffering from a lack 01 clothing. 
May the Lord bless them abundautly for the 
relief afforded. 

MINISTlIl.S AND CHUBCHES. 

Rev. Wm. McPheeters who ministl'red to 
the church in Gu th rie, will locate in 
Eastern Ohio. We will miss his soul stir­
ring selmons and addresses. He was chap­
lain of one branch of our legislature. Rev. 
B. H. Fields has resigned his pastorate of 
the Edmond church, wilh which work he 
combined three other fields. He has re­
turned to Kentucky. The whole Presby­
tery greatly regrets his departure. Rev. R. 
C. Townsend, our stated clerk and Presby­
terial missionary, will leave. He is in 
Illinois by invitahon aud will probably lo­
cate there.

We cannot get lfficient men to fill their 
places on ench insufficient salaries. We fear 
disastrous comeqaeuces. The work is al­
ready suffering serious detriment. _ The 
Board for yea.rs has re/med to take any 
new work and continues to reduce the 
yearly ~ranls to the missionaries employed. 
New fields are opening all around us and 
we have been enlarging our work to the ut­
most limit of our ability and yet there are 
many hopeful points utterly destitute of 
Gospel prea~hing. Many points whicb we 
have been urged to supply and were com­
pelled to refuse are now occupied by the 
Come OuteTs, the Holiness people, the God­
ites, the New Lights, the 7th Day Adven­
tists and other heretical sects who are mis­
leading the people. 

Rev. S. P. Myers of Perry, has left us. 
Rev. S. E. Henry of Normau, will go to Ox­
ford, England, to take a post-graduate 
course in that Un1versity. Rev_ A. E. 
ThompEon, of Chandler, who supplied lour 
points, is uuder the pbysician's care [rom 
overwork. Rev. Wm. Meyer is not in the 
work. He is one of our able men. Our 
workiog fOlce is sbattered aud scattered 
and discouraged. We are compelled to un­
dertake double work upon inadequate 
salaries and tbe minimum has not been 
reacbed. The Board thus writes, "We were 
reluctant to grant the amount allowed be­
cause of the debt." The amount ll:ranted is 
in some cases $200 below the lowest amount 
regarded by Presby tery as necessary to the 
support of tbe minister and his family. 
'This with the probability of greater reduc­
tions and the long delay in payment of 
salary due from the Board is causing our 
best men to leave. Our people are poor 
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and the drou~h t bas been severe so that all 
their available means ill inadequate to fur­
nish the fair neces!aries of life. The Boa~d 
of Home M!B~ions sympathizes with us but 
becauee of the debt It is unable to atrllrd 
the needed relief and is compelled 
to see Ihe work suffer eerions detrimeut 
without the ability to arrest it. Rev. M. L. 
Anderson and Rev_ T. D. Duncan have 
turned aside lor the present to secnlar labor 
as the Board cannot compensate them tor 
any services rendered in what it regards as 
new work. Rev. R. W. Hill, D.D., is not in 
the work. EI Reno in the Cimarrou Pres­
bytery is vacant and needs an undershep­
herd. Its former pastor, Rev. O. H. Miller 
has gone to Durango, Colo_ He hilS done a 
good work in EI neno and leaves the church 
iu good condition. The Aughey church 
edifice ot Langston, will be completed with­
in a few weeks and dedicated. 

We need three times as many ministers 
as we bave in the Oklahoma Territory. We 
could send a dozen men to points whpre the 
Gospel has never been preached since the 
opening of Ihe new lands, and a dozen more 
ministers to points where the people want 
the pure Gospel bat are compelled to listen 
to illiterate heretics, cranks and fanatics 
who in their blindness and ignorauce are 
leading many into the gulf of despair and 
slough of deHpond. The burden falls upon 
a few who despite the obstacles of inade­
quate salaries and almost infinite fields of 
labor l\fe striving by faithful work to please 
Him who has called us as laborers. 

Rev. W. R. King, our Synodical Mi~sion­
ary has been r.ssisting tbe writer in protract­
ed services in the Mulhall church. Brother 
Kiug could sustain himself as pastor of an 
F..astern church paying $-~OOO salary He is 
a very able minister. He ib but 28 years 
old, aud bids fair to attain a high degree of 
eminence in tbe church. 

THII: RPISCJPAL MANSION. 
This building is located in Gutbrie, and 

needs furnishing. The Bishop of Oklahoma 
Bishop Brooke, was appealed to by those 
interested as to the propriety of giving a 
ball tor the purpose of furnishing the build. 
ing. The good bishop took the matter un­
der advisement. The provt'rb "He that 
parley's is near 8. surrender" was Terified in 
thiscllse. At the end of the second week: 
the bishop said, "On with the dance" and 
thus the mt)ney was raised for thi.s pur­
po!e. 

A horse was rem ~d off in a saloon in our 
town for the benefit of a church. The 
cburch was not the Presbyterian, as we do 
not believe that "the end sanctifies the 
means." Last month a call was issued for 
the Sunday Echool workers to meet in 
Guthrie, to organize a County Sunday­
school ConventioD_ Tbe writer went down 
at the time appointed. When the train 
reached Guthrie, a large number of well­
dressed ladies and gentlemen left the train 
and entered c8niages in waiting, were 
driven througb many of the principal 
streets and then taken to tbe homes of the 
Governor aud magnates of the city. The 
writer said to Mr. F_ L. Wenner and Dr. 
Buxton, who are leaders in Sabbath-school 
work, "you must be pleased indeed to note 
tbe number of delegates arriving aud to see 
the interest our Governor and the city mag­
nates take in them ana. the work tht'y rep­
rei!ent." They replied, " You are much 
mistaken; those people are members of a 
whist club and are here fOf that purpose. 
Many of them are professing Christians but 
nonB of them will be in the Convention. 
Tbeir hearts are eleewhere." However the -
Sunday-school Oounty Sabbath-school Con­
vention was organized and plans formed to 
secure the organization ofa Sabbath-school 
in every district in the County destitute of 
such organization. 

BILL DOOL-N. 

The notorious b!lndit and deperado Bill 
Doolin has been captured. When he af­
rived in Guthrie, iu charge of the Marshall, 
he was lionizld. Our papers state that the 
Governor aud magnates of the city dined 
with him at the Hotel Royal. He was ten­
dered a reception and a large number of 
people including thousands of ladies shook 
hands with him and thus extended him a 
cordial greeting. The papers of Guthrie 
severely cen&ure this repreheneible conduct. 
They affirm that he should be seut to a 
felon's cell and aver that it was disgraceful 
to tender an ovation to a man whose hands 
are crimson with the blood of many mUr 
dered men.

