year. 

Hon. A. O. Scott, of Oklahoma Oity was selecled to 
formally welcome the ladies to tbe city, wh ich he did 
in fitting words. Mrs. Innes Hopkiop, of St. Leuis, 
le3ponded most happily. 

According to the publishEd program, the opening 
communion service was conducted by Rev. ]' . W. 
Hawley, at 9 o'clock on Friday morning. Following 
that there was a lesponsive Eervice, ably conducted 
by Mrs. H. W. Prentis, in which all joined heart­
ily. Following this was a prayer, after which Mrl!. 
Sherwood addressed words of welcome to tbe as­

semblage. Then followed the roll call, the arpJiut­
ment of committeES. Bnd the carefully-prepared Syn­
odical reports of various states and terriiOlies, with 
accom panying diecu6sions.

PRESBYTERIAL AUTHORITY. 

[A writer in the ~'mngelist, signing himself "Paci­
fic", has given a very clear and instructive presenta­
tion ot an ecclesiastical question which comes up to 
the Assembly this year from the California Synod.] 
It is well for the omcers of our churches (and why 

not members of the S8me as well?) to refresh their 
memories now and then as to the legitimate functions 
and power., of Presbytery, Synod and General Assem­
bly. The Book plainly states that "The presbytery 
has power * * * to unite or divide congregations, 
at the request of the people, or to form or receive new 
congregations, and in general to order whatever per­
tains to the spiritual welfare of the churches under 
their care." 

At the comin~ meeting of the General Assembly a 
son16what remarkable church case will ask for the at­
tention of the commissioners from om 200 and over 
presbyteries. We refer to that of the .First church of 
Los An~eles, California. In the minutes of the 
Synod of California of last October we find no men­
tion of this church in the report of the churches of 
the Presbytery of L:ls Angel~s, but in lieu thereof the 

two churches of Los Angeles, Westminster and the 
Central church of that city, into which the First 
church was divided last May. 

The history is as follows: The First chmch of Los 
Angeles decided to move to a location over two miles 
from its former one in the business portion of the 
city, and sold ito property for a handsome awn of 
money. At the meetin~ of presbytery last April near­
ly half of the membership asked that the church be 
forbidden to move to so great a distance from the 
former site. By a bare majority this request was re­
IUEed, but presbytery requested the trustees of the 
church to pay to the minority, who desired to re­
main upon the old ground, their equitable share of 
the property. The pastor and elder present acceded 
to this disposition of the request to forbid the re­
moval, and gave assurance that an equitable division 
of the property would be made. 

The minority of the church, upon making the re­
qnest to the true tees for their proper share of the 
property, were met with the statement that they did 
not represent any body or organization, and that 
therefore monE'Y belonging to a "corporation" could 
not be paid over to them. Presbytery was thereupon 
aEked by 313 members of the church to divide the 
body, which was done, a little over one-balI of the 
membersbip being constituted the Westmi,nster 
church and the remainder the Central. But the trus­
tees still refused to pay ovel any part of the proceeds 
of the eale of the old church, claiming that presby­
tery had exceeded its aufhority ill dividing the church, 
in the first place, and thai the award was too great, 
in the second. Contrary to the expressed directions 
of presbytery that the members of the old church re­
moving to the new location should be known as the 
Westminster church, that body refused to accept the 
title, advertising its services as those of the Fint 
church of Los Angeles, and even grantin~ letters of 
dismission undel that name. The pastor is quoted as 
remarking that he could not consistently submit to 
the authority of pl1lsbyt~ry, since his relation to the 
church waS8 relation to a "corporation." 

So distinct was this refusal, tbat the presbytery 
sougbt to bring the Westminstel Church to see their 
mistake and sent a committee to interview the pastor 
and reEslon upon the subjec~, with the reBult that 
they refused to recognize the division of the church, 
the meilibers of the church voting nearly unanimously 
not to pay the equity claimed by the minority, now 
the Central Church. 

In June last a committee was appointed by presby­
tery to confer with the members of the Central 
(minority) Charch as to what legal measures might 
be taken to comp~l an Equitable division of the pro­
ceeds arising from a sale 01 the old church property. 
When brought to court, the Central people lost their 
case, which went by appeal to the Supreme Oourt of 
the State, where it rellts fOI the prenmt. Ii is claimed 
by many that the case is yet to be tried upon its 
merits. 

At B meeting of the presbytery in September last 
charge/! were preferred against the pastor for contum­
acy, and as a result of the trial, which was held in 
October, the pastor waa suspended from the ministry 
by a unanimous vote for violation of his ordination 
vows promising subjection to his brethren in the 
Lord. On appeal to the Synod the pastor was rein­
stated in the ministry upon the ground, in part, that 
presbytery excluded certain evidence thought mater­
ial by the det'tlnse. The prosecuting committee there­
upon gave notice of an appeal to the General Assem­
bly. The question arises whether pending that 
appeal the pastor does not continue under suspension 
from the ministry. . 

The only exception taken to the division of the 
church was by certain complaints lodged with the 
Synod 'by one of the elders of the recalcitrant church 
These were by unanimous vote dIsmissed' by Synod 
for lack of prorecution. The effect of this dismissal, 
it is claimed, is to affirm and render final presbytery's 
action dividing the church. If it be conceded that 
this question is still open for consideration by the 
General ASEembly upon the appeal; then the power 
of presbytery to divide local churches is directly in­
volved. This question was settled long since in the 
Cedar Creek CBlle, as vide the Minutes of General As­
sembly for 1876, page 40. 

