IT IS said to be a fact tbat hundreds of Washington 
women wear upon their hats the plumage of birds 
which have lost their lives by flying against the 
Washington monument in the dimness of twilight or 
day-break. Hardly a morning r:omes that there are 
less than a score of dead birds about the base of the 
shaft. Strange to say, few English sparrows lose 
their lives by flying against the monument. Their 
los8 could better be sustained. 

A LEARNED scientist has recently been investigating 
the effect of food, particularly vegetables, on the 
human character, we read. He finds that a diet of 
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influence. Cabbage is good for pulmonary com­
plaints; while lettuce acts as a sedative upon the 
human frame, owing to the opium contained in its 
milky juice. Fortunately, vegetables are cheap. 
Even editors can "encourage joyousness" by eating 
peas. 

ONE READS so much of the idle, frivoious lives of so 
many of the foreign "nobility," that it is a great 
pleasure, occasionally, to look on a picture of true 
nobility. Among the latter the Dowager-Duchess of 
Newcastle stands high. She has built a home in 
the maladorous "east end" of London, which is a base 
of supplies for the poor and needy. This house is 
known ss St. Gertrude's Home; and there, with the as­
sistance of another lady and two women servants, she 
is ever ready to minister to their wants, not only by 
money aid, but by living the lives of the poor people 
around, with whose families she is intimately asso­
ciated. 

PROFESSOR ACQUOY, of Leyden, has published an 
account of the five little books recently discovered in 
a church towel' in Boskoop, South Holland. They 
are religious books, we read, which were in secret use 
at the hagepreeken, or hedge-preachings, at the time 
of the Spanish persecution, and they must have lain 
concealed in the tower of Boskoop for over three hun­
dred years. 01 one of them, "Sommige Psalmen ende 
andere Ghesangen die men in die Christen Ghomeyn­
te in dese Nederlanden is gebruyckende" ("Some 
psalms and hymns in use in this Christian commun­
ity in these Netherlands"). Their existence was not 
known or even guessed at hitherto. 

THE LATEST definition of sociology as made in Ger­
many is thus presented in EngliEh dress. It is ob­
scure eno-ugh to be considered very valuable: "I 
understand," says Professor Simmel of the U niver­
sity of Berlin, "the task of sociology to be description 
and determination of the historic-psychological ori­
gin of those forms in which interactions take place 
between human beings." And this recalls a bit of 
metaphysical definition we found many years ago in 
a pr010undly metaphysical work, an American pro­
duct, too. The author was not joking, either. It so 
amazed us as a curiosity in verbiage that we foolishly 
committed it to memory and it has been abiding in 
our mental lumber-'room ever since. It was a defini­
tion of the soul, al1d it ran thus: "The soul is the or­
ganisms in which are inwrought various functional­
izations, independent in their respective powers yet 
correlated to muscles and viscera in the corporeal 
frame, and organically arranged for repurcussing 
from one to another, and in a normal condition sub­
ordinated to the control of the spiritual autopsy." 

ALL RECALL the historic tale of the shipment of 
marriageable young ladies from England to the 
American colonies. Strange to say, history may soon 
repeat itself. In the mining camps of Train Creek 
and Boundary Creek, of British Columbia, there are 
ten men to one woman, and wives are wanted. Those 
are no ordinary mining camps. The law-makers of 
British Columbia look after their miners as mothers 
do after sons. The penalties against dxinking and 
gamblinll are severe. This fact has made the miners 
money-savers in spite of themselves. From the New 
York Times it is learned that the question of getting 
wives was raised recently as a joke, but the outcome 
has been to thoroughly advertise the fact that a large 
number of marriageable girls can find ~ood husbands 
by emigrating to the mining districts of British 
Columbia. A leading miner who went recently to 
Toronto and Montreal to eell mining property, dis­
cussed the matter and got the newspapers to discuss 
it. He told the Canadians that if they would send 
1,600 nice girls out to Rossland alone, everyone of 
them would get a good husband. Reports show that 
already the girls are taking up the matter seriously. 
The miners are willing and the first lot of would-be 
wives will be arranged for next spring.

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day on "The Financial Question." The congrega­
tion, somewhat increased by the sound of the topic, 
was large and eager; fears indeed being felt by some 
over the expected handling of a "touchy" subject. 
But there is more than one kind of "financial ques­
tion" these days. If the political and commercial 
world has been laboring over one, the church world is 
sorely worked up over another. The pastor, entering 
upon his sermon, first said: "If any of you have been 
expecting that I would treat the finanCial question 
from the stand-point of a political partisan, I trust 
you will be glad to know at the au teet, that you will be 
disappointed. But I beg to say that for the spiritual 
welfare of your Bouls and of the church,and for the ad­
vancement of Christ's cause in the world, the finan­
cial considerations which I shall present this morn­
ing are more important than the views of all you gold 
and silver men together; yes, important by vastly 
more than sixteen to one." He then proceeded to 
preach a very effective discourse on Systematic 
Beneficence, which led to the organization of a Tithe­
Givers league in the church. This instance of a ser­
mon title recalls an incident during the years follow­
ing our civil war, when the political world was stirred 
and divided over the question of "Re-construction" 
as applied to the Southern States. A certain minis­
ter thought to do like Paul~ when he said to the 
Col'inthians, "being crafty I caught you with guile." 
He announced a sermon on Re·construction, and then 
preacbed on the necessity of the sinner being made 
over before God. 

THERE IS a "mornl hazard" in busine-q. It is a 
matter affecting business to Buch an extent that no 
business man can disregard it and hope to succeed. 
It is, of course, one of the first and most im portant 
elements entering into the calculations of all insur­
ance companies. No insurance company eould hope 
to survive a year that should forget this hazard in the 
rieks it undertakes. An old and experienced under­
writer once stated that at timtlS, as high as 55 per 
cent. of the fires can be traced, directly or indirectly 
to the incendiary's torch. We have never heard it 
estimated at less than 40 pel' cent. In determining 
the rates to be charged this percentage must in every 
instance be added. This is the tribute which honest 
people are compelled to pay to incendiaries. When 
we remember that from one hundred to one hundred 
and fifty millions of property are every year bUlDed 
in this country we can get a little idea of the magni­
tude of the moral hazard, and a sUfgest!on as to the 
pecuniary value of moral principles. Wholesale mer­
chants are also compelled to take careful account of 
the moral hazard. They keep an army of leporters 
scattered throu~h the country to watch and report 
upon the moral character and habits of the retail 
dealers. Before they can safely give them credit they 
mUBt know whether or not they are men of moral 
principle, or whether they are frequenters of ealoons 
brothels, and gambling houses. After all possible in: 
vestigation and precaution, a percentage must be 
added to the price of the goods to c(!~er the moral 
hazard, and this percentage we always pay at the re­
tail counter. This moral hazard has also brought 
into existence great guarantee companies, to insure 
banks and merchants and any who may have places 
of trust to be filled, against the danger of theft or de­
falcation on the part of clerks and those seeking 
places of truat. The time seems near at hand when 
we shall need bondemen for all our city cfficials from 
the mayor down. We have adduced tbe above facts 
not simply to illustrate and prove the moral hazards 
to which we are exposed in business life but to point 
out the fact that here is a most serious danger which 
lies beyond the control of civil law. There is a lar~e 
field where dishonest people can Eafely operate be­
yond the reach of civil law. This field is left entIrely 
to the church. The church has a moral law which is 
perfect. No sin or wrong act escapes its notice. It 
is enforced by the most powerful motives which can 
affect human conduct. The church teaches right­
eousness in its most complete and perfect form and 
enfol'ces it with the high sanctions of eternity. The 
man in wboBe heart the law of God is written, needs 
no bondsmen.

BURNING, YET UNCONSUMED.

The bUoh burning yet unconlJUmed in which God 
appeared to Moses in the desert, has been the "fit 
symbol of God's dB cted people in Egypt and of His 
Buffed:;]!! church in every age." A burning bush with 
the motto, N ee lamen eonsumeoatU'T, is the official 
emblem of the established church of Scotland. God's 
per ple have been the object of persecution in every 
age. Abel slain because his works were righteous, 
WIIS the first in a long line of martyrs. :Noah was the 
suhj ect of derision for n hundred and twenty years, 
while he toiled faithfully at the building of the ark, 
with n patience and rourage that was sublime. Long 
did the Jews, the ancient people of God, toil under 
the cruel lash of Egyptian bondage. All of the apoB­
t !e3, exceptin;r John, are said to have suffered death 
fo! the Master's sake. 

Wave after wave of bloody persecution rolled over 
the infllnt church. In after centuries papal Rome 
took the pi lice of pagan Rome as the great persecutor 
of the faints of the Most Higb, and it has been esti-
11lnted that, directly or indirectly, 8S many as fifty 
millions have met their death at the haRds of the 
pap£cy. From the fires of Smithfield, the dens and 
caves of Scotland, and from the depths of dark and 
dreary dungeons where innocent men and tender 
women were tortured and slain, comes from palid lips 
testimony to the truth as it is in Christ Jesus. Ohris­
tians are no longer persecuted with fire and sword, 
but the cruel eneer and the outstretched finger of 
ecorn, still give evidence that those who will live 
g0dly must euffer persecution. The church has been 
tried by internal foes. There was an Achan in the 
camp of Isra-el, lind a Judas amid the twelve. The 
Corinthilln church was torn by dissension and those 
of Galatia deceived by false teachers. Heresy in 
doctrine has been added to inconsistencies in practice. 
The early church just escaped being wrecked upon 
Judaism. The GnosticB of the second century, and 
the Arians of the third led away multitudes from 
the apostolic faith. In our own time, assaults upon 
fundamental truth. come more frequently from false 
friends than from open enemies. Superstition has 
Bought to degrade and conceal the truth, and primi­
tive faith has lain buried for centuries under piles of 
rubbish. 

But while thus in the fire, the church is not con­
su med. The leading nations of the world are Chris­
Dan nationa and the story of the cr03S will soon be 
lold all round our globe. God's Word, like His 
churcb, has been in the fire, but the fire has been 
J)owerlesB to do it harm. It has been tested by the 
l:Ip ~ e of time, bat time t hat triea all things, t 'l at 
wastes the human fram e, that wears away the moun­
tains nnd drives away the lustre of all earthly glory, 
unly adda to the power and triumphs of the Word of 
God. Hostile criticism has in vaiu sought ~its over­
throw. It has not been invalidated by the multiplied 
lliscoveries (If modern scienre, Never was it more ex­
ttlnsively circula ted or more potent than at the p rel!­
ent tim e. Abovo all , it has been teale.! ill Christian 
experience. Multitudes have come under its trans-
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forming power and been blessed and cheered by its 
precepts and promises. Chridian truth like scietific 
tmlh can be tested by aetnal experirollnt, only the 
experiment must acc!lrd with its nature and its laws. 
n is 80 with all Bclence. A telescope is of no DBe in 
the labratofY, and the stars cannot be soon through a 
crucible. The man 'll'hose heart is steeled against 
God's Word, can no more judge of its truthfulness 
than an ignorant peasant can pronounce upon some 
disputed point in natural sciencs. "He that believeth 
hath the witness in himself" Obedience is the 
organ of spiritual knowledge. 

