THE FOLLOWING questions have been compiled by an 
experienced evangelist as safe and reliable tests of 
revival work: Has the meeting been of considerable 
length?

Has God's truth been fully and 
clearly preached, and in Buch a way &s to hold the 
closest attention of the audience? Has the preacher 
spoken as if he believed and felt it himself? Does he 
seem to be a consecrated man? Does he rely on the 
word and Spirit, instead of manreuvres and manipula_ 
tions? Have inquirers and converts been talked to 
personally, and prayed with and for? Have they 
been regularly called together for prayer? Have they 
been carefully instructed? Have good booka of in­
struction been left in their hands? Has much prayel' 
been offered, apparently in public and private? Has 
the church been much revived? If these questions 
can be answered in the affirmative, we can reasonably 
hope God's bleSSing rested on the work, whether we 
can count many additions to the church just now, or 
not. 

READ THE church news and the leiters. Look for 
that in those lines which might benefit your own 
church. You may find that \\hich will suit the needs 
of your people. Inquire whether your field does not 
give opportunities for similar lines of effort. It haa 
been well ssid: "We think that such a reading of 
these columns week by week will reward every pastor 
and layman.

THli: OTHER day while, a young German lieutenant 
was seated in a restaurant, a working man accidently 
brushed against him. The young warrior sprang up 
with an insolent demand for an instant apology for 
the alleged "insult" to the uniform of ace of the 
Emperor's officers. The working man refused to 
make amends, whereupon the officer drew his sword 
and ran the civilian through the body. Naturally, 
tbe event caused a mighty uproar throughout th~ 
Fatherland. The Socialists bave not let the occasion 
slip to make forceful appeals to the unfortunate class 
feeling which everywhere exists. The court-martial 
gave but a nominal punishment: expulsion from the 
army and four years imprisonment. And even that 
decision has been Ltl'eatly weakened by the evident in­
clinatIon of the heads of the military department,­
yes, even the emperor himself,-to condone the mur­
der. The ground of thia sentiment is the code of mili­
tary honor-as ridiculous a lot of flubdob as the 
"code of honoh, sah," of the old-time Kentucky 
colonel. "Noblisse oblige" is, or should be, a far 
mightier "code." Doubtless, had the rash young

officer given his social inferior an opportunity to 
apologize for a mere accident, before making the 
fierce demand for it, no apology would have been 
lacking, and no brutal murder would have been com­
mitted. Such a deed as that is the adding of most 
dangerous fuel to the flame of Anarchy. 

CO-OPERATIVE store keeping in the United States is, 
it is to be feared, a first-class failure. At least that is 
the case if the recent report of the labor department 
at Washington is recagnized 8S capable authority. A 
digest of that report sets forth that of the 769 union 
stores established in New England between 1847 and 
1859, none survives, although 350 of them reported in 
1857 a capital of $291,000 and an annual trade of 
$2,000,000. The grange stores organized by the 
patrons of husbandry suffered a similar fate. The 
inquiry made for Johns Hopkins University in 1886 
showed that thirty stores were in existence of New 
England, of which seventeen seem to have since dis­
appeared. Of twenty-seven distributive associations 
started in New Jersey since 1873, only eight are now 
running. The total co-operative trade outside of New 
England, so far as reported, was about $900,000 in 
1895, as contrasted with about $1,000,000 in the asso­
ciations making even partial returns in 1886. The 
co-operative stores that survive in New England are, 
however, doing fairly well. While six of them, that 
had a trade of $134,000 in 188S, are now closed, the 
trade of the remaining thirteen has grown from $479,­
OCO to $987,951, and Poiue new stores report a trade of 
$251,'109. Personally. we kn1W well one good co­
operative store. It seems to be all right,-but a "re­
ceiver" bosses it. It is difficult to understand this 
general sLate of things, unlps9 it be on the strcngth of 
tbe time-worn auage, "what is everybody's bUDiness 
is nobody's." 

THE PASTOR is an undershepherd and has noed of 
the help of every member of his flock. The pastor, 
no more than the Master, can accomplish much with­
out the help of others. Tbe pastor has his own duties 
to perform, which are not the same as are required of 
the church member. One is not absolved from the 
performance or duties, because the other performs 
his duties well. The pastor is not employed to do the 
work that belong to others, only to help them by ex.' 
ample and precept. Does he visit the sick, warn the 
unruly, pray for the erring? That does not excuse a 
single member of the church from doIng likewise. 
John Calvin speaking of the duties of Christ's diEci­
pIes Bays: "Woe to our indolence, if we do not, aIter 
ha'l'ing been fully enlightened, endeavor to make 
otbers partakers of the same grace." Let ever-j 
dieciple of Christ awaken to the fact that his efforts 
are needed to increase the number of disciples. The 
pastor cannot do all that is to be done in this direc­
tion. Hie strength will not permit it. Man can only 
do a cel'lain amount of work and do it well. Evil 
arises from overwork as well as from a waut of work. 
He has not the time at his disposal to do his own 
work and the work of others. His days number only 
24 hours and his weeks only 7 lIays. It would be pro­
fitable for aome church members to take pencil nnd 
pllper anti write down the time the pastor needs for 
duties neculiarly his own. It would be a revele tion to 
Bome. -The pllstor ought not to do the work of tha 
disciple becliuee God commsnds and expects overy 
disciple to do h is part. E very disciple can be well 
prepared for his work, through the Word and Spirit. 
There is DO one that cannot do work like the !lisci· 
pIes did"when scattered from Jerusalem. God has al­
ways accepted lind blessed the work of every disciple. 
Who can tell what might have happened if Andrew 
had bean silent and reflerved? His brother Peter 
might hal'e lived and died an unknown fi sherman on 
the Gililean lake. The simple testimony of a warm. 
hearted brother or sister has baen the first link in the 
chain by which many a one haa been drawn out of the 
world, away from sin and to Christ. Let every disci.­
ple find tongue to declare what Christ has done, and 
is yet willing to do for every needy soul.

Melrose and Ayr. To tbe lover of Scotch literature 
tbese are names to conj ure with. Mel rose is a Mecca 
of American pilgrims. On the four th of last August 
I tcok the morning train a t E dinburgb. and a thirty­
seven mile l ide brough t mE' to tbis ancien t village, 
famous for i ts venerable Masonic lodge, one of tbe 
two oldeBt in Scotland, and for Melrose Abbey around 
whi t h Sir Waller Ecott has woven the charm of his 
geuius. 

Melrose Abbey dates from 1136. It was founded by 
Ki ng David of Scotl and , and in its glory must have 
been a mag nificent edi fi ce. The form , like moet an­
cient chu rc ll e~ , is a latin cross. Ita length is 258 
feet, its breaJth 75 feet, its length of transept 130 
feet, whilo th e height of the rem3ins of its tower is 
84 feet. To-ti ay the Abbey is but a mouldering ruinj 
nave, ('hoir, traneepts, chancel, chapels, cloisters, all 
are ruins, while within and around lie the aches of 
the dead. Michael Sco tt the "Wizard," Sir Ralph 
Iver[', the Ilo;art of Robert Bruce, tbe heroic and 
illustrious race of DouglM, Alexander II, the House 
of Zlir, and a host of others lie buried within its 
walls. King and peasant, abbot and monk, priest 
and warrior, rich and poor. are 1111 hushed Ilnd silent, 
free from the chains of eartb. Some of the inscrip­
tions on the tombstone in Abtey yard are singularly 
beautiful. On a small red stone bearing date of 1671, 
I found these linee: 

"The earlh goetll on the earth 
Glistering like goldj 

The earth goes to the earth 
Sooner than it would: 

The earth builds on the eaIlh 
Castles end towerEj 

The esrth sr.ye to tht' earth, 
All shall be ours." 

On another very old stone I found thcEe words: 
"Wily all tllis toil for triumphs of an hour, 
Wbl\ t though we wade in wealth or soar in fame 
Ear/It's bighest station ends in "Here he liea." , 
And "duat Lo dusl" concludes her noble,~t song. 
This tru th how certain when this life is o'er, 
Man dies to live, and' lives to die no more." 

MeiroEe Abbey is a glorious rnin, and no finer speci­
men of Oatholic architecture exists. No person of 
ta!! te can fail to admire its unexampled workmanship, 
and the exquisite beauty of the ornamentalsculp_ 
tures, the groteeque corbels and the foliage tracery. 
It eeems almost beyond the poor skill of man, while 
the elegance and beauty of the great east window, 
and others, are uneurpaseed. 

"The moon on the east oriel shone 
Through slender shafts of shapely slone 

By foliaged tracery combiued; 
Thou would'st have thought some fairy's haud 
'Twixt poplars straight the ozier wand 

In many a rreakish knot had twined 
Then framed a spell, when the work was d'cne 
And changed the wil!ow wreaths to stone." , 

THE MID-CONTINENT. 

