It is staled 
on the authority of Rene Bach, that the great white 
shark, occasionally seen on both coasta of America 
and more orten in tropical waters, sometimes forty 
feet in length. is easily able to swallow a man. After 
tbe bead of one has been taklln off thp. sailors fre­
quently amuse tbemselves by crawling through its 
opened jaws. And always should it be recalled that 
no "whale" swallowed Jonah. Whales have very 
small throats. It was a "great fish". The throat of 
whales and sharks are very different things. 

IT IS passing strange, the nction many goed people 
have of the ' editor's duties. They eend their 
"changes of address", and their complaints of mis­
sing or torn papers, and everything else to him. 
Bless their soule! the editor never sees those letters. 
They go to the business office, every time. Only per­
sona1ll;lttera and manuecript reach the editor 'way "up 
stairs." And most assuredly the editor knows abso­
lutely nothing concerning the time John Smith is 
"paid up to." Yet Mr. J. Smith will keep right on 
remitting to "Dear Mr. Editor" year after year. It 
was partlY 'because of these strange notions of edito­
rial duties, that the "announcement" headed this 
page, during the past two weeks. 

A FRIEND recently died leaving four or five thousand 
dollars for a monument to be placed at his grave. It 
is well. We shall be glad to see a handsome monu­
ment at the grave of an old friend. Bllt we should 
feel far greater satisfaction in a simple inBxpresaive 
slone with this inecription on it, "he hath done what 
he could," provided it were true to history. The 
finest, most satisfactory memorial is found in the 
record of a life of dilli~ent culture of the moral vine­
yard. The marble monument will at Bome time dis­
appear, and the name it bears be forgotten. A name 
written in the earth will perish, but "they that turn 
many to righteousness shall ahine as the stars for ever 
and ever."

Will death bring into cloee sym­
patby, likeness and communion with God those whose 
lives have been far from honesty, truth, purity, bene­
volence, love; far from every Christian virtue, whose 
hearts have been alienated from God lind righteous­
ness, who bav.e disliked all thought of God aud reli­
gion? Should the hope be encouraged that dea\h will 
bring the unrigbteous into sympathy and communion 
with God? How different the feeling when we bear 
this hymn sung at the funeral of one who has,lived 
near to God in life, "He walked with God and was 
not for God took him". "Where I am, there shall ye 
be also", was spoken only to disciples. 

WITrr GRE .... T pleasure bave we read in a recent pub­
lished journal of the Missouri Historical Society, the 
paper of Mr. Wm. Hyde on '·St. LOllis Newspapers 
and NewEpaper People of ThreEl Decaues". Mr. Hyde 
was for twenty-eight years a working newspaper man 
of th!\ city, and knows well the interesting reminis­
cences, and how to tell them. The old R'}Jublican 
was the first. NathanIel PaocbaU was the editor; 
Woo. Holmes associate editor; W. H. McHenry, com­
mercial; T. E. Garrett, river {and "river editor" 
meant somethinK "big" in thoee palmy days of 
"steam boating"). MI'. Hyde was the local editor. 
In addition to that historic stafl, Judge W. S. Allen 
and Cbristian Kribbel1, were staff contributors. The 
old paper was of immense size; and, says the writer of 
the history, "to say nothing of its other merits was, 
on account of its sille, considered the best for making 
ki tes and dress patterns." Then came the Missowi 
Democ/'ot and Gratz Brown. 011 the staff of that 
paper Mr. McCullough, the eminent editor of the 
Globc-DOllocrat of to-day, was then a hunter of local 
newe. While, to quote further: "My friend 'Dan' 
Honeer was at that Ume earning about $40 a month 
feeling the pulse of its circulation". The necrology 
of daily newspapers in St. Louis is enough to dampeD 
the ardor of the most optimistic promoter of such en­
terprises. Among the most hopeful which "turned 
up their toes" in the journalistic graveyard since 
the war, were the Herald, Bulletin, Eagle, J()urnnl, 
(old) Star and Times. In German journalism St. 
Louis stands f acile winceps. WitneEs Dr. Carl 
Schl1l'z, and the (originally) German Puck whicb bere 
first struggled, in one emaIl room. Among the great 
names ot men who were former St. Louis newspaper 
reporters is that of Henry M. Stanley, tho explorer­
who, says Mr. Hyde, "was at that period consiclered 
rather fond of relying on his fancy for his facts." 
MarK '1 wain ueed to send amusir::g letters to the river 
columns. Eugene Field was a noted reporter here. 
Sad to relate, St. Louis failed to recognize that I!'enuis 
in her midst-but soon the rest of the country did. 
When his gifted daughter reads before a St. Louis 
andience, this week, due homage theD, we hope, will 
be done the memory of the St. Louis poet. One of 
the humorous memories recalled is too gool to be 
kept from this resume. "The Tages Chronicle was 
located in the third story of the Republican oiIice. 
The local editor * * made a practice * * of takinjt 
copy off the RCZJublican foreman's hook, translating 
as much as he wanted. I tired of thie nnd seL a trap." 
The trap was the elalJorate preparation of a most 
elartJinjtpieeecf(wholly imajZinary) "news". N>lmos, 
places, time, all details were given. The lallY Ger­
man "took the cork clear l1Ddpr". A.s a reFult, he 
WRB the laughing stock of all St. Louia. 
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HolD TO THE MORAL STANDARDS.

There :ue certain convictions or judgments touch. 
ing moral questions which prevail iu the public ruind. 
There is a public conscience. These general convic· 
tions and judgments, like the yard stick of the mer· 
chant and the acids of the chemist, are the measure 
and test of conduct. Both individuals and the pub· 
lic are largely influenced by them. These moral 
jUdgments or standards have large influence in legis· 
lation, in business, in social life and still more in the 
sphere of religion. 

They differ widely in different countries and com· 
munities and fn different ages. During the last cen· 
tury slavery was approved by the moral standards of 
the time and as a consequence very generally main· 
tained. Even New England colonies held slaves. The 
moral standards of the preesnt time will not tolerate 
it, and it has been abolished. Bome fifty years ago 
one or two States repudiated a large amount of hon­
est indebtedness. Recent events have shown that 
the moral standards of the country a9 a whole will 
lJot tolerate what is believed to be repudiation. 

In Turkey and Persia the moral standards touch· 
injt the matter of truthfulness are extremely low. 
Lying is universal. A returned missionary stated to 
the writer that a Turk would deliberately deceive you 
and if you dircovered his falsehood, laujth at you for 
believing him. Lying in those countries brings with 
it no public disgrace or condemnation. In Turkey 
the moral standards not only tolerate, but approve of 
the most terrible cruelties, as we see in Armenia. In 
this country teamsters ara arrested and punished for 
working a horse with a sore breast or for a too free 
use of the Whip. 

Moral standards are vastly higher and more heal· 
thy in thIS country than in oriental and barbarous 
countries where the principles of Christianity are 
unknown, yet in many points they are dan~erously 
low here and apparently losing their tone of energy. 
There is reason to fear that we are on the down grade 
in this all important matter. No one fifty years old 
can fail to observe the great change in public opinion 
concerning the Sabbath and its influence as a moral 
factor. Open theatres and saloons, ball games, 
travel, business and amusements of all kinds measure 
the decline of the standard. 