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THE OMAHA INDIANS. 

At one time. the Omaha Indians were in 
possession ot the present State of Nebraska. 
By treaty, they ceded to the United States 
Government all but.a small portion located 
Dear the present city of Omaha. Then for 
some reason unknown to the writer hut 
supposed to be avarice in the hearts of some 
white men, the Omaha Indians were per­
!\laded to trade their prospective city 
property for some untamed prairie and tim· 
ber land in the northeastern part of the 
State. And now a nilroad has been built 
t,Jlrough this section of country, running 
from Sioux City to Omaha. The adjoining 
territory has been settled, and now certain 
white men are looking over into the red 
man's territory with covetous eyes and 
whose scheme is now in the hands of United 
States congressmen. It looks like this: To 
have a committee appointed, an appropria· 
tion made to transfer the Omaha Indians to 
the Indian Territory, regardless of, and con· 
trary to their expressed wishes, and then 
open up their present reeervation to settle­
ment. This scheme has been unearthed 
and was read to the Indians in a council 
meeting only a few davs ago by their faith­
fnllriend and United States Agent, Capt. 
W. H. Beck. These Indians have most of 
their reservatlOn allotted to them in several· 
ty. Many of them have built houses, barns 
and fences, dug wells and set out Iruit tl'ees 
and do not want to part with them. Here 
they have their schools and their churches. 
And why have they not a right to hold a 
few acres of good land as well as anyone? 
To mass so many Indians in one Territory 
is not to civilize them but to continue their 
I!avage customs. --rhe more scattered 
among the whites the more civilized they 
willlJecome. We say, let the Omahas stay 
where they are and protect them in their 
rights. 

THE OMAHAS' MISSIONARY. .... 
THE MISSIONARY CAMPAIGN AND 

CHRISTIAN ENDEAVOR.

In a recent conversation with the Rev. 
Dr. Marshall, our worthy, enthusiastic and 
efficient field secretary, the writer was 
greatly interested and strongty impressed 
with certain items of information which 
the good Doctor mentioned. He had just 
made a run into Pennsylvania, and previou, 
to thaL h~d been several days in Montana, 
His report of the reception which had been 
accorded him angurs well for an increasing 
cons£ cration to the work of missions. The 
eecret of the success of the meetings has 
been largely due to the fact that they were 
arranged by the local unions of Christian 
Endeavor in the varions cities and towns. 
City after city was stirred by the meetings, 
the largest rooms in the communities being 
in demand and crowded with people. There 
the Doctor addressed hundreds and some· 
times thousands, ' of people who caught 
Bomething of his contagious enthusiasm. 

The practical point is that such meetings 
in many places would have been impossible 
if they had been restricted to the Presby. 
terian church. Where hundreds were 
reached, only dozens would have been 
touched. Young people of each denomina­
tion were told to give through their own de­
nominational boards, and many were stim­
ulated other than Presbyterians. There is 

contagion in numbers and it goes with· 
out saying that such mass,meetings have 
told for the advancement of the cause of 
Christ, as smaller gatherings would not 
have done. Such mass·meetings as have 
been described yield lin added enthnsiasm 
to the work of Presbyterians themselves be­
cause of the very large numbers reached 
and the impetus which such gatherings 
give to wakening desires and prayerful pur. 
poses. 

Is there not in this item of information a 
fact to be emphasized just now in the Pres· 
byterian church? There is an occasional 
cry for something other than Christian En­
deavor within our denomination. Many of 
us are convinced that the beat blessings for 
Presbyterians and for the cause of Christ are 
to be secured by remaining in the fellowship 
of the evangelical bodies which encourage 
the Christian Endeavor socIeties. The fact 
that the Presbvterian church is the largest 
element in that fellowship is in nowise 
alarming. But aside from thil! fact, there is 

ere a common spirit of actual co·oper«tion 
which is vitally invigorating to the agencies 
which are being pushed for the advance.

ment of the kingdom of Christ. We have 
been co-quetting with denominations about 
some sort of union or federation; but oLly 
to discover that we have wasted time and 
money. Evidently the only practicable 
method of co-operation which may be 
pushed without stint is this method 01 union 
in fosterIng enthusiasm and consecration in 
the work. Moreover it is telling upon the 
treasury of our Boards and upon those of 
other bodies to our mutualjoy. 

The fear that such fellowship will tend to 
divorce Presbyterian young people fl'om the 
truest spirit of loyalty is proved groundless, 
after three years of experiment. There is 
only increased devotion manifest among 
them. Let us not lail to see the precious 
blessings which acrue to our beloved church 
througb this ble8sed fellowship. Foster de­
nominational oversight continually; but 
hold to inter· denominational fellowship. 

JNDlAN TERRITORY NOTES.

TUSHKAHoMA.-Rev. H. A. Tucker, Pres­
byterial Missionary for the Choctaw Pres· 
bytery writes as follows: "Tushkahoma 
Female Institute, located in the Choctaw 
Nation is a boarding school for one hundred 
girls. Rev. P. J. Hudson, effioient superin­
tendent is an Indian. He is a graduate of 
Drury College. He also took a three years 
course in Hartford Theological Seminary. 
Within the last three years eighty ot his 
students have been admitted to church 
membership on profession offaith. Recent. 
ly showers of blessings have fallen upon his 
school. During ten days /Deelings conduct· 
ed by myself, thirty girls professed faith in 
Christ and were received into the member. 
ship of the Tushkahoma Presbyterian 
church. The amount received from this 
church for Home Missions was two dollars 
and fifty cents." 

Such reports as the above are encouraging 
to those who are working among the Indian 
people. Mr. Tucker goes from plRce to 
place in the Choctaw Nation holding meet­
ings and helping the pastors in their work. 
His influence is felt throughont the whole 
nation; the Indian people have gleat confl­
dence in Mr. Tucker. 

CLIJ'TOH, OKLA.-Rev. A. E . Thompson 
haa just closed a very interesting and en· 
couraging meeting at Clifton. A nnmber 
were brought to see the light a8 it is in 
Christ through the preaching of the Gospel 
by this faithful brother, among whom were 
several heads of families. The melllbership 
of the church has been increa,ed by a goodly 
number of accessions resulting from these 
special meetings. Mr. Thompson has just 
filIished bnilding a nice church at Clifton, 
which he hopes to dedicate Boon. We are 
sorry to learn of his recent iIluess, but hope 
that he will soon be restored to his health. 