By the appeal to General Assembly it is hoped that 
there may be s6Cllled a deliverance as to the meaning 
of the pledge taken by ministery at theIr ordination 
to submit to their brethren in the Lord. Is this 
pledge. it is asked, a solemn vow or oath of allegiance 
to the church, or is it merely In the nature of a prom­
ise to give all respect to church authority so far as it 
may be agreeable to do so, and no farther? It is also 
hoped that the quotation from the Book given at the 
beginning of this article will receive interpretation to 
some extent. Shall a church be able to resist the 
power of presbytery on the Ilround that it is a "cor-

poration," and so not amendable to that court, but 
to the State? 

The pastol-donbtless guided by legal advice in his 
course-here appears to assume the power to deter­
mine whether the action of his presbytery was con­
stitutional or not. Such a prerogative, according to 
the usnal belief, does not belong to the individual 
minister, though he is provided with his remedy, the 
power of appeal. The action of the Presbytery of Los 
Angeles in dividing the First Church was in the line 
of its governmental and episcopal powers. It was 
not undertaking to declare an article of faith. By 
many members 01 the Presbytery of Los Angeles, and 
of the Synod of California as well, it is believed that 
a decision in favor of the appeal of the profecnting 
committee of the presbytery woutd mean "that the 
faith, doctrines and lawful autho.rity of a cburch 
shall only be impaired,..changed or abrogated in ac­
cordance with the constitutional ' method prescribEd 
by the fundamental law of the church."

Wl:len Paul was at Tyre on his way to J eru­
salem, certain diEciples accompanied him to the ship, 
snd I'they all kneeled down on the shore and prayed." 
In the ~arden of Gethsemane we are told that Christ 
left Peter and the two sons of Zadbedee, and went a 
little further, and in his agony fell on his face and • 
prayed, saying, "0 my Father, if it be 'Possible, let 
this cup pass flom me; ne'fertheleBS not as 1 will, but 
as thou wil~." 

The Jews in public assemblies were accustomed to 
stand and pray. Ohrist says: "When y~ stand pray­
ing forgive, if ve have ought against any." It seems 
very appropriate to kneel in prayer in private and 
family devotions, and in domestic cilclee, and to 
stand in prayer in public aseemblies, 90 the people 
can hear and appropriate thepetiHoDs and be edified. 
But it is Dot stated anywhere in the Bible that any­
body ever sat down and played. It has been reserved 
for modern times, and for young men in perfect health 
and full strength to ait in their cllai78 a~d pray. An 
aged Christian £ays,he thinks ''young men, in modern 
times, are too ploud to kneel, and too lazy to stand 
in praying." If a man cond€mntd to death should 
appear before an absolute monarch to plead for his 
life, and when he W8S ushered into the august pres­
ence of the king, should lop- down in a chair, and 
begin to talk to the ling, he would probably lose his 
case and hie head. Shall we be leBs deferential to 
the King or kings?

HEBERT SPENCE~'S Pt1ILOSOPHY FINISHED.

It is announced that Herbert Spencer has just writ. 
ten the last word and given the finishing touch to his 
Hie work entitlp.d Synthetic Philosophy. This is 
something of an evmt. It is probably the most im­
portant work in the field of philosophic speculation 
which bas appeared during the preEent centurv. It 
is snpposed to be an advance on all preceeding BVS' 
tems of philoEophy. It is volumuinous and brings in 
re'fiew almost the entire tie~d of human knowledge. 
It attempts to g1ve the philosophic intupretation of 
recent developments of pbysical science, specially the 
development thecry. Mr. Spencer is now .seventy-eix 
yeaTS old and bas given his life to this WGrk. 

It has been 1\ herculean task and indicates a mind 
of most unmual capabilities. But with all his con­
fesEed capablities, whether he has given U8 tbe final 
phil060phy may well be doubted. Whether he has 
been able to j;Crasp fundamental principles and has 
g!ven them their true philosophic interpretation and 
synthesis remains yet to be proved. The magnitude 
and difficulty of the undertaking a8 wen as the ever 
chanjling history of philosophy during all the centur­
ies wou1d lead olle to anticipate that coming ages aud 
men of genius yet to be born will find out truths Rnd 
principles not yet discovered and construct new 
philosophies as different from Mr. Spencer's as his is 
from Plato or Confacius. And the principles of natural 
science which Mr. Spsncer weaves into his philosophy 
are very fal' from having received a complete develop­
ment. They aTe yet subject to indefinite increaee, 
modification and revision. The ground on which he 
builds is constantly shifting beneath his structure. 

In view of the history of both natural science and 
philoSGphy it requires 1\ good deal of courage to claim 
that you have reached fundamental principles and 
given them their final synthesis. 

The matter of most importance in Mr. Spencer's 
philosophy is his treatment of ethics and its dfect 
upon morals and religion. Here is the fruitage of hiB 
system. FeeHnj;C that this was the most important 
part of his sytem and the goal toward which he was 
working, more tban twenty years ago being in poor 
hefillh and fearing that he might not live to complete 
his entire syetem, he dropped other portions and 
wrote his"Data of EthiclI." Thathis philosophy is en­
tirely hostile to the supernatural and to the christian 
system of ethics no one will deny. With him the 
moral.nature of msn is a devEllopment from beneath 
and the principles of morality must be found in nalu­
rallawB. Moral law and government as revealed by 
God and given in the Bib:e find no place in his philo­
sophy and of conrse Christ and redemption are only 
phases of superstition. 