Burning, yet unconsumed, describes the experience 
of the individual Christian. They greatly err, who 
imagine that the child of God has no trials and no 
temptstions. The Lord Jesus was tried and tempted 
at every point and shall the servant be above his 
master? The flame of severe temptation has encom­
passed some of God's choicest saiutE'. Often is the 
Ohristian plunged in the ftunaee of affliction. That 
God sometimes chastens hiR people is a truth pro­
claimed by Scripture and verified by experience. 
Persecution has often been added to the believer's 
trials. But amid all these things the heart stayed 
upon God is kept in peace.

At 
this very time the more thoughtful minda will be in 
the mood to turn with satiated disgust from the 
arena of politics, and please God, will be ready to 
receive the swept and satisfying truths of the Gospel 
of grace. 

S. Then it should not be overlooked, that every 
prolonged period of hard times has bean followed, 
by great waves of revival work. 'Twas so in 
the thirties, and again in the fifties, and why not 
now? Man's extremity, is God's opportunity. It is 
a providential fact that material depression predis­
poses men to receive spiritual riches. Every church 
should be turned into a bee-hive of activity, and 
every prayer·meeting throb with an earnest spiritual 
life, melting away formality and consuming the dross 
of worldiness.

EUROPEAN SCENERY AND ART. 

REV. D. n. RIDDLE. 

The American who takl's the ord:nary Bummer tour 
for the first time through Great Britain anc! I he (Jon­
tinent will be subject to many surprises i n t disap­
pointments. That if he is obatinately hone~t and not 
too much under the influence of "a personal con­
ductor "or a Baedaeker. 

In the first place he will be disappointed if he ex­
pecta to find much that is very different, or anything 
that ~urpa8ses the Bcenery of his own country. It is 
scenery p;lorified by art and ennobled by histnry. It 
is the fact that every little stream and hill is made 
beautiful by the song or story of geniug, or sacred by 
the acta of nob 'e men in the past, that makes the 
difference between scanery there and here. That is 
IIbotlt all there is in it, but it is everything to a man 
of tast., and imagination. To such an one a visit to 
Europe is not so much a revelation as a remini pence. 
He is walkinl/: not amoull new and strange objecta of 
interest but amolllZ scenes he has long ago visi ted in 
his dreams. He has dwelt among them ever since 
bie imagination was awakened by poet, novelist or 
historian. For this reason no one shollid visit E lIrol e 
without an intimate knOW ledge of ils History and 
Literature. You will take nothing away unless you 
bring something with you. You will see little there 
unless you have already seen and thought much here. 

Another surprise is, the sligbt influence art has had 
in elevating the character of the people. Art is about 
one in lavish abundance. It is perfect art. It is 
even nrt employed 1n the service of religion. The 
best of the architecture1and paintings are in churches. 
The great masters, Michael Anllelo, Raphael, Giotto, 
Domenichino carved and painted aud planned their 
work in the service of the church. Yet with all 
those churches lind that religious art, the morals of 
the {leople are low. 

If art is the sole object of the tourist let him by all 
means begin in the north and travel south, at every 
step i t improves. He will find that England has bor­
rowed nearly all that is great and beautiful from the 
nations Eouth of her Holland, Germany and France 
have taken in turn from Spain and Italy, the foun­
tain head of all that is greatest and best. 

On tlle other hand if mon and morals are the things 
our traveller seaks then let him reverse the order; 
begin south and go north, for at every step while art 
deteriorates, manhood improve9. France, for in­
stance, EO faultless in tas te is deS(enerate in all e188. 
It has for the mos t part no moral; , no religio a not 
evsn the ancient valor left, ouly mannera and form, 
the outer shell of things. 

Italy is more religious but not milch better in 
morala, and where art abounds there vice much more 
abounds. Under the very shadow of the finest of 
masterpieces lie beggary, :filth and shame. Carica­
tures of manhood go staggering by in tbe form of the 
weak and effeminate soldiers who cannot even etand 
before the savages of Africa. Rome is almost as cor­
rupt as Paris and Naples, and Naples is nelr a burn-
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ing pit and reminds one always of Sodom and Go­
morrah. 

On the other hand as one proceeds northward, and 
art fails in originality and purity, men improve in 
power. The Germans have great civil and domestic 
virtues; their soldiers are earIlest and educated. 

The English are sincere and brave and on the 
whole truly religious, while in Scotland manho Jd 
reaches its brighteat, consummate flower. The finest 
specimens of moral worth and vigorous mentality are 
found among those very rocks and under those misty 
skies where Sir Walter Scott found his types and 
where still Barrie, MacLaren, and Crockett enrich 
their pages to the delight of the reading world of to­
day. 

What is the inference to be drawn? Is it that the 
tendency of art is immo181? Ie it that there is no 
close relation between the good, the true and the 
beautifui? Does it give the lie to Ruskin's constant 
teaching that all great art is praise, and is of neces­
sity the expression of the purest and the best? Not 
at all. 

Only this that like all other of God's gifts it may 
be abused aod misused. To the purE', it is pure, it 
ennobles the whole nature, but to the impure, it de­
files and dctases. It caunot create charactElr or reli­
gious principle, but if it finds them it helps and en­
hances. If it finds man weak p.nd i~noble it only 
feeds and hastens the decay. If it finds man devout, 
earnest and believing then art becomes a graceful 
channel for the expression of high thought aud the 
hand-maid of religion.

There are sermons where religious ideas seem to 
jostle one another and brawl together from the be­
ginning to the end. 

We have lost the art of meditation: It Is not 
study; it is not reading; it is not imagination: it is 
brooding. 

Coogregatione have a ('ause of action against a 
preacher ,,"ho has not arranged his stuff properly. 

A secret of speech that you have noticed with great 
speakers is not to be afraid of the commonplace. 

Whatsoever you have sown you are going to reap, 
is what you are going to preach every second Sunday: 
on tbe other Sunday you will preacb, Whatsoever 
you have sown you are not going to reap, because of 
the marvelous grace of God. 

Perhaps the worst training for lucidity is the read­
ing of philosophy. But do not have your philosophy 
in your sermons. People want water filtered, but 
they do not want the gravel in the glass. 

lowe more than I can tell to one En~lish poet, 
Browning, but I have ceased long ago to quote him. 

As to dennnciation. If a thunderetorm is in tbe 
alT, let the thunderstorm be brief and let there be 
clear shining afterward.

ad- ' time31ead him to envy the duy Inborer who know! 
just what he has to do, and just what he will receive. 

As to (ormer times. The congregation knew wbat 
the ministpr was going to say; and the minister B1.id 
what the congregation expected him to and there was 
no wear and tear on the nerves. 

Then the people came to plea~e the minister, but 
to-day we are rushing rapidly to the other extreme, 
and the minister is apt to enter the pulpit to please 
the people. 

We UlUst set our faces against every form of vul­
garity in the pUlpit, not merely in justice to the gos­
pel, but in justice to a great profession which is 
threatened to be degraded and despised. 

We are being taught by the spirit of Christ to-day 
that Christ did not die for individuals but for the 
whole human race into which he was incarnated. 

As to a trained clergy. It is possible to state as a 
matter of fact of which you and I are perfectly well 
aware, that there would not be a congregation left in 
English-speaking lands within ten years if there were 
nothing but evangelists. 

As to well read parishioners. A yot1n~ lady whom 
you take into dinner will ask your opinion on some 
point of theology between the fish and the soup. 

A man may preach theology, from January to De­
cember, and tbe best theology, and the people never 
know tbat he is preaching it at all. 

The critics have been mllch misunderstood. and 
shamefully treated, but they have rendered great eer­
vice. I think critical views should be advanced by 
middle aged men, and by good-natured men. 

As to Excuses for absence from church. Every 
chu rch has draughts, and they are incurable, and 
are due to the direct influence of the Prince of the 
powerof tbe air. 

I think the minister sbould rule. If he does not, 
who will? Vel'Y likely the noisiest, tbe worst-temp­
ered 01' the richest. 

As to tbose who are going about eaying they are 
very sorry to say that although their minister may 
be a very good man they are not getting the benefit 

. they should from his preaching: There should be 
a quarantine church for these miEchief-makers anu 
the minister who has wrecked three churches by iII­
teroper should be appointed minister. Thele they 
should be kept until they repent aod then return to 
those parts of the old church that have been desolat­
ed by the "draught." 

As to pastoral calls. We can only be fifteen min­
utes in a honse, but it is amazing what can be done 
in fifteen minutes when it is understoood you have 
come for business and when the weather is taken for 
granted-not discussed. 

A pastor should regard every confidence as abso­
lutely sacred. What he has to fEar is leakings. He 
is not to consider even his wife a partner in this mat­
tel' of confidences. 

Congregations ara not willing that a man shall 
harangue the Almighty, or go maundering into his 
presence without knowing what he is going tosay. 
Tbereare men who ask for wbat we do not want and 
misrepresent us before the throne of grace. 

Worship has come to be pleasing, it has come to be 
restful, and I am afraid we shall live to see it amus-
ing. .... 

THE MINISTER'!,> DEPRESSIONS. 

While "the blues" are more or less epidemic ill 
their range and include all classes in their visitation, 
they make "special rates" for ministers. We do 
not aseert that ministers suffer more from periodic 
attacks 01 depression than others, but that they nre 
subject from the very nature of their work to peculiar 
forms of the malady. Few of them escape that regu­
lar int~rmittent known as "Blue Monday," which is a 
transient form of nervous prostration induced by the 
Sabbath strain, and their are many other professional 
conditions which develop kindred symptoms. 

It is hard to serve as an ambassador at an un­
friendly court. And the kingdom wbich the ministt!r 
repreEellts is one with which the kingdom of this 
world is not in accord. The overtures he brings, and 
the message he bears are not cordially received, and 
in proportion to hiB earnestness must be the em­
phasis of his lament. Who hath believeu our report? 
If Christ and Paul wept on this account, the minister 
is excusable for some degree of depression from this 
cause. Elijah had a terrible reaction after his open 
air,all day servi.::e on Mount Carmel, and what a fit of 
the blues it gave him when he came to measure the 
permanent results of that day's work! How many 
servants of God have shared at least in measure such 
disappointment. 

Pastoral work, too, is prolific in opportunities for 
depression. Some people are very gifted in the art of 
making their minister feel uncomfortable, and some-

There often comes to the minister, especially when 
be bas been loog enough in his charge to absorb all 
the nutriment of novelty, a lIense of wearioes9 and 
isolation. Life settles down into routine. There is 
not much to stimulate or encourage. Parishioners 
are not in some places very sociable. They are ab­
sorbed in their own interests,and maintain their own 
old social relations among themeelves. They are 
often forgetful of the fact that their pastor and his 
family are necessarily separated from their natural 
tie!!, and might sometimes get lonely. "I am going 
to advertise my front door bell for eale," said one of 
these left alone pastors, "we have no use for it." A 
certain minister who had a talent for saying sharp 
things pleasantly, greeting one of these socially 
derelict members of his congregation on the church 
porch one Sabbath, after servIce, as he was turning 
away, said: "Come and see us. Any of the neigh­
bors will tell you where we live." 