Aside from the beauties of its architecture, to tbe 
lover and student of "The Lay of the Last Minstrel," 
(most of which was written while the poet sat on a 
stonEl near the grave of the "Wizard,") "The Monas­
tery" aud "The Abbot," this old Ahbey has an in­
describable charm. And yet it is laughable to hear 
the comments of "touriat bodies" from this lIide. I 
had spent several hours going over the many points 
of interest, and had gone back to the entrance to 
read my guide book, preparatory to another round, 
when I saw a thrifty American citizen enter. He 
took a squint at the Abbey from various angles, came 
back to where I was sitting and remarked.-

"I don't Eee anything in these old ruins. If they 
have got any fine, new buildings, I would like to see 
them." 

He reminded me of Mark Twain's "Doctor," who, 
when the guide showed them tbemummy, threatened 
to brain him for trying to impose second-hand car­
cases on the "Innocents Abroad," hut, said he, "If 
you've got a nice, {re;h corpse, fetch him outl" 

A man's point of view makes all the difference in 
the world. In the same railway compartment, going 
up to Galashie18 in the afternoon, was an English 
manufacturer. Melrose and Abbottsford were noth­
ing to him. But entering the city we passed a large 
factory. 

"Really/' said the Englishman, "I didn't know 
Galashiels was a place of so much importance." 
Mo re factories were passed. "Really Galashiels is a 
very important place!" Still more factories came into 
view. "Really Galashiels is a most i mporlant placel" 

AT AYR. 

On the twelfth of Aogust, I visited Ayrshire, the 
land of Burns. Ayr is a city of some 2.3,000 pop ula­
tion, aod is pleasautly situated on the eea-coast at 
the mouth of tbe river Ayr. 

"'Auld Ayr, wham ne'er a toon supasses, 
For honest men and bonny lasses. 

The bonny lasEes of Burns' day are all dead. The 
first thing that stronl1:1y impressed me in Ayr wa3 the 
large number of women barefoot. Not "bonny 
lasses" but all ages from liltle J!;ills to "withered 
beldams, auld and droll." I was reminded of the 
two tourist. up in the Highlands, who thinking to 
have a little sport, said to a barefoot sbepherd girl, 
"Do all the lassies up bere go barefoot?" 

"Pairtly they do," was the reply, "and pairtly they 
mind their own beesness." 

Ayr has Eome fine buildings, such as the splendid 
new railway station and hotel; the county buildiogs 
m odelled after the tem ple of Isis at Rome, and said 
to bave cost upwards of $150,000j the Wallace Tower 
the city half, acadtlmy and 1"oyal infirmary. But th~ 
cbief interest of Ayr centres around the poet Burue. 
Tbe river is spanued by Burns' "Twa Brigsj" the 
auld bri!!" said to have been erecled by two maiden 
sisters in the reign of Alexander til, the new bridge 
in 1788, but wbich had to be rebuilt a few years ago, 
thus fnifilling the prophecy of Burns in "The Brigs 
of Ayr;" 

"I'll be a Brig, when ye're a shapeless cairnl" 

In front of tbe railway station, stands a fine bronze 
statue of the poet. In the old church yard are the 
graves of 60me of the divines immortal:zed in "The 
Kirk's Alarm." In High street is the old thatcb­
covered Inn, where far into the night Tam O'Sbanter 
and the Souter Eat, 

"Wi' reamjng swats, that drank divioely." 

In the Inn I saw an old stirrup cup said to be over 
one bundred years old. 

From Ayr I took the route south, where on that 
dark, fearful night, "Tam skelpit on through dub 
and mire," now a splendid highway, leading past 
g"een fields, pleasant woods and fine mansions. At 
the Slapbouae farm, I passed near 

"The ford 
"Where in the snaw the chapman smoored'" 

aud a lillIe further on, ' 
"The meikle stane 

Where drucken Oharley brake's neck-bane." , 
A. delightful dr ive of ab out two miles brought me 

to the old cottage, where in 1i50 the poet Burns first 
saw the ligbt of day. It is a low, thatch-covered 
two roomed clay biggin', a "but and a ben," and i~ 
kept as nearly as possible ia its ori!linal condition. 
It contains some of the Burns furniture, and a box 
bed in a recess in the kitchen is pointtld out as the 
bir thplace of the poet. ALbched to the cottage is a 
Burns mueeum, coatainillg many interesting relics, 
of which I found n one more interesting than the ori­
ginal manuscript of Tam O'Shanter." 

Nearly a mlle further down the road is 
"Alloway's auld hauuted Kirk," 

now but a ruin of roofless walls. Bilt in the east you 
may still llee the "wionock-bunker," where 

"Sat aold Nick of Eha pe of beast." 

Near the church yard gate are tbe graves of Burns'

parents and nieces, Rnd just a few rods back of the 
K irk is 

"Mungo's well, 
"Where Mango's mither hanged herself." 

Near by is the splendid Burns monument, snr­
rounded by tastefully laid out grounds containing 8 

grotto in which are life-size statues of Tam O'Shanter 
and Souter Johnny. A few hundred yards below is 
the "Auld Brig" of Doon, a lofty ehucture of one 
arch, where on the "keystane," Tam's mare Maggie 
with 

"Ae spring brought off her master hale, 
But lelt hebind her ain gray tail." 

The "Banks and braes 0' bonny Doon" bloom as 
fresh and fair now, as when more than a century ago, 
the plowman poet reveled in their beauty. And 
there are no more delightful tours in all Scotland 
than from Edinburgh to Melrose and Ayrshire, the 
lands of Scott and Burns

MEDIT ATIONS.

A lecturer on Evolution recently, in speaking of the 
"Fall of MaD, said, "if Adam fell he muet have fallea 
up." Such an expression may contain a grain of 
humor, but it does not contain much science, and 
not any theology. Biological evolution does not re­
quire that man's progrees upward 6hould take place 
with a uniform gradient. There might have been a 
lapee near the beginning, when man for a time retro­
graded, or fell as represented in the sacred narrative. 
When a man climbs a high mountain, going down 
into a deep valley does not prevent his completing 
the journey, and reaching at last tbe summit. Tbe 
completed journey requires him to compass all the 
valleys and climb all the heights. This may be true 
in evolution. If the race in historic times has retro­
graded, gone down into deep valleys like the dark 
ages, why may not man have gonll down into a deep 
valley in Adamic times? Oan auy evolutionist estab­
lish on scientific grounds a uniform gradient to 
human progress? Theologically the fall of man can 
not be upward. Sin, the knowledge of good and 
evil, may enlarge the boundaries of our knowledge, 
as claimed by this lecturer, may give us new ex peri­
ence~, teach us new and bitter lessons, but the ten­
dency of sin is always to leave us man in his essen­
tial. being on a l.ower pi nne. In sinning a man al­
ways loses more than he gain!!, and is farther from 
his father's house. A man may be a good biologist, 
and a poor theologian.

In a word he 
lacks nothing, as an accomplished preacher, but gen­
uine sincaity. Wbeu his sermon is finished that is 
all there is of itj when the play is over the actors go 
home. If an auditor, with te81's in his eyes, goes up 
to the pUlpit to grasp the hand of the preacher, he 
realizes very soon that the performance is over, and 
the audience is expect~d to withdraw from the church 
as soon aa is convenient, and leave the eloquent 
preacber to go his way. A lady said "she liked her 
pastor, but he did not seem to be in touch with his 
p eople." She wae recommended to clOEe her eyes 
and try and believe it waa all real. But she said 
"this was hard to do. Her pastor had never called 
at her hom~, and she did not know whethf'r ehe was 
acquainted with him or not."

There is a much cherished desire of ths Ohancellor 
fairly launched, about which many of us have some 
disquietUde-the new "Hall of the OhrisV' On its 
face it seems to deserve commendation. But if, as 
ind!cations seem to point, it shall be used to hold 
forth a Ohrist stripped of his divinity, his atoning 
power and everything bot an example of manhood 
worthy of our worship anrl imitation, then Vie must 
hesitate. And what are the indicatioos? Aside from 
the views of the Chancellor, as indicated by the ves­
per talk which is the subject of criticism, there are 
two pointers. At the dedication of the @pot, where 
the building is to be erected, letters endorsing the 
movement were read. Of these, seven in number, 
two were from U;itarians, one from Dr. Gordon 
quoted above and ooe from Bishop Huntington. 
Seven out of twelv8 couneellors were named who 
shall have charge of the theological part of this 
movement. Among these are Peof. Geo. Adam 
Smith, the higher critic; Prof. Shailer Matthews a 
disciple of Dr. Harper; Dr. Gordon already referred 
to and others whose leaning is strongly toward the 
New Theology. In neither case, nor in any of the 
distinctly religious work of this year, is there the 
name of a well known Presbyterian of acknowledged 
orthodoxy. There may be good reasons for this. I 
only speak of the facts. Personally I regret t:> call 
attention to theee things, but I believe they are facts 
our Presbyterian people ought to know. 

A REMINISCENCE OF 1840. 

BY SENEX. 

To all who are old enough to remember it, the 
political canvass which resulted in the election of 
General William Henry Harrison to the presidency, 
is memorable for the intense and pervasive excite_ 
ment that characterized it. An aged disciple who 
does thus remember it writes: 

I was teaching school that year in a small village. 
The postmaster, who had not baen known ae a relig­
ious man,said to me one day, "If all the Christians in 
this place should become as much enga~ed in religion 
ae they have been this fall in politics, there's not a 
sinner in town who could stand it." 