The rapidly increasing number of divorces and the 
extremely laws in most of the newer Stales 
and territories show how the mOlal standard is de· 
clining concerning the final and fundamental institu· 
tion of society. The immense amount of watered 
stocks snd bankrupt corporations and dishonest man· 
ipulation of corporations indicate a lowering of the 
moral standards in the business world. Truats and 
large combinations of capital take unfair advantalleB 
of those financially too weak to compete with or to 
withstand them. 

In the mad strife for wealth moral principles and 
considerations are forgotten and the alarm now felt 
for the safety of our institutions is not without rea. 
son. A conflict is rising between the propertyless or 
poorer classes and those denominated plutocrats be· 
cause moral principles and considerations are ao 
largely forgotten in the business world, because they 
have ceased to be the regulative principles of busi­
ness. 

The corruption in the government of American 
cities is notorious and dangerous and largely com· 
mented upon in Europe. Manv of the most excellent 
laws on the statute books are not enforced and reo 
main as a dead letter on acconnt of the weakened 
tone. Tbe verdicts of jl1l1eS do not command the 
confidence they once did and witnesses can be, and 
are with increasing frequency, procured by purchase. 
The ballot box is not as pure as it was in the earlier 
days of the repnblic and there is less confidence in 
the moral integrity of our legislatures. 

The present state of society and condition of onr 
conn try seems to call for a very careful and profound 
study by the miuistry and the churches. The moral 
vineyard is peculiarly their sphere. It is here that 
morel convictions orijtinate. They teach the pnblic. 
They form public opinion and are chiefly responsible 
for the moral tone of society. It is for them to ex. 
plain moral laws and principles and to establish their 
validity and make the public see that their import. 
ance transcends all other considerations. The coun. 
try muat look to the ministry for this most important 
service. Selfiehnees and ein obscure moral laws and 
very general scepticism prevails concerning their 
validity and importance. Unless the church lets its 
light shine in this matter, darkness will prevail. 

'There has never been a time when the church was 
more important to the country's safety and welfare 
than now and there has never been a time when an 
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able and courageous ministry was more important; 
we do not believe that there has ever been a tim. 
when there was greater need that the moral law 
should be thoroughly expounded and enforced. Rev· 
elation gives us the only perfect moral law, the only 
perfect standard of right and wrong. 

The great advantage of the cburch in teaching 
morals is that it bas religion behind it and divine 
authority as its support. Unless we can convince 
men that they are living under a divine govern.nent 
and responsible to, and to be judged by the divine 
law, little attention will be paid to moral considera­
tions eithE:.r in society, business, legislation, politiCS or 
even the church itself. The church nnd its public 
teachers must always be held responsible for the 
maintalnance of the moral standards.

CLERGYMEN'S STORIES. 

There was lately repcrted in the New York Tribune 
some curious experiences related by certain of the 
clergy of that city which while humorous were per· 
haps not without some salutary effect in tbeir train­
ing. We take from the paper's report of the same: 

Not a few clergymen have a keen sense of humor, 
and in spite of the serious nature of their calling, 
they see many funny things in the course of tbeir 
professional life. Indeed, they themselves are fre· 
quently the chief actors in ludicrous mishap9, and 
though at the time they may not fully appreciate the 
humor of the situation, they are pretty certain to do 
so after it is all over, and they even enjoy telling a 
joke at their own expense. 

A young Episcopal clergyman who was painflllIy 
diffident had occasion shortly after his ordination to 
hold a service in a rural schoolhouee. It is, perhaps, 
not easy at best to make a liturgical service impres· 
sive in an edifice not intended fol' worship, and with 
a congregation most of whom are either ijl:norant of 
or indifferent to such a service. 1 he young man 
was keenly aware of thie, but at the same time, being 
a good churchman, he was especially desirous of 
conducting the service in snch a way as to impress 
the non· Episcopalians. Indeed, with that uncon­
scious egotism pardonable in youth, he rather 1elt 
that the future of the church in that neighborhood 
depended on the way in which he acquitted himself. 

Nervous before he began at all, an untoward in­
cident occurred that added to hiB unhappiness. 
There wae, of course, no robing·room in the school. 
But one of the good ladies with the love of the church 
in her heart had tried to make a temporary robing· 
room by stretching a sheet acrOss one of the corner~. 
Behind this sheet he retired, and started to take off 
his coat and waistcoat in order that he might put on 
his cassock. But he was a large man, and the three· 
cornered space was very small. The result was that 
in stretching his arms he struck the sheet, and, the 
fastening being weak, it fell down, revealing him to 
the congre~ation divested of his coat and waiatcoat 
in all the glory of a bright red flannel shirt with a 
white "dickey" in front. 

There was an audible snicker in the congregation, 
in which it is needless to say that the poor fellow did 
not join. And the merriment was increased by the 
loud, piping remark of a little boy, "Ma, what is the 
minister nndressin' hisself for?" With a face al· 
most as scarlet as his unfortunate shirt, he hurried 
on his robe~ and came out to begin the service. 

But his troub'es were not yet ended. For a kneel· 
ing stool the ladies had provided one of those little 
low benches the ends of which extend quite a dis· 
tance beyond the legs. He proceeded to kneel on 
this bench for his opening Eilent prayer, but in his 
dieturbej state of mind he miscalcnlated and knelt 
too far toward one end. The result was, of courae 
that the other end tilted up, and he fell ingloriously 
to the gronnd, whereat several ungodly youths near 
the door laughed loudly. Such a series of mishaps 
might bave disturbed the eqnanimity of the most 
seasoned public speaker, and it is not strange that 
this poor iellow was reduced almost to the verge of 
collapse. He is now a distinguished man and a 
charming and seIf,pos8ssed speaker. But he says 
that he never recalls that dreadful incident without 
feeling a shiver of stage fright. 

"Some years ago," says a well·known clergyman, 
"wheu I was younger and greener than I am now, 
I was spending a portion of the eummer at a summer 
hotel. There was no church near by, and so it wall 
the custom to hold a service on Sunday moming in 
the hotel parlor if there was a clergyman in tbe 
house available. 11 not, the people tried as be!t they 
could to do without religious privileges. Well, one 
Sunday I was very much set up by receiving fr om the 
landlord an invitation to officiate on the Sunday 
following. Who, 1 thought, could have told him

that I was spoken of by my frIends as a rIsing man? 
My pride soon had a falI, however, when I learned 
that he had tried in vain to get two eminent neij[h­
boring clerjl:ymen to come, and had only fallen back 
on me as a last resort. Sunday was very breezy, Bnd 
P,t the same time hot; so all the parlor windows were 
open. I praached then wbolly from notee, and was 
in the habit of writing my sermons on loose aheets of 
paper. As it happened my pulpIt, which consisted of 
four or five soap boxes with the piano cover thrown 
over them, was right in the path of a small cyclone. 
I could not ask to have the windows closed on such 
a hot day, therefore I decided that I must keep one 
hand, or at least a fioger, on my manuscript to pre· 
vent the pages from being blown away. I didn't like 
the prospect, for a man can't be impressive while 
thus holding down hiB eloquence; but there was no 
help for it. 

"There was a pretty good attendance in the parlor, 
and the piazza outside was lined with men. The service 
went off well, largely owing to a choir of girls, and I 
stepped forward to my soapbox pulpit, spread my 
sermon on it and firmly held it down with my left 
hand. I announced the text, and had got through 
about three pages when, the wind appearing to die 
down for a few moments, I thought I might venture 
to lift my left hand off the pages for a second in or· 
der to make an impressive gestnre with my two 
hands. It was a fatal move. Without the slightest 
warning a terrific gust swept in and blew every page 
of my sermon away, each page being blown in differ­
ent direction. 