GENERAL.-At a con 'erence held at Paw· 
nee, Oklahorpa, Jan. 29th, the following 
agreement was adopted: "Whereas the 
Congregational and Presbyterian Home 
Mission Boards are heavily in debt and the 
appropriations for Oklahoma are likely to 
be ~maller than last year; as well as for the 
general principles of comity: 

We, the undersigned,agree that so far as is 
in our power to accomplish it, the Presby.

Pawnee, and the Congregationalists from 
New Kirk and Chandlier, and that the Oon· 
gregationalist church will take the lot anil 
lumber now owned by the Presbyterians in 
Pawnee, at cost; and also that the Presby. 
terians stay a'll'ay from Tecumseh and the 
Congregationalists stay away from Shawnee, 
and that we request the C. C. B. S. and the 
Board of Church Er'lclion to make satisfac· 
tory arrallgements about the property,"

The St. Louis 
Rfpub!ic correspondent has been advised 
that no snch thIng is in contemplation and 
that alfairs are taking the entirely different 
direction above ou tlined.

The 
General came to the United States primar. 
ily to familiarize himself with the situation. 
He concluded that his son had overstated 
the case and that Americans would not 
offer serious objection to the use of their 
money abroad. At this writing there is 
talk of a stce3sion and the formation of an 
American Salvation Army.

Word hasjust been received at the Chic· 

ago University of the fining of !I new temple 
in Egypt which may have an important 
bearing on anc:ent history. The news was 
received by Prof. Breasted, o! the depart. 
ment of Egyptology at the university, from 
Herr Ludwig Borchardt. Royal Engineer 
and Imperial Representative of the German 
Government at excavations now being mad" 
on the Island of Philm. In his letter which 
was written January 22nd, Herr Borchardt 
states that positive evidence is found in tho 
inscription that Ptolemy IV and the Nubian 
Ergamenes were there t cgether. "This 
sanctuary, which has just been uncovered. is 
near the Temple of I sis," eaid Prof. 
Breasted, wb.o wOlked in E;gypt with Bor 
chardt. "From the communication I have 
received it seems possible that this rematk a· 
ble find may be of great value in throwing 
light on some pages of history which were 
in darkness. I j ud ge from what Herr Bor. 
chardt says that the temple was built by 
Ptolemy IV and Ergamenee, the Nubian 
Kiug. At leabt the two k'ngs were there to­
gether in the templa. Very, very little is 
known in Nubian history, al though the old 
country was side by side with Egypt. Here 
at last is something d, fi nite. Ergamenes 
was evidently a contemporary of PtOlemy 
IV."

HOME nJ55lON ITEMS.

The principle reason for the difficulty in 
procuring the necessary money for our 
Home Mission work to· day is because so 
many do not know 01 the actual needs. 
Many people of ordinary intelligence are 
woefully ignorant about the work being 
done in our own land through varioos mis­
sionary organizations, and really seem quite 
snrprised that we need such work in this 
Christian land. They have uever realized 
the vast difference existing b tween nomin­
al and a(,tual, living Christianity. 

When they are convinced that we have 
heathenism as dark, ignorance as dense, 
and superstition as appalling to combat in 
onr own land as in any other then they are 
wiliing to give more to help in this great 
work of bringing our land to Christ. 

Lack of information is the cause of so 
much lack of interest aud lack of giving. 

Over and over again is the complaint 
made in oor Missionary Societies that it is 
hard to find Home Mission items for use in 
their meetings. But surely the Home Mis­
sion periodicals, the church weeklies and 
the many excellent leatlets which are pub­
lished by the Woman's Executive Com­
mittee will furnish interesting material lor 
a profitable Rtudy of Home Missions at your 
monthly meetings. 

Do not be afrllid to use figures and facts 
because they are familiar to you: to others 
they may be fresh and inspiring. Repeat, 
repeat, REPEAT, until sometbing is fastened 
in the thongbts and hearts of your hearers. 

Al1 thoughtful, patriotic Americans will 
be interested in the action we hope Con­
gres3 will take on the resolutions widely 
adopted on the abolisbment of contract In­
dian schools. The Roman Catholic cburch 
bas received in past eleven years the sum of 
$3,430,157, for carrying on their missionary 
work among the Icdians, and this year 
they will receive $308471, while all other 
chorches receive less than $600. Congress 
has directed the discontinoance of tbe sys­
Lem "as soon as practicable," and it is feasi­
ble now for provision to be made in our 
Government schools for the enrollment of 
all children now in contract schools, so that 
they might be discontinued at the expira. 
tion of the fiscal year, ending June 3D, 1896.

A vary interesting article on "The In­
dians of Romance, Ridicule and Reality" 
wIll be found in our Presbyterian Home 
MiEsion Monthly, written by Mrs. T. J. 
Morgan. (Extracts were reprinted on this 
page.-ED) Read the facts there stated in 
regard to the Dakota Indians and see if mis· 
sion work has not paid. Think of the hope­
fol condition of their young people who have 
organized themselves into the Dakota Chris­
tian Endeavor Unionl 

Of the seven boarding schools we now 
have in our Indian work, one of our best is 
at Good Will mission, Sisseton agency, 
South Dakota. One is at Tucson, Arizona, 
one at Zuni, New Mexico, and four are in 
Indian Territory. They are situated at 
Muscogee, Nojaka, Tahlequah and Ana­
darko. The boarding department at Dwigbt 
was recently closed. and m have a day 
school only there. We have three more day 
schools iu Indian Territory. at Elm Spring, 
Park Hill and Tulea. Recently at Ana­
darko nine full hlood Indian girls joined the 
church. In connection with most of our 
mission schools we have C. E. Societies or 
young people's meetings. 

Some of our schools observe the pleasant 
custom of celebrating Waehington's Birth­
day by having a general birthday party for 
the scholars, for the £::tact birthday of the 
Indian pupils is generally unknown. Last 
year one of our schools took up a birthday 
offering for thoEe less-favored than them­
selves and sent to tbe Woman's Executive 
Committee about six dollars to help in the 
maiutenance of the schools needed so much 
in the neglected p lrts of our beloved lands. 

Think of the many, many closed schools 
among the Indians, so that to-day we have 
but eighteen, and eleven of these are day 
schools only. So rapidlv have schools been 
closed during these dass of retrenchment 
and debt that these figures may be incorrect 
before they appear in print. But one fact 
cannot be lessened in that time: to-day we 
have about 4200 Indian members in our 
church, exclusive of Alaska's members, 
which wiiI appear in OUI next month's 
work. 

We are gl8d of the rapid changes taking 
place. Even among the wildest, blanket 
tribea many are now living in honee9, adopt­
ing the white man's customs and wearicg 
citizens' clothing. While above all else 
many are living now the new life in Christ 
Jesus and have found the new heart the 
Cbcctaw Indiau prayed lor, "a clear heart, 
a true heart and a big heart." 