Mr. Spencer's philosophy will have its influence for 
a time and to a limited extent. If it overthrows the 
data of ethics 1.11 given in the Bible its history will be 
very different from that oeany precaeding philosophy 
or speculation. Probably no one would claim for it 
the philosophic (avor, comprehension or logical 
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grasp 01 Spinoza's pantheistic philosophy. Prof. 
Henry B. Smith ueed to say that the faith of the 
world would eventually be g\ven to either Christ or 
Spinoza, Christianity or pantheism. Spinoza has not 
been able to silence the voice of Sinai or to drive 
Ohrist out of the world. We do not believe that Mr. 
Spencer's newly discovered "fundamental principles" 
and "data of ethics" will be more successful.

IS OOD MOCKED? 

A TRUE (JHAPTER OF LOCAL HISTORY. 

BY REV. JOSEPH F. FL!NT. 

Few things so mightily strengthen tbe faith of the 
believer, as to see God's ruling hand in history. It 
has long been my conviction that had we only eyes 
to see and ears to hear we might trace an overruling 
Providllnce not only in our own lives, but also in that 
of the community and of the nation. The following 
remarkable incident is veracious in every essential 
particular, and shows that God does mark the actions 
of the children of men, taking vengeance on their 
evil in ten tions: 

My native town of F-- was largely settled by 
the so·called "Latin farmers," or 486fS as they pre­
ferred to be named. In certain fast vani~hing circles 
it is still considered a great honor to be a "48er", {or 
be it remem bered that it was In 1848 that the revolu­
tionary spirit swept over Europe, with Paris as a 
starting point. It was in this year that the liberty­
loving German party for the first time felt its wings, 
which after various attempts at tlying, were however 
ruthlessly clipped by the federal power; ending in the 
banishment of bundreds of revolutionist", who with 
their families sought refuge in the new world. 

These talented emigrants formed colonies in north­
ern Illinois and southern Wisconsin, where for the 
most part they became tillers of the soil, Qnd soon 
earned the flattering appelative of "Latin" brmers, 
because of their great learning. A greater contrast 
roan hardly be conceived than that presented between 
these German refugees and their American nei~b bOTS. 
The former lived much in the far away past, the latter 
turned their eager gaze to a future radiant with splen­
did pOEsibiliLies. The one dass was philosophic and 
subtle of mind, self·contained and often embittered, 
tbe other was practical, unimaginative, and BS free 
as the sir in manner of life. 

It wae therefore a matter of 8U1'prise that two such 
families BS the Neuhofs nnd the Strowbridge's should 
live on terms of intimacv. They exchanged work, 
ra n errands for each othel', and the children stlldied 
and .recited together. This friendship cl1iminated in 
the ardent attachment that existed between Albert 
Neuhor, a fine grown lad whose classic features bore 
traces of old-world refinement, and Frank Strow­
bridge, his equal in talent and superior in physical 
strength. The young men were inseparable and there 
was just one thing that stood in the way of their 
friendship becoming perfect, and that was religion. 
Tho Strowbridges, true to their eaetern antecedents, 
were enthusiastic Christians, their views being shar­
ed heartily by Mrs. Neuhof, who somehow could not 
share the rationalistic views of h6'r husband anl1, 
the ex-pastor of a freie Gemeinde, 

Not BO her son Albert, upon whom the most earnest 
and convincinj;t presentations of the Gospel were lost. 
At first young Neuhof was only mildly evasive, being 
obviously imlLatllre and unsettled in opinion. But 
what brought things to a head was a great meeting of 
the district tnrn-vereia, at F--. This meeting 
lasted a full week, during which time Albert heard for 
the first time Goethe and Spinoza Quoted as oracles, 
and the philosophy of negation expounded to his en­
tire satisfation. He now went openly over to the 
infidel party, whose creed was, "Let us eat and drink 
for to-morrow WI! die." Did they not have learning 
Rnd cleverness on their side? Were they not in the 
apparent majority? So the young man reasoned. 

We who live in. these Quieter days, can hardly con­
ceive of the tension oCfeeling existing at times between 
the American Christians and the German "48'era", in 
those formative days. Nothing could exceed the 
lofty and bitter opposition of the latter towards the 
former. They confidently expected to see the churches 
all stamped out. So rare an opportunity therefore, 
to show "their superiority, could not be missed by the 
assembled free thinkers, and many was the jibe and 
joke hurled at the churches. But it was not, how­
evel', until like king Ahasuerus, their hearts were 
merry with wine, that the~urners went to an extreme 
of blasphemy, since then unheard of. An effigy of 
Christ was prepared, borne by the noisy mob to the 
outskirts of town and there amid mock ilolemnity 
and drunken hilarity, publillly burned When the 
flam:s were at the highest, a tall young man, flllshed 
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with wine, ran to an adjacent lumber-pile, selected a 
massive beam and with thtl aid of several half·drank­
en companions, plunged it into the burning mass, 
overthrowinit the image and scattering fagots, amid 
wild shouts of laughter. The daring leader was AI 
bert Neuhof. 

Thirty long years came lind went since the facrile 
gious act described above shocked the sensibilities of 
all decent people. It was a cold fogllY winter's even­
ing in the Columbian Fair City: A man is Been stag­
gering in an uncertain sort of way across the street 
intently gazing at the clock in the tower opposite. 
Suddenly a cry of warning is raiEed, he stops, turns 
about and looks into the blinding bead-light of the 
approaching cable· car. Bewildered and dazed he 
stands rooted to the spot, and a moment later is tossed 
full twenty feet bleeding and unconscioas against 
the side-walk. 