But let it always be remembered that ministers, 
like their Muster, are sent to their posts, not to be 
ministered unto, but to minister. The Jesa the en­
couragement from the flock, the greater should be 
the dependence upon the chief Shepherd. It is un 
unspeakable privilege and honor to be in trust with 
the GORpel, !lnd the ob!curest charlle is gran Icr than 
a throne. "Go back to your place, sir," said Presi­
dent Jackson to an office-seeking minieter, "and re­
mem ber you have a position far outranking any in 
my power to give." And said Rowland Hill to a 
young miniater complaining of the smallness of his 
parish. "It will be big enough for you to give ac­
count of in the day of ju.lgment." God does not 
estimate churches by the number of pews or amount 
of salary. And somehow, with all their occasions for 
depression, ministers manage to pass through life 
safely and happily. Their life average is longer than 
in most other pursuits, and they get as large or a 
larger share of enjoyment out of life. We believe it 
is with them as a certain minister said once of 
little children, "If there were not a special Provi­
dence watchiog over them, Done of them would come 
through the dangers which beset them." The God 
of the prophets has them in His safe keeping.­
Christian Intclligencer. .....

Very many of our cburcbes will take up 
colltc tion s for Home "\fissions during the 
month of Ncvember. If ever tbere was a 
time wbeu iuformanon should be imparted 
to the people as to tbe real condition of the 
Board, tbe field and the trials of the mis­
sionary-thot time is now. Tbe hardsbip 
entailed upon the home missionary, by tbe 
embarrassed condition of tbe treasury, has 
ceased to be simply sad. it is deplor lble aud 
pal.hetic. A strenuous effort ought to De 
made by all our churcb membersbip to 
help bear the burden imposed upon the 
missionary by a depleted treasury. If tbe 
membenbip of our churcb could be led to 
make tbe "enormous sacrifice" of two cents 
per week or olle doll ar for a wbole year, tbe 
burtlen would be li!tea lind the hearts of 
hundreds of faitbful workers me.de glad. 

Now is tbe time to turn attention most 
seriously to the Close of God and to tbe 
claims of tbe kingdom of Christ. Adminis­
trations come aud go-politicians rise and 
tall; but tbe cause of Cbrist "abideth for­
ever." Tbe duty of preacbing tbe Gospel 
and the giving of means tbat the Gospel 
may be preached, is ege-Iong and perenuial.

AN EARNEST APPEAL TO THE 
PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH IN 

mSSOURI. 

It would give me great pleasure to say to 
tbis church in its congregational and 
ecclesiastical gatherwgs what I have to say 
at thIS time in regard to the American 
Bible Society, but as I can not be in more 
than one place at a time, and as other 
cburcbes bave claims upon me as well as 
yours I send this communication to you 
through THE MlD·CONTINKNT. 

The Hoard ot Managers of the American 

I 
Bible Society regard WiLb satisfaction the 
fact tbat Luere has been a wider distribution 
01 the Scriptures, botb in tbe home and 

I foreign field, during tbe past year lbau 
during any y£ar of the Society's history 
",hlCh is due chiE fiy to the improved 
methods 0 , Bible distribution, 

There were 800,125 volumes is~ued for the 
home work, and 890)53 volumes distributed 
outside tbe United States Wblle it is trne 
tbat more could ltsve been doue bad the 
income of tbe Society warranted larger ex­
penditures, regard for tbe futnre of tbe 
Society demauded 8 curtailment of its 
worK. 

The sum total of the expenditures in tbe 
home and foreign field is thns contras ted 
with the receipts-expenditures $2iJ5,96! 39 
(uot including the discount Oil sa les 
$18,736. 3 ~), benevoleut receipts $216,204.60. 

The collections from aUXiliaries, iudiv­
idn&ls and churches are Jess thau tbey were 
tweuty years ago by $5,484.54, aud from 
auxiliaries about one·forth wbat tbey were 
thirty years ago. 

The manifest reason for the small amounts 
w hlcb tbe society is recei vi ng in, direc t 
contributions is tbe prevalent belief tbat 
the Americau Bible Society is a richly en­
dowed institution and requires only oc­
casioual gilts Irom cburches and individuals 
as a manifestation of tbeir interest in it as 
old and honored institution. 

The Board of managers auswer such im­
pressions by a plain statement of the actual 
resources at tbeir command and show tbat 
they are far less tban tbe necessary ap· 
propriations and tbat in a very few years 
the reserve fund wbich bas met tbe increas­
ing demand npon the societ.y will be ex­
hausted. Tbey lay the issue before the 
churches to be settled aud ask,-"Will tbe 
churcbes supply this society with tbe nec­
essary funds to prosecute its expanding 
work or will they undertake their own 
Bible work and permit tbe American Bible 
Society to become a tbing of tbe past?" 

By repeated resolution the Presbyterian 
Churcb has amply endorsed the society and 
recommended it to the support of its re­
spective congregatious and individual 

members. It has become manifested long 
eince to your churcb as well as to others 
that the work of translating, priuting, and 
distributing the Scriptures can bemore effi­
ciently and economically done by this 
society witb this one object in view tban by 
the cburcbes acting independently. Not 
one of tbe co-operating churches is now 
prepared to assume tbe new burdens which 
would cOllie upon it were tbis society to 
witbdraw from tbe field. There would be 
a famine in every mission field nuder tbe 
care of tbe American Cbnrches were such 
a witbdrawal to OCCllr. The Presbyterian 
Cbnrch would in nowise be prepared to 
undertake its own Bible Work. You would 
be at once involved in a large outlay for the 
publication and distributiou of the Scrip­
tures. 

Now to you as well as to other co-opera­
ting churches wbose Bible work this society 
ha~ done 80 long, so efficiently, and so eco­
nomically, tbe board of managers say in 
tbeir lRst annual report of tbe eigbtietb 
year of its work: "It is evident that in a 
very few years at tue preseut rate 0 f re­
ceipts and expendilures the resources of 
tbis society will be exhausted, and that too 
wben the work in tbe bome field WrlS never 
more needed, nor tbe way more open in 
foreign lands for an almost unlimited dis· 
tribntion of the ScrIptures. Must the work 
cease or dwindle iuto almost insignifiCdnt 
proportions? There is only one remedy. 
There should be at once an earnest aud 
united effort on tbe part of all tbe co·oper­
ating cburcbes to bave everyone of tbeir 
congregations take au annual collection for 
tbe AmerICan Bible Society, which is tbe 
accredited agent of the cburcbes for doing 
tbis work." 

I send tbis appeal to tbe Presbyterian 
cburcb in Missouri with tbe bope tbat you 
will speedily make a liberal offering lor the 
present emergency of tbe socie y and then 
regularly dud annually give at least as 
much as five cents a membl'r to its sup.port. 

The contribution from your 20 512 mem­
bers in Missouri last yellr was less tban two 
cents a memb~r. Of the 222 churcbes in 
tbe Stale, only 28 contributed anything. 
Tbree churches Irom Kansas City Presby­
tery report $l8 33; two cburches from "Ozark 
Pre~bytery report $9; five cburches from 
Palmyra Presbytery report i35; two 
churches from Platte Presbytery report 
$18; s'xteen churches from St. Louis Pres­
by le ry report $32330, making a total of

An excellen t likeness of t be venera ble 
Secretary of our Boaru of Re lief, lOOKS out 
upon us from tbe pagps 0 a Idte numoer of 
the Churcl~ at Hnme Iltld Abroad. The lace 
there portrayed is restful, yet radiant wi . h 
tbe light be bas been so ins trumemaf in 
diffusing to many bearts, throu :;; ll ruat.y 
homes. But wuen we listen to bis address 
before the last Gcn.ral Asselll bly. or scan 
bis recent correspondence wltll Presbyter­
ial Committee-men, notwitbstanding he 
strives to assure us of its silver lining, a 
cloud is manifestly bOlering over bis beart. 
Tbat it does not darkeu bis countenance 
witb tbe sbadows of worldly.minded con­
cern, is evidently due to the fact that for so 
loug he has forgo tteu hImself, in hefriend­
ing bis brethreu and ours of tbe great Pres­
byterian family. 

A liberal allowance of this Same well­
beaten "oil of joy," distributed from the 
central sanctuary of every congregation, 
would greatly multiply tbe nnmber of sbin­
ing faces tbrougbout our Z iou, witbout 
lessening in auy degree the glory of tbe au­
cient Moses, 

In prosperous times the Presbyterian 
church devi3ed aud promised liberal tbings 
for tbose wbo, dismissir.g provident effol't 
at tbe accumulation of a competence, de­
voted time, talent, energies all, to the min­
istry of tbe word, and work of the church. 
Now &he is engaged in making historv, as sbe 
proceeds to sbow after what mauner tbose 
pledges shall be fulfilled. 

Let it be sucb history as will not rise np, 
in cadaverous shroud at some future Pbil­
ippi, to mock, as we grapple with unfore­
seen complication. Unexpected emergen­
cies may sometimes suggest a modification 
in the details of lormer engagements. But 
they n:l more jnstify neglect, or repudia­
tion of responsibility, or any approach to 
either, than do the changes of the weather.

Gideon could not be made to be­
lieve tbat bis own mother'a sons were not 
brotbers indeed. 

Barbarous rea90ning as to meetmg our 
obligations, wbenever it tempts tbe individ­
nal or lempts a communion of tbe body of 
Christ, should be hewn to pIeces witb like 
fidelity.

Missionaries of the board a thousand men 
migbt be fonnd who would matcb any other 
thousand of tbeir minislerial brethreu." 
Tbe remark was made iu no invideous spirit 
or cOllnection: the speaker was incapable of 
provoking bretbreu to envy. But tbe elo­
quent address was full of impressive facts. 
going to show tbere was danger tbe cburch 
migbt underestimate both the quality of <­
the work being done and tbe necessity for -
it. It is repeated now because of the ad­
mitted danger tbat tbe cburch may fail to 
redeem her pledges to these same men, so 
far as tbey are still living. 

Cbeered and challenged by tbe confidence 
the Board reposed in them while carefully 
rt'garding and tenderly vindicating tbeir 
fidelity, this valiaut regiment of Home Mis­
sionaries, and tbat otber dauntless regimeut 
composed of Hom4 Missionaries' wives, 
contri 'uted their (uU share, toward mak­
ing the forty or fifty years preceding tbe 
receut inbibition of new work, the golden era 
oj Pr~sbyterian progress. 

"As thou art so were tbey;" each tbe peer 
ot his true yokli-fellow in widely distant and 
different ~pberes. 'fbis refi cts not only tbe 
ministerial parity of our churcb, but tbe 
spirit of our Master's Golden Rule, wh:cb is 
indi~pensable to coutinued success. 

Onr Fatbers do not live forever, nevertbe­
less from tbat same band in whoae self­
denying perseverance resided so mucb of 
tbe power and Vitality of the cburch tbat 
for a long time to come sbe mnst continue 
to refer tu tbe transactions and exploits con­
nected with tbeir pioneering as constituting 
ber graudly heroic period, many of tbe 
worthy beneficiaries of Relief Boald are 
now taken. 

One writ~s tbat he bas "just entered upon 
his eigbtv-nintb year". Soon after the ac­
quisition of California be rounded Cape 
Horn to take part in tbe evangelizing of 
tbat land of woudrous history and re­
sources. In the natural courSB of tbings 
not only bis active service is ended, but 
tbat of men who are his juniors by several 
years.

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AN EXCEPTION TAKEN. 