Before the winter was over it became a fact; the 
interest in religion did hecome aa general and as in­
tenEe as the interest in politics had been-as intense 
and as general as I have ever known in religion or 
politice, in allY community I've ever lived in. The 
means employed were plain and faithful preaching of 
the Gospel and personal effort to persuade impenitent 
men and women and the young to accept that Gospel 
and become followers of Christ. These etforts were 
accompanied with earnest and united prayer, in 
which Ohristians of the Baptist and Presbyterian 
churches were affectionately united. 

The postmaster was reminded of his earlier re­
mark to his young friend the schoolmaster. 

"Yes," said he, "I remember saying that, and 'tis 
true. We can't stand it; we've got to be converted or 
else quit the place-every man of us." 

My attention has been called to an article in the 
Christian Observer on the above topic. Also to a quo­
tation from a similar article in the Herald and Pres­
byter, and a quotation and editorial in the Presbyte­
rian MesNcnger reflecting upon these correspondents. 
At first thought this seems to be a mlltter of no con­
cern to Presbyterians or Presbyterian papers. The 
assembly is not a Presbyterian institution. In tlie 
management of the O. L. S. C. or the Ohautauqua 
platform, Presbyterians have no voice or responsibil­
ity. In the business manllgement but few Presbyte­
rian!! are in any way concerned. So that from this 
standpoint onr M. E. brethren might well say to us, 
"Hands off; this is no concern of yours." But when 
we remember that the gates are thrown open wide 
and Presbyterian patronage earnestly solicited ; and 
when we recall the further tact, as shown by the an­
nual registry, that there are more Presbyteriane in 
attendance than from any other denomination, it 
does become a matter of concern to us, what port of 
teaching is found there. We may not dictate to the 
management, but we may call the attention of Pres-' 
byterianB to dangerous elements if they exist. With 
reference to the statements of Bishop Vincent and 
his denial permit me to say, with all deference to the 
Christian Advocate and Pre8byterian 1Jfessenger, the 
bishop's denial ie too indefinite to count for much. 

But this incident is only one indication of Chau­
tauqua broadness. The names of those who teach in 
the biblical department of the Chautauqua schools, 
are, with one or two exceptions soon recognized as 
t,he apostles of the higher criticism. Dr. W. R. Har­
per's position is well known. This department hilS 
for a number of years been under his direction, and 
the former teachers are giving way to kindred spirits. 
of his Relection. Had it entered in to the though t of 
the writer to have said anything upon this subject, 
this entire page might have been filled with quota­
tions which I would not dare make from memory, 
which would be disapproved by the orthodox of every 
denomination. Prominent on the platform was one 
who gave utterance to many noble thoughts, but who 
revealed the trend of his teaching by the statement, 
referring to certain of Paul's epistles which he bad 
named, "These books which we now use as the Word oj 
God were originally only the letters of a pastor to his 
congregation." (Italics mine,) He might not go so 
1ar, though the expression hints at it, as another 
prominent ChautauquaD, also on the platform this 
year, who said to me in private conversation, in sub­
stance, (I cannot quote the exact words), "we could 
take from the religious literature of to-day, selections 
which would be as much the word of God, and as val­
uable as a rule of life as these books [the Bible] orig­
inally were." In the Chautauquan of February, 1896, 
we find among other remarkable statemente, from the 
pen of Dr. Geo. A. Gordon, this: "The moment that 
the traditional theology is utilized in developing en­
thusiasm for foreign missions, tbat moment the con­
science of the bsst men turns away from the dismal 
business. • • • The fact that the mi~Bionary work 
of the churches was founded upon the old theology, 
is no reason why it should be con tinued upon that 
basis." I could multiply instances, but apace will 
not permit. 

It is true the management disclaims endorsement 
of the statements of its speakers and writers. It is 
true they proclaim that the Chautauqua platform is 
broad enough. ihat any and every fa ith shall have a 
hearing; and look forward to a time when not only 
higher criticism, evolution and Swedenborgianism, 
as this year, shall be presented; but when an intelli­
gent presentation of Buddhism and other oriental 
faiths ehall be made. But this is not our concern. 
We are not trying the management for hel·esy. We 
are only questioning whether it is longer a safe place 
for Presbyterians to congregate. Whether the New 
Theology is not being systematically, though Quietly 
disseminated? Whether the breadth has not wid­
ened till it is all broadness, and there is no more 
room for the old faiths. Whether we who delight to

The chilling blasts of winter are here and 
the season has come when a thougbtful 
"consideration of the poor" is absolutely 
necessary. To say nothing of moral obli­
gation, the common instincts of our hu­
manity should lead the church at large to 
help the Board ot Home Missions to fill the 
coal bins, the granaries, aud the larders of 
our Home Misslouaries. Even if they bave 
not ren!1ered a full Equivalent Jor all tbat is 
due them long ~ince, a proper consideration 
of preswt n!ed demands that tbey should 
have speedy relief. Overdrawn bauk ac· 
counts, unpaid grocer's Qnd butcber's bills 
for tbe necessities of life are now causing 
more suffering than even the biting bla.!! of 
winter. 

By far the keenest suffering wbich comes 
to a sensitive soul is to be placed in the 
midst of surroundings where, after the best 
has been done which is known to be done, 
misconstruction of motive and conduct, be­
cause of misunderstanding and a partial 
'Jiew of all the facts in the case, becomes 
the occasion for covert attacks upon reputa­
tion and service. The fact is f~at vast num­
bers of str;]ggling and hard working people 
are made to reap bitter harvests w hose seEds 
tither hands halit sown and not their own. 
How much better and more Ohrist-Iike it is 
to give to everyone that "charity which 
thinketh no evil." If all men, everywhere, 
would thus do, a vast amount of unnecess­
suffering would be done away with in this 
world. 

It is Lo be noted in many places tbat Lhere 
Is a more tban usual thoughllulness all the 
part of God's people as to the great need of 
a mighty outpourin/l: o! G"d's Spirit upon 
the chnrcb to bring about a gUlUioe revival 
of reli/lion. It is to be hoped that this is a 
precursor 01 a helter state of thin;::ij in the 
church. If this seriousness and thought­
fulness shall result in quickening the 
"drooping graces" of God's children und 
lead to Ii greater indivillual consecration in 
time, service aud subst.anc~, tbere is no 
doubt but that God bas great hlessiugs in 
store for His ch urch. 

May we not hope that this ~pirit shall 
deepen, everywbere, into such hnmihntioD, 
prayer and new consecratioa tbut God will 
be pleased to give U8 a n~ighty revival 
throughout lhe whole church.

We congratnlate 
the older and stronger Synods in their ad­
vanced position in wealth and influence and 
in their ability Lo increase the amount 
necessBry to enl8r~e the workwitbin their 
respective bonnds; but to thoee of us who 
are in the midst 01 a work where the battle 
for existence wages as it did in these older 
Synods iO or 50 years ago, it has seemed, at 
least, tbat it would ha,"e been a gracious 
thing lor the whole ehUl'ck to huve joined 
hl\ntls and lifted the Board of Home Mis­
siom out of ita precent great debt, before 
entering new and nntried fi.elds, however 
mnch they may promise for th!: future. If 
this embarras8pd condition of lbe Board is 
to continue, there is no doubt uut that 
many hopeful and important new and need· 
ed enLerprises on the frontier, now "cut to 
the quick" by the condition of the Board, 
will, of necellsity, have to be abandoned and 
left to the tender mercies or the "Prince of 
the powers of the air." So fllr as in us Ii e~ 
oug!.!t we not to payoff the present debt, 
remove the obstacles whicb, if continued It 

year or two more, will resnlt in the death 
of many churches, and then we will be pre­
pared to enler upon new aud larger fields of 
conquest ror the Master? 

If this new west is ever Lo attain tue po­
sitiou of the present splendid Synods ea~t of

THE BOARD'S J1ETHOD OP RE­
TRENCHnENT. 

lIY D J M, MILLAN, D D. 

There are two ways to get out of debt. 
One is to increase t he receipts, the other is 
to reduce expenditures. The Board of 
Home Missions is following both ways, and 
in doing so is careflllly following the in­
structiona of the last General Assembly. 
Those in structions are found on page 51 of 
the minutes of 1896. article No.2. under 
reco mmendation 2. and are as follows: 
"Tbat t he board at the beginning of the 
fiscal year require of each Presbytery, 
through its Home Mission Oommittee, a 
careful, conscientious and conservative es­
timate 01 tbe least total amount necessary 
to aid the home mission churches within 
it, bounds. Tbis estimate shall give in de­
t.il lbe amount nquired tor eacb cburcb, 
answering all other questions required by 
the board." 

The board issued to each Presbytery a 
blank form lor this purpose aud received 
tbe information at the beginning 01 the 
fiscal year. Indeed the board antiCipated 
tbe action of the General Assembly three 
years. eagh year receiving tbls information 
upon which it has ba'ed the estimates for 
the year following. 