"What a catastrophe this was to a young and easily 
flustered man only a public speaker can understand. 

"Unfortunately, in my effort to clutch my manu­
script when I saw the wind coming, I disturbed the 
equilibrium of the soapbox pulpit, and it fell over. 
There I wa~, the picture of desolation, my sermon 
scattered all over the room, my pUlpit a heap of soap 
boxes with big stencilled letters on the side, 
'Cleanem's Best Laundry Soap,' and everybody in· 
side and outside laughing 6t to kill. Oan you im· 
agine a situation more terrib!e? 

"A couple of harem· scar em college boys proceeded 
to rebuild my pulpit, and I bless them to this day for 
doing it with faces as sober as judges. I think my 
misery touched their hearts. Various persons came 
forward with pages of my sermon, and most of then::. 
kept from laughing outright. The merriment was reo 
newed, however, when one little girl asked in anxious 
tones, heard in every corner of the room: 'Mamma, 
is he going to do it all over again?' Finally I got all 
my sermon back, and wiping the tears from their 
eyes, the people tried to resume their church faces, 
expecting me to resume my discourse. It was then 
tlll\t I took a heroic resolve. Putting the Bermon in 
my pocket, I said: 'My fliende, after this distressing 
accident I cannot preach the eermon I had written, 
bu t if you will bear with me I will say a few words 
without notes.' I think I really gave them a better 
sermon then the one I started to preach, and I have 
never used a manuecript since."

Frow the time that Ohrist began his ministry to 
its very close He was constantly on the war path 
against sin in every form. Many limes the foe was

JIUNARD STREET MISSION. 
The following succinct fucts describe the 

past, present and the hopes for the future 
of that noble work known formerly as the 
Soulurd, and to·day as the Menard street 
Mission. 

April 1, 1896, the actual attendance was 
1,321 ~cholars and 57 officers and teachers. 
It had the largest primary class under one 
teacher in the world, the attendance often 
exceeding 800. Gospel meetings, conduct­
ed by their owu young people, were held 
Sunday and Thursday evenings for many 
years past. Sacramental services under 
direction of Lafayette Park Presbyterian 
church se!sion, bi.monthly since October 
1892, with aceessions to the church at every 
service. Sewing school, largely attended 
hy young girls of the neigh borhood, on Sat­
urday afternoons during the winter months 
for several years. By its thoroughly orgau­
ized nystem of visiting, the ReJiet Commit­
tee has turnished help to many poor and 
needy in this district. The chiet of police 
is reported to have said: "The restraining 
influence of Soulard Market Mission is 
worth 100 policeman a year to that part of 
the city." The wrecked huilding never 
was suitable for the work, either in size or 
conveniences. Six years ago, a few friends 
of this missiou made an earnest effort to 
secure proper accommodations for these 
hundreds of little children. By that effort 
about $8,000 was raised. The mission, by 
great exertion, paid $1,000 of this. W. H. 
Markham, W. T. Haydock, Ohristopher & 
Simpson, each paid $1,000. Edward Bre­
dell and Mss. Virginia B. Wright subscribed 
$500 each. Given Oampbell, $450. William 
Burg, $350. Robert Ranken, George H. 
Shields, J. W. Kanfman and A. H. Blanke, 
$250 each. The rest in smaller sums. A 
lot was purchased and plans drawn for a 
new building, but the hard times, and the 
death of some of these friends, compelled 
the trustees to postpone its erection. The 
work of the Sunday-school went right on in 
the old market hall until it was destroyed 

'~y the cyclone, May 27th, 1896. It has 
been impossible to find quarters accessible 
for these cbildren, luge enough to accom­
modate tbem, anywhere in this part of St. 
Louis. Tbe trustees have therefore deter­
mined to build on a part of the lot pur­
cha!ed six years ago, at the corner of 
Menard and Jelia streets, that tbis impor­
tant and encouraging work may be 8aved 
tor Christ and his churcb as well as good 
citizenship. 

New building facts and figures. The cost 
of this new mission building with necessary 
furnishings will be at least $12,000. The lot 
(In which it is to stand, worth $3,000, is paid 
lor, and we had $5.000 with which to begin 
its construction. The corner-stone was 
laid Oot. 30th, 1896, and every effort will be 
made to complete the house in time for tbe 
approaching Christmas anniversary. We 
must have $7,000 to complete it. ' This is a 
rare opportunity to take stock in a business 
sure to pay large dividends both in tim~ 
and eternity. Ohurches, Sunday-schools 
and individuals may participate. 

Two missionaries have sent $20 from 
China to help build a permanent home for 
this mission. Hope Chapel, Plainfield, 
New Jersey, gave $19.38. The First Pres­
byterian church Sunday-school, St. Louis, 
has given $1088. The children of St. Lows

OUR ASHEVILU! SCtIOOLS. 

Probably no Echools ill the Bouth are so 
well advertised and so well and favorably 
known as our Asben-ille schools. Some 
have not known how we have tried to culti. 
vale a proper spirit ot independence by 
i nsisting upon pupils paying something to­
ward lheir own support whHever it was 
pos~ible. From a report 01 Rev. Thos. 
Llwrence, D.D., Prcaident 01 the Normal 
antI Oollcgiate InsUlnte. Asherville, N. C., 
I take t.he lollowing (x~racls: 

"During the time this report covers we 
have enrolled in all one hundred and ninety 
pupils, of which number one hundred and 
sixty·live were boarders and tWEmty-lil'e 
day scholars. Ninety.five pay in whole or 
in part lhe charge ror board and tuition, 
filty dollars per term. We have tried to the 
utmost to develop a spirit of self.help 
among our pupils, no~ only for their own 
sakes, but that we might lighten the bur­
dens of the Board in the maintenance of 
Lhe school. Tbe remaini!:g seventy are 011 

scholarships which have been provided by 
generous triends, whom they have never 
~een. When at all practicable the benefi-

ciary is expected to supplement the seventy 
five dollar scholarship by the payment of 
twent.y.five dollars, ae the estimated ex­
pense of the pupIl is fifty dollars a term or 
one hundred dollars for the school year. 
When the payment of twenty·five dollars 
cannot be made, the beneficiary is permit­
ted to do extra work. No girl who was 
found to be needy and deserving has been 
permitted to withdraw from school for want 
of means. As will appear from the finan­
cial statement in the hands of the treasurer, 
we have received for board aud tuition 
Bome four thousand, four hundred and 
ninety· two dollars. 

"Our teachers have enjoyed good health 
and have been enthnsiastically engaged in 
their work, and have been very much en­
couraged by the progress of their classes. 
The pupils for the most part have been earn­
est and studious, rendering cheerlul obed­
ience to rules and manifesting a desire to 
make the most ot their privileges, Their 
attitude when in attendance upon the daily 
devotional exercises of the school and the 
Sabbath service is attentive and serious. 
Some twenty of the scholars of either 
school expressed a hope that they had 
found the Saviour and a number of others 
who had made a profes~ion were greatly re­
vived. 