We shall speak ofthe Indian work in our 
next letter, for it is too big a suI ject for one 
column.

HEROI!S OF MrsSloNB.-2 Cor. 2:23-38. 

No heroism that battlefields have seen 
can he compared with what has been ex­
hibited in many a mission field . There the 
mIssIOnary comes into conflict daily, 
through long years, perhaps, :with the rude 
forces of evil. Difficultie3. dangers, perse­
cutions, hatred, scourgings, prisons, deaths, 
are the weapons with which the emissaries 
of Satan seek to hinde: the progress of the 
Gospel. The missionary who, in spite of 
these, through weeks, and months, and 
years hold on his way for love of Christ and 
love of souls is a hero indeed. Talk of the 
knights of the old cbivalry, of Tell, and 
Bruce, and Winkelried-for undaunted 
courage, glorious daring, completeness of 
sell-8acrifice, the world can show nothing to 
be compared wiLh the record of scores and 
hundreds of the knights and heroes of the 
cross. The men aDd til .. women who have 
left civilization with its advantag0s and 
home with its ties, who have dared to face 
tbe difficulties and dangers of pioneer work 
in foreign fields, who have gladly spent 
their lives amid strange peoples and de­
graded savages that tbey might bring to 
them the light and liberty of the Gospel­
those are true heroes, true followers of the 
Hero of the ages, the Lord and Saviour, 
Jesus Ohrist. 

History furnishes no nobler example ot 
heroism than the great Apostle to the Gen­
tiles. His marvellous courage, his untiring 
zeal, his matchless self-sacrifice, have never 
been surpassed. 
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We think, in modern times, of William 
Carey, the shoemaker of Hackleton, who in 
spite of opposition and indifference, roused 
the church at home to send him as the 
pioneer missionary to India. We think of 
Adoniram Judson, who, in Burmah, in 
spite of exposure, fevers, inQignities, cruel­
ties, im prisonments, faltered not until the 
light of the Gospel was lit in hundreds of 
Burmese homes. We think of Robert 
Moflat, at Kuroman, who, after thirteen 
years of unceaeing toil, saw at last the tri­
umph of the Gospel over a multitude of 
heathen. 

But time woold fail to tell of Living~tone 
and Williams, and Geddie, and Duff, and 
Ann Judson, and !:larah Boardman, and 
Mary Ann Lennep, and Paton, and Jessnp, 
and Mackay, and a multitUde of others who 
through faith subdued kingdoms, wrought 
righteousness, obtained promises, stopped 
the mouths of lions, quenched the violence 
of fire, escaped the edge of the sword, out 01 
weakness were made strong, waxed valiant 
in figbt, turned to flight the armies of the 
aliens.

SPECIAL WORD STUDIES. 

Lawyers.-These did not plead cases in 
courts, but interpreted tbe laws of M(ll!es' 
and the traditional additions to those laws. 

Inherit.-The primary meaning of the­
Greek word is something that f&lls to one-
by lot, he drawing the lot that determine .. 
the thing to be his. But in later OBlige it 
meant what was allotted by law or rigbt to-­
one. The idea of chance or uncertainty II.@: 
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by the lot had passed. It referred to so me 
thing already a/,[otled, but not in actual 
pOssession. The lawyer in common with 
Jews. htlieved that eternal life was theirs 
by right of birth: how could they possess 
it? 

Tempted. This word is often uesd in 
Scripture in the sense of proved, tried and 
tested. without any reference to solicitation 
to evil. 

Willing. This is weak. The Greek is 
stronger. "desiring." or. better stIll. "deter­
mined to justify himself." 

Neighbor. This strictly means one near 
by, "nigh-bar" in old English: But Jesus 
here shows that it includes the whole race 
of man. and thUB teaches the common bro-
therhood of mankind. • 

TMtvt8. These were not petty thieves. 
but brigands. men of violence; robbers. 

Wounded. The Greek literally reads, 
"having laid blows on him." They beat him 
with staff3 or clnbs. and so nearly killed 
him. 

Half d(ad. There is a curious suggestion 
01 chance here in the Greek that is not in 
the English and cannot well be represent­
ed, litteralJy "happening to be half dead." 
his life being a matter of no concern to the 
rohbers. and it being uncertain whether 
he would come out Irom his unconscious 
state or die. 

Inn. The Greek word is a compound and 
this is the only place where it occurs in thtl 
New Testament. The compound means 
literally. "to receive all" or "everyone." 
So the word for "host" is the same. ollly the 
first is neuter and that for host is mascu­
line in form. The words are common, how· 
ever, in classic Greek in a similar sense. 

LEESON ltXPOSITlON. 

I. TM Law oj Life.-What shall I do to 
inhtrit et(rr.al lifef v. 25. The lawyer rose 
up to ask the question. which implies that 
they were in some public place 01 concourse 
and discourse or teaching. The lawyer 
stood up for the purpose of tempting, or en· 
trapping Jesus by a question. The ques­
tion was the most important any man could 
ask, although the manner of the question 
seemed offensive ("Teicher" being uttered 
perhaps with a sneer) and indicative of little 
de<ire and no expectation of learning any­
thing by the answer. "What shall I do to 
inherit eternal hIe?" implies that a man 
might do something to merit or earn that 
life. 

What is written in the lawf v. 26. The 
lawyer's question implied, I know what our 
rabbis say that we must do to inherit eter­
nallife, but yon are a new teacher; what do 
you say? Jesus torns the implied thrust 
back opon the lawyer. In the law what is 
written? How do you read or understand it 
yoorsell? 

Thou s~alt love the Lord thy God. v. 27. 
The lawyer was familiar with the law, and 
answered by citing two passages. lound in 
Deut. 6:5 and L£v. 19:18. This was read al· 
most daily and the lawyer had it on his 
tongue's end. Thy heart was used to in­
clude all the emotions. passions, and IIffec· 
tiom; tby sonl, the breathing. existing part, 
the vital principle; thus through al\ your 
existence. Thy strength referred tt. all 
man's abilities and powers. This was a du· 
ferent thought from "all thy soul." Tby 
mind referred to tbe discerning. thinking, 
purposillg. dispOSition of the man. There 
was to be a definite plan. pursued wllh all 
one's abilities, through all one's Existence. 
and with all one's affections. Thus the 
words are not mere repetitions 01 the same 
idea, but rather each word presenls a differ­
ent and added thought to express the com. 
plete service man is to render to God. 