The first to arrive on the fcene is a stranger with a 
grip·sack, who bends oyer the prostrate form, but 
starts bock with the cry: 

"Albert, old friend, is it you?" 
TenJerly the form is lifted into an ambulance, the 

stranger inaisting upon accompanying the same to 
the nearest hospital, Many hours he sils wearily by 
the side of the wounded man, until at last the latter 
feebly opens his eyes. The two men looked at each 
other long and earnestly, until tears blur the vision. 
The friends of boyhood days bave met again. 

"Thank God, you stiIllive," said Strowbridge, (for 
he it is) reacbing out his hand which the other feebly 
grasps. "Tell me, Neuhof, how did it happen?" 

"Drinkl" whispered the stricken man, with a 
meaning look. "Yes it has come to this. Once I 
thought myself strong enougb to live for pleasure 
without being mastered by it. I worshipped reason. 
I thought I was on the higbway to happiness, but 
instead sank lower and lower, and now-It 

A glance at his haggard, furrowed features showed 
that diEsipation had done its work only too well. 

"When that blaz;ng head-light rushed at me," he 
continued after a pause, "my whole past life came up 
before me-I saw again that effigy-do you remember? 
-and now Nemesis was on my track, striking me in 
return I Ob, had I only taken my mother's advlce-" 
but death cut short the words. 

When Mr. Strow1nldge related the circumstances of 
her son's death, to the now aged widow, the latter 
smiled tbrough her tears I1S she said: 

I;Time has proved all things. I have outlived 
Ihem all-all the gainsaying set. As fOT the churches 
that they felt sure were doomed, they are more flour­
ishing than ever; and I firmly believe that my son 
saw at the last what I have never doubted, that God 
still Ii vesl"

'The tiDle has come for a fi Ilal d l' ,rt in 
conuection with thi s Fund, established by 
the General AShem bly for ibe porpose of 
paying the indebtedness of the MiEslonary 
Boards, and for the placing of them upon a 
eafe financial basis. The churches, Bah­
bath.schools, and other organizations bave 
Tery generally contributed to the Fnnd. It 
now remains for the persons who are pos­
sessed of large means to do their part in the 
liquidation of this presaing indebtedness, -­
and in the opening up of the way of pro­
gress before the church. The present situa-
tion may be summed up concisely as fol­
lows: The chmche.s and their auxiliary or­
ganizations have raised about $350,000. The 
Board of Foreign lltiSllI()D8, through the 
help that i' receiv&l! from the Million Dollar 
Flllld, expects to be out of debt on May 1st 
1896. Taking thill fact lnto consideration, 
and also oeltain statements received this 
week from the Boards, about $200,000 are 
needed for the acoomplishment of the first 
of the purposes for which the Million Dollar 
Fnnd waR established. viz; The' clearing 
away of the debts. One Presbyterian Weat 
of the Mississippi, as reported last week, fn 
a spirit of consecration to Christ, otfered 
$10,000 for the clearIng away of this indebt­
edness on the condition that it shall all be 
paid. An additional ofi~:r, of$10.000 prompt-
ed by the like high motive, comes trom a 
lady in Western New York, coupled with 
the conditton tba' fou.oUler ladies sh'lll be 
found who, with her, will contribut'l the 
last $1iO,OOO of the Fund. This latter (fier 
should be a special stimulus to the women 
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of the Presbyterian church to make every 
effort possible for the removal of this in­
cubus of debt. In view of these offers. the 
Oommittee feel that they must appeal to all 
church members during the next twenty 
days to seriously consider the question of 
their individual ability and responsibility 
in connection with the relief of the Boards. 
The church should rouse herself to the 
work to which God has called her, especi­
ally in this great land. Let there be a gen­
eral movement throughout the church 
whose result, ilhall be the placing of all our 
Boards npon a Bound financial basis. Pres­
byterians, in the past, whenever they have 
understood and have taced their difficulties, 
have done lheir duty. The Treasurer can 
be addressed at 1334 Chestnut St..

Peoria, Ill. --THE THREE-FOLD EDUCATION FOR 

FREEDMEN. 

Bishop Arnett in his adJress at Boston 
last July, among other figures relating to 
the progress of his race gave the following: 
In the mission work of the South, not sup­
pt)rted by the colored people themselves, 
there is a membership of 307,826. In work 
supported by tbe colored people a member­
ship of 2,591,129. Wbile tbe adherents in 
both number (j 325,880. He slIid that they 
now have in Echools of all grades 24.038-
teachers, 21,674 echools witb an enrollment 
of 1,327,822, and at least 20,000 of tbe teach­
ers are ed ueated negroes. rbe cost of the 
Sonthern tax-payers, colored and white of 
these schco!s in the past tbirty years has 
been about $40,000,000. The benevolent 
organizations of the North have contributed 
over $20,000.000 from church, State lind 
frieuds the total expenditure for thirty 
yeara has been $61 145,419. He estimates 
that the negroes are annually paying out 
for ed ucation, lor books, food and clothing 
for these school children over $25.000.000. 

From another source I find tbat Jast year 
there were under the care of the negroes 
7 coJleges, 17 academies and 49 bigh schools. 
Over two hnndred of their young men and 
women are now in Europe preparing for 
edncators for tbeir people, 

Among tbese A.fro-Americana we bave 
over 200,000 Christian Endeavorers. Let us 
look Ilt the work our Board of Freedmen of 
the Presbyterian church Is doing. 1'0 these 
8.000,000 ot our land who are struggling, 
pleading for help that tbey may help tbem­
selves in the future, we are giving abont 
$200,000 annually. The Board has under 
its care nearly three hundred churches and 
missions, and the church and scbool prop­
erty is valued at over half a million dollars. 
Forty-six of our churches IImong the Freed­
men nre without homes of worsbip. In 
many places the cburch building serves also 
lor a school, making a dOUble reason why 
we should aid theEe people. The numbar 
added to our churches last year was over 
2.000, total membership of churches lind 
missions under tbe care of the Board 01 
Freedmen 17,083, and I!early 20,000 Sabbath­
school scholars. 