To the Editor: 
I have just read wit.h interest a very good 

article in the MID,CONTINENT of Oct. 14tb 
on the advantages of America in Foreign 
Mission work. Oertain ly the United 
States as a world power is not so impressed 
on the minds of the heat.hen as is the case 
with t.he ot.her nations referred to. In 
speaking of EnglilDd and her colonie~, how­
ever the writer falls into tbe common mis­
take of Americans. The nightmare of 1776 
is upon them, and they see visions of Em­
bargo acts, navigation and stamp acts, with 
a people hindered in their progress by an 
arbitrary mother country. Thus the wriLer 
says: "England insists on being the empo­
rinm for her colonies and her dependencies, 
and she controls their rail way and agricul­
tural interests, and shapes their markets 
and regnlates their prodnction, and guages 
or limits their wealth." This might have 

' been true in 1776. but it is news to anyone 
who has been in England's colonills and 
knows anything of their working in 1896. 
The very fact that she gives unrestricted 
liberty of trade in her colonies is the cause 
ot their snccess over those of France and 
Germany which countries hamper their 
settlers with needless governmental inter­
ference. She no more insists that she shall 
be the emporIum of trade with the colonies 
than that she shall be the emporium of 
trade with, say, the South American Re­
publics. She has treaties with certain 
nations containing the most favored nation 
clanse because these countries think it is to 
their interest to make such treaties, and 
she has the trade of the colonies on the 
same principle. But if the colonies wish to 
trade elsewllere, they are at perfect liberty 
to do so. England is for free trade and 
would like to see all her colonies imitate 
her, but she uses no force in this regard. 
It may surprise some readers to be told 
that Canada, a British colony takes English 
goods and shuts her markets to them, as 
she does to foreign goods. She hns a high 
tariff law and is at liberty to make it as 
high as she pleases, although as everybody 
knows the policy of England has been for 
the last fi fty years against high tariffs. 
England no more controls the railways in 
the colonies, than she controls the brewer­
ies and other trnsts in the United States. 
It is just a question of business. Things 
have chnnged since 1776. 

There is another question suggested by 
the article. Has not the power of such 
nations as England aided materially in ad­
vancing the cause of mis~ions? Semi-ci vil­
ized conntries would never have opened 
their porls to American missionaries had it 
not been for treaties lorced upon them by 
European nations, and while the United 
States has done lit.t1e if any of this lorcing 
she has reaped all the benefits both in trade 
and mission wOlk. 

Missionaries would not be safe in Ohina 
six months were it not for treaty rights. 
The United States I think would take a 
much more dignified place among Christian 
nations were she to use a little more power 
for the protect.ion of American missionaries 
and property in Turkey, and still more so 
Wire she to throw in her powerful influence 
in behalf of the persecnted Armenians. 
This wonld be "world power," truly, but 
"the powers that be, are ordained of God."

The object of the article (editorial) here 
referred to was not to discredit, nor to criti­
cize England's governmental or commer­
cial policy wilh the oriental countries she 
has conquered or the colonies she has 
planted. We fully concur with Mr. How­
ard In the opinion that the "power of such 
nations as England has aided materially in 
advaucing the cause of missions." Partic­
ularly is this the case in the great empire of 
India, notwithstanding the fact of the East 
India company in tbe past and that the pres­
ent military occupation and the dominancy 
of English ideeS and capital serve always to 
remind the people that they are a subject 
race. AS to other countries, likewise, where 
England has established a protectorate, or 
has planted colonies, we did not wish to be 
understood as implying that she showed 
them any injustice, but only that her hand 
was seen in their affairs of material devel­
opment. It was foreign to our mind to 
pass judgment on the character of the pol­
cy-our only thought was that America 

by the lact of remoteness from t~08e lands 
of the Eastern hemisphere and by the fac 
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of not having such relations with them of 
con quest or colonizltion or commerce, that 
some of the countries of Europe hold, we 
were that far better advantaged as a mis­
sionary power.-ED. --

Cl{UZ AND THE 810 TREES.

If "order is heaven's first law." as an em­
inent writer says, it is diversity must be 
heaven's second law, it the writer is allowed 
to be judge in the matter. 

The angels may have been interested 
spectators ' when the great Creator tinted 
the somber shadows that veiled the [",ce of 
the deep, and moulded the plastic world 
into a suitable habitation for man, then 
was painted the grandest pictures that were 
ever touched by brush, that ever hung on 
easel, that sunligM ever gladdened with 
brighter glow, or shadows ever deepened 
by shade. 

It was a memorable morn when the hand 
divine dipped His brush in the hues that 
robed the earth in emerald beauty, and 
clothed the slopes of paradise with varied 
tints. It was a never-Lo·be·forgotten hour 
when myriad voices broke forth in son~s of 
praise to Him who had evoked an infinite 
fulness, out of an empty void. 

Then loomed up such a series of sights 
and scenes as the new born Bun had never 
looked on. The overwhelming beauty and 
sublimity gladdened earth and delighted 
heaven. Though the beauty of earth has 
been marred by misery and stained by sin, 
the charm the Creator's hand threw over 
it at the first, clings to it still, at least I 
thought so while driving from Santa Oruz 
to the Big Trees. The road runs along the 
bank of the San Lorenzo rIver, a very 
romantic stream. It is smooth and well 
watered; the change of scenery is the most 
kalaidoscopic that nature could construct 
the gorge below, through which the crystal 
waters ripple. the hills above where the 
breezes blow, the forest lantasies that range 
themselves around the fine homes that 
hang on the crests of the cliffs, the cozy 
cottages nestling in glen, or hiding in glade, 
the mammoth, industries, which arrest 
attention all combine to make the trip 
attractive in the highest degree. The San 
Jose and Santa Oruz' narrow guage railroad 
runs along the valley throu~h which you 
drive, sometimes you are above it, some­
times below it, and sometimes on a level 
with it, here it rushes through the vale, 
there it thunders into a tunnel, and yonder 
it sweeps out into the sunlight again. The 
contiguity of shade the ever varying 
aspects of scenery along the broken banks 
of the stream is interesting, attractive 
beautiful. As you whirl along the drive, 
you seem to be running into a pocket, but 
when you reach the base of the cliff or 
wooded slope as it happens to be, you nnd 
the carriage way goes curving on round the 
cliff, on the eyebrow of the canyon down 
which you gaze with interest intense over 
ferns ten and twelve feet in height, and 
among trees two hundred feet ill height at 
the stream that winds along in its own will­
ful way, now langhing down a tiny cas­
cade, then sliding into a silent pool. A 
drive of five or six miles throngh such 
scenery as we have been hinting at prepares 
your mind in some measure for what 
nature has in store for you-you have been 
passing through a suitable vestibule to one 
of nature's grandest cathedrals. 

THE BIG TREIlS. 
These venerable monsters, these mam­

moth prodnctions of earth are grouped in 
less than sixty acres of land. I think I 
would be safe in sayiug, less than thirty 
acres. The trees are not as large as those in 
tbe Mariposa Grove, but the grouping is 
much finer, much more impressive. The 
Santa Crnz big trees are in a valley be­
tween two mountains, the shadows are 
deepened, the st.illness intensified by their 
proximity to those fine upheavels. 

As I entered the cathedral, my mind be­
came impressed. a st.range stillness stole in 
upon me, a something like-
"The solemn awe which dares not move, 

And all the silent heaven of love." 
I looked down the long aisles and into the 

Ellen t transcepts I scanned the alcoves and 
orioles. I gazed aloft at the groined ceil­
ings and the opinted spires, and here my 
vlsion seemed at times unequal to the task. 
I had to look twice to get to the top. At 
length I lay down on my back and looked 
up through the trembling tree tops at the 

vaulted sky, the stars in their un fathomed 
depths Wt;re interspersed through limitless 
spllce, a sense of wondering awe stole noise· 
lessly along the inHulat.ed avenues of my 
higber nat.ure. I felt devout in every 
pulse beat of my being. I communed with 
Him who "spread the north over the ampt.y 
place and hung the eart.h upon nothing." 
I rose at length (rom nature's lap and be­
gan a close scrutiny of tbe massive pillars 
that adorned the temple where I wor­
shipped and found them of immense pro­
portions; but linked to earthly surround-
ings. 

MEASURIIMENTS IMMENSE. 
The trees have been given baptismal 

names from time to time. The giant 60 
Ieet in circumference; 300 feet high. Gen· 
eral Freemont 46 feet in circumference 275 
feet high. This tree is hollow in the centre 
though still green and flourishing and was 
used by the General as his headquarters in 
184.6 which was afterwards named in honor 
of him. He returned with his wife and 
daughter in 1888 and was given a grand re­
ception by thousands of the best peopie in 
the State. 

The nation's pa.hfinder held a levee in 
his old headquarters and was decked by a 
crown of laurel that kings could neither 
win nor wither. A trapper and his family 
occupied the room afterwards, the space is 
14%16, several of his children were born in 
it, holes were cut for windows, a cook stove 
set uP. the pipe running out th.rough the 
bark. Another tree IS named Jumbo, 48 
teet in circumference; 270 feet high. The 
name is given because it has a bark exeres­
cence that has grown on one side resemb­
ling the head of an elephant, with protrud­
ing trunk. Gen. Grant. 56 feet in circum· 
ference; 300 feet high. Daniel Webster, 40 
feet in cIrcumference; 275 feet high. Young 
Men's Ohristian Association group 78 feet 
in circumference; 300 feet high, there are 
seven trees growing out of the stump of one 
original tree. This group was dedicated by 
delegates to the 27th international conven­
tion. The motto is tnken frc>m John 17:21, 
Ohrist's prayer for the unity of the great 
body of believers. 

As I stood in the aisle of God's first tem­
ple I longed for the day when the Master's 
prayer shall be answered. "Aid it prophet, 
aid it pen," aid it acts of Ohristian men. 
Was my theology wrong when I said: "It 
is within the power of finite men to answer 
the prayer of the infinite God? 

Ingersoll's Cathedral, 95 fee~ in circum. 
ference; 300 feet high. This group was 
dedicated during l\ big booze by a crowd of 
foul-mouthed whisky-soaked, swearing in­
fidels. It reminded me of the old couplet. 

"Wherever Go::! erects a house of prayer 
The devil builds a chapel there." 

How diff~rent the prayers of one class to 
the profanity of the other; the service of 
song on one side, to the ribald j ost of the 
other. There was a striking contrast be­
tween the deep devotion of one group, and 
the causeless curses of the other crowd. 
Infidelity has never given birt.h to a benev­
olent institution since God creat.ed the 
.. orld, pr man fell from his steadlastness. 
While it req uires the language of earth to 
catalogue the benevolent institutions that 
christianity has builded along the waneing 
cen turios. Her hands are ever outst.retched 
to the poor and needy; she has been help­
ing the world heavenward ever since God 
introduced her to its inhabitants. 

I will close the list with the biography of 
the tree named "The Boss," 66 feet in cir­
cumference; from the closest and most cor­
rect data made by one well skilled in for­
restTY. ThiS tree is over a thousand years 
old, so that it was a tree of immense pro­
portions wnen the feet of Columbus kissed 
the shores of San Salvador and he was led 
in triumph through his native land as 
admiral of Spain, and the discoverer of a 
new world. 