'fhe instructions of the General Assem­
bly proceed as follows: "Tile board shall 
then communicate to the presbyterial com­
mittee the maximum total amount of it is 
able to grant the churcbes ot the Presby­
tery, and the presbyterial committee shall 
then make final apportionment 'among the 
churches not exceeding the amount granted 
by the board, and this dietribution shall be 
recogDlzed as final by the board." 

The board communicated to the presby­
terial committees the maximum totlll 
amount it was able to grant to the churches 
of tbe Presbyteries by means of its circular 
letter dated June 15 an:l16. In that letter 
the maximum grant was placed st 10 per 
cent. below that which the bcnrd granted 
during the previous year, and the exact. 
amount was given in each case. The sev­
eral preebyteries were reminded that their 
apportionment would b-e final in aCIJord­
ance with the General Assembly's imtrnc­
tions. 

A strong influence was hronght to besr 
upon the board Irom various parts of the 
country to make the cut 20 per cent. instead 
of 10 per cant. This the board declined to 
do, tbinking 10 per cent. was as much as 
the churches could bear. In the circular 
letter to the presbyterial committees the 
board expressly stated: "In making such a 
reduction it is the earnest desire of the 
board to adjust the reduction so as to ac­
complish the best possible results Ilnd to 
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make the burden as light and as equable as 
possible, and so as to shield the missiona­
ries from suffering. Let the burden tall 
upon the cilurches rather than upon the 
missi01~arit$.' , 

The board bas not cut a single salary. 
The apportionment is left entirely to the 
presbyteries to adj ust. It may be nece&­
aary for the presbyteries to group churches 
more widely, and to suspend such work ae 
will bear suspending, but it is hoped tbat 
no missionary will be compelled to suffer a 
reduction of his salary. The cause of pres­
ent suffering is not insnfficient salary, but 
is tbe delay of payments which is almost 
equivalent to a decrease in salary, for the 
miSSionary must purchase supplies on a 
credit at disadvantage, or borrow money at 
high rate of interest. Winter is coming on, 
missionaries must provide food and cloth­
ing, and in some ca~es better shelter. Will 
not their friends evetywhere who contrib­
ute either large or small sums, respond 
promptly? Don't wait. Send what you 
bave and let the rest come later. Money 
does not remain in our treasury a single 
day.

Dtar 8ir8;-Your Circular regarding the 
"llourse on Oomparati~e Religions", is be­
fore me. With all reasonable deference to the 
intellectual standing of those in charge of 
this plan, I whol1y dissent from the wiEdolll 
ot such a plan. I looked upon the Parlia· 
ment of Jieligions as casting the pearl of 
Obristianity before the swine of Heatben­
ism. It was an irretrievable betrayal of 
Ohrist's cause-producing Infidelity at home 
and dishonoring Ohristianity in theheatheu 
world. "Oomparative Religions" cannot in­
clnde Bible religion, witbout a compromise 
which God's Word resents from Genesis to 
Revelation. Solomon tried it "and the 
Lord was angry with Solomon, because his 
heart was turned away from the Lord God 
of Israel", 1 Kings 11:9. God a~serts his 
pre·eminence and sovereignty, all through 
his Word, and no comparison is possible 
without compromising this claim. I can­
not express my view of such a proposal in 
better terms thau those of the great Spur­
geon, when he says: "I bate the science of 
Oomparative Theology. I know hut one 
God and all the rest are idols. I hate tbe 
comparison of sacred books. I know of 
only One, and all the rest are preten!1ers."

Hence 
tbe Ohristian, knowing only one religion, 
knows none, and. must be in hopeless dark­
ness. Undouht.edly the Hebrew prophets 
made a great mistake, in that they did not 
urj1;e the people to study the religions 01 
nations about theml And Paul would 
have done well to have counseled a more 
systematic study of the various religions­
and there were a good many of them-tol­
erated in the empire. It is no~ that scholars 
should not sl udy the various heathen relig­
ions a8 a part of history; it is the exalting 
ot heathen religions and the degradation 
of Ohristianity to the same level that wlll 
be disastrous to those whom this association 
may enlist. They profess the greatest lib­
erality. "Oontroversy," they say, "will 
not be permitted." "Jew and Obristian, 
Oatholic and Protestant, Presbyterian and 
Methodist, .Brahmin, Buddhist, Parsee I!.nd 
Oonlucian, can pursue the study of the dif­
ferent religions in the same University As­
sociation Oeuter in the spirit which ruled 
the assembed representatives of the relig­
ions of the world in the Paraliament of Re· 
ligions at Ohicago in 1893." It is evident 
that Association puts all on a level. The 
Presbyterian is ss good 8S Buddhist, and 
tbe Oonfucian is as good as the Methodist. 
The ctudent will probably in tbe end come 
to the concl usion that all religions are per-
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baps good for the unenllghtened;-Chris. 
tianity, the best, but none very important; 
and for himself, he needs only a formal sort 
of reverence. Tht! students of this course 
will never be the men to help win the world 
to Christianity. .... 
"IAN MACLAREN'S" THEOLOGY.

The frequency with which the name of 
Rev. Jobn Watson (Ian Maclaren) just now 
finds its way into print, gives special signi· 
ficance to the religious views he is propa· 
gating. Dr. Watson is a Presbyterian, and 
the question arises: Has the stauMh old 
Scotch Presbyterian theology passed into 
the penumbra of the "Bonnie Brier Bush?" 
Are the two theologies yoke·fellows? In a 
recent sermon the author of the brilliant 
"Brier Bush" theology pays a high tribute 
to Zlcchaeus and rescues the valiant 
Jericho publican from the limbo of the old 
theology and the interpretation of the great 
scholars. "Zacchaeus was forced into a 
business in which he bad no heart." He 
evidently never was a had man, according 
to this preacber, as he nobly paid back all 
that he had wrongfully taken. "He was 
wailing for some one to come and take him 
by the hand," and show him the good there 
was in him. The Pharisees "had formed 
their opinions of him at a distance." It 
was the remembrance of a "shady transac_ 
tion" when "he had not treatM his second 
cousin right," and they hold that against 
him. "Some have wonderful memories of 
their neighbor's former life." 

"Faith in man begins in his infancy. It 
grows as he grows, and it becomes stronger 
the longer he lives." Is it possible that 
such teaching is given as Presbyterian and 
scriptural? That man becomes better the 
longer he lives in sin and without Ohrist? 
Or is it that all men do have Ohrist', are 
Ohristians, and only need development? 
Thus Christ did not teacl,. But here we 

...,.- ~ have it; "The child has implIcit confidence 
in his father, and we say it reaches Us cul­
miuation when the maD puts his trust in 
woman, but it becomes most sublime when 
he believes in God." Has each faith, "con­
fidence in his father," "trust in woman," 
and "faith in God," the power of salvation? 
It would seem that man is simply growing 
more sublime and that is the process of 
salvation. 

''If you teach me that man is a low, dis­
reputable being without any reliance in 
his word or his character, you have de­
stroyed my faith in society and in God." 
So then his faith io God depends npon the 
goodness there is in man and his truthful­
ness. His faith takes the wings of the wind 
when God charges upon man that "there is 
none righteous, no not one;" "there is none 
that seeketh after God;" "their throat is an 
opeu sepulchre," etc. Perhaps that is one 
of the by-gones; men are not like that now, 
they have "culminated" in a "sublime 
faith in God." "Let every man be true 
and God a liar," is the theology for to-day. 

"This is not a bad world" cries the 
preacher. No indeed, you must not offend 
the taste of good society by any such im­
putation. No, for "the good felt in man is 
the real self, and I have as much right to 
8ssume that the good will triumph as the 
bad." Rightly named an "allBumption" 
and a bold assumption directly against the 
word of God, "Believe in a man and show 
him that you do, and the chances are that 
you will make a man out of him." Is this 
Christ's Gospel? God wants the "new man" 
"created in Christ Jesus." Is the above 
conversion, regeneration, salvation, Gos­
pel? No. Such filmy stuff meets its death, 
vanishes into nothing under the breath of 
Christ. Worse thau carobs to a starving, 
perishing BOul under the guilt of sin.

STRAY SALE DAY IN TEXAS.

In my travels in the South nothing has 
impressed me as more unique than "stray 
sale day." On the first Monday of each 
month, long before business hours, there 
may be seen covered wagons, with horses 
tied behind tbem, and men on horseback 
leading all sorts and ages of horses and 
mules going to the nearest county-seat. A 
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few of these are really strays and according 
to a statnary proviSion, when nnclaimed, 
are to be sold to the highest bidder. But 
by far the larger part are a moUy set of 
trading stock brought together hy Gypsies, 
Mexicans and professional horse-traders­
and a motley set it is-of old and young, 
large and small, fat and lean, fast and slow, 
lame and blind, distempered and wind­
broken, fistulaed and sore backed and J:ub­
bed shoulders. They occupy a place near 
the court house, and by the time it is ten 
O'clock there is an acre or more of men and 
horses in such a mass, one can scarcely 
make his way through. That is about the 
hODE when the sale begins. Tbe auctioneer 
mounts a wagon and begins his characteris­
tic description of anything that is bronght 
to him. Not only do they sell horses and 
mules and cattle, but guns and pistols, 
watches and clocks, furniture and clothing 
and whatever else one may have to dispose 
ot. As the day wears on the watermelon 
man, the colored lemonade man, the kintea­
scope man, the hot-tomola man, the hokey­
pokey man, and others join the crowd, 
and the noise ot the tumult ascends up to 
heaveu and can be heard afar off. The 
most of these are regular fakers and come 
to buy and sell and get gain. At their 
hands the intricacies of horse trading does 
not grow any less formidable to the inex· 
perienced, nor their reputation for truth. 
fulness any more praiseworthy. However 
they always afford a means of diversion to 
the uninitiated and always have new fea­
tures of entertaiument. 