"The session thus far has been a laborious 
one, but we trust it is one that will be 
fruitful in results. During the prevailing 
sickness, the young women manifested a 
thoughtful, sympathetic spirit; were ready 
to help nurse and assume the duties of 
their sick classmates. Other and more val­
uable lessons were learned than those 
taught in the class·room, and such as have 
much to do with usefulness in lite. The 
Home Indnstrial SchOOl, as will be seen 
from the reports which it has been my 
privilege to sign and forward is doing ex­
cellent work under its efficient and admira­
ble corpse of teachers. 

"The quarterly report from the Farm 
School with financial statement was trans­
mitted to yonI' Board last week. During 
this seaBon of course work is suspended in 
lhe field and there is little else to note save 
the routiue work of the school loom. En­
couraging progress is rep or led in all the 
classes and the ChrisLian teachers are rE'­
j oicing over the deep religious feeling 
which pervades the school home. 

"Perhaps I should add a single word with 
reference 10 the farm which I cultivale in 
connection wit.h the Normal and Oollegiate 
Institute and tbe Home Industrial. I 
raised last year some 450 bushels of potatoes 
eil!hty bushels of onions, four and one·half 
barrels of first-class sorghum, which the 
girls prefer to the best syruP. four barrels 
01 cucumber pickles, a large qnantity of 
beans, peas, cabbage, lettuce, raddishes, 
Equash, pie· plant, asparagns, green corn 
with green food for tbe dairy of twelve 
cows. The task of supervising this addi­
tional work adds greatly to my labor, but 
we think tbe cnltivation of our little farm 
is greatly beneficial to the scbool in provid­
ing wholesome food for the tables which 
else could neither not be bad at all, or only 
at increased expense. All of w bich is re­
spectfully submitted." 

Miss Florence Stephenson, Principal of 
our Home IndusLrial School at Asherville 
in a recent letter says: ' 

"Our vacation family was about the size 
that it has been for the past three years, the 
nerage being fifteen. None remained who 
could otherwise have been prOVided for sat­
isfactorily. The influence upon our most 
unpromising gIrls of a summer vacation 
spent in tbe school in encouraging; and at 
the close of every vacation I am ready to 
give heartiest approval to the pIau ofhsving 
boardinl? schools provided for by building 
coltages accommodating twenty· five pupils. 
N olbing can be a substitute for the person­
altouch in the home life. 

"The only discouragement I conld men­
tion during vacation arises from lack of 
funds to meet bills incurred before the last 
school term closed, and to get money to 
supply our daily needs. Tbis however is 
no new discoutagement, but it is as long 
slanding as the debt which you at the 
roolI!.S and we on the field, leel the burden 
01 every day of our lives. If the mem ber­
ship of the church could cbRnge places 
with us lor one week, there would be such 
a realization of the need that the debt wonld 
be liIled at once. I am sure they do not 
know how the pral(ers of the church are 
hindered while portions of the Lord's body 
suffer such distress. Weare not so truly

ferent."

SOME DIFFICULTIES HEDGING 

THE WAY TO SELF-SUPPllRT 

IN SYRIA. 

Rev. O. J. Hardin thns writes in the 
Ohurch at Home and Abroad .. 

The poverty of the people, which is al­
ways great, has certainly not decreased in 
recent years. With all the influx of money 
sent home by Syrian adventurers in Amer­
ica and elsewh~re, the tide of poverty is 
scarce stayed. 

Bigotry of the secls. Thongh this is a 
decreasing quantity, owing to the greater 
diffusion of knowledge, it sLiU remains a 
real force among some 01 the sects, and in 
some parts of the country presents an un­
broken barrier to any real progress. 

Reluctance lo part with money. It is for 
the most part gained by hard work, imper­
ceptibly growing under the fostering care of 
the severest eCl)nomy, and moreover the 
people always have an eye toward the 
"rain V day." It mustindeed be a forlornly 
poor family that has no hoard most reli­
giously kept for emergencies. 

Increased competition and the deeply 
roo led hope of I(etting forei~n assistance are 
also seriou3 difficulties. What hours, yes, 
days, I have spent in the dreary effort to 
convince people of the duty and privilege 
they owe to themselves and their children 
of paying at least something toward thel~ 
education. 

For several years men have come from 
certain Maronite villages, apparently quite 
fixed in their determination to put their 
boys in school. The bsrgalning. rather call 
it dickering, goes on for half a day st a 
time. They come, they go, tbey come, and 
finally after endless palaver settle I he mat­
ter, apparently to their entire satisfaction 
but the boy !Jever appears. ThIs is ali 
merely a side play to enable them to make 
better terms with their bishop, who has a 
school of his own. There tbey finaJJy pay 
a hundred francs or so, the boys are board­
ed and taught, alter a fashion, and at the 
same time they get a hundred francs worth 
of masses lor their dead frIends thrown into 
the bargain! Evidently there is no possi­
bility of meeting such competition. These 
difficulties, though very real. are by no 
means insurmountable. The principle of 
self.snpport to which we are committed is 
sound; the progress, though halting. is on 
the whole encouraging, and the prospect for 
the future certainly not wi.thout hope. It 
needs the constant support of all friends of 
Syria, and an unchangeable determiuation 
to fight out the issue to a vjc~l)rio>s end.

Lesson XlI. 
THE BIRTH OF CHRIBT. 

Matt. 2:1-12. 

GOLDEN TEXT. 

And the angel said unto Ihem, fear not: 
for, behold, I bring you good tidings of 
great joy, which shall he to all people.­
Luke 2:lO. 

NOTE3. 

The Christ.-The story of Cbrisl is old, 
yet ever new. Perhaps more works have 
been written sett.ing forth his person, char­
acter and mission in this century than in 
any other five centuries of the Christian 
era. It is evident that Christianity is not 
dying out, nor is interest in its Founder 
abating. 

Every scrap of history and tradition has 
been picked up, to put the view of his life 
from every conceivable angle of sight, and 
into every known lit"!rary lorm. Ooe would 
think that the simple gospel facts ahout his 
life were in serious danger 01 being ob­
scured, if not completely hidden, under 
this deluge of tradilion and writing of the 
imagination. 

All Scripture centers upon Christ, as 
does all history secular aurl sacred. The 
manger and the cross are the pivotal places 
in human history. Matthew first notes 
that Jesus was of the house of David, and 
after Hebrew custom gives the order of bis 
descent. Then he tells of lhe birth at Beth­
lehem and the visit of wise men trom tbe 
east. This incident is introduced, not to 
exalt the wise men, but to show how pro­
phecy concerning Christ is fulfilled in Jesns 
in a mysterious and u~intentional manner, 
so tar as Herod and the Jewish rulers bad a 
part in it. 

The story of th", birth of Jesus is very 
brief in Matthew's narrative. He says 
nothing of lhe previous residence of the 
parenls at Nazareth, nor of bow they came 
to visit Bethlehem, nor of the vision and 
visit of the shepherds. He omits the pre­
ceding events relating to the birth of John, 
the visit of Gabriel to Mary, and her visit 
to Elizabeth. These were not essential to 
his purpose. But he lays emphasis on the 
miraculous birth of Jesus, the purity 01 
Mary, the perplexity of Joseph, and that 
Jesus fulfilled the conditions of prophecy.