This do and thou shalt live. v. 28. Fully 
obey tbe law and live. Keep this law fully; 
this is all God will J equire. Compllre" If 
thou doest well,shall thou not be accepted?" 
Gw. 4:7, and Lev. 18:5. This is an univer­
sal prinCiple in God's law, you stand on the 
law; obey the law and live. The wily law­
yer is bdlled ler a moment. conscious per. 
haps that be has not fully kept tLis law. 
For, see how a pupil of Gamaliel, anotber 
lawyer and teacher. perceives the far· reach­
ing ellect of law without grace. as shown in 
Rom. 3:20-22.7:10,18; 1,):5; 13:9. and Gal. 3:21. 
22. Jesus too the lawyer at his own esti. 
mate 01 himself. and merely said. Do tbis, 
aud thou shalt live. As a legalist. the law­
yer was thrown back upon the law to be 
judged by it.

A certain man • •. fell among thieves, v. 
30. Of course. this describes a Jew. From 
Jerusalem to Jericho was "down" abont 
3300 feet in 16 to 18 mifes. The road is 
crooked, narrow, and still dangerous .. Then 
it was a resort for robbers and highwaymen. 
So the Jew was robbed. wounded and left 
half dead. 

A priest • . . saw him. Many priests 
lived lit Jericho-several tbous~nd of them, 
some say-and tbey went to Jerusalem to 
officiate as their turnA came. 

A Levite .•. looked on him. v. 3Z, or "saw 
him," for the Greek word is the Mme as in 
v. 31. The Levite did no more than the 
priest; both saw the wounded man but pass· 
ed on the other ~ide of the way, as they 
would be compelled to do, if tbev !;ot by at 
all, becauee of the narrowness ef the road. 

A Sllmaritan •.. had comp1S3ion, v.33 
Tbere are five touches in this description 
tLal ought not to be missed. Each of the 

three alike came wbere the robbed, wound­
ed man waf; each one saw him; two of them 
managed to get bl on the otber side of the 
road. but the third "was moved with com­
pas&ion." and he was a Samaritan. 

Took care of hi1n, v. 31. The Samaritan 
pitied tbe wounded Je .... and in the face of 
the race animosity dressed tbe wounds with 
oil and wine, a mixture then prescribed by 
phYSicians for treating wounds; sct him on 
his own beast. brought !Jim to an inn having 
a Dost. See Word Studies. There he took 
care 01 him over night. Notice the several 
port.iculars stated. making the narrativ~ 

very graphic. The ruins of an ancient inu 
are Etill seen on the road Irom Jerusalem to 
JeJicho. thE' fonntnin, court and leewan still 
plainly traceable in the ruins. 'I he cui ns 
are about half way from Bethany to 
Jericho. 

What SOlver thou 3pendest more . .. I will 
rrpllY tlaee, v. 35. The Samaritan on the 
morrow took out "two pence" or "shil­
lings," as in tbe American revised reading. 
and glve them to the host. The two shil. 
lings or "denarii" were equal to two days' 
wages of a working man at that time . This 
in tbe Edst would be a liberal eum. H .. re. 
quests the host to take care of the roll bed 

man, and promises io pay auy furtber sum 
that may be spent in tbe rare 01 him. 

WhicT,. 'IOto rj OUSt thrre ... was migh. 
bor, Y. 36 The lawyer had asked. "Wbo is 
my nei,,!Jbor?" Jesus 110W, in a dextrous 
way, turns to the lllwyer as to n judge and 
asks, Wbich of tuese three; thinkest thou 
proveolleL!hbors unto him that fell among 
thieve-? Let the lawyer now answer his 
own question. The parable shows him 
thnt it i9 the pprson who is in need of his 
lo\'e. In tbe parable it was a hated Samari. 
tau who befriended a Jew. True love looks 
O'l'er sectarian , national and social and so­
cial distinctions, and reaches: helping hand 
to IIny of the human race. 

Go and do tltOI< likfwi'e , '1': 37. The law­
ver answered with commendable directness

The Dr. is a com­
prehensive and most indefatigable worker in the 
kingdom of Christ, and a man of c~neecration and 
sinlZleness of aim. Wherever his ecclesiastical con­
nection may be we trust he has many years of labor 
for the truth yet before him.

A SCHOOL BIBLE. 

The Chicago Board of Education twenty-two years 
ago ordered the Bible out of the public schools of that 
city. Latterly there has been a movement on foot to 
secure, in a degree, its restoration. Instead of the 
holy volume as such being used the idea has been to 
Bubstitute certain selections to be read in the rooms 
which,for their literary and moral influence and as an 
instruction in practical wisdom, would be beneficial to 
the pupils. The committee having the work in 
charge have prepared a Bible Reader for the use of 
the Schools, subject to the approval of the Board. It 
i(a volume of 200 pages, subdivided and arranged for 
the convenience of all grades. Each selection is put 
nnder a gcneral head which explains its nature and 
tctJpe. 

Among the selections or lesson3 are euch as these: 
"The Two Great commandments," Mark 12: 30, 31. 
-Gems from Proverbs"-wh!ch book is very exten­
lively drawn from in lessons teaching diligence, obe­
ji nee,kindness, the "Ideal Woman," etc. The Lord's 
Ir:.) c::: is another selection, though instead of being 
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thus titled it is introduced as "The Universal Prayer," 
which besides being an undesirable departure in title 
is not accurate. This change was probably dictated 
by the fear of giving offence to those who do not call 
Jesus the Lord. Many of the Psalms are given, not­
tably the 23rd. The Ten commandments, the parable 
of 1 he Prodigal Bon, The BeatitudeE', James' descrip· 
tion of "Pure Religion," The Story of Joseph ar­
ranged as a serial in seven chapters, "Ancient L:l.ws" 
where the principles of humanity, benevolence and 
justice as inculcated in the Mosaic civil code are set 
forth, are other parts in the selections. Chapters on 
"Words of Cheer", "Idle words", "Gracious words" 
"Sin remits in Borrow", "Cause of National Oalam­
ity", etc., are given. The Fifty-first Psalm is given 
under the head '''Confession and contrition," and 
"Results of Dishonesty in Business" is a lesBon taken 
from the 8th chapter of Amos. 

For a book of this kind and for the purpose in view. 
and considering the restrictions under which it must 
be compiled, we doubt not it is as good as could be fX­

pected. If nothing more can be allowed by senai~ve 
and sCfupulous school boards, we will be glad to think 
of this one obtaining place. The omissions and 
silences however which are enfo'ced on such plan of 
Readings from the Bible, are painful. Its more dis­
tinctive character as a book: pertaining to "other­
worldness," and as a revelation of divine grace and 
an exhibition of Jesus Christ in his crowning work of 
redeeming from Sin-that which gives Bible reading 
its chief value-must be ruled out in all attempts of 
this kind. .... 