The debt incurred in this work last year 
was over $22,000. In the 30 years our 
church has been working among these peo. 
pie, much has been accomplished. We had 
last year under our Board 91 schools, with 
26L teachers and 11,424 pupils. 

The Woman's Missionary Societies in our 
church last year gave to the Woman's Ex­
ecutive Committee for Freedmen'S work 
over $40,000, thus aiding in supporting 26 
schools and 36 teachers. Many convers'ons 
are reported from these schools, and in 
most of them the majority of the pupils are 
now Christians. The principal trouble in 
many places is that the home training is a 
sad contrast to the school training and fre­
quently counteracta it to a greater or leas 
extent. 

One trouble with the common schools of ! 
the So th is that so man.y of them are kept 
open but three months in the year that the 
little colored boys and girls soon forget I 
much that tbey have learned. You can 
readily see the great advantage to these I 

young people of our boarding schools wbere 
they rEceive in addition to the religiOUS and 
educational training the industrial that fits 
them for practical living. Scotia, Mary 
Allen, Mary Homes and Ingleside have 
reached hundreds of girls, trained them for 
trachers, for home· makers, for missionaries. 

Scrofula

cradica,ted by IIood's Sarsaparilla, the Biddle University and Beaufort, S. 0., are 

for boys and men only. Then there are 11 
co·educational boarding schools and many 
parochial schools. Already Biddle Univer· 
sity bas Eent out over sixty Presbyterian 
ministers, and Eo~e have gone to Africa as 
mis&ionaries. This institntion has build • 
ings and equipments that make its value 
$125000. 

Mra. Phineas M. Barber has devoted 
$40.000 for a !eminary for girl&to be located 
at Anniston, Ala., to be under tbe Presby­
terian Board for Freedmen. The building 
will bold 125 to 150 boarders, and the school 
will be conducted on tbe same general plan 
of the girl!' schools mentioned above. It is 
to be completEd by October 1896, and will 
be known as the "Barber Memorial Semi­
nary." Mr. Barber, at his death two years 
ago, lelt $113,000, which will probably be in · 
creased by another $100,000 to be need in 
prosecuting this work by aidiDg npedy min­
isters and erllcting ch urch buildi ngs. 

Mary Holmes Seminary burnt Jan. 31, 
1895, is now being rebnilt at West Point, 
Mies. · A slmildr school for boys is contem­
plated and it is hoped that it will soon be 
built. As yet the school accommodations 
are far from meeting the demand, and annu­
ally we turn away hundreds wbo arll hun­
gry for education . We should not overlook 
the good work being done by other organi­
zations. The Baptists have reached tbou­
sands of young girls through Spelman 
Seminary, Atlanta, Ga. 

Wonderful has been the work accom­
plished through Tuskogee Institute, Ala­
bama. Started in 1881 in a small shanty 
with one teacher and thirty students, with­
ont a doliar's worth of prosperity, but 
through the industry of tbose connected 
with it and with the aid received Irom tbe 
State and from the North to· day it has an 
institution of 800 students gathered from 19 
Slates, 70 instructora, 1400 acres of land, 38 
boi tdings, 23 industries; in all tbe property 
is valued at $225.000 all carried on at a cost 
of $75,000 annually. At the head of this re­
markable institution is Booker T. Washing­
ton, a remarkable man and the leading 
nE'gro of our land; himself a representative 
or exponent of tbe value of Cbristian edu­
cation coupled with industrial training, for 
he was once a. poor, ignorant slave. 

Since 90 per cent. of the colored people at 
present depend upon common occupations, 
it is very nece~sary to give them industrial 
training. E5 PH (ent. depend upon ogricul­
tural pursuits. 

In his addresses at tbe opening of the 
Atlanta Exposition, Mr_ Washington urged 
upon bis race the diligent use of tbe oppor­
tunities and privileges they now had, that 
tbey might be prepared for the Exercise of 
futnrd privill'ges. From the wbites he 
asked justice and encouragement in their 
struggle. "The opportunity to earn a dol­
lar in a factory just now is worth infinitely 
more than the opportunity to spend a dol­
l!lr in an opera house." "Let us get settled 
tbe graat principles of life as to character, 
ed ucaHon and property, and all the little 
questions tbat so much annoy and fret us 
now, as to where we shall eat and sleep, and 
in what cars ride, little questions that float 
as a bubble on tbe water, will disappear 
before the ligbts of the elements of the 
highest civil'zalion."

.BERVING OHRIST IN OUR HOMES. 
May 10. 

Rom. 12; 9;18. 
What a home that might be, if these nine 

verses of this letter to the Romans were a 
part of our every day life. "Let love be 
without dissimulation." There are two 
ways of diSSimulating. There is the putting 
on of the appearance of more love than one 
has; that is the danger in society. There is 
the hiding of the real love one has because 
of a certain reserve or a dread of showing 
feeling; that is the danger in home life. 
You remember the pitiful story of the New 
Englaud mother, who had toiled, saved, 
scrimped her own life for the sake of her 
boys. After thev had all grown up and were 
filling places of trust and houor, the poor 
old mother, with bent back, toil-worn hands 
found herself tired. weary unto death. 