While wanderingt hrough the aisles in the 
dim, religious light of this wonderful 
cathedral you are deeply impressed with 
the solemn stillness that pervades the 
whole scene. It is a stillness that is so real 
and palpable that you feel it. It deadens 
every sound of footstep, whetller of man or 
beast, tile sounds from the oUlside are 
pushed back so, that there is a far-ofIness 
about them. The visitors move about with 
noiaeless tread; and in l\ subdued manner, 
just as you go through Milan or Cologne 
Oathedrals, the soil you are treading on 
seems sacred. It you cough or clap your 
hands, the echo is carried up into the tops 
01 the trees, no matter how harsh the sonnd

The Matin announces that Sidney Odanna 

has arrived in Paris and intends to bring an 
action in the French courts against the 
German Embassy, claiming 37,650,000 francs 
damages. Odanna has just finished a term 
of imprIsonment in Berlin on a charge of 
intriguing to bring about war between 
France and Germany. He contends that 
he was unjustly sentenced. 

• • • 
As yet no special significance has at­

tached to Oonsul General Lee's return from 
Cuba. He called on the President last 
week, but no information has been given 
out as to what were his statements concern­
ing the unhappy island. But from what 
can be gleaned, it is evident that at least he 
has left Ouba in a much quieter condition 
than when he entered it. It is supposed 
that his stay in Washington will b'b a sbOrt 
one and that he will shortly return to his 
post. . . '" 

The Bishop of Marlborough, presiding at 
the London Bible S:>ciety on Sat.urday, 
made a sensational statement to the effect 
that an eminent Roman Catholic priest, who 
had been intrusted with important missions 
by the Pope, came to London and asked 
him (the Bishop) to prepare him for conver­
sion to the Church of England. Directly 
the preparation was complete the priest was 
kidnaped and was taken back to France, 
where he Is still under restraint. The secular 
papers demand that the Bishop shall give 
further details of this remarkable case. 

• • • 
Later reports from Washington throw 

additional light on the Cuban question. 
It is stated that important recommenda­
tion on the Cuban situation are expected in 
the forthcoming meeting of the President. 
The impression which prevails is that Gen. 
Lee was snmmed to Washington in order 
that the President might secure the neces­
sary information to treat the subject in his 
message. Several high officials have ex­
pressed the opinion that the President will 
deal exhaustively with the Cuban question 
in bis annual message, and that he will 
express his willingness to have Congress 
dezide what the action of this country shall 
be. He will Bay that the United States, 
with a high regard for international law, 
has for more than a reasonable period of 
time acted in good faith aa a neutral power, 
has prevented its sympathetic citizens from 
giving aid to the insurgents, and has cap­
tured anum ber of filibustering expeditions 
sent out by the Cuban agents in this coun­
try. On the other hand, Spain has utterly 
failed to afford adeq uatd protection to the 
interests of Americans in Ouba, and tbrough 
her failurll to put down the revolution is 
destroying the large commerce between 
this country and Cuba. This, it is be­
lieved, will be his line of treatment of the 
question.

A very belpful SJripture leason was e:iven 
us by Mrs. Vickus, of Chicago, from the 
latter part of Exodus 34h chapter, partic­
ularly this: "And Moses wist not that his 
face shone."

He had been in close communion 
with God until His face, all unknown to 
himself had caught something of the eter­
nal glory. It is true, it was a most peculiar 
condition of things. Moses, the great lead­
er of Israel, alone witb God, on Mount 
Sinai, for forty days and nights, commun­
ing as friend with friend. No wonder his 
face shone. But our God is no respecter of 
persons. He loves to have His people in 
close touch with Him: it is His heart's de-
sire, that we keep near to Him. For Sioai, 
He has given us Calvary audils(ross. And 
thee Jesus Christ, we ClLn come as near to 
the Father, spiritually, as Was Moses on 
that memorable occason. 

Our King would have us be lights in the 
world;-He, the great Light, we, rtfiectors 
of His light, God holding us responsible for 
the shining. No abe has a :better ri~ht to 
'Wear 1\ shining face tbau the ChristiBn. 
Sometimes it is the only way we can testify 
onr love for Him: perbaps, like Moses, we 
are "slow of 6peech" and "of a slow 
ton~ne", but our faces may shine for Him. 
We may open our hearts to the incoming of 
the Holy Spirit until one entire being is 
moved and controlled by that blessed in­
fiuence. Some of you will recall a beauti­
lui story which illustrates this indwelling­
tbis filling of the life with light. An Ea~t­
ern king desiring to build a temple to the 
sun, which should be surpassingly beauti­
fol, instructed each of these architects 1·0 
construct a temple according to his own 
ideas of beauty aud magnificence.

"this is the fitting temple" he said. And 
like to that temple, should we be, for the 
Snn of Righteousness-temples for the in­
dwelling ofthe Holy Spirit.

OUR. SCHOOLS AnONG THE MEXI­

CANS AND ROnANISTS. 

In viewing the work among the Mexicans 
let us this week look at it through our 
teachers' eye--lor surely none of us can 
have such opportunities for viewing it as 
they. Ane. 110ne of us perhaps, have real­
ized fully how intimately Mexicans and 
Romanists are interwoven, and what our 
work in New Mexico, Arizona and Colo· 
rado involves. 

From recent letters the following extracts 
are taken. QDe teacher writes: "1'l1ese peo­
ple are surrounded on all sides with the 
very worst examples. Fearful desecration 
of the Sabbath. Dricking and immorality 
in every 10rm, inconsistencies and immor­
ality in those pretending to preach Christ. 
I will copy yon an eXlract of 1\ notice pasted 
in public places in Cubero, New Mexico. 
It is written in Spanish and signed by the 
priest who has supervision over Cubero, 
This priest's cbaracter lor drinking and 
other vices is open to the eyes 01 all who 
know him. 

This is only a part of the notice: "Take 
notice lest you lose your soul and body in 
hell. Soon the Protestant schools are to be 
opened agaiu. Beware cf the leaven 01 the 
Protestants. Ravening wolves are in your 
midst and will not spare the flock, and per­
sons will go among you publishing mis­
chievous doctrines in order to sedoce yoo. 
For tbis watch, remembering that WIthout 
ceasing, for three years day and night, even 
witb tears, I have warned you to shun their 
instructions and schools of error. What 
agr"emeut is there between Christ and 
Satan? What harmony between faith and 
infidelity? What halt between two opin­
ions? II our faith is true, lollow it. If 
Satan is God worship him. You cannot be 
1;0 d Catbolics and send your children to 
Protestant schools. If you wish (or .A meri­
can teacbers, pay lor tbem." 

There was llOt tir.le to copy all the notice 
but i~ was much the same sentiment all 
througb. 

Allcther worker spent her vacation doing 
good elsewhere: "This report covers the 
time of my vacation. WIth my sister I 
spen two months in Tier~a Amarilla-a 
Mexican plaza-where we had a school of 
eighteen pupils. Ve had heard the wish 
expre3sed hy a Oathollc of tbat place that 
our Board would establish a school there. 
They appreciate the snperiority of onr 
schools though they care nothing for the 
rell p:iou8 instruction. 

"From our short term we do not feel that 
there are' great results, but know of pre­
judtc~s overcome, and trnst there was seed 
Bown which our Father will own and bless. 
We were inteusted in seeing something of 
the home lite of the people, and can better 
know the lonliness our sister teachers must 
experience, who are alone in the Mexican 
Plazas. 

The strength of the Qatholic church there 
was shown iu the crowd that gathered from 
far and near on St. James' Day. St. 
.hmea is their patron saint. Service was 
elu in the churcb, after which a large pro­

cession paraded the streets, chanting and

CArrying the image St. James, declred with 
flowers and ribbons. The afternoon was 
spent in racIng and a ball was given in the 
evening. One of our American pupils 
spoke of ihe day as the "Mexican FourLh." 

While another adds: "If the wealtby 
Cbristian people could only see the chil­
dren when they come here aud look at 
them again in a month after, I do not thinlr 
we ever could have an empty I.reasury in 
the home mission work again. And as 
ignorance is dangerous to every institulion, 
sociai or political, every man who respects 
his country, could Irom policy well alhrd 
to help this work among tbe MexiCllll3."

Provo 3:1-17. 

GOLDEN TEXT. 

In all thy ways acknowledge bim, and he 
shall direct thy paths.-Prov. 3.6. 

NOTES. 
The Book of Proverbs.-Any collection of 

true proverbs must have great variety of 
form and of style. This is true of the Prov­
erbs of the Bible. 

These wise sayings were no doubt a 
growth from tbe earliest period. Some· 
times they were more practical than prover­
biai perhaps, as the words of Lamech. Or 
they were prophecies, as the words of Bal­
aam concerning Israel. Or they took the 
form of a lable or an allegory, as NaLhau's 
reprovf of David. 

Solomon was qualified to gather these 
sayings 01 the ages together. He seems to 
have given them popularity and a portable 
form. Oftbe three thousand proverbs that 
he so wrote, not more tban a lhousand per­
haps are now known; for while scholars 
hal'e tbought tbat the whole book of Pro­
verbs bears tbe impress of Solomon's genius 
and of his age, yet there are only 915 verses 
in the entire book. 

The wide range of subjects to wbich these 
apply is only wbat migbt be expected. The 
duly and authority of kings, the precious 
metals and gema, tbe variety in nature, the 
habits of animals, the various rt;sults of 
education in man, tbe unequal conditions 
of hnman society, the laws governing the 
natural world, all receive attention; Dnd the 
proverbs sbow that they have all been ob­
sei'ved with care, and some of them studied 
with precision. 

Tbe lesson now to be stndied sbows how 
widely s.nd how profoundly some of tbe 
greatest problems of buman society had 
been considered three thousand years ago. 

SPECIAL WORD STUOHS. 

Una.erst~ndillg. The Hebrew word here, 
as often elsewhere, might be rendered dis­
cernment. It applies not only to kuowing 
in general Vihat a thing is, but to a lurtber 
knowledge that recognizes how it differs 
from some other. It is discriminating 
knowledge. 

Direct. The Revised Version in the mar­
gin recogn izes the literal meaning, "make 
straight" or "plain." Or tbe Hehrew might 
mean "to level thy paths," or "smooth" 
them. 

ManolO. The Hebrew word refers to 
moisture. The ancient idea was tbat the 
marrow was the moisture of tbe bones, and 
when that diminished the hones were dry­
ing up. 

Burst out. 80me render this "stream 
over." Probably Dr. John Miller is right 
in conjecGuring that the idea is not that of 
the bursting of the press, but of the grapes 
within the press. 

Despise. The Hebrew expresses the idea 
of melting, and hence of sbrinking a ",\"ay 8S 
from shame or scorn. So the cbastening of 

the Lord is not to make one melt or sbrink 
away. 

R\,hiea. It is not cerlain what j!em ia in­
tended. Some render it "pearls" or "cor­
alE;" but rubies is a general term, and per­
haps the best. 

Weary. Tbe primary idea seems to be of 
one sick or nauseated, thorougnly discour­
aged; sitting down regardless of the result. 

LESSON EXPOSITION. 
I. Th~ Ll!w of God.-Forget not my law, 

v. 1. Or. "my teaching." The Oriental 
loves to put his instruction in tne form of 
advice or counsel. "Law" here rerers to in­
struction or directions in general. "Com­
IDandments" may reler to some specific 
rules, like tbe mortllaw. 