SYNOD OF INDIAN TERRITORY, 

Synod of Indian Territory conveued in 
the First Presbyterian church of the South 
McAlester, Oct. 22, 1896, at 7:30 p. m., and 
was opened with a sermon by Rev. W. R. 
King, retiring moderator from Matt. 6:9. 
"The Fatherhood of God," Rev. Eugene 
Hamilton of Cimarron Presbytery was elect­
ed moderator, lind Revs. W. E. G~aham and 
F. W. Hawley, temporary clerks. 

The routine work of Synod occupied the 
greater part of the first day. Reports of 
Committees on the various Boards 01 the 
church showed that commendable work 
was being done along allUnes. Rev. W. R. 
King presented his third annual report as 
Synodical Missionary which was tull ot in­
teresting facts and thoughtful suggestions. 
In 1887 Synod began its existence with 
three Presbyteries, 24 ministers, 40 churches 
and 1279 communicants. Now there are 
four Presbyteries, 54 ministers, 101 ch urches 
and 33.55 communicants. Last year 777 new 
members were added, 483 on examination 
and 294 by letter. The contributions to all 
causes the last year averaged $7.06 per memo 
ber, an increase of $1.06 per mem ber over 
the year before. In closing, Brother King 
resigned his work as Synodical Missionary, 
because at the urgent request of the Home 
Board he had accepted the presidency of 
Henry Kendall College at Muecogee, I. T. 

The following resolution was unanimous­
ly adapted, the brethren all standing. "In 
accepting the resignation ot Rev. W. R. 
King, our Synodical Missionary, we desire 
to place on record onr hearty appreciation 
of his labors for the past three years, his 
zeal in pushing the work of the church, and 
his courtesy to the brethren; aud we pray 
that the blessings of God may be with him 
and his family in his Dew field of labor." 

Rev. F. W. Hawley, was then elected as 
his successor, where upon Brother King, in 
a few well chosen words pointed out to the 
Synod Borne of the trials, difficulties and re­
sponsibilities of the position of Synodical 
Missionary, and bespake for the newly 
elected missionary the cordial support of all 
the brethren through their sympathy, co­
operation and prayers. Brother Hawley 
has for four years and a half been pastor of 
the Oklaboma City church, and enters upon 
the work of Synodical Missionary with a 
good knowledge of the field and the work 
before him. 

Rev. Theo. Bracken, was indorsed as Syn­
odical Sunday·school Missionary, to labor 
within our bounds in connection with his 
work in the Synod of Kansas, until the 
Board of Publication and Sunday-school 
work can send us a Missionary for full time. 

Friday afternoon from 4 to I) o'clock 
Synod nnited with the Ladies' SOCiety in ~ 
very delightful service. "The Christian 
Endeavor Hour". Friday evening was also 
given iuto the hands of the Ladies for their 
Popular Meeting. 

Saturday afternoon was devoted to a Pop­
ular Meeting. The following subjects were 
discussed. "The church and the Sabbath­
school", by Rev. John Mordy. "The 
Ohurch and Women's Societies", by Mrs. 
A. R. Home. "The Self-Support of Church­
es", by Rev. E. Hamilton. "The Holy 
Spirit in Church Work". by Rev. F. W. 
Hawley. Saturday evening and all day 
Sabbath morning, afternoon and evening, 
were devoted to special religious and devo­
tional exercises. And thus ended one of 
the most pleasaut sessions that the Synod 
of Indian Territory has ever held. Through­
out a most excellent spirit was mauife3t, 
and the brethren return to their work as­
snred that it was good to be there, and we 
who remain have pleasant memories of 
their presence and helpful words, and shall 
be inspired to great diligence through the 
influence they have left behind. 

Synod adjourned to meet with the Pur­
cell church in the Cimarron Presbytery, on 
the 4th Thursday in October. 1897 at 7:30 p. 
m. E. E. MATHES, S. O.

In view of the recent sensational killing 

of a Germau workman by an army officer, 
the following word Irom Germany is start­
ling: According to the Tageblatt, Emperor 
William, while recently speaking to an offi. 
cers' gatheling, advised them to do their 
drinking lU their own mess rooms, and not 
to venture into public places at the risk of 
rows when they were "tipsy." But if they 
were attacked, they should not hesitate to 
use their arms "This statement," says 
the London Mail dispatches, "increases in­
dignatio!l and radical members of thl! 
Reichstag pronounce it an incitement to 
mauslanghter." 

• • • 
The United States war department is 

taking time by the forelock iu the matter 
of Florida coast defenses. This is indicated 
by the great activity now displayed in tak­
iug measures to protect the coast cities of 
Florida. For two weeks men have been 
working night and day on the defense of 
Pensacola harbor, aud the work Is so far 
completed that the city is practically safe 
from a hostile fleet. On Santa Rosa Island 
immense batteries of disappearing modern 
guns have been pnt in, and l!'orts Pickens 
and Barrancas have been strengthened. 
The entrance to the harbor is also protected 
by torpedoes, which cau be exploded by 
electricity. Jacksonville, it seems, is to be 
protected in a similar manner, for a promi­
nent contractor -received a telegram from 
the war department at WaShington inquir­
ing if he could do certain work at the 
mouth of the St. John river inside of sixty 
days. The contractor is reticent as to the 
exact nature of the work, but it is known 
that the war department contemplates the 
fortification of the mouth of the river, so as 
to preven t a hostile fleet from reaching 
Jacksonville.

The Manitoba school question, which has 

more than once threatened a disruption of 
Canadian federation, has been settled on 
terms which it is believed will be sufficient­
ly satisfactory to both sides to put an end 
t9 the controversy. Following are the 
main features of the terms of settlement 
which has been accepted by the Manitoba 
govcrnment and will be embodiecl shortly 
i~ an" act .o~ the Legi~lature of that body, 
VIZ.: RehglOus teachmg is to be conduct­
ed in the. public schools (1) if authorized by 
a resolutLOn passed by a majority of school 
trustees, or (2) if a petition be presented to 
the Board of School Trustees askjng for re­
ligious t~DcLing and signed by the parent 
or guardians ot at least ten children IIttend_ 
iog the school in a rural district, or by the 
pa~ents or guar~iau9 of at least twenty-five 
chl1~rel1 altendlUg schools in a city, town 
or Village. School work of a purely secu_ 
lar character will occupy the whole of the 
school, except the last half hour, when ~lle 
reprcscutative ot any religious denollliDa_ 
tion will be allowed to come in Rnd instruct 
the childr~n belonging to his denomina_ 
tion, prOVided t~e parents are willinc to 
have tbem remalD. In cases where the 
pcople decide not to have this religiotl,! m­
strucLiun the ~6gull1r school work will-go 
on until the clo~ of the school hOlirs."

I want to visit 
the famom shrine of Petetian, where there 
is a wonder-working image of Christ, to 
which pilgrimages are made trom all parts 
of Mexico, One of the roads to it passes a 
ranche where we have members, and they 
distribute tracts and talk with the pilgrims.

So I went when 
there were few in the church and started on 
my knees from the door. I so timed my 
arrival at the image that tbere were none in 
the church.

Bact Marrio!7'B.-The Bible faithfulJy por­
trays the cbaracters of great men. It tells 
us ot their whaknesses and follies as plain­
ly as of their virtues. Solomon had great 
weaknesses. One was his passion lor a 
large harem and for foreign wives. God 
had commanded Israel not to interm arry 
'\'lith the Canaanitish nations. They were 
heatheIl and would be likely to corrupt his 
people by turning them away from Jebo­
vah to the worEhip of other gods. Wise as 
Solomon was, his loreign wives led him 
into great sin. 

It is usually very dangerons for a believ­
ing Christian to marry an unbeliever. It 
brings many temptations and terrible trials, 
if not backsliding in religion. The cases in 
which such a marriage brings the unbeliev­
ing hu sband or wile to a saving knowledge 
of Christ are proportionately so few as to 
make that hope a d~lusion to the faitbful 
Chrislian. 
It is also exceedingly unwise and danger­

ous to the peace of the home and the purity 
of thc cOllscience and the life, for persons of 
widely-divergent views in religion to iuter­
marry, 6ven when both parties may be

nominally Christian. Probably nothing 
haa brought severer trials to the heart and 
the home than the intermarriage of Prot­
estaut with Roman Catbolic. A mem ber of 
the latter com:nunion must put conscience 
and conduct in the keeping of the church, 
and hence the decision must be an iron one, 
made not by personal conviction, but by 
the officials of that church, usually bigoted, 
and upon the belief that none can be saved 
who are not papists or Romanists, no mat­
ter, how godly they may be or how truly 
they may trust in Jesus Christ. In like 
manner, any serious dillerence in faUh and 
creed will work alienatiou between husband 
and wife and the deepe9t sorrow in heart 
and bome. 