Others of the magiCians appear to have 
been candid observers 01 the stars and slud­
ents of nature, honestly trying to under· 
stand and interpret the natural occurrences 
abont them, and to read the meaning of 
human events of unusnal character. So 
lhese magi had interpreted the appearance 
of tbe star to have some relation to a great 
event in human history. 

r,·o1Lbled. The Greek word means to stir 
up, to shake and so to perplex. It is ap­
plied to the sea·waves, to the stirr ing up of 
water in a pool or a ves~el. Then it is used 
lo describe mental disturbance, perr,lexity. 

Chitf pl"iat3. Either the heads of tbe 
connes ot tile priests or the more iLfluen­
tial among them. 

Scribes. These were tbe copyists and in­
terpreters of the la 11' and of the sacred 
writings. 

Governor. TYlldale renders it "captain;" 
the Greek word mpaDS a leader, hence one 
who controls; though the next Greek verb 
indicales one who rules or shepberds a 
flock. See Revi8ed Version. 

Diligently, or "carefully" as in Revised 
Version. In the Greek there is one word 
for "inqUirEd care/ully" or "accurately," 
but it is an intensive verb. 

Exue1ing great joy. Tbis is the render­
iGg of the common Bnd of the Revised Ver­
sion. Tyndale renders "were marvelously 
gladd." The Greek has two emphatic 
words, "great" and "greatly," to qualify 
joy; thus lhe English lairls represents the 
thonght. 

LFSSON EXPOSITION. 

I. Wi3e Men and Heroll.-Wise me"jrmn. 
tile east. v. 1. Betblehem was a hill-town 
six miles south of Jerusalem. Its name 
means "horne ot bread." It was in the la~t 
year of Herod the Great, about 753 years 
after tbe foundmg of Rome. Tire wise men 
were magi or magicians. They were origi. 
nally a priestly class, aud studied astrono­
my anu other ancient wiencel!. They were 
usually devout or religiou9. Tradition 
says tbere ... ere three of tbese wise men, 
and that their names were Caspar, Mel· 
chior and Balthasar. It also says they 
came from difJerent quarters and met some· 
where before reacbing Jeruealem, as repre­
sented in Bm iltlr. But the tradition is 
really of no value. 

The apostle sars not many wise are 
celled; but emong the first that sought the 
infant Saviour were these heathen wise 
men. The most profound scholars are 
among the most devout helievers. The 
broad-minded student of the sky is always 
reverent; the "undevout astronomer is 
mad." 

King of the Jews . • • we have seen 1li3 
stat·, v. 2. All the world was looting for 
some great rnler among the Jews. Whether 
these wise men looked upon the star as his 
personal goide, or rather as some omen of a 
great one born to thc west of them, is not 
clear. The laUer is more probdble. What 
the "star" was that attracted their atten­
tion, whether a comet, a conjunction of 
planets, or some meteor, it i3 useless to 
conjecture. Kepler supposed the star was 
a conj nnct ion 01 Saturn and Jupiter; but 
tbis hilS been shown by Pritcbard to be 
very improbable, as the planets would not 
have appeared as one ~tar. A comet would 
hardly answer the conditions of the narra­
tive, lor it would not go before and stand 
over a fixed place. Wbatever tbe star was, 
they bad seen it in the ea&t, tbat is, when 
they were in the east. They had come to 
honor this great ruler. 

Del'od • • • gothn'ed all the chief prie3ts, 
vs. 3, 4. Herod and his nourt were natural­
ly jealous of Iiny new cltndidates for power 
in JlIdBel. He was startled by lhis nt'ws 
from the distant east. It meant the down­
fall of his sway, if true. All Jerusalem 
would be startled also, but in a differen t 
way aud for different reasons from Herod. 
Many in Israel were looking for deliver­
ance; Herod was not generally loved, but 
bated. 

He gatbered the chief priests Hnd scribes, 
for tbey would best understand the history 
and propbecy lo which the wise men's in­
quiry pointed. It was the MessIah. Where 
was he to be born? 

In Bethleh en~ • • • jor th1l3 it is toritten 
vs. 5, 6. The priests and scribes answered 
wilhout hesitation, in Bethlehem of JUUall' 

for there was a Bethlebem in Z'3bulnm' 
Micah 5:2. They give their authority fo; 
the answer. The propbets long ago had 
foretold the exact place; !.hey were CO:lti­
den t that Ihe prophets were to be believed.

Bethlehem. 'fhe priests j!"llve the seme 
ra~her tban the exact words of I he pro­
phecy. 

lltrod. when Ite had 1nivily callfd th.e wise 
men, v. 7. Now Herod shows his wicked 
cunning. He aSbumed the alar would tirst 
appear soon after the hirlh oC this rival. It 
then he could find out about when the wise 
men first saw the .tar. he could know about 
how old this new ruler now was. Bo he 
sought a secret interview with the wise 
men, anu made careful inqniry of them, as 
if interested and devout a8 themselves. He 
had already formed his plans in secret for 
destroying the child, His hypocrisy de­
ceived the wise men. His pretended de· 
voutness wes as ln1se a9 it was satanic. 

Go and searck, v. 8. So he sent them 
away, as if deeply iuterested in and friendly 
to the object of their search. A. wicked 
man may unwittingly help a sincere seeker 
toward the Saviour. Tbe jealous and cruel 
Herod was able to furnish information to 
these wise men about the place where Jesus 
was to be born, and to forward them on 
their way to find bim. He did not go him· 
self to seek, but sent them. So it is with 
the wicked man nOI\"; if anc-ther remmds 
him of the way to Christ, he says that is 
well, you go and seek Him diligently. If 
he is a bypJcrite he will add, then t611 me 
how you find it, tbat I may come and be 
reli~ious too. 

II. Wise Men and Jews.-The star • • • 
wellt btJore them, v. 9. Th6Y bad lost sight 
of the star for a ti.me. Perhaps it hRd been 
caused to disappear for a time that they 
might get definite information at. Jerusa­
lem; for it appears to have guided them to 
that City, and then disappeared to reappear 
when they were on their way to Bethle­
hem. Its appearance would be reassuring 
of the directions received from Herod. It 
passed on before tnem, slopping apparently 
over where the young child was. ThIs may 
mean the bouse, or the tewn, where he was. 
The firsl cllll1se of v. 11 seems to imply that 
it was lhe bousp, thougb it is possible tbat 
it is more general, referring only to tbe 
town. In t rat ca~e it wonld give them no 
new into:mntion. Herod told them the 
child mu , t be in Bc~hlehem. Tbe reader 
would infer from tbe joy, and the lack 01 
any further ir:qlliry being made, tuat lhe 
slar led them lo the house, 

They saw the young child, v. 11. It was no 
longer a manger and an inn, as when the 
shepherds came; hut now it was in a hOllse. 
The wiae ruen had no doubt of the dignity 
and character 01 the chilli; they worshipped 
him. It was Dot merely the usual bomage 
of an Oriental to a superior. Goa may have 
given them some insight into the divine 
cbalacler of this holy child. It is worthy 
of remark thAt here, and always ill tbe 
Scripture, the child comes first, the molher 
afterward. Hel' position is distinctly sub· 
ordinate. This is quite the reverse of what 
the Rom ish church preaches and practices. 
They opened their treasures, their bags and 
boxes. It was customary for those who 
called ou kings and others of distinction to 
brings gifts. Thus the queen of Sbeha 
camc to Solomon. It is still cllstomary in 
the east. Frankincense is a product of 
Arabia and India. It is a white gnm ot 
bitter taste, secured by making incisions in 
the bark of the tree. It is highly fragrl\nt 
and is used in offering sacrifices. Myrrh is 
also a gnm obtained Irom a low tree which 
grows both in Arabia and Africa. This is 
also bitter, but the odor is plea~ant. 1t was 
used in perfumes and is an element in the 
holy ointment. In theee gifts we see that 
learning and all precious things find lheir 
true place in being consecralEd to Ch!isLian 
service, 

Wumed of God, v. 12. This was a divine 
intimation. and stren~theng the view that 
the ster W3S also a miraculous and not a 
natuml nor ordinary aDpearance. Tbey 
obeyed lhe warning dream lind lett for the 
enst wilbont relurning tf) Jprusalem. Thill 
tbe mll;:i <,oulrl ea.ily do, going direct to 
Jericho linu across the Jordan.