THE MOSES OF TIIE CRITICS. 

In the February number of the Biblical World, PrQf, 
Harper's magazine, is an article titled "Moses: his 
age and his work." It is written by Rev. Prof, 
Schmidt, Ph. D., of Colgate University. It is a speci­
men of the most extreme and radical criticism now at 
work in "restoring the Bible." It has the air through­
out of being scientifically literary, morbidly and pe_ 
dantically philological and supremely indifferent to 
all the conceptions of MOBes and his work, which we 
had been wont to entertain in days before the Bible 
was "rescued" and illumined by the critics. 

The great Jewish leaderis introduced to us as "Moseh 
ben Am Amnamuram," and we are also informed that 
his name may have been ori~inally "theophorous like 
Dehutimose." The record given in Exodus of Moses' 
babyhood and the tale of the little ark and Pharaoh's 
daughter is entirely ignored, being put away, we sup­
pose, as amonl!: the "childish things" of myth and 
legend; and the first event acknowledged by the 
writer which brings Moses "into the light of history" 
is his slaying the Egyptian. Following this is his 
life in Midian; and in Midian Moses "had his first 
revelation of Yahweh." Yanweh, be it said. stands 
in the critic's tongue for Jehovah. A few years ago 
thev had it Jahveh-insisting that the light voweUing 
of the Hebrew consonants in the sacred name could 
make it nothing else. But latterly they have dropped 
Jahveh, as before they did the form Jehovah, and the 
present ruling is for Yahweh. This is probably cor­
rect in the matter of scientific orthoepy, but pedantic 
and unfamLiar to general readers and out of ano.lolZY 
with the USl?ge in other Hebrew names, even with 
these critics themselves. 

But what is more partirnlarly to be observed in the 
new teaching is that Moses got his first religi. 
ous knowledge and training in the land of Midian, and 
after he had grown to man's estatel No more visions 
of his pious mother, as called in by Pharaoh's daugh­
ter to nurse the child, teachinlZ him of the God of 
Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. For, to again quote our 
author, it was in Midian that "Moses learned the 
Yahweh cult." (It must be remembered that "no 
pent up Utica" measures the scope of ou!' daring 
critics. They are aiming to reconstruct Israel's whole 
history as well as the Bible.) The Prof. adds that 
"Yahweh may not have been the only god 
worshipped by Midian." He tells us too that this 
god made his home on the Sinai tic moutain topa and 
that Moees had the impression he was a local god; 
that on the march in the wilderness after crossing the 
Red Sea he leads towards "the mountain home of his 
God, "and when resisting the demand of the people to 
be led back flOm the wilderness to Egypt again, it 
was under the thought that "Yahweh cannot leave 
his mountain home;" and so, with the idea that local 
surroundings and a man's cast of mind largely deter­
mine one's conception of Deity, the Pl·of. assures us 
that "without Moses, or a man like him, there wotlld 
not have been a god like Yahweh." 

The episode of the "plagues," culminating in the 
death of the first born of the Egyptians aud the mir­
acnlous preservation of t!:le homes of the Israelites is 
thus glossed: "A series of calamities of the kind the 
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Nile Valley is especially exposed to, culminatinK in 
an outbreak of pestilence, conspind to make the plan 
of e!cape successful." It is also intimated that those 
calamities were quite impartial and spared the people 
of Israel no more than those of Egypt. In the open­
ing of a passage through the Red Sea no other than 
the natural agency of the East wind is recognized. 
In the grand phenomena about I\'It. Sinai at the time 
of the giving of the law; this writer allows nothing 
but a clouded sky, flashes of lightning and thunder 
peals. 

Again, we read in the book of Exodus that "Moses 
turned. and went down from the mount, and the two 
tables of the testimony were in his hand:the tables were 
written on both their sides." This the Prof. attributes 
to tradition, and he doubts if there was any writing on 
the stones for the reason that the period was too early 
for the /trt of letters. That it is doubtful if Moses 
himself even knew how to write; and that any teach­
ings or words he might have uttered may have been 
earned by heart and "more or less accurately written 
down afterwards." Of course then the GlTdian kno t 
is cut at oncs, and Moses never wrote the Pentateuch 
nor any part of it. According to Prof. Schmidt all 
the regulations for daily life and divine worship, the 
whole so-called MOflaic system, while originatinlt 
in subsequent centuries was "laid on the lips 
of Moses," notwithstanding that he was utterly in, 
capable of such a production. And this "fiction," as 
our writer himself terms it, yet "held profoundes 
truth. " 

If all this be not a specimen of the boldest rational­
istic treatment of the Bible after the manner of de. 
structive criticism, we know not where to look for 
one. It amazes us that such a production should 
come from one who is a minister of the Word of God­
and that it should have a place in a journal that calle 
itself Biblical.

.AN ACTION OF THE FOREIGN BOARD. 

Our Board of Foreign Missions has been constrained 
to declare its policy in regard to native Christians 
who come from the mit<aionary lands to this country 
for the alleged purpose of "preparing themslllves to 
be missionades among their own people." Neither 
the missionaries in those lands, nor the Board in this 
land,encourage this sort of ambition or love of adven­
ture or spirit of worldly enterprise, whatever it may 
be, among those young men converts, and it is de­
sired that our churches at home should not encour­
age it. The education needed for their work is pro­
vided by 'the institutions which are now in operation 
in almost every miBsion field. The native preachers 
must do the great future work, and they must, as in 
other landa, live on salaries which their own people 
can pay_ The Board also mentions, what must be 
clear to us all, that a few vears sojourn in America 
almost invariably develops tastes which render a na­
tive discontented with the financial support which the 
native church or the Board can give hiw, and thus 
makes him a source of trouble rather than of help to 
the Mission. If he is not paid a salary very much 
larger than that obtained bv other native workers, 
he is disappointed and irritated, and if he is paid such 
a salary, the other native helpers are jealous and dis­
satisfied. 

The unfortunate result is that besides weakening 
church influence in the foreign fields, the impression 
is fastened in the minds of other young men that the 
thing to do is to go to America, enjoy the welcome 
and sympathy of the churches here and be sent back 
with an equipment and financial support which 
makes them superior to their native brethren. As 
the Board tells us, this system, as a whole, stimu­
lates a worldly ambition, cuts off patriotism and race 
sympathy, and really cIipples the influence which it 
is supposed to increase. And furthermore that it 
leads to frequent imposition upon the home churches, 
and to the diversion of funds to personal uses which 
are supposed to go for missionary objects. It is only 
just that native Christians should realize that the 
churches in America in spending hundreds of thous­
ands of dollars in founding and maintaining institu· 
tions of learning in the missionary fields did it with 
the expectatIOn that these young brethren should ob. 
tain their trainiDg at hOiDe; and that they are wrong 
in expecting money, direct or indirect, for the purpose 
of journeying hither and having an American exper­
ience and an American training. 