One by one the sturdy sons came to her 
bedside as she was lying as they thought in 
the very grasp of death and bending over 
her they kissed her wrinkled cheek and sob­
bing said, You have been a good mother. 
She opened her poor dim eyes and tearless· 
ly said, "why did not you tell me 90 be­
lore"? Let llS tell each other so now when 
the expression of our love can be as a secret 
oil to move the wheels of care. Then there 
is that verse of honoring, preferring one an­
other. Putting others before oneself. How 
pleasant it is to have the strOllg, the YOllng, 
the beautiful step more slowly for the weak, 
the old, and the deformed. 

"Regard the burden" is one of the good 
old French proverbs. If you see one of 
your own family with an unfortunate de­
fec t, regard the burden. He is handicapped 
for life, keep step wit. the lame one. Then 
we are to be wise, diligent, economical of 
our time, our nerves, our money, our read­
ing, our social engagements. We must 
serve God in our homes constantly, by 
bringing Him iu to abide with us. 

We are to rejoice in hope. and be patient 
in trial, to be prayerful, then we shall have 
the wisdom given to us to know how to dis­
tribute or divide our time and property 
aright to aid the saints, to be hospitable, to 
be brave when persecuted, yes, even to 
bless those who hate UB, to have a heart so 
free from self tbat we cau be glad with the 
glad, and weep with those who weep, we 
can be content with poor things even if sur­
rounded with things tempting in their 
beauty and lnxury. How wise the last 
verse is. as much as lieth in you, live peace­
ably with all men. You are not responsi­
ble for the other person" but you are respon­
sible for yourself. The God of peace can 
give the peace which the world can neither 
give nor take away. 

We can all make our homes like the cham­
ber of Bunyan's imagination, in the" House 
Beautiful" "The Pilgrim was in a large up­
per chamber, whose window opened to the 
sun rising: the name of the chamber was 
Peace, where he slept till break of day and 
then he awoke and sang: 
"Where am I now? Is this the love and care 

01 Jesus, for the men who pilgrims are; 
Thus to provide, that I should be forgiven

LESSONS ON PRAYER. 

Luke 18; 9-17. Commit va. 15·17. 
GOLDEN TEXT. 

The publican, standing afar off, would not 
lift up so much as his eyes unto heaven, but 
smote upon his breast, saying, God be 
merclfnl to me a sinner.-Luke 18; 13. 

Topio.-God accepts the humble, but re-
jects the proud. 

Time.-March, A. D. 30. 
Place.-East of the Jor'dan. 
Persons.-Je'sus, Pharisee, publican, dis-

ciples, mothers, chi1dren, people. 

SPJIOIAL WORD SrUDlJI:S. 

Despised means "to look down upon," im­
plying contempt or scorn. So tbe Greek 
word it represents is composed of two words 
that meant "out from nobody;" so the 
Pharisee treated otbers with c'ontempt liS if 
they were from nobody as their ancestors. 
Much like some modern customs in society 
which inquire, "What family does that per· 
son come frum?" "Oh, he or she is no­
body!" 

Stood. The Pharisee stalionl!d himeelf in 
a conspicuous 'place; for the Greek word has 
the nice distinction, not easily shown in 
English, of placing one's self well. The 
colloquial term "he is nicely fixed" conveys 
a similar sense. 

Tithe.. The tenth part of the increase of 
any industry or form of possessions. Under 
the Mosaic la1l' it is ne./; definitely settled by 
scholars what portion the Israelite was re­
quimd to give to the Lord. It is certain 
that the law called for more than a single 
tithe; some think it amounted to two tenths, 
and not a few say it l'I!as nearly three tenths, 
of their gains. Their lands were entailed, 
llnd could not be sold or alienated, except 
for a time, until the next jubilee year. 

Abased means to J.lace low upon the 
ground. The Greek word it represents is 
not, however, the word common in thbt 
language for "low" or "hollow," that is, 
"depressed," but from another stem· word 
which means "in a low place." 

Infanta. The English word is compound. 
ed of two words that mean "one not able to 
speak." But in "law" a person is regarded 
as an infant until "of age," that is, about 
twenty-one years old. The Bible uses the 
term, however, for "babes" requiring the 
personal care of parents. 

LESSON EXPOSITION. 
1. Two Fot-ml! of Pt·ayer. Trusted in them_ 

selves that they were rigltteouI, v. 9. Jesns 
had spoken the parable of the unjust judge 
to teach us to persevere in prayer. Quite 
another phase of truth is now:presented on 
the same subject of prayer. The sense is 
the temple, to which two men "went up to 
pTay." In an age of declining religion men 
often set much store by Eacred places, and 
pray there. There were fixed hours for de­
votion (Acts 3; 1). One man is a publican, 
despised by Jews. The other is self.com­
placent and proud of his negative and posi­
tive virtues, as he enumerates them before 
God. The publican has learned the nature 
of his own heart and life, and has no satis­
faction with salf. no thought of himself but 
as a sinner before God. 

Two men weflt up into the temple, v.10. The 
temple then slaudinl': was the one rebuilt by 
Herod the Great upon the site of Solomon's 
temple, which Nebuohaduezzar destroyed. 
A second temple had been built by Zarub­
babel, and this was enlarged by Herod. It 
stood on a hill called Mt. Moriah, in Jeru­
salem, thoui;h not the highest hill in that 
city. The temple was the natural and fit­
ting place for prayer, and Jesus refers to its 
name as "the house of prayer." 