Lengn of days s"'all they add to 
t.'lee, v. 2. This is generally interpreted to 
mean that obedience to God's law tends to 
prolong life, or to give peace. Bat some, as 
Dr. Jobn Miller, make the sense subjective 
-thfY ".hall mak~ thee greater." This 
wholly separates v. 2 from v. 11, giving a 
uew direction to the proverb, and iu {act a 
new proverb. While there is much to be 
said in favor of tbis new view, it yields an 
obst)ure sense, ~. g., "greater" in wbat? 
The difficulty is less in the common render­
ing. 

Bind. them about thy neck, v. 3. Mercy 
and trutb are comparert to a string 0/ pearls 
to be worn about the Il Pck, 01' to a wonder­
ful trotb to be engraved on rbe heart. 

Findjavor, v. 4. TheEe will give grace, a 
"good understanding" or "good repute" 
with God and men. He would bave a good 
name, stITely. who could fiod sucb favor. 

II. Fu.ith ill God-Trust in the Lord. v. 5. 
Here is a proverb in two contrasted parts, 
or perbap3 two proverbs in contrast. Who 
trusts the Lord cannot lean on his own wis· 
dom. 

la all thy ways, v. 6. It is common lor 
men to acknowledge tbe Lord on Sondays 
and oeny him on all the other days; to seek 
him in trouble or perplexity, but forget 
him on all other occasions. The promise 
canno! be claimfd of a plain "path" unless 
the condition is complied witb: "In ALL 

thy ways acknowledge him." 
Be not wis~ in thine OWll eyea, v. 7. This is 

not a cantion against gaining wisdom, but 
all:8.inst self-conceit that may lead to evn. 
Reverence for the Lord will keep us from 
evil. 
H07~Qr the LOl'd with thy substance. v. 9. 

Not merely with promises, but with sab· 
stance, the payment of promises. If you 
fear the Lord, bealing will com& to tbe mus­
cles (for the Hebrewd regarded the navel as 
the center of strength) Dnd refreshment 
(moisture as marrow) to the bones. Hav­
ing received of the~e, return of them to tlle 
Lord, a gift of gratitude, honoring the Lord. 
So the Lord will add greater blessings to 
you: barns sball be ftl 11 , presses sball over­
fbw; a'fine promise to the farmer. 

III. Diacipline from God.-Dispise not the 
chastelling, v. 11. Or, melt not, or shrink 
not from the discipline of the LJrd. Do not 
gr01l' sick of bis reproot. See Revised Ver­
sion. God is 8 wise Father, and bis correc­
tion will be for your highest good. It is in 
love that he deais with yon as a child. So a 
father deals wilh bis cbild, but God is wiser 
and illfinitely more loving. 

IV. Wisdom from God..-Findeth Wisdom, 
v. 13. Tbe divine correction and discipline 
brings true wisdom. So lhis proverb fol­
lows the other, m~king a string of pearls. 
The man who recei\'es a slring of pearls. 
The man who receives discipline in the 
spiriL olthe Giver is blessed; ha litJds divine 
wisdom; he gets real discernment. Liter­
ally, he "draws out" or "brings ouL" as 
grllin (rom a shesf. 

The grain thef'eof ..• fine goid, v. 14· 
Whdom tbus gained is better tban silyer or 
gold. The Hebrew word khal'Utltis poss.ibly 
the originlll of our English word carat. See 
Job 26:12·19.

Tbe Israelites were olten given to murmur­
ing at wbat tbey thougbt hard featarcs in 
tbeir experience, as if they had Hever known 
anytbing but evil s.nd ~ru;ction, and then 
they would be recalled to lormer times and 
bidden to "remember" bow God bad de­
livered tbem from Egypt ~yith a high haud, 
Rnd had opened a way Jor tlJem through 
the sea and had fed and nurtured tbem In 
the wilderness.

ATTENTION IS directed to the communication by Dr. 
Gillespie, of our Foreign Board,given on the adjoining 
page. It will prove a grand thing for American Pres­
byterianism, and will come back in blessing in her 
own local work, if at this very time when deeply feel­
ing the home needs she will recognize that in the esti­
mation of the Master both fields are one. We have 
no right to assume that America is more important to 
God than is Ohina or Alrica. The remotest bounds 
of the Husbandman's vineyard are for tillage and for 
gathering3 as truly as those parts which lie conti­
guous to the homes of his laborers. The bidding "Go 
ye into all the world" is so bound up with the prom­
ise "Lo I am with you always," that if from the 
standpoint of personal preference or natural sugges­
tion we ignore the universality of the charge, we are 
putting ass under that which God has joined together. 
When we realize that it is not primarily to the objects 
abroad nor to the objects at home that we give, but to 
the Lord, and to the work from the Lord's point of 
view, then do we realize that the field is the world 
"and ourselves its servants for Jesus sake." ..... 

THE GREATNESS, the graciousness and the necessity 
of the work of the Holy Spirit, are truths clearly 
taught in God's Word. Yet we believe many are not 
as familiar with them as they ought to be. There is 
not given to these truths in teaching or in living, the 
prominence they deserve. When we know that the 
Scriptures teach that it is the Spirit of God alone that 
J1;ives lile we may the more earnestly seek it. It is 
the Spirit acting upon that which the Word has 
created that produces life. While it was by the 
power of the "Word that all thinits were made and 
without Him was not anything made that was 
made," it was by the Spirit that life, order and adorn­
ment were given to the things thus created. The 
work of the Spirit is supplemental to the work of 
Ohrist in nature and in grace. As the Holy Spirit 
developed order out of chaos in creation, so in the 
moral world the chaotic condition by sin was moved 
upon by the Holy Spirit, developing, unfolding, dir­
ecting all the affairs of men, so that the world was 
being prepared for the coming of Ohrist. Hence it 
will be understood that before the coming of Ohrist, 
as since, the Holy Spirit never reveals himself. 
He only reveals Ohrist. He always uses the revealed 
word as the instrument of this revelation. From this 
we learn that so far as Ohrist can be revealed to the 
sinner as a Saviour, and the eaint as au elder brother, 
there must be no more prominence given to the Word 
of God than to the Spirit of God. The work of the 
spirit is not completed when He awakens, enligb ten~, 
convicts and regenerates the sinner. This is the be­
ginning of his work, which continued makes saints. 
It is after He haa accomphshed his work with the 
sinner that He can dwell in him, lead him, sanctify 
him, strengthsn and intercede with him. Without 
this work wrought in the soul of a believer no one is 
a Ohristian. Such a life is ready for time and eterni­
ty.

THE HOME MISSIONARIES PROMPTLY.

Because of the urgency of the subject presented, and 
the forcibleness of the appeal made, we hasten to 
place it in the only available space left us at this 
moment. We hope it will be carefully pondered. It 
speaks not merely for a cause, but for living men and 
women-the suffering toilers in the church's work of 
to-day.-En.] 

.M eSSTS. Editors: 
The condition of our home missionaries, whoEe sal­

aries the Board bas not been able to pay for from 
three to six months, is so desperate that it must ap­
peal to every member of the Presbyte.rian church. 

The Third church of Pittsburgh gave last year 
more than $10,000 over its apportionment to the 
Million Dollar Fund for paying off the debts of the 
Boal'de. On November 1st this year, it undertook to 
raise enough money to pay one quarter's salary to all 
the home missionaries in North Dakota and Idaho. 
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There are forty-nine missionaries in these two States. 
One qual'ter's salary for these is $4,260. These two 
States were chosen because it was believed that, with 
some effort that amount could be secured. This sug­
gestion of the pastor met with a ready response. The 
whole amount was secured and sent to the Home 
Board, with the request that it be immediately for­
warded to the missionaries. 

The Board of Home Miesions has iss ned a circular 
to be read in all the churches. Portions of this will 
bear repetition. [As the most touching and pathetic 
of these extracts have already appeared in the 
columns of the MID-OONTINENT, and as we are now 
pressed for space, we omit the reprint!ng. We are 
sure that the writer's allusion to that circular 'Vill 
recall to the minds of our readers those piteous ap­
peals.-En] 

This circular of the Board is like a cry from people 
living in a state of siege. That portion of the church 
which has the means of succor in its hands surely 
cannot fail to respond. What one church-and it is 
not among the strongest-has done, others can do. 
lt is possible in this way to send a ray of light into 
all the homes of missionaries west of the Mississippi, 
with the possible exception of far away Alaska, be­
fore Thanksgiving. The women's societies could do 
the same for their teachers, who are in a condition 
only less distressing. The Board of Home MiSSIOns 
can promplly furnish lists of the States and mission­
aries with their average quarterly salaries. Oould 
the churches of the east do anything that would so 
enrich their own Thanksgiving as this? 

Then let the church pray that the vexed question 
which is affecting her welfare shall ba settled in a 
way so honorable that the Board will have placed in 
its hands a sum sufficient to furnish all the unpaid 
salaries of its workers, and clear off the interest on 
money borrowed for the work on the field. 

"PRESBYTERIAN. " ..... 
THE MOUTH SATISFIED WITH GOOD THINGS. 

Whatever obscurity there may be in the word of 
the Psalmist, which both the king James and the 
Revised versions translate mouth, we may well allow 
the beautiful passage in which it stands to suggest, 
particularly as we are now approaching the annual 
Thanksgiving day, the gracious providence of God in 
giving UB our daily bread. The matter of our neces­
sary food is one of the things which Jesus has assured 
us our heavenly Father knows we have need of. Un­
to all his creatures He gives meat in due season. The 
sacred wliters were ever acknowledging God's hand 
in the supply of these wants of the body. In the 
happy garden where our first parsnts dwelt before 
the fall not only is mention made that the trees were 
"pleasant to the sight," but aleo that they were 
"good for food." The eyes of aU are repre3ented as 
waiting upon Him the great Preserver, and He is rep­
resented as giving them "their meat in due season; 
as opening his hand and satisfying the desire of every 
living thing," aud as "giving food to all flesh." 
Alonj;( with God's blessing of "peace in thy borders" 
is also placed this, as another reason for 'praise, that 
he "filleth thee with the finest of the wheat." The 
apostle gives it as one of the external evidences of the 
existence and the benevolence of a "living God" tbat 
"He gave us rain from heaven, and fruitful seasons, 
filling our hearts with food and gladness." The dis­
ciples in the spiritual exuberance and joy of fellow­
ship following the day of Pentecost are beautifully 
represented as "eating their meat with gladness and 
singleness of heart." 

While all our blessings are from God, there is that ~ 

in this beneficenctl which particularly connects with 
Him as the source. Here is it eminently true, as the 
apoatJe said of himself and Apollos in spiritual labor 
-men plant and water, but God gives the increase. 
We may say the chief instrumentalities in the har­
vest yield are those which it is out of the farmer's 
power to furnish. In m~ny other indnstries it is 
man's ekill or strength or his machinery to the very 
last period in the product's development. In build­
ing a house for instance, tools and work benches and 
paint kegs stay around until it is ready for your habi­
tation. But as to the increase of the fields the farmer 
attends to certain first stages and then retires from 
active partnership in the work of producing. What 
can he do for his wheat and oats after the sowing? or 
what for his hay? And the corn likewise for full two 
months before it matures, is out of his hand. He 
can paint his house, but he can not give the ripe 
color to his stalks of grain. But God makes his sun 
to rise and sen de the fruitful showers. What glad­
ness and beautiful confidence seems to fill the hea! t of 
the Psalmist when he says, "Thou visitest the earth 
and waterest it. Tbon prepareat them corn whon 
thou hast so provided for it." 
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THANKSGIVING DAY PROCLAMATION. 