There is a vast amount of anguish bidden 
under the splendor of fine apparel and a 
splendid equipage- and home. as there was 
in Solomon'S palace. Much of it may 
spring from utter lack of religious princi­
ple, but much also comes from a diversity 
in beliefs and cond uct, known before mar­
riage, yet disregarded under the delusive 
hope that it would bring no unhappiness.

Not Ptrftct. Tbis has been interpreted 
both strictly and losely. It seems to de­
clare a partial or halt·hearted worsDip of 
Jehovah, a coldness in serving God, owing 
to the altractions of the worship of other 
gods. 

The singular form. of which 
the plural is Ashtarotb; a goddess of the 
Sidonians similar to Astarte and Aphrodite 
and Venus of the Greeks Rnd Romans. 
Her worship was associated with that 01 
Baal among the Phoonicians, an impure 
worship. A proof of a temple of tbis god­
dess has been discovered in an inscription 
found at Sidon some years ago. 

MUcont, or Malcom, see Htb. of Amos 1: 
15. Some regard this as a name lor Mol­
ech, see v. 7; but Ewald and Keil thInk 
tbey were names for different deities. It is 
more likely that the deity meant was the 
same, but the different names were intend­
ed to express sorue different characteristics 
or powers of the god. He was worshipped 
by the Ammonites. 

Chtmosh. The wO;'d is of uncertain mean­
ing. Some 88y it meant vanquisher. It 
was the name of a god of Moah, like Mars 
among the Romans, a god of war. 

StYange. This is usually taken to mean 
simply "foreign" wives. But the Hebrew 
suggests more; so it is suggested that it re­
fers to "unlawful" wives: the ideal being of 
one "lawful" wife. Compare Provo 5:20: 6: 
24,7:5. 

Rend. The figure is of a mighty warrior 
bolding a prize, which some mightier one 
takes from him with eaee. It is not merely 
division of power or posses~ion: it is taking 
it away. How much would be taken is 
elsewhere explained.

A OO!'lGRESS in the interest of"Liberal Religions" was 
held last week in Indianapolis, It was announced as 
an outgrowth of the Oongress of Religionfl held in 
connection with the World's :Fair at Ohicago, which 
was a sort of twin to the Parliament of Reli­
gions. A prayer was offered which was addI'eBsed 
to ttle "Infinite nearness of revealing reality." 
We wert! a little amused at the statement made 
in the Press reports at the opening of the meet­
ing, Speaking of one of the leading figures in the 
Congress and of his whilom notoriety, it WIlS men­
tioned that his libeml views in former years hlld 
1OJ'ced him out of an orthodox church "after a dis­
cUEsion that made him the chi0f figure of the country, 
theologically, for several weeks." (Italics ours,) That 
public fame which lasted "several weeks" is quite sig­
nificant, "As a flower of the field, eo he flourisheth." 
Heresy and a defiance of church rule and disregard of 
ordination vows have often made one quite a figure­
"for several weeks." ... 

MR. MOODY IN NEW YORK. 

Moody and Sankey are at work in New York. 
Preaching, and the "service of song" are tho twin 
lines of these eminent yoke-fellows. 011e item in,the 
re110rt of the opening meeting does not altogether 
pl('ase us, viz: "It is probable that the great major­
ity in the andience were church members, and the 
sermon of the evangelist was for these." Not that 
church members do not need preaching to. But as 
Paul said to the Corinthians in the matter of the 
Lord'a Supper, "Have ye not houses to eat and to 
drink in?" We would like to Bee Mr. Moody have 
more of a cbance at those who have no chur6h houees 
to assemble in, and no ministers and pastols, and 
prayer meeting circles, and Endeavor Societies, and 
church socials, and religiouD literature and the whole 
round of helpful Ohristian influences in an over­
whelwing sUI'feit. In our youthful days, N. P. 
Willis's Scripture poems were greatly read. We re­
call one which related the story of our Lord's healing 
a leper and which opened with the line: "Room for 
the leper, room." So we have often wished that in 
the rnsh and scramble for seats wherever "Moody 
meetings" are advertised, a decree could ring out­
Room for the churcblesl! classes, room for the "ignor­
ant and tbem that are out of the way", room for those 
of the Idghwaya and hedges. It Will! a touching wail 
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he impotent man made to our Lord, "while I am 
coming, another stepp&th down before me." And 
shall the well-dressed churcb members, already spir­
itually cared for and filled to repletion, step in before 
the more impotent ones, and seiza on all the seate, 
and make up an audience of select, congenial, trained 
Christian people, the same as a Fifth Avenue Sunday 
congregation to the exclusion, unintentional of 
course, of that class of hearers who used to "draw 
near" to Christ as he spoke and who "heard him 
gladly"? The fact,is that our II:reat evangelist to-day 
who is specially adapted to preach to those who are 
called "the masses" does not seem to be 11.110 wed to get 
at them as far aa might and should be the case. .. -. 

OUR READERS will recollect that some years since 
Oongress enacled a law forbiding the use of the Mails 
in all gambling and lottery enterprises. The Express 
companies then look the place largely of the mail 
facilities, and the business of "tickets" and "draw­
ings" was carried on by that medium of communica­
tion. Congress then, after another hard struggle, for­
bid that use of the Express corporations. There re­
mains now one more step necessary in order to break 
up tbis nefarious traffic-that is the UBe of the '] ele­
graph. There is now pending a bill, introduced by 
Mr. Gillette of Massachusetts, to protect State anti­
gambling laws from nullification through interstate 
gambling by telegraph, telephone, or otherwise, by 
extending to such gambling the penalties provided 
for interstate gambling by mail or express. The bill 
is in the hands of a eub-committee of which Mr. Gil­
lette is chairman. All Ohristian people are interested 
in the proposed meaSUl'e, and should be ready to do 
what lies in their power to promote its passage. 
Church congregations or public meetings can contri­
bute to this end by petition. Rev. W. F. Oraft~, of 
the R3iorm Bureau, 210 Delaware Ave., Washington, 
D, 0., suggests the following, with the hint that 
written forms of tbe petition are better than printed 
ones: 

The three petitions (let them be separate) addressed 
"To the U. S, Senate" should be sent in care of Hon. 
J. McMillan, or to your own Senator; the three ad­
dressed "To the U. S. House of Representatives," to 
Hon, J. W, Babcock, M. C., or to your own Oongl'es~­
man. Best of all to deliver it by a delegation at his 
home or send with influential letters. Form of peti­
tion, after address as given: "The undersigned earn­
estly petition your honorable body to" etc. 

To the people of Missouri it sbould be mentioned 
that two of their Congressmen, Messrs, !lurton and 
DeArmand, are members of the sub-committee which 
now has the bill in hand. 

FL11TH AND EFFORT. 

WHEN OUR Lord descended the Mount of Transfigu­
ration he Wllf! accosted by a distreseed fatber who laid 
before him the condition of his domoniac son. He 
had brought him to the disciples who were not able 
to cure him. When Jesus delivered the demoniac boy 
from his terrible affliction, the deciples inquired, 
"Why could not we cast him out?" The Lord's 
answerer was a of two-fold character: first their want 
of faith, and 8ccond, a failure to use the appropriate 
means. He told tbem that little faith, if genuine, 
could accomplish mementous results, but that this 
faith must be accompained by an industrious use of 
means. There is a disposition upon the part of cer­
tain minds to magnify at the expense of works,-to 
practically view faith as superseding the uee of 
means. Because through faith the walls of Jericho 
fell down, the Israelites thought it would be an easy 
matter to capture Ai. But their discomfiture taught 
them that a presumptuous or indolent reliance upon 
faith would practically avail them no more than a 
wan t of faith. 

While we should not overestimate the difficulties 
which lie in the pathway of Christian effort, yet they 
should not be underestimated. Our Lord represents 
Satan as a strong man armed, keeping bis house, 
who will not go out, and part with his goods without 
a struggle. And this is the struggle in which we are 
all engaged. Our prayers ascend that God's kingdom 
may come, but every advance that kingdom makes is 
the result of hard, aggressive, self-denying work. 
Times of refreshing from the presence of the Lord 
are coveted, but they do not come in response to the 
desire of a languid or naked faith. "The kingdom of 
God suffereth violence, and the violent take it by 
force." These times of refreshing await not the beck 
of an evangelist, they come not as the effect of the 
preacher, though he may have the tongne of an 
angel;~they come in response to the cburch's travail 
at the mercy seat. They come baptized with the 
tears, instinct with the wrestlings of God's people. 