We hear certain ones talk­
ing much about the fundamental oneness of all Echemes 
Rnd all dreams tbat call themselves religious, and in 
the broad "catholicity" of these advocates Pagan­
iam, the various oriental coits, Judaism and Chlislian­
ily are lumped together I\B being bot di1lerent mani­
festations of the divineyearninge of man, and which at 
bottom are all alike. Weare re::ninded of the remark 
of Dean Swift: "Those who called themseives of a 
catholic spirit only because they were of a muddy 
understanding. "

To PREACH the distinctive truths which Jesus Christ 
as our Prophet made known by his own word of 
mouth, and to set forth likewise the excellence and 
sublimity of his life as the loftiest example before 
men-theee of course, are involved in preaching 
Christ. But they do not adequately represent it. 
They do not give its core and real essence. Preach­
ing Christ is an express:on of Scripture. Hence the 
Scriptures can best interpret it for us. The apostles 
after the resurrection and ascension of their Mastsr, 
and particularly after they had received the Pente­
costal power of the Spirit who had been promised to 
lead them into all truth and to show them the things 
of Christ, "ceased not to preach and teach Jesus 
Christ." We can not observingly read their records 
without catcbinj! the key-note of their preaching. It 
w,ae that He whom they everywhere proclaimed, had 
dIed and had risen again; and tbat through his name 
whosoever believeth should receive remissioh of sins. 
~heir doctrine of Christ meant prinCipally, "redemp­
hon through his blood"-an "exalted Prince and 
Saviour to give repentance to Israel and forgiveness 
of sina." They preached Christ not as an abstrac­
tion, nor as a summary term denoting general relig­
ioua truth, nor as a new stat ting point in the develop­
ment of humanity, but as a 111mb slain from the foun­
dation of the world. Chief stress was laid on his 
death. When Phil ip, the evangelist, seated beside 
the inquiring eunuch, "preached onto him Jesup," it 
was with hiB finger on that part of Isaiah which 
reads, "He was led as a lamb to the slaughter." 

,. -
REMEMBERING TBE POOR. 

The principles aud fach of social economics only 
confirm the truth of what the Son of Man has said: 
"Tbe poor ye have always with you." That poverty 
can be elim:nated from the conditions of the present 
earthly life by "anti-poverty societies" and other 
plauRible schemes for rectifying the world, is a euto­
plan dream. We are told by experts in the study of 
industrial statistics that the whole wealth of the 
world put together, if equally distributed, would not 
suffice to make aU rich, nor even to relieve from the 
pr€SEUre of want. This of course is not saying that 
tbe extent and the bitterness of poverty is not cap­
able of II:l'eat reduction. Eut the fact remains that 
poverty, like sickness and other misfortunes, inheres 
in the fabric of human life. 

How best to deal with the poverty of our fellow 
beings and the Buffering it brings them, is becoming 
one of the social problems in our land to-day. The 
exercise of charity on a large scale is required, and 
organiution and system in dispensing it are made 
necessary. Many different schemes are nnder experi­
ment, not all eqllally wise, but ali, we rejoice to 
think, prompted by the spirit of philanthropy. .Hut 
all methuds of relief, whether by the hands of or­
ganizations and committees, or by II personal "dOing 
good as we have opportunity," must find their source 
of supply in the compassions of the homan heart. 
County "Poor Hou@es," charity under the compelling 
power of statute enactment and per capita contract@, 
or by anythin~ like socialistic al1trarianism-this does 
not properly come under the name of benevolence. 
Back of tbe administering there must be the "bowels 
of compaesion"-even a spontaneous and sympathe­
tic movement of the heart towards our needy fellow 
men. 

This "considering the poor" is especially the part 
of those in whum "dwelleth the love of God." Their 
Master introduced and most signally illustrated it 
and engrafted it as a charactarizing feature for all 
time upou our Chrilltianity. The world before He 
came into it was a world without love. Hence, as He 
proclaimed, "A new commandment give I unto you 
that ye love one another." A. new commandment in~ 
deedl an innovation in the world's ethics. Students 
of the ancient systems of morals tell us that they 
search in vain for charity among the virtues enumer­
ated by Aristotle, beyond its faint suggestion under 
the name of generosity; and that S~neca, the great 
Roman moralist, considered tbe feeling of pity un­
worthy a wise man as sbowing a weak spirit. The 
Bible by revealing another world, and Ollr immortal 
portion in it, and our relation to the supreme Gild as 
made in his image, exalts every man ae one worth 
doing for. While that teaching which views him 'in 
respect to his wants and duties as a Cieature only of 
the life that now is will, in course of time, prove fatal 
to all real charity. True love for our neighbor is 
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rooted in love for God and belief in a world to come. 
Times like the present when on every hand we can 

"see a brother having need" serve to remind us of 
duties to our neighbor. "Blessed is he that consid­
ereth the poor." The possession of property begets 
duties to those who are not thus blessed of God • 
The Jewish Talmud has a proverb: "He who hides 
his eyes from the wants of the poor is as guilty as if 
he worshiped idols or shed blood." In Eorope one 
often sees over the doors of charitable institutions 
the touching inscription: "Christo In Pauperibus"­
toOhrist in the poor. "Inasmuch ae ye have done it 
unto one of the least of tbese my brethren, ye have 
done it unto me." .... 

DEPARTED STRENGTH. 

The incident in Samson's life of the sudden and 
wofulloss of his strength suggests by instructive ana­
logy the declension and loss of spiritual power some-
times sadly seen in the Christian. -

1. There is a lifeless formality in the service of 
God. Although Samson's strength was gone he still 
said "I will go out as at other times before, and shake 
myself." He will do as be has been wont to do. The 
outward motion was the same as formerly but how 
different its significance. He would go througb ex­
actly the same acts as "before", but the fetters fell 
not off from his limbs. So in the time of spiritual 
deadness when "the secret of the Lord" is no longer 
with them, professing Christians may still "go out as 
at other times." They keep up the same formalties 
and externals of the Christian life. This is the 
groove their feet have grown accnstomed to. The 
force of custom is upon them, and the habit of former 
years which has become almost as a part of nature. 
It is as if the principle in tbe Book of Ecclesiastes 
applies, "The thing that hath been, it is that which 
sball be." The Sabbath and the church bell by years 
of association connect them with the sanctoary. 
Long yellrs of training, too, have given conscience a 
voice which they cannot altogether ignore. But there 
is no worship of God in spirit, and there is no gird-
ing witb power, and no "delighting after the inward 
man," and it ie a vain oblation they bring. They - -
have no spiritual apprehensions, and no spiriual mov-
ings. They do not love the church although they can 
not give it up. The Sabbath is outwardly observed 
although they cannot call it "a delight, the holy of 
the Lord and honorable." Pl'ivate devotions may 
not be omitted but it comes to lie on their minds as 
one of the things which must be "gone through with." 
Thus an outward form of religion is maintained-the 
bones and framework without flesh, the automatic 
motions of a body without life or spontaneity. 