The Board closes its circular with the rarnest rec· 
ommendatlon, in which we join, that all who are in­
terested in Foreign Missions refer all requests for aid 
to the Board, and send all their gifts directly to the 
Board, which is orll;anized for (he express purpose 0 

receiving and wisely distributing the foreign mission· 
ary offerings of Presbyterians. 
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PITTSBURG LETTER. 

Although Washington and Jefferson College Is located 
thirty miles from Pittsburg, every true Pitts burger in 
these days gladly overlooks the thirty miles and classes 
that institution as one of Pittsburg's educational advan­
tages. In these days of the "mnsh-room" universities and 
the aim-at-everything·hit-nothing schools it is a satisfac­
tion to know that this college remains faithful to the single 
pnrpose of givinga thorongh "education" ot high standard, 
either classical or scientific. This has been so far a very 
prosperous year in the college. There are over three hun­
dred students enrolled. Of these about nine tenths are tak­
ing the rl'gular classical conrse. Washington and J efterson 
is not co-educational nor does there seem to be any likeli­
hood ot its becoming so. The improvement that would 
interestmost of all an old student revisiting the college is 
the college gymnasinm. one of the best both in bnilding 
and€quipment to be lound in the United States. A Physi­
cal DlTector is in charge, and the gymnasium conrse is re­
quired. That brawn as well as brains is cultivated in 
Washington and Jefferson IS evinced by the fact that the 
college football team was only excelled in Pennsylvania 
by the University ot Pennsylvania team. 

The Pittsburg Presbytery at its late meeting added an­
other organization to the roll. The new church is named 
the Hawthorn Avenue Presbyterian church of Idlewood. 
Idlewood is on the line ot the P. O. C. & St. L. R. R. only 
a fhort distance beyond the city limits. The r~gion on 
that side of the city is now well supplied with Presbyter­
ian churches. Within a distance ot four miles, along the 
line of the same railroad, there are five churches, Sheridan­
ville, Ingram, Crafton, Hawthorn Avenue, Idlewood and 
Mansfield (Carnegie). They all Beem to be needed and all 
bid fair to prosper. 

This winter has not been marked as yet by any special 
:revival of religion in this vicinity, it may come later. 

Dr. McEwan. chairman of the committee on the "Mem' 
orial Fund", is pushing the work of raising the money 
with great enthusiasm, so are other members of the com_ 
mittee. In stirring others up to their duty, Dr. McEwan 
is able to point to his own church, to his own city and to 
his presbytery a8 practicing what he teaches. Not every 
preacher has that advantage. 

Just now Pittsburg is excited over a very spirited muni­
cipal election campaign. Reform candidates are up on 
both tickets, but If we are to believe what each candidate 
and his friends say about the opposition, we need more 
than reform.

FROM DR. JESSUP IN SYRIA. 

[Tbe {ollowing letter will reassure any who m.ay ha~e 
been disquieted by rumors. o! Moslem outbreaks 1O Syria 
and hostilities agai nst our mIssIon work there.] 

Beirut, Jan. 21st, 1896. 
Rev. A. J. Brown, D. D., Cor. Sec. 

Dear Brother:-
I have yours of December 18th and thank you for it as 

well as for vour letter to the Mistion on Dr. Van Dyk's 
death and business matters. 

We have no~iced in the U. S. papers a good many sensa­
tional letters about Syria, the most of which were based on 
street rumors, sent off red hot and afterwards contradioted 
here on the ground. 

I. One of them was that a "Moslem mob had broken all 
the windows in the Beirut College." The facts were that 
some rowdies in the neighborhood of the College, who had 
trespassed on the College grounds and been arrested by 
tbe police, vented their spite one night by breaking a tew 
windows in a building across the ~treet from the campus, 
where several Armenian students sleep. They were 
promptly arrested again by orders o( the Waly and impris­
oned and they were Greeks and not Moslems. 

II. It was stated that "Syria is overrnn by a rabble of 
soldiers carrying a green flag and shouting death to the 
infidels," We know of no such a thing having happened in 
Syria. The soldIers in Howran are crying for bread and 
clothing, or crying to the Drnzes for quarter, but we have 
not heard of any outrages committed by either regulars 
or redit in Syria. The outrages in Asia Minor are enough 
to horrify the world, but for the sake of our friends at 
home, it should be known, that thus Isr, Syria has been 
free from the outrages perpetrated upon the Armenian na­
tives. 

III. There have been alarming rumors, and the Armen­
ian atrocities have filled the land with horror and fear. 
But, a9 I have written before, the antagonism of Syrian 
Moslems is now concentrated upon the Druzea of Howran, 
who are still fighting the Turkish troops. The Christians 
are thus comparatively secure. In 1860 both Moslems and 
Druzes were arrayed against the Christians. Now they 
are busy in destroying one another. 

IV. Should anything serious happen at anJ' time in the 
fnture, we should see to it that the families in Z!lhlah 
come down to Beirut where they would be safe. And we 
can send cablegrams to Alexandria by weekly British mail, 
and from there they would go directly through to New 
York. We shall certainly cable you ii there is any serious 
outbreak in Syria. As long as yon do not recaive a cable_ 
gram give little credit to sensational newspaper stories 
about Syria. 

V. The fury of the Kurds and Turks eeems to be expand­
ing itself upon the Armenian people, and we have almost 
no Armenians in Syria South of Antioch and Kessab on 
Mt. Casius. We hO!'le that the tide of blood and fire will 
be stayed betore it reaches that district, but we hear that 

- the military authorities are now demanding that the Ar­
menians give up their arms in all regions. This has a bad 
look in view of what has happened elsewhere.

FACTS OF THE SLAUGHTERS. 
Turkey in Asia has a population of 24.000,000, composed 

of the Ottoman Turks, the Kurds, Circassians Armenians. 
Greeks, Nestorians, Syrian, Jews and a few other minor 
races. Mohammedans in Turkey number 18,000.000 com· 
posed of the Ottoman Turks, Kurds and Oircassians. In 
Turkey there are 2,600,000 Armeni"nK ecaUered all over 
the empire, (600.000 of them are in tbe Province of Ar­
menia). Armenia (Turkish Armenia or Kurdistan ss it is 
called now by the natives, by tLe order of Sultan, is only a 
part of the Turkish Empire, havin~ an area of 60,000 square 
miles, about the size of Iowa-with a population of 2.500,-
000, 600,000 of whom are the Armenian Ohristians. 