The Pharisee stood and prayed thus with 
himself, v. 11. The words rendered "with 
himseIr' may imply that he stood apart by 
himself, or that he really prayed to himself; 
communing not with God but with himself. 
His prayer is a recital of his own goodness 
and good works, and a congratulation of 
himself that he is not wicked like others. 
All men he grouped in two classes: himself 
in one class, all others in the other clas8. 

I fast, • • • give tithes, etc .• v. 12. He 
multiplies the reguired fasting (see Lev. 16; 
29 and Num. 29; 7), as many now do in the 

way of supererogation, for but one day in 
the year was prescribed for fasting. He saw 
his own virtues set off all tbe more by "the 
publican" standing afar off, in that condi­
tion which makes angels glad (Luke 15: 7), 
but which makes him scornful and con· 
temptuous. There is no humility, no con­
fession of sin, no petition, no request for 
favor, grace, divine guidance, care or pard­
on. Then follows the sharp coutrast. 

The petition • • • smote . • • his 
bteast, v. 12. The common tax collector is 
still one of those persons soundly hated in 
the East. The taxes are not rated as in 
England and America, but are bought up 
from the government for a snm; aud the 
buyer and his agents are allowed to squeeze 
as large a margU! 01 profit as they can from 
the peasants and poor people. The Romans 
had a similar harsh and objectionable EYS­

tem of farming the taxes in our Lord's day. 
Smiting the breast was a common eastern 
mode of expressing deep grief. (See Nahum 
2; 7; Jer. 31; 19; Luke 23; 48.) So the publi­
can beat his breast, as it tbe sin was at his 
heart, but makes his prayer very brief. It 
has but one petition; yet that was the most 
important one for fallen man to utter-"God 
be merciful to me the Binner." It Il8ks for 
graee toward the sinner. He feels as Paul 
felt-"chief of sinners." 

Justified rather than the othel', v. 14. He 
went to his house with a sense of pardon in 
his soul (Rom. 5: I), not a deepest sense 
than the other, for the Pharisee had none. 
Thongh "rather" would seem.· to imply a 
comparison, it does not. The publican was 
"iustified," counted as just, because of his 
repentance and forgiven for all his offences; 
hence "justified" is used in the sense of 
forgiven. It is a comparison in form, not in 
fact. The Pharisee had not even done his 
duty, for he had not a spirit of humility. 
II Prayer for Others.-They brought unto 

him, v. 15. Matthew and Mark notice this, 
or a similar instance when young children 
were brought to Jesus. Luke uses a differ­
ent word from the other writers to designate 
the children. His word commonly means 
"babes," as in the Revised reading. The 
mothers would be the persons naturally 
bringing those so young as to be called 
babes. Nicephorus says that Ignatius, 
afterward bishop and martyr of Antioch, 
was one of tbese babes. Other traditions 
say Pster's children were among them, 
thongh the record does not definitely say 
who brougbt them. Whoever they were, 
they desired a blessing upon the children. 

Little children to come unto me. v. 15. 
Jesus commanded his disciples to make an 
easy road for the children to come. He 
welcomed them, for they are usually meek, 
guileless, hopeful, trnstful and teachable. 
If one did not receive the truths olthe king­
dom of God in this spirit, he would not get 
into the kingdom. He says not "of these," 
but "of such," showing that it is not to 
children only, but also to such as have the 
like innocence and simplicity, the reward is 
promised. "Little children are Lot guile­
ful or deceitful, but plain and simple; they 
are strangers to artful disguises; they are 
not obstinate; they rely on the instruction 
of their parents. . • • Here is, therefore, 
a fit and lively emblem of the followers of 
the Lamb," says Jonathan Edwards. But 
President Edwards lived in an'lther age; 
were he living now, could he say this of 
children?

TBB VROOMAN CASB. 

The fundamental question at issue in the Vrooman case 
Is: What do the terms of subscription to our constitution 
imply? 

The case has already become a notable one and as it is 
not yet terminated, it is well to give in detail some particu­
lars that are essential to a proper understanding of it. The 
Rev. Frank Buffington Vrooman is a graduate of Harvard, 
and has spent some time in study in Oxrord and Berlin. He 
lived !'- year in Toynbee Hall , London, the first Social Set­
tlement. He has supplied the pulpits 01 both Presbyterian 
and Congregational churches for extended periods. He 
has made a specialty of Sociology. He became prominent 
in Chicago some months ago in connection with an effort 
on the part of the Civic federation to enlist the sympathy of 
the churches in its work. While he was doing this, he 
made an unfavorable impression on the miuds of many 
on account of the manner in which he referred to the work 
of Foreign Miss:ons. The Kenwood chnrch was recently 
organized and he was very cordially recommended to the 
session by some of the members of Presbytery. He snp-
plied them for some weeks and was finally regularly called 
as pastor. His sermons, at least extracts frem them, were 
frequently reportl'd and when it was announced that he 
was called as pastor, questions were at once asked: "It 
these rElPorts 01 his sermons are correct, would it be sale to 
receive him as a member of Presbytery? 