By the President of the United States-The people of the 
United States should never be unmindful of the gratitude 
they owe the God of nations for His watchful care which 
has shielded them from disaster and pointed out to them 
the way of peace and happiness. Nor should they ever 
refuse to acknowledge with contrite hearts tbeir proneness 
to turn away from God's teachings and to follow with sin­
fnl pride after their own devices. To the end that these 
thoughts may be quickened, it is fitting that on a dny 
especially appointed we should join together in approach. 
ing the throne of grace with praise and supplication. 

Therefore, I, Grover Oleveland, President of the United 
States, do hereby designate and set apart Thursday, the 
twenty-sixth day of the present month of November, to be 
kept and observed as a day of thanksgiving and prayer 
throughout our land. On that day iI~t all our people fore­
go their usual work and occupation, and assembled in 
their accustomed place of worship, let them with one 
accord render thanks to the ruler of the universe for our 
preservation as a nation, and our deliverance from every 
threatened danger; for tile peace that bas dwelt within our 
boundaries, for the plenteous rewards that have followed 
the labors of our husbandmen, and for all the other bless­
ings that have been vouchsafed to us. 

And let us, through the mediation of Him who has 
taught us how to pray, implore the forgiveness of our sins 
and a continuation of heavenly favors. 

Let us not forget on tbis day of tbanksgiving the poor 
and needy, and by deeds of charity let our offerings of 
praise be made more acceptable in the sigbt of the Lord.

COST OF ADMINISTRA.TION. 

Dr. McClelland of Pittsburgh, gives in the Banner an 
object lesson illustrating the economicaf administration of 
church Board beuevolence. The incident related refers 
particularly to the ~atisfactoriness in that respect of our 
Freedmen's Board: 

There is a famous school putting great stress upon in­
dustrial training which had last year 800 pnpils, and cost 
$75,000 to keep it in operation during the single year. It 
is a school for colored people, and an individual enter­
prise. Our church, in the year ending March 31, 1896. at 
the cost of $70.000, mnde pOEsit>le the instruction of 9.511 
pupils in 75 schools of all grades, from the primary paro­
chial up through the academic and industrial to the univer­
sity and theological seminary. At the cost of less than 
$UiO.OOO our church secured the means of grace to cougrega­
tions of Freedmen under our care worshiping in 314 differ­
ent places of worship; assured the support of 181 ministers 
of the gospel; opened the way 101' 2,033 additions to the 
church upon examination; ministered to the edification of 
18.861 communicants, and kept operative 314 Sabbath­
schools with 19,624 scholars. All this, please note, was at­
tained by an expenditure of less than twice the amount ex­
pended upon that single institution. Now. I am not mak­
ing invidious comparisons as to the merits of the work 
done. I know that good work is done in all the institu­
tions mentioned here. I am speaking about economy of 
money expenditure in administration and in accomplish. 
ment. Let ns add, if you please. to the $149.763 contrib­
uted by our church to tbe missions Jor Freedmen through 
the Board, the $68.039 contributed by the Freedmen for 
self-support, and we bave the total cost in money of the 
work done by what in itself would constitute a good sized 
denomination having two synod3 and niue presbyteries. 
All this work was done for less than three times the 
amount taken to operate the single unconnected institu­
tion. My advice to young ministers is that tbey teach 
their people to put the Lord's money where each doUar 
will do as much as it is possible under the circumstances 
to get a dollar to do. 

HENRY T. MOCLELLAND. ..... 
OUTLOOK OF THE FOREIGN BOARD. 

RRV. JOHN GILLESPIE, D. D. 

The changes are being rung to-day so incessantly on "the 
debts of the two great Boards", that the church is tilled 
with discouragement and alarm. But does the church at 
large understand the exact situation? So far as the Board 
oj Foreign Missions is concerned the facts are tbese: The 
Bonrd began the fiscal year, May lat., with a debt of 
$46.n5.15. By means of gifts received through the l\{emor­
inl Fund and other channels, this has since been reduced 
to $32.25356. Not a syllable of special appeal has been 
issued from the Mission Rooms urging t.he wiping out of 
this balauce. What tbe Board of Foreign Missions needs 
to-day, is monel! to meet the current obligations oj its widely 
txtended work jor which the church is p!tdged, so that tbat 
work may oot be crippled, or the compartively small deM 
with wbich the year opeued increased. This money is as 
imperatively needed as iftbe ob :igation were a note in 
bank-indeed. the board has notes in bank for the current 
work onbe year, and is looking to the cburch for means 
with which to lift them, At the beginning of the fiscal 
year, v'lry heavy cuts were made so as to reduce the ap. 
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proprialions to the smallest possible figure short of inflict­
ing very serious damage on the work, but these conserva­
tive appropriations once made must be met. The board 
must and doE'S keep faith with the missionaries and native 
helpers in the ends of the earth, but this can only be done 
if the church responds generously and promptly. Onr 
Treasurer's figures to November 1st, however, submitted at 
a recent meeting of the BOllrd showed that no 
such response has been made thus far. Chnrcbe~, 
Women's Boards, SlIbbath-Eohools and Young People's So­
cieties, have all run behind the gifts of last year, tbe 
churches being $13,064.22 in arrears. Because of legacies 
and miscellaneous receipts, however, the actual deficit on 
November 1st, as compared with last year was $12.188.84, 
But in order to rencb the obligations of the year. the 
Board will require before May 1, 1897, $95,98849 over nnd 
above the amount received for the same period last year. 
We plead, therefore, most ellrnestly with all friends of the 
work not to relax one iota of their eff0rts. or to withhold 
one peuny of tlleir gifts. but rather to increase both. Better 
a thousand fold to pay for the living current work thau to 
face a deM at the close of the year. 

In keeping with the coneervative measures to which the 
Board has been driven, it has notified all candidates for ap­
pointment that no definite action can be taken on their ap­
plications till after Feb. 1st, 1897. The gifts of the church 
between the present and that date to meet obligations al­
ready incurred, must determine the Board's attitude to­
wards young men and women who have given themselves 
to the Lord for this work, and the wide-open doors in the 
foreign field which are wait.ing to be entered.

WHAT DO TREY MEAN? 

What do they mean who tell us that, though the record 
be destroyed, we have Christ left? We have been told to 
preach Uhrist: and even some who are whittling IIway at 
the records are telling us that, no matter how much of the 
record may be taken away, we have "Christ left." and are 
to "preach Christ", "magnify Christ", "honor Christ", 
etc., etc. But what do they meau? Do they mean to 
mock us? How shall we preach Christ, unless we tell 
what he did and what he said, and the interpretation put 
upon his words and works by divinely inspired evange_ 
lists and aposties? Is it enoogb that we simply nnme 
Christ Jesus and call him the Cbrist of God? But there 
are those who would take away also the Old Testament, 
and thus leave us wHhoat any positive knowledge of "the 
Messiah" of the anti-Christian ages. They take the Mes­
siah out 01 the Old Testament, and the diviuity out of the 
New Testament, and then mock us by telling us to 
"preach Christ." Well, we will preach Christ; and we will 
preacll tbe Christ of both the Old and the New. We will 
cling to ISlIiah vii, 14. and to Luke i, 34; to Isa. Iiii, 9. as 
well as to Mlltt. iii, 17. And many other such passages we 
will continue to hold to and to prehch, notwithstanding all 
the talk of those who come to us with a "scientific theo­
logy. Onr theology is no less s;::icntific. because it i8 com­
posed ot Bible material; and when we have cJnslructed it, 
we bave no fear to match it against all the natural and 
heathen theology ot Buddha. Confucius and Madame Blav­
atsky. A theology constructed aprio1'i is 11 failure. It is 
no match for that constructed a posteriori, on tbe old 
Book.-Jouma! and Messenger.

BYMNS If{ PLACE AND OUT OF PLACE. 

Musio in church has been shorn of much of its power 
because it has been utilized for so many things outside of 
its true realm. Its sanctified aroma has been vitiated un­
til but a common odor remains to recommend it as a 
medium of worship. We have introduced Singing for this, 
that., and the other thing, until it has become common 
indeed. We sing, to kill time, to fill a vacancy, and to 
cover a noise. We sing a brother down in prllyer.meeting 
with a spiritual hymn-shall I say with a prayerful spirit? 
In fact we sing whenever the Holy Spirit fails to move us 
to speak or pray. When we can do nothing else we start a 
hymn. Let us suppose we treat prayer in this way; 
... While I ofter a few closing words of prayer, those not 
wishing to commune will please go quietly out." 

What should be the character 01 the music we use. If 
all had the same musical perceptions, taste and education, 
and were on the same plane spiritually and intellectually, 
it would be an easy matter. Fortunately this is not so, or 
individuality would be lost. What pleases one is insipid 
to the other. Under such conditions we must compromise 
by introducing music neither too difficult and ecclesiastica 
nor too secular and characterless. Let it be melodious and 
harmonious, and at the same time be moderately easy to 
siug and comprehend. The mistake should not be made of 
introducing into our worship secular music set to sacred 
words. Mere jiugle cannot produce religious feeling, how­
ever sacred the hymn, unless it be in people from the lower 
walks of life. Too much of the music sung in church, in 
Sunday-school, and in young people's societies, movss only 
the physical part of our nature. It is sentimental and sen­
suous, rather than sacred and serious. Admitting there 
are those who caunot be moved by a higher chara:Jter of 
music than that which gives them a desire to mark time 
with the hand or foot, the question arises, Does it pay to 
degrade music in order that the lighter emotions in our 
nature be moved? I think not. I believe that the true 
basis of emotions that are useful in religious worship is 
thought. Choose music, then, of a grade that will appeal 
to the intellect and stir the heart, rather than that which 
appeals to the physical and moves the feet. It is not 
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claimed tbat sacred words set to jingle will accomplish no 
good, but it is held that it is in spite of their being UD­

equally yoked together, not because they are made to go 
hand-in-hand. Let U8 ha.ve spiritual words wedded to 
spirilufll music. 

Shall we have a choir? Yes, ifwe can have a good 
cborus choir, with a leader who has a good, strong voice, 
and who favors congregational singing. A poor cboir. 01' 1& 

good one with a chorister out of sympatby with euch 
singing, is worse than none. Quartet clloirs usually ob­
ject to congregational singing_ They are usually good 
singers themselves, striving for artistic, ratber thllu spiritu­
al effect. A good precentor is lar better than a poor cboir 
or a good quartet. More care should be taken in the 
selection of hymns for congregationnl uee. While it is 
advisable for the preacher to select hymns in harmony 
with his sermon, he ought to spare the congregation from 
singing more than an occasional hymn on a doctrinal sub­
ject. As a rule such hymns are not adapted to song. The 
principles laid down in the moral law are grand. of course, 
but are more effective when uttered in common speech. 
Songs of praise, prayer, and peuitence, love and loyalty, 
cheerfulne;s, joy. hope, and heaven, these and kindred 
topics are the great tbemes with which to awaken the 
heart through sacred song.