The very words of the Saviour imply that success 
will crown earnest effort. "This kind goeth not out 
but by prayer and fasting," but it goes out as the re-
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suIt of euch effort. Here is a sphere for the operation 
of faith, but it is faith accompained by the use of 
means. Faith may see the gospel carried to the na­
tions of the earth, but the realization of this involves 
toil, eelf-s8crifice, much prayer, and the laying of our 
substance upon God's altar. Faith may eee sinners 
turning from darkness to light and from the power of 
Satan unto God, but this delightful consummation is 
usually brought about by earnes twork and fervent 
prayer upon the part of Christian people. Faith ap­
propriates the promise, and by works its fulfillment is 
wrougbt out. In Christian service we should be care­
not to separate faith and works; we should beware of 
giving undue prominence to either; in God's account 
they stand upon an equal footing; one is of no service 
without the other. 

PASTOR OF TEE PARISH. 

Under the above title the B elfast Witness discourses 
opportunely and wisely. It seeks to call attention to 
the often forgotten fact that a minister is not a mere 
preacher of sermons, but a pastor of souls. It ex­
presses the fear that there are men In all the churches 
who feel themselvel! out of sympathy with close pas_ 
toral work and who cultivate other lines which they 
preier, while the congregation languishes. "In Eng­
land it is notorious," the Witness remarks, "and the 
subject of" much remark, that in many places the 
Nonconformist minister conducts the Sunday services, 
and is never seen or heard throughout the week; or at 
best he conducts his own congregational prayer meet­
ing, etc., but takes no part in what is called 'working 
the parish,' makes no effort to influence outsiders, to 
enlist the young, to reach the unattached working­
men, to promote the general good of the people. In 
Scotland in all the three great Presbyterian churches, 
with only a few bright exceptions, the minister is a 
'clergyman' rather than a pastor, and parish work is 
neg:ected to a fearful extent, so that hundreds of 
families are left to grow up in ignorance and careless­
ness." It directs attention to the many moral and 
spiritual needs of men and women aa individuals the 
work for whom can only be privately done, and only 
best done by them who have the "cure of souls," It 
makes a serious charge, but one which it will do to 
reflect upon, whether in this country or in Great 
Britain, that most of the very numerous committee 
meetings and the public platform meetings are "pure 
waste of ministel'ial time, and a public religious nuis­
ance;" that the cry in every parish is for more pastoral 
work. "The people say, 'our minister preaches the 
gospel, but we hav~ not heard him pray in our house 
for a year, two years, possibly three years past.' . We 
have heard one wail that the minister had not dark­
ened their door for four yeara. Thera is surely a 
screw loose where such complaints can be trllly 
made." 

In the wearine.s of, or loss of confidence in, some 
of the methods whicb have been largely followed of 
late years in the churches, and belletting the thought 
that souls can be touched and guided only as we suc­
ceed in massing the people together in "meetings," 
we would like to see more attention given to the prac­
tice of dealing with the individual personally. 
Much of our Lord's ministry was in the way of pri­
vate and personal in terviews. The Apostle Paul 
taught "from house to house," as well as publicly; 
and he bids the brethren of Thessalonica remember 
how he dealt with everyone 01 them or "each one" 
as the Revised Version has it The sermon is 
only one of a number of co-operating forces in the 
pastorate. People are to be looked up, loof:ed after 
and overlooked. John Wesley used to say that 
"thou~h a man preach like an angel, he will neither 
collect nor preserve a society that is collected, with­
out visiting them from house to house." And it was 
Dr. Chalmers who gave us the aphorism, "A house­
going minister makes a church-going people". 

Richard Baxter in his "Reformed Pastor" says he 
seldom dealt with men alone without their going 
away with some seeming convictions and promises of 
new obedience, and that he 10und an ignorant sot 
would l!;et more knowledge and remorse of conscience 
in half-an-hour's close conversation than he did in 
ten years preaching. An old book on rhetoric illus­
trates the sable advantage by saying one is more like­
ly to fill narrow-mouthed bottles by taking them 
singly by the hand and pouring water into thtlm than 
to put them together and pOllr water upon the whole 
collection. 

We are indebted to the paper above referred to for 
a touching little anecdote showing how the true paator 
feels the burden of soule laid upon him: One such, a 
Scotch Minister of the best type, being sleepless one 
nigbt, his wife asked him what was the matter. He 
replied. "0 woml\n, there are six hundred souls in my 
parish, and I am afraid it is not well with some of 
them." 
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OUR PHILADELPHIA LETTER. 

The celebration of the 150th anniversry of the college of 
New J ersey and its aSBumption of the name of Princeton 
University enlisted a very wide interest in this vicinity. 
The address of President Patton on the connection of re­
ligion with education was a fiLting topic lor its opening ex­
ercises and the most ardent wish of those who love Prince_ 
ton b~st, will be that nothing will turn the institution from 
the position that it has held in the past. Prot. W. Wilson's 
admirable exposition of the service it rendered the country 
under the administration of Witherspoon was remarkable 
for its truth and moderation of assertion, and is a good 
companion paper tor his articles in Harper's on Washing­
ton. President Cleveland's address was deserving of the 
place and his office. Theee three addresses marked the 
new epoch in the institution, and will no doubt help the 
University to the realization of its enlarged plans. AlI 
lovers of sound piety and learning will pray God, that the 
services of the past, may be but a guide and harbinger of 
enlarged nsefulness in the future. 

THE EVANGELIOAL ALLIANOE OJ' PHILAnELPHIA. 

The presidential election, with its excitements has passed. 
It has not been allowed to interfere with the preparations 
making for the evangelization of the whole city. There is 
good reason to hope that nothing will enlist public atten­
tion more during the winter than religion. In occordance 
with the general Bcheme. the three last weeks of November 
are occupied with special religious services in each of the 
twenty sections into which the city has been divided. Then 
services are conducted by chosen evangelists and are now 
going forward with marked interest. At the same time, 
house to house visitations are made, by which it is ex_ 
pected that every family and person in the city will be 
reached. The month of December will be devoted to more 
general services, the central one of which will be conduct_ 
ed by Moody, after which, the hope is intertained that 
every particular church will be OCCupied with its own field 
for the rest of the winter. There is an encouraging sign in 
the larse attendance at the meetings that much fruit will 
be gathered. May the dispensation of the gospel be 
marked by the occnrrence of l'entac09tal ingatherings­
and we pray that Phlladelphia may experience a genfral 
outpowering of the Holy Spirit, that shall work a perman­
ent spiritual regeneration of the community. May re­
vIvals spread over the whole landl 

UNIVERSITY EXPLORATIONS. 
Prof. Heilprecht, of the University 01 Pennsylvania, has 

returned from the Valley of the Euphrates with new spoils. 
In 1888, this institution, with a fund 01 $70.000 sent an ex­
pedition thither, which has been so successful that its 
museum became one of the richest in the world in cunei­
form tablets. Prof. Heilprecht has lately unearthed the 
remains of the city of Nippur, and made, as he thinks, 
substantial additions to the history of the ancient East. 
He h~s had exceptional advantages, by reason of an ap­
pointment from the Turkish government, for the arrange­
ment of an archiological collection in Constantinople; 
He asserts that the tablets he brings, give knowledge of 
kings more ancient than any herelofore known to cuni­
form scholars. We watch these explorations with great 
interest tor the service they have rendered in the defense 
of the Old Testament against the assumptions of the 
modern school of higher criticism. The clay tablets of 
the monnd ofthe Valley of the Euphates, have since the 
days of Lyard, reconstructed the history of these lands, 
Grote's Greece, published before them, showed how little 
was known from classical authors, before their discovery. 
Dates are fixed, and the ancient civilization is unearthed to 
such an extent that we may possess a history as complete 
and well established as that of Greece and Rome. And 
the result already reached have only confirmed the Bible 
record. A thorough study of them, only markes us more 
certain of the truth of God's word. 

SItORETARYSHIP DKCLINED. 
The annonncement was made, sometime ago, that Rev. 

Geo. B. Stewart, D. D., of Market Square Church, Harris­
burg, Pa. had been chosen as the successor of Rev. W. C. 
Cattell, D. D. secretary of the fund for the Disabled Minis­
ters. Dr. Stewart has decided the apPOintment. The dis­
appointment is great, but it is not inexpliable. The labor 
of the pastor, in his Important charge in the captial of the 
State, are so successful that the decision of Dr. Steward 
finds ready explanation. This decifion markes the pros­
pect of usefulness in that position more inviting. It is 
not many years since Market Equare Church was the only 
one in Harrisburg whfre there are now eight. It is a 
daughter of the early church of the I'fixlon boy's and Rev. 
John Elder its early pastor was an important person in the 
history of church and state. The daughter has long since 
outgrown the mother, though the latter is still vigorous. 

PRESBYTERY OF PHILADELPHIA. 

The Presbytery of Philadelphia met on Nov. 2nd, and 
was occupied with matters of local interest, showing that 
the winter promises much success. 

The Ohambers Church on Broad St. will be consolidated 
with the Wylie Memorial church at Broad and Spruce 
streets. The only buildiDg of the former will pe sold for 
$500,000 and a new churCh erected on the site of the latter. 
Dr. Thos. A. Hoyt is to be pastor of the consolidated 
church at a salary of $6.000 and Dr. Wylie becomes 
Emerites pastor with $2500.00 salary. The combined 
will number over 600 members. 