2. Along with formality comes spiritual insensi­
bility. Samson thue shorn and dllnuded "wist not 
that the Lord had departed from him." The influen­
ces of the Spirit of God may be withdrawn from men 
and they, like Samson, not be aware of their deser­
tion. No outward sign ill made. There is no convul­
sive tearing as when the evil spirit, lit the command 
of Jesus, came forth from the unfortunate ones. It 
may be as gentle as· the withdrawing of the moon 
behind thEl cloud, or the extinguishment of a 
silent star for out in space. Samson was as strong 
and sinewy-looking as before, and knew not that the 
Lord was departed from him. So Ohristians yield 
under the allurements of temptation; venture into 
paths which are perilous to spirituality, and then 
presume to think it it; with them as in former days. 
Others may take note of their lapses but they them­
selves seem unconscious of them. They correspond 
to those of the church in Laodicea, saying, '!we are 
rich a[od increased in goods and have need of nc thing, 
and knew not that they aTe mieerable and poor, and 
blind and naked". ;tosing the sensible infloences of 
the Spirit of God, they seem to be entirely unaware 
of their loss. Hence we hear from them little com­
plaint of this absence. They even "wist not that He 
has left them." It is somewhat as we cccasionally 
see in the case of old men who will not note, what 
others can not fail to see, that the decrepitude of 
age has come upon them. They will almost resent 
it if a younger man offers assistance, and in mourn­
ful conceit imall:ine themselves still in the strengtit 
and vigor of their prime. So with the Christian from 
whom, for the time, the Spirit may have withdrawn_ 
"gray hairs are here and there upon him, yet he 
knowS it not." He thinks his state is the same as at 
other times, A.nd so it continues until perhaps he is 
made sensible, as was Samson, by frustrated schemes 
and adverse providenc~s, that it is not with his soul 
as in days that are past, and in biB hoor of darkness 
he experiences the sad reproach of the prophet, "It 
is an evil thing and bitter that thou hast forsaken 
the Lord thy God." 
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THE BIBLE: ITS PRACTICAL EFFEC7'S. 

There Is no believer, and there is no calmly reflectinl!( 
man who may not be an experimental Christian, but will 
assent to these cogently put claims for the Bible. The ex­
tract is takeu from that admirable book, "God Spoke All 
These Words," by Dr. Brookee of St. Louis. • 

ITS PRAOTICAL EFFECTS. 

Infidelity has made much of the fact that the church 
has engaged in bitter persecutions, that it has excited wars 
and massacre!, that it Is broken up into discordant and 
disputing facUons, that it despises the poor, and that it 
contains :vast numbers of hypocrites and rascals. It is 
strange tbat infidelity does not see the tribute of praise 
it offers to the Bible in these accusations, because the 
Bible condemns the very things of which they complain. 
It is true that under the Law God used His people, as He 
might have used famiue or flood, to punish vile nations; 
but under Grace He forbids His children to resist violence 
It is a little difficult to see why infidels find fault with th~ 
Bible for denouncing the evils tbey themselves denounce. 

"A new commandment I give unto you, that ye love 
one anotber; as I loved you. that ye also love another," 
Jno. xiii. 34; "Resist not evil." Rom. xii. 17; "Love suf­
fereth long, and is kind," 1 \Jor. viii. 4, "Forbering one an­
other, and forgiving one another, if any man have a com­
plaint against any: even a8 Ohrist forgave you, so also do 
ye." Col. iii. 13. "Let brotherly love continue, "Heb. xiii. 
1; "That they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me' 
and I in thee, that they also may be in us: tbat the world 
may believe tbat thou bas sent me," Jno; xvii. 21; "En­
deavoring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of 
peace. There is one body, and oneSpirit; even as ye are call­
ed in one bope of your caJlin~: one Lord one faith, one bap­
tilm, one God and Father of all," Eph. iv. 3·6. 

As to the personal character and conduct of believers the 
Bible is equally plain. "Providing lor honest things, not 
only in tbe sight of tbe Lord,but also in the sight of men," 
2 Cor. viii. 2 Cor. viii. 21. "Finally, brethren, whatsoever 
things are true, whatsoever things are just, whatsoever 
things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, wbatsoever 
things are of good report; if they be any virtue,and iC there 
be any praise, think on these things," Phil. iv. 8. "Let 
him that stole, steal no more, but rather let him labor, 
workin~ with his banos the thing wbich is good, that he 
may give to him that needeth," Eph. iv. 28. "That we 
should remember the poor," Gal. ii. 10. "Lie not one to 
another, seeing that ye have put off the old man with his 
deeds," Col. iii. 9. 

Those who are despicable according to the Bible are 
fully described: "Know ye not that the unrighteous shall 
not inherit the kingdom of God? Be not deceived: neither 
fornicators, nor idolators, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, 
nor abusers of themselves with mankind, nor thieves, nor 
drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners, shall inherit the 
kingdom of God," 1 Oor. vi. 9, 10. "But fornication and 
all uncleanness. or covetousness, let it not once be named 
among you, as becometh saints; neither filtbiness, nor 
foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient; but 
ratber ~iving of tbanks. For this ye know, that no whore­
monger, nor unclean person, nor covetous man, who is an 
idolator, hath any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ 
and of God," Eph. v. 3 5. 

"God spake all these words," saying, "Thou shall have 
no other gods before me"; "Thou shalt not make unto 
thee any graven image"; "Thou shalt not take the name 
of the Lord thy God in vain"; "Remember the Sabbath 
day, to keep it holy"; "Honor thy father and thy mother", 
"Thou shalt not kill", "Thou shalt not committ adul­
tery"; "Thou shalt not steal"; Thou shalt not bear false 
witness"; "Thou shalt not covet." The same God said, 
"Wine is a mocker, strong drink is raging," Provo xx. I, 
"Woe unto him that giveth his neighbor drink, that add­
est thy venom thereto, and makest him drunken also," 
Hab. ii. 15; "Swear not, neither by beaven, neither by tbe 
earth, neither by any otber oatb," Jas. v. 12; "Pure relig­
ion and uudefiled' before God and the Father, is this, to 
visit the fatherless and widows in tbeir silliction, and to 
keep himself unspotted from the world," Jas. i 27. 

It is certain that none can object to thess precepts,except 
those of vicious habits and vile tastes, who object simply 
upon the ground that tbe Bible makes no allowance for 
the sins tbey are determined to indulge. But this only 
8hows how supernatural are the requirements of the Book, 

• and how unnatural it is to yield them a prompt obedi­
ence. Everyone admits that if its injunctions were 
faith fully carried out, ail houses of prostitution, all gam­
bling hells, all drinking saloons, all prisons would close 
their doors, all criminal courts would be abolished, peace 
would prevail in every family, good order in every com.

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$85,000, STILL BEHIND. 