The Kurds, a savage mountain tribe of Tartarian stock, 
are more numerous in Armenia province thau any other 
part of the Empire. 

The Armenian massacre be/l,lm in the Bassoun district 
of Armenia, on the 15th day of Aug. 1894, when more 
than forty villages were de~troyed and about 15.000 Ar­
menian men, woman and children were slain in cold 
blood. Alt!lough it was intended that the bloody work 
should be kept secret, Qwing to the greatness of the trag­
edy, the news leaked out. When the civilized world 
learned of the bloody deeds, the Sultan first denied it, 
afterwards modified and gave explanations. 

There was a eudden calm, or pause in the country, for 
few months after the massacre was reported. The indift­
erent attitude of European nations on the subject wa9 
rather surpriling, as well as very gratifying to the Sultan. 
And taking advantage of Europes critical situation, the 
Sultan sent out fresh orders for other massacre, not in Ar­
menia alone, but all over the empire, Thus savage Kurds 
and fanatic Turks have contfnned their bloody work of ex­
termination uncreaslngly and without interruption in all 
parts ot the country. 

The infidel Turk has successfully gone on in~shedding the 
blood of the innocent and helpless Christians, during the last 
18 months; and in a few more months, the plan will come 
to its desired end the Sultan is happy and needs but a tew 
more months. 

As to the number that were slain since 1894: It 
can not be correctly estimated now and perhaps never­
will be. Because most of these massacres take place in the 
interior of the empire, where no foreigners are found, and 
the government is taking every prerecausioB not to allow 
any traveling communication. Almost all of the news 
we have came from larger cities where there are mission­
aries. 

However, we have sufficient reasons, and reliable reports 
from various sources to enable us to declare that the 
number can not be less than 100.000! A great many Chris 
tian girls are taken, by lorce, to the Mohammedan harems 
and kept as wives and slaves. The exact number of these 
unfortunate mhY never be known. 

There are about 500,000 woman and children left without 
home and t\'ithout bread, exposed to severe mountain witr­
ter, to shame and disgrace, and to starvation, unless they 
may receive help and bread from Ohristian America, and 
Europe. They must surely pe.r;ish before the spring comes, 
it help is not given! 

THE OAUSES OF THE SLAUGHTERS. 
A few words concerning the cause of all these Turkish 

outrages: 
The main cause of all these troubles rests on the teach­

ings of Mohammedan religion, in the Koran. Koran re­
gards the Christians as infidels, "blaspheming dogs" and 
allows them no other hfe then slavery. Christians and all 
that they possess belong to the Moslem. The least atti­
tude of self-defence:in the part ofOhristians,and their growth 
in number and wealth justify their extermination. 

Again, it is the bounden duty of every follower of Mo­
hammed to use the sword to force the Ohristians to accept 
Islam-"to preach the doctrine of the dripping sword." 
Koran teaches the following prayer and every Moslem must 
offer this prayer-* * 

other, he must shed Christian blood. 
MINOR CAUSES. 

There were some minor causes for the present situation. 
One of these exiting causes was tbe growth of the Armen­
ians during the last fifty years in Turkey. Armenians in­
crease in number, advanced in wealth and education, they 
became the leaders in commerce and learning. This, 
Koran cannot allow. 

Another caURe was the gradual decline of the Turks, both 
in number and in wealth, the Turks were continually re­
trograding. This condition they attributed . to their neg­
lect of religiOUS duty of using the Sword in the name of 
the prophet. 

Again, there was a time when the Turk was master in 
Asia and in Europe; but now even the smallest European 
nations regard the Turl!: as if he is a dead man (calling him 
the "Sick man of Enrope.") This Turkish bigotry could 
not endure, and unable to rRise its hand against Europe, 
has poured all her fury upon the helpless Christ.ian of her 
empird. 

The future fear or possibility of the Ohristian rising 
further in power. Lead the suspicious Turk to dispara­
tion. 

The Berlin treaty had a desided influence to irritate the 
Sultan's anger and donbts. When the European powers 
compelled the Sultan to promiee reforms in his empire and 
protections to Christians, they layed the foundation of 
death for the helpless Armenians. Since Europe did not 
mean to fulfill what they promised. they h&d better never 
have touched that Subject. They simply Lritated the 
already mad hate, and let the Sultan loss over the helplees.

STIrRNBERG-At the home of his son. Frank, 
Ellsworth, Kansas, Thursday Feb. 13, 
1896, after an illnsss of several montbs, 
Rev. Levi Sternberg, aged 81 years, 11 
montbs and '1:1 days. 
Dr. Sternherg bad long since passed be· 

yond man's allotment of three score years 
and ten. During the past fonr or five 
months his health has been gradually fail· 
ing. 

The deceased was born in Sharon, Scho­
harie Connty, New York. Feb. 16tb, 1814, 
being the youngest 01 five eonB and six 
daughters born to John and Anna Stern­
berg. Earlyin life he became imbued with 
a desire for a liberal education and a fixed 
determination to prepare himself lor the 
work ofpreacblng the gospel. He enlered 
Hartwick Seminary in 1828, and attended 
for five years, during tbe last year of whicb 
time he studied theolr gy. He tben entend 
Uuion College, Scbenectady, New York, 
from wbich be was r;raduated at the age of 
21, in 183-5. In the f,,11 of 1835 he resumed 
the study of theology at Hartw)ck Semi· 
nary, under Dr. G. B. Miller. One year 
later he was elected assIstant pro/eBsor in 
the institution. In 1838 he was ordained as 
a minist er of the gospel. 

Dr. Sternberg waij marlied September 7, 
1837, to Margaret, eldest daugbter ot Dr. 
Miller, under whom he had studied for the 
miDistry. In 18W the deceased and family 
came to Kansas, whither they had been pre­
ceded by three of tbeir sons. The Dr. al­
most immediatelv became identified with 
educational aud church work in Kansas . as 
he bad bren all his liIe in New York state. 
He received urgent calla to return ea~t to 
various churches as pastor, and most urgent 
of all was the call to return and accept tbe 
principalsbip of Hartwick Seminary. the in­
stitution from whicb he was graduated as a 
youug man. 

H1B life in KansBs has been, until the past 
few years, an active one in both religIOUS 
and educational work. His was a liIe of 
which notbing but good can be eaid. Well 
and faithfully had he done wbat his hands. 
beart. soul and mind found to do tor t.he ad­
vancementof his fellowman. A life worthy 
of emulation has been that just closed. - ..