In due course he applied for admission. His credentials 
were in order. Coming from another ecclesiastical body he 
was required to subscribe to the Constitution, but before 
he was permitted to do that the desire was expressed very 
generally that he be examined as to his doctrInal views. 
The first lew que3tions were sufficient to show that Presby­
tery would require a very extended examination belore it 
wonld be satisfied. As the examination proceeded the im­
pres3ion, became very general that he was entirely dses 
on what are regarded-not as fundamental points in the 
Presbyterian system alone, but as fundamental to the 
more comprehensive evangelical system. The points 
were, the authority of the Scriptures, the trinity, the 
atonement and the state of the finally impenitent. No 
record was made 01 this examination, which lasted nearly 
two hours. Had a vote been taken, then it would have 
been overwhelmingly against reception, but as stated, he 
had no intimation whatever that he was to be examined. 
In the intelests of fair play, final action wa1 delayed one 
week,

• ~ In the caee was resumed he was, contrary to Presbyterian 

/ nsage, permitted to read a carefully prepared statement of 
his pOSition. This paper however did not make sufficient­
ly clear his position on several important points, which 
were raised at the fi rst meeting. In closing this statement 
he said: "Now it is for you to say whether you find here 
Calvinism. As herein defined and interpreted, I can sign 
the standards." A large number of the members did not 
regard it as defining and interpreting the standards as 
they are ordinarily understood to be received by tbose who 
sign them. Thereupon the oral examination was re­
opened. As questions were raised as to the language used 
at the first examination of which no record was made, the 
precaution WIIS taken of eecuring a stenographic report by 
one of the mosl expert court reporters in the city, so that 
there can be no Question whatever as to the position taken 
by Mr. Vrooman in this second examination. 

To nearly all the questions in reference to the authority 
of the Scriptures he replied by quoting the exact language 
of the Confession in extenso. His answers in reference to 
the sllcrificial work of Ohrist and his satisfaction of divine 
ju~tice, were believed by many to be contradictions and 
denials of the teachings of Scripture as systematized in our 
Oonstitution. While he said that Ohrist's offering was 
vicarious, he denied asserting that we bear the puishment 
now, and always will for our transgression. In anslVer to 
questions respecting pass'ages where Ohrist is spoken of as 
securing redemption through his blood, as being the pro­
pitiation for our sins, he declared that he rejected absolute­
ly the idea that God required blood to be satisfied ; that 
the word reconciliation or atonement always referred to 
the reconciling of man to God and not God to man. 

In reply to questions as to the nature of justification and 
sanctification be said he did not know the difference be­
tweer. the two. 

The statements of the Oonfession are very clear and un­
equivocal as to the state of those who die impenitent. In 
reply to the question aa to whether he helieved that any 
would be ceaselessly and endlessly punished he said: "I do 
not." 

The Presbytery by a vote of 69 to 29 voted to sustain the 
examination, and that he be received and enrolled as a 
member, on giving his assent to tile constitutional que,­
tions. The Moderator then , proceeding in the usual form 
asked the first question: "Do you sincerely receive and 
adopt the coufession of faith of the church as containing 
the system of doctrine taught in the Holy Bcriptures?" 
Instead of giving assent in the usual form. I do, he replied: 
"In the light of the interpretation of this morning, I do 
most sincerely answer yes." With this an . wer some con­
fusion arose, the Moderator insisted that an unqualified 
answer be given, presbyters calling out : "What was the 
answer;" "we did not hear it," etc., etc. Mr. V. during 
the confusion saying: "The answer is I do." The Modera­
tor again repeated t!Ie question and Mr. V. replied, I do. 
Thereupon a membe~ of presbytery rose and said, tbat the 
question WDS asked be~ore and that while he did not hear 
the anslVer, he thought that the reply should have gone on 
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rel1ord. Here Mr. V. said that he did not wish to have 
anyone have any doubts aa to his position, that he did not 
believe in the verbal inspiration of the standards, but that 
as interprete1 by what he had said a week ago and again 
this morning , he did accept them. The Moderator then 
proceeded with the questions and received the usual 
assent, 

THB CASB NOT E NDED. 

When this was completed, Dr. W. S. Plummer Bryan 
rose and gave notice that within the constitutional limit he 
would file a complaint to the Synod of Illinois against the 
action of Presbytery. The minority shortly after met and 
appointed a committee to draft a complaint which was 
adopted and signed also by a number 01 those voting in the 
majoritY, 80 that the ,ignatures of more than the third of 
those voting being obtained, it has caused a stay in pro­
ceeding with the installation which was arranged for, the 
call from the Kenwood church having been accepted. 

Since the meeting of Presbytery. attention has been 
called to an article by Mr. Vrooman in The Arena, March, 
1894, on The New Bible which is regarded by many as a 
clear and unequivocal statement 01 Mr. Vrooman's position 
and while it is two years old it does not appear that the 
spirit he displays and the positions he takes now are any 
nearer to the minimum that cordial subscription Implies. 
This Arena article has Ilad the effect 01 changing the sym­
pathies of many who felt that in voting for admission they 
could not wholly endorse the man, hut were in hopes that 
through Presbyterian associations he would, before long, 
allign himself more cl03ely with our system of doctrine. 

It is worthy of note that the vote does not divide the 
Presbytery on what are usually designated as conservative 
and liberal lines. Some of those who are regarded as ex­
treme conservatives voted for reception, while liberals 
voted for rejection. It is alto/[ether certain that this will 
be made a tes' case and while in the meantime Mr. V. may 
withdraw the question invoJved will have to be decided 
ultimately by the General A.ssembly.

But when the fight is 
partly over, sometimes the young wife 
has a feeling of envy on Saturday nights 
when her hUBband pays the "hands" 
who have worked for him, and has not 
a dollar for heT; for she knows that they 
have been fed while she has served; that 
they have slept while she lost hours of 
slumber with the precious babe in arms 
and tbat they could buy clothes that 
she would feel it extravagant to wear.­