In thej udgemert of the Synod. of Illinois there io no 
room in the PresbyteIian Church lor the theological views 
of Mr. Vrooman. It is not a matter of charity or liberal­
ity. It is a question of loyalty to the truth and teacb­
ings of Jesus Christ,the great Head of the Church.-Herala 
ana Pre3byter. 

The complaint "Was sustained. The action admitting 
Mr. Vrooman to membersbip was revoked. To us it eeems 
strange that the Presbytery of Chicago should have admit­
ted a man whose views are so out of harmony with the 
standards of thcir church. In returning him his creden­
tials the Synod manifested that conservativeness that is so 
necessary at the present time,-Texas P,-e8bytel"'ian. 

Tbis judgement will give satisfaction to the great body 
of the Presbyterilln Church, while at tbe snme time it 
deals leniently with the Presbytery of Chicago. The time 
has eVidently come when ministers from other denominn­
tions and students from theological seminaries. who only 
profess to receive the Confession of Faith partially, must 
not be received by thc presbyteries. Thi& is necessary for 
the protection of the Church-The Banner. 

Glnncing over the reports of some of the recent sermons 
referring to the Vrooman case one might have thought 
their themes should have been announced by their various 
preacbers as "What I don't know about the Westminster 
Confession of Faitb," or "My ignorance of Presbyterian­
ism." However, these topics would have been, doubtless, 
too comprehensive. as the matter of their misinformation 
on one of the~e themes, judging by what was said on one 
or two:points; would fill volumes.-The Midland, 

This case, only second in importance to the great Swing 
trial some years ago, ended as it was clear from the fir~t thllt 
it would end, in the declaration that Rev. F. B. Vrooman 
did not properly belong in the Presbyterian Church. • • • 
An agitation in a lawful manner to revise the creed is 
always possible; we will not say wise, since the utter 
failure of a few years ago. But the most daring revision­
ists never dreamed of revising out of the confoa&ion of 
faith the views accepted by all evangelical denominations 
as to "The Propi1ialory Sacrifice of Christ." "Thc Im­
putation of Christ's Righteousness" and "The PuniShment 
of the Ungodly."-The ]'lichigan Prubylcl·ian. 

These utterances of Mr. Vrooman make it plain that he 
is hardly in his right place in the Presbyterian Church, 
and more than this, that he ought not himsclf to be willing 
to stay in a Plesbyterian church. With such independent 
views, he ought to free himself from all ecclesisa~ticiBm 

and do his work outside of a denomination. There ie 
always something unseemly in a man's kicking sO'l'igor­
ously on the ineide of a denomination when there is so 
much room for him on the outside. 'fo yearn after the 
shelter of a roof wbile persisting in knocking doom the 
walls on which the roof rests, is hardly the proper thillg­
The Advance. 

The "Vrooman cllse," as it has been called, has been 
passed upon by the Synod of Illinois of the Presbyterian 
church. A Mr. Vrooman was called to the p!lstorate of Olle 
of the Cbicago churches. In hie examination by tile pres­
bytery be manifested greet ignorauce of Prcsbyterian doc­
trine, and subsequently uttered sentiments nry widely 
divergent from the faith. Against his admission a protest 
and appeal was taken. The synod declares that "Mr. 
Vrooman expresses his belief in language too sharply con­
flicting with Lhe doctrinal standards to entitle him to ad­
mission to our ministry, and that the presbytery erred in 
receiving him." The presbytery was directed to recon­
sider the case and return Mr. Vroomt\n his credentials. 
We do not see how the synod could do Ices than this, if 
the existence of tile Presbyterian church is to bu main·

The two gen t l. men were sitting in 
Dr. Marsrien's quiet study, the thick 
curtains shutting out the darkness with. 
out, the rain dashing in wild sallies 
against the windows they hid. But the 
storm and darknes9 without only served 
to deepen the sense of light Ilnd com· 
fort witbin.

Avon thou\lht as he settled more com· 
fortably in the easy·chair, saying.

And, doing so, I saw the scene 
depicted there: He soon grew to be a 
familiar figure to us, having gone a9 
hostler at the hotel on the street below 
us.

marks of sin. I grew to watching him, 
especially as I found that he had a gen· 
uine love for music. For when on Sat· 
urday afternoons our clioir met for 
practice, I always noticed him Btanding 
near the church walls, where they ad­
joined the hotel grounds. And while 
the grand organ music ebbed and flowed 
in waves of harmony, and the fresh 
young voices of our choir sung the dear 
old church hymns, the hard look would 
die out of his face, leaving it for the 
moment fresh and innocent. I tried to 
make hiB acquaintance, but he Bhrank 
from me so painfnlly that I gave up the 
attempt. But God laid him a9 a bur· 
den on my heart, and I daily prayed 
that he miiht be saved. And God, ever 
mindful of his children and hiB promi· 
ses, gave me my request. 

"That winter was a season of epecial 
interest in religion, and for weeks God's 
spirit brooded softly over our city, and 
our church became a very Bethel to 
many a sou\. And day after day, while 
I rejoiced over the wanderers coming 
back to their Father, my heart yearned 
over the poor outcast. I had Beveral 
times invited him to the meetin2s, but 
had met with so decided a refusal, 
spoken withal, in voice and language 
that showed him well educated, tbat I 
desisted; for I was afraid I would drive 
him from the one pure pleasure cf his 
life, that of listenin2 to the music from 
the church. But a& the days went by I 
saw a change in Lacy, as I found his 
name to be. His rags had given place 
to decent clothes, and he did not so 
often show signs of intoxication as at 
first. But I believe it was our grand 
old organ after all, with God's blessinll 
upon it, that made a man of him. 

"For one Saturday afternoon, Lettice, 
who is the leading soprano in our choir, 
was in despair because the organist had 
been suddenly called away, and there 
waR no time to procure another. We 
stood talking over the matter near the 
rear walls of the church, not noticing 
Lacy in the adjoining yard. 

"In a moment he came forward, and, 
begging pardon for his intrusion, asked 
if we were not speaking of the organist 
being away. On my replying in the 
affirmative, he coutinueci: 'If YOll would 
trust me, I could fill his place, I am 
sure.' I looked at him not able to veil 
my astonishment. He colored as he 
met my eye, and turnen away, but Lat· 
tice stopped him. 'We would be very 
glad to have you play, if you are accus­
tomed to an organ.' 

"'If you will kindly try me and see,' 
he answered, his fllca growing white 
with suppressed feeling. He leaped 
lightly over the wall, and in a few mo· 
ments we stood in the organ loft. I 
shall never forget his face when he got 
his hands upon the keys. It seemed as 
though ten years of sin and remorse 
dropped from him as he touched the 
notes lovingly. Silently Lettice and I 
drew back and listened. He began with 
loud, wild strains, a minor key sonnd· 
ing harshlp throuih the clangor. But 
as he played-great drops of moisture 
upon his face-the wild mood gave 
place to softer feelings. The harsh 
minor strain grew soft and pleading, 
willing through the low notes like the 
sob of a grieved child. Suddenly he 
stopped and leaning forward upon the 
organ, he burst into a flood of teara 
such as strong men eeldom shed. We 
stole away and left him there, and by 
and by we heard him pinyin!" over the 
familiar hymns. He filled the place 
both then and on the morrow, though 
the people stared to see him there. It 
was easier after that to get him into the 
meetings, especially after Bome of us 
interested ourselves in giving him a 
better situation. 

"Not all at once, though did he reo 
form, but when his besetting sin threat· 
ene!! him, or he found himself sinking 
agaiu into the mire of sin, he would es· 
cape to the organ Ion and there fight 

out the tempter. But before the meet­
ings closed he sought and found the 
'One who is mighty to save,' and one 
night, when the church was crowded, 
he stood up in the altar and told his 
story. It was pathetic in the extreme. 
I can only give you the outlines. 

"He had been the only son of well·to­
d:> parents, ruined, as BO many are, by 
college life. He had made music his 
profession, and had gone to Germany, 
there to perfect his education in that 
branch. His life there had finished 
what college life had begun, and he 
came home a wreck. His father would 
have turned him off, bat the mother 
clung to him as only mothers will. But 
by and by the crisis came, and to save 
his only son from prison garb the father 
had sacrificed his all, leaving them des­
titute. The proud father sank under 
the blow, and passed away, leaving the 
poor mother and little sister to bear up 
alone. In vain she pleaded with her 
boy; he told her it was too late, and 
leaving her in the care of friends more 
tender than he, he had gone away. 
For five :lIeara he had been a wanderer, 
sinking further down as each year rolled 
by. 

"When he had finished a hush fell 
upon the crowded churcb, and many 
wept whose eyes had long been strange 
to tears. His first thought was of his 
mother, and he did not rest until he 
had sought her and brought her and his 
aiater Myra to our city. Soon after this 
our organist left us, and Edward Lacy 
was chosen to fill his place. He is 
doing well, and has a large class in 
mU9ic, beside his place as organist 
here. " 

Mr. Avon had listened with interest, 
and as Dr. Marsden finished, he said: 
"And was not that dear old lady who 
sst in one of tne front pews with a love· 
ly young girl, his mother? I judged so 
from the love that shown in her eyes 
as ehe watched him." 

"Yes; and they were waiting for him 
as we paMsed out." 

Mr. Avon looked again at the picture 
as he said: "'What hath God wrought?' 
and yet there are people who mock at 
tbe power of religion, and call God a 
myth." 

"Yes," responded the Doctor; "but 
remember, it is the 'fool' who 'hath

'1 urn out and 
serve with cold sweetened cream.­

Chocolate Pudding.-One quart milk, 
two squares Bakel's chocolate, yolks of 
four eggs, three tablespoons corn starch, 
one large cup sugar.

pie crust with fine dry bread cl'umbs. 
Sprinkle the top with crumbs and bake 
until stiff in the middle. 

Prune Whip.-Stew three·quarters of 
a pound of prunes, sweeten to taste, 
when cold remove the pits, add the 
whites of four ej!gs beaten to froth, stir 
together well, pour in a pudding dish 
and bake twenty minutes. Serve with 
cream. 

Apple Pudding.-Pour a pint of sweet· 
ened apple sauce into a pudding dIsh 
and pour over it a corn starch custard, 
using one egg; bake. Serve cold with 
sweetened cream. 

Minute Pudding.-Take sweet milk, 
add a little salt and bring to a boil. 
Stir in white flour until thick:. Serve at 
once with cream, sugar and a little nut· 
meg. It is improved by adding before 
removing from the fire chopped dates 
or berries, fresh or canned. 

Corn Starch Fruit Pudding.-Take 
any juicy ca.nned fruit, grapes, currants, 
rhubarb or berrieB. Strain. Place the 
juice iu a gra.nite kettle over the fire. 
When it boils thicken with corn starch, 
which has been stirred smooth in a lit­
tle cold water. If the fruit was not 
sweetened add sugar to taete. Serve 
cold with cream. 

Emergency Pudding.- Steam pieces 
of stale cake or gingerbread until Boft. 
ened; arrange in side dishes or dessert 
plates and pour over each a \\hipped 
cream made by whipping thick, sWf'et 
cream while it is very coirl, stir in the 
beaten wbite of an egg, sugar to taste, 
and any desired flavoring. --