The Bouth Broad St. Church recently organized was en­
joined from building on the lot purchased. because of the 
remonstrance of a Baptist Ohurch adjoining it, separated 
only by an alley of three feet and a half. The former 
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church has already secured another site, and laid its 
corner stone. A committee of Presbytery was appointed 
to secure the new church against lOBS by reason of the 
injunction. . 

Rev. John Graham accepted the call of the East Park 
Church in the Northern part of the city, where he has 
been success rul in gatheriog a new church. 

Rev. A. Kennedy Oaswell, at West Tioga St. preached in 
the same section . of the city, has galhfred a congregation, 
and is busy with the erection of a bnilding, in which a new 
ch urch is soon to be organized. 

THE BOARD OF' HOlLE MIESIONS. 

The condition of this treasury appeals to the church for 
necessary help. Business is expected to revive since the 
election and it is to be hoped that it will enlarge the con­
tributions to its treasury. The attention of the churches 
in the Synod of Pennsylvania is concentrated upon its own 
Sustentation sOheme, which needs enlarged contributions. 
But it is to be hoped that this will not prevent liberality in 
the other direction. 

THE WITHERSPOON BUILDING. 
The tall steel frame of the new building has reached its 

lDtended height. Its gaunt skeleLon reaches so far sky­
ward that it arrest the attention of the passer by, and 
points to the enlargement of !Ls publication work. On 
Saturday, Oct. 24th ult., the corner-stone was laid with ap­
propriate ceremony. Hon. Robt. N. Wilson. president cf 
the Board of Publication outlined the history of the board. 
~'lts germ is to be (ound in all overtures sent to the Synod 
of Philadelphia in October, 1833, for the formation 01 a 
tract society and for the dissemination of Calvinistic litera­
ture. In 1835 four tracts and an edition of the Shorter 
Catechism was published. In 1838 the General Assembly 
organized the Tract Society and was lccated in Philadel­
phia with its present name. Down to 1848 it occupied a 
building at 7tb & George (now Sansom street), which was 
destroyed by fire in 1849. A large structure was built and 
occupied until the present building at 1331 was erected." 
Rev. Jere_ Witherspoon, D. D., of Baltimore, and Rev. B. 
L. Agnew, D. D., delivered addresses, and Rev. W. E. 
Schenck pronounced the benediction. In view of its past 
growth, it is eaey to prognosticate the complete occupation 
of its enlarged quarters in the future. It was at one time 
the hope of those interested in its formation that it would 
be able to republish standard Oalvinistic works that did 
not promise profit. But its missionary departments-es­
pecially the necessities of Sabbath-schools have 80 em­
ployed its resources that this has been lost sight of to a 
very great extent.

MR. MOODY ON THE MODERN BIBLICAL 

CRITICS. 

Mr. Moody is holding a s~ries of meetings in New York 
City. Last Thursday eveDlng he .addressed the S~nda.y 
School teachers. In tbe course of hiS remarks he paid hiS 
respects to those ministers and professors whose utter· 
ances about the Bible have surprised and saddened many 
of God's people, and have given great satisfaction to the 
unblievers; 

"If there is anything I want to impress upon you," Mr. 
Moody said, "it is the importance of teaching the word of 
God. If I have had any success in attempting to carry 
God's word to my fellow beings, it is because I belie.e in 
it-not in some particular part of it, but from cover to 
cover-and in view of the recent controversies on this "ery 
subject I will say that any minister who doubts the Bible 
or any single portion 01 it, and so preach,es in public, had 
better get right out of the pulpit, for he has nc business 
there. He is doing the devil's work even better than the 
devil is doing it himself. As for me, I am somewhat glad 
the fight is on. We will, perhaps, know, when it is decid­
ed, where we 'are at.' Anybody can pick at, object to and 
disagree with the Bible. It takes neither brains nor heart 
to do tha,t. But give me a better book if you can. 

liO BIBI.E IN A SUNDAY EOHOOL! 
"I heard the other day of a large Sunday school class in 

New York wbere the teacher happened to waut the Bible 
and,after hunting in all the other classes and in the church 
pews, one was finally obtained from the pulpit. I tell yon, 
my friends, when you teach your class you want to have 
your whole Bible wHh you. Why is that so many Sunday 
school teachera and ministers fail? It is because they 
don't know their Bibles. The ministers preach on all the 
logical and economic and political questions they can find, 
but seldom, if ever, on the Bible. There is no better draw­
ing card than the Bible, and my experience thronghout 
christendom tells me that. Do you know of any man 
preaching against th.e.Bihle getLing any converts? If you 
do I woU.ld like to hear it. People can't go around with a 
penknil" in their hands cutting out those pOItions of the 
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Bible they don't believe in. If they do, what will they 
have left? That is like the story of a minister who, while 
on a visit to one of the oldest pill ars of his church, picked 
up and examined what seemed so be the remains of a Dible 
only so much had been cut away thllt practioally only the 
backs were left_ 

"What is this? ' asked the minister. 
.. 'Oh,' answered the man, 'that is what I call your 

Bible. During the many years I have heard yon preach 
you have expressed dOUbt and disbelief against those 
sections of the Bible that I have cut out, and accordiugly 
the IiLtle that remains ie really your Bible.' 

"If I was a mem ber of a church where the minister at­
tacked the Bible I shonld get up and go out." , .... 

WHAT OTHERS SAY. 
Dr. Barrows announces as a part of his mission to India 

the correction o( certain false impressions carried back by 
Hindu representatives from the Pllrliment of Religions: 
They reported Lo their own people that the Christian peo­
ple of the West had grown tired of their faith, and had in­
vited representativea of foreign religions to come to Chic­
ago and display their teachings in order that we might 
make a selection for fnture use. Dr. Barrows finds it 
necessary. as one of the leaders in promoting the Parlia­
ment of Religions, to correct this impression. Perhaps we 
will have to have four or five Parliaments to correct the 
mistakes and misconceptions created by that first Parlia­
ment. It is not entirely certain that Dr. Barrows will be 
able to make them understand his correction.-Oelltral 
Boptist. 

Every Presbyterian, indeed everyone who believes in 
law and in the orderly enforcement of it, must rejoice 
that the Synod of Illinois has decided the Vrooman case in 
strict accordance with the Standards of the Presbyterian 
Church. Any other basis of settlement would have proved 
unsettling indeed. Mr. Vrooman was a Congregationalist, 
and brought a letter to the Presbytery of Chicago. In the 
examination which followed expressed ignorance of the 
Standards of our church, to considerable extent, disagreed 
absolutely with them in many points, was not sure in 
others, and preferred on the whole to formnlate and read 
before Presbytery bV majority vote admitted him and 
ordered his name enrolled. There was a minority in the 
Chicago Presbytery, increased in number as time went 
by, which gave notice of complaint to Synod. The com­
plaint was based on Mr. Vrooman's dootrinal disagree­
ment with onr Standards, and hence, Presbytery's error in 
admitting him into the body. Synod sustained the com· 
plaint and ordered Presbytery to reconsider its aCLion and 
return to Mr. Vrooman his letter frllm the Congregational 
body.-The Oocident. 

The Rev. O. Gillespie, B. A.., Indiau Missiunary, has 
issued in pamphlet form his impeachment of the practices 
of the Salvation Army in Gujarat. He says the mission 
gave the Salvationists a welcome at first in the hope they 
might do some good. But after long experience he feefs 
compelled (and oLher mission~rles alrree) to expose the 
"Army," and oppose it resolutely.

Tucker, the Salvationist leader under General Booth, and 
with Booth's consent, is turning his back on evangelism 
and Gospel preaching, and devoting all strength to SOCial 
work. Yet in that work the Army is equally unsatisfac­
tory, and is bringing English missions and religion itself 
into disgrace in Gujarat. And Gujarat is as large a9 
Ireland, Mr. Gillespie writes under strong teeling, but 
none too strong for Lhe oecasion.-Belfast Witlltsl.

Under this head The Lutheran Observer 
thuB refers to the theatre.

what is holy and pu re, and applaud thl t 
which appeals to the basest passion', 
Here under the in.fiuence of expl)sure 
and postures which should bring the 
blush of shame to the cheek of decency, 
previously pure YOllng men feel the 
IIwakening power )findomitable passion 
and thousands, dazed and bewildered 
every night in the year, fall nn easy 
prey to the bar-rooms, the gambling 
dens and the brothels which cluster un­
der the shadow of the theatre. Here 
the strange woman lurks for the destruc­
t'on of those who, in no other hour of 
their lives, can so easily be led into the 
paths of sin and 'lice. 
If the character and debasing influ­

ences of the theatre are so unclean that 
a Ohristian minister cannot present 
them to a promiSCDOUB audience of 
Ohristian men and we men, let him 
gather the young men about him in a 
separate meeting for laen only, and 
there exerciee this important duty of 
his sacred office. Let mothers and 
fathers, let Christian people, let pure 
women and godly men, IE"t heaven, and 
all the redemptive and saving powers of 
the Gospel, unite themselves in one 
('ommon effort to redeem and save the 
young men of our land from the destruc­
tive curse and monil contagion, from 
the temporal and eternal ruin which 
are wroUllht by tbe theatre. ...