The Board of Home Missions wishes to acknowledge its 
great obligation to pastors, sessions and contributors for 
their noble eBorts to furnish money to meet the unpaid 
salaries of our Home Missionaries. None re~ret the delay 
in paying the salaries of these self-denying men more than 
the members of the Board, but they have been unable to 
prevent it. The appeal recently made to the Charch has 
been responded to very generously, and a large number of 
the most needy men and woman have been relieved of 
their distress. Still the work so well begun should be 
kept up until all are wholly paid. On the first of Decem­
ber according to the acting treasnrer, $85,000.00 were sti! 
due the missionaries and missionllry teachers under the 
Board. Shall not this be made up before the holidays? 
Winter is upon us causing ademand for money, fuel, food 
and clothinr,. A number of our missionaries are stationed 
in localities in which the thermometer goes down forty 
degrees below zero. Think of such a prospect before our 
missionary families when they have no funds to provide 
the necessary fuel and clothing to meet it with any degree 
of comfortl .... 

THE SHORTER CATECHISM. 

Of the average Scotch Presbyterian emigrant going out 
to his new and lonely home in some part of the British 
Colonies it is told that he is sure to take with him his Bible 
and his Shorter Catechism,and through their use he is bib­
lically fed and nourished_ The strong meat contained in a 
work intended for those of "tender years and ot weaker 
capacities," is enough to satisfy ail his needs, and to tax 
all his powers to digest. The Scottish peasant regards the 
Catechi~m as a book of meditation, quite as much as a 
Catechism to be repeated, and so it holds in his thougbts a 
place absolutely unique. Years ago, the writer was visit­
ing an aged church member, whose little home was far 
away on a lonely hill·side, in the midst of turf mosses and 
moors. Through infirmity, she was cOJJfined to bed, and 
in addition had lost her sight. As the little house was en­
lered, the visitor was told to "come beu," and found his 
parishioner in bed, and alone in the house, the members 
01 ber family being engaged in their farm labour. "Are 
you not lonely here, Mrs. A.?" was asked "Oh no," was 
the reply; "1 say my psalm to myself', and I know a great 
many chapters of the Bible all by heart, and 1 gae ower 
them, and then I tak' the Questions (Shorter Catechism) 
and I gae ower them, asking m'sel the questions, and 
when I come to the end, I jast gang ower them back­
wards." "Go over them backwards"l the secret and the 
measure of tbe dying saint's familiarity with the little 
book she had learned in childhood. 

Dr. Schaff has said, "The Shorter Catecbism is one of 
the three typical catechiems, of Protestantism, which are 
li!tely to last to the end of time;" while Thomas Carlyle 
said, "Thl! older 1 grow-and I now stand on the brink of 
Eternity-the more comes back to me tbe first sentence in 
tbe Catechism which I learned when a child, and the fuller 
and deeper its meaning becomes:-

" 'What is the chief end of man? 
"'Man's chief end is to glorify God and to enjoy Him 

for ever.' " 
It is interesting to learn that the late Pan-Presbyterian 

Council at Glasgow unanimously recomended arrange­
ments be made lor the celebration of the two-hundred and 
fiftieth anniversary of the completion of the Shorter O>lte­
chism, by suitable public observances in our churches 
That anniversary day will be the 25th, of September 1898. .... 

MR. MOODY ON SIN AND REPENTANCE. 

"Talk about adulterers gOing into heaven, reekinl: with 
sin!" he exclaimed during a New York meeting, recently. 
"Away with suoh heresyl I wish :we could get back to 
the old religion-to the ABC of religion. If a man will 
not repent, how oan God forgive him? 

"Repentance is not fear. A man c~n't be scared into reo 
pentance. I was criticised because I didn't do more 
work on the steemsbl!> Spree, in the storm. It was the 
worst place I ever saw to work. Evcrybody was scared. 
Everyone I spoke to about his sins woulu say: '0, do 
you think the vessel will sink?' Fright isn't repentance. 
I supposed that right after the great Chicago fire was a 
good time for work, but it wasn't. There were fewer con­
versions that yellr than in any of my experience. 

"Feeling bad i, not repentauce. Every prisonor in the 
Tombs feels bad, but it is becauae he has been caught. 
Feeling bad is not repentance. Remorse is not repentance. 
Tbat is the trouble with the suicide. That is what Judas 
felt, not repentance. Doing penance is not repentance. We 
must have contrition as well as conviction. There is no 
such thing as repentance unless you give up sin. With­
out repentance you cannot be saved. Do rou believe that? 
You say you know it? And how do you know it? Be­
cause you have tasted a little bit or hell down here on 
earth. 

WHAT IlEFl'.NTANCE 18. 

"Repentance is an after thought. Repentance is to 
change your mind, to change your course, to give up all 
sin, to right about face and march the other way. You 
never saw a road without two ends, did yon? My boy 
caught me up on tbat proposition once, auel said a race 
course hadn't two ends. Bnt that's a racs course. Re­
pentance is to turn around on the road yon are traveling 
and travel the other way. If I waot to go to Phila\lelphia 
and get on the train for Albany, and my friend cOllvinces 
me that I am on the wrong train, I don't feel badly about

get off and start the other way. That is repentance. It is 
a mistake to think you can do all your repenting for sin at 
once. I find that I have to repent for something every

But by reason of his year or 
more spent in the pastorate of a Presbylerilln church, his 
personal friendships, formed during this tlme,have enabled 
him to take a very large proportion of the members of the 
Kenwood church with him out of Presbyterianism into a 
semi-rationalistic organization. The experiment does not 
pay.-Ohl'istian Obstrvtr.

A young lllau named 
Vrooman came to them from the Oongregationalists and 
became pastor of one of their younger and weaker church­
e!. When he came for examination before the Presbytery 
(for Presbyterians do not take everyone who comes along 
without tillY question as to antecedents and belief) Vroo­
man'was found to cherish views not consistent with thoEe 
which he WIIS eXllected to teach as a Presbyterian, and, 
though the Presbyterian, by a mnjority 5ccepted him, an 
appeal to the Synod resulted in his rejection. }Ie could 
not become pastor of a Presbyterian cburcb. The church 
kicked up its heels a lilLIe; but, knowing thAt it could not 
get along without the help and the fe.vor oUhe Presbytery. 
it finally ·submitted. Meantime Mr. Vrooman hecome as­
sociate pastor with the notorious Rev. H. W. TiloIDas, D. 
D., who, having been dieeiplined by the Methodists. is 
carrying on an independent Church in the great city. 
Thus is proved the wisdom of the Synod and of the object­
ors in the Presbytery, in the refusal to recoive Mr. Vroo­
man.-Journal and Menwger, (Ba.p.)

The discussion 
is clear and very full, and is an excellent 
contribution to the controversial work 
which an unbelievinj:t criticism has 
forced upon the friends of the Bible. 
Dr. MacDill consider8 Voltaire as the 
father of the present destruclive criti­
cism, and makes good his theory by 
abundant citations from his writings. 
And the father has said so much iu this 
line that he leaves but little for his suc­
cessors. The author has coupled to­
gether the modern exponents of the 
higher criticism-such as Rellss, Well­
hausen, and Kuenen, wilh the father 
that begot them. The book will prove 
a very up-erul one for those who wish a 
careful resume of what the higber critics 
have eaiu, and the arguments which the 
best learning, j oined to calm, clear rea­
eon, has to ranuer in defence of the 
Word of God.
