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YE SHALL BE WITNESSES

Less than two years ago 500 ministers of the Presby-
terian Church in the U. S. signed and published the
Declaration of Commitment, by which they declared
their steadfast allegiance to the Constitution of our
Church, their ordination vows, and the continuance of a
Church faithful to the Bible and the Reformed Faith. Al-
most immediately they were joined by scores of addi-
tional ministers and hundreds of Church Sessions.

Now redeciations of Church Courts indicate that the
Holy Spirit continues to multiply this witness. Fifteen
Presbyteries already have passed resolutions indicating a
firm stand for our Confession and Polity and against the
loss or change of these through church unions.

Other Presbyteries will no doubt follow suit and all
across the General Assembly local Church Sessions are
declaring themselves for the Faith. It makes you proud
of the great Presbyterian Fellowship. In this issue of
Contact are printed a few of the many resolutions that
have been adopted.

THE FIRST PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH

Osceola, Arkansas

WE, THE SESSION OF THE FIRST PRESBYTER-
IAN CHURCH OF OSCEOLA, ARKANSAS being loyal
to the Constitution of the Presbyterian Church in the
United States and holding in high esteem the great her-
itage of our denomination, especially in the areas of its
Reformed Theology and representative government, ex-
press concern over the unrest in our church and are con-

strained by our consciences in obedience to our Lord,
who is the Head of the Church, and to our ordination

vows to take an affirmative stand on behalf of the con-
tinuation of a Presbyterian Church loyal to Scripture
and to the Reformed Faith.

In order that our position may be well defined on
certain critical issues, we do hereby declare that we
stand for the historic doctrine and form of government
of the Presbyterian Church in the United States. There-
fore, for all who are interested and concerned we state
specifically:

1. The Session of the First Presbyterian Church of
Osceola, Arkansas believes there is a need for a
Presbyterian Reformed Witness. We therefore are
opposed to the inclusion of the Presbyterian
Church in the United States in the proposed
Church of Christ Uniting and will not consent to
be a part of a merger if and when consummated.
Further we will not consent to organic union with
the United Presbyterian Church in the United
States of America, which union we believe would
evitably result in merger with the proposed Church
of Christ Uniting, a merger now forbidden by the
constitution of our Church; and departure from
the Reformed faith as set forth in the Standards
of our Church, the Westminster confession of Faith
and the Larger and Shorter Catechisms.

2. We, the Session of the First Presbyterian Church
of Osceola, Arkansas, reaffirm the validity of the
Westminster Confession of Faith and the Catech-
isms as the doctrinal standards of the Presbyterian
Church in the United States. Though there may be
some necessity for updating and modifying these
standards that they may be more intelligible, un-
derstandable to the people of our day, we cannot
in good conscience accept any dilution or demean-
ing of them or of any change in the ordination
vows which would no longer bind church officers
to adhere to the doctrinal standards of the Presby-
terian Church in the United States.

3. The Session of the First Presbyterian Church of
Osceola, Arkansas is for the retention of the pres-
ent Book of Church Order provision which place
local church property ownership and control in
the particular congregation and would oppose,
through all legal available means, any change in
the Book of Church Order which would take con-
trol of all local property presently owned from
our congregation.

4. We, the Session of the First Presbyterian Church
of Osceola, Arkansas, do not believe that the pres-
ent plan for the restructuring of Synods is for the
best interest of the Church as a whole and any
restructuring should be delayed until some of the
divisive issues in our church are resolved.



MADISON PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH
Madison, Fla.

We, the SESSION OF MADISON PRESBYTERIAN
CHURCH, MADISON, FLORIDA, have adopted the fol-
lowing resolution:

WHEREAS we believe that some of the policies, pro-
nouncements, and programs of boards, agencies, and com-
mittees of the Church violate the clear teaching of God’s
Word as revealed in the Holy Scriptures and are dishon-
oring to our Lord and Saviour, Jesus Christ; and

WHEREAS we are not in agreement with many of
the actions of recent General Assemblies of the Presby-

Reformed mergers such as is proposed by COCU,
or Church of Christ Uniting.

2. The Session of Madison Presbyterian Church can-
not in good conscience accept any dilution of the
Confession by including it in a Book of Confes-
s.ons; nor will we accept any changes in ordination
vows which would no longer bind officers of the
Church to adhere to the doctrinal standards of the
Church.

6. The Session of Madison Presbyterian Church has
determined that, in the event that church union
becomes imminent, a Congregational Meeting will
be called to determine the advisability of with-
drawal from the Presbyterian Church in the
United States.

WE NOW, THEREFORE, advise the higher courts of
the church that we have determined to stand for the his-
toric doctrine and form of government of the Presbyter-
ian Church in the U. S. and do herewith declare:

1. The Presbytery of East Alabama will oppose and
will not be party to organic union with the United
Presbyterian Church in the U. S. A., which union
would inevitably lead to a disappearance of our
distinctive confessional witness and would facili-

- med mergers, such as that
proposed by COCU (Church of Christ Uniting).

2. The Presbytery of East Alabama will not accept
any dilution of the system of doctrine set forth in
the Westminster Confession of Faith; nor will we
accept the demeaning of our confessional standards
by including them in a Book of Confessions; nor
will we accept such changes in ordination vows as
will no longer require officers of the church to ad-
here to our present Westminster standards.

3. The Presbytery of East Alabama maintains that
the constitution of our church vests in local con-
gregations the sole right to own and control local
church property and that no court of the church
has a moral or legal right to try to take this own-
ership and control away from local congregations.

East Alabama will take such actions as it may deem nec-

essary or desirable to protect and preserve the proposi-

PRESBYTERY OF SOUTH MISSISSIPPI

WHEREAS the General Assembly of the Presbyterian
Church in the United States continues to participate in
conversations which may lead to unconstitutional merg-
ers with the United Presbyterian Church in the U. S. A.
and with the Church of Christ Uniting (COCU; and

WHEREAS the writing of a New Confession for our
church continues, the substance of which confession can-
not be known; and

WHEREAS repeated efforts are being made to un-
dermine the integrity of our form of government, and
the powers of the various courts of the church,

We now therefore as a presbytery do declare that we
shall not depart from certain basic aspects of our church’s
heritage, to wit:

1. We shall not depart from our oath-bound commit-
ment to the system of doctrine contained in the
Westminster Confession of Faith and Catechisms
for any confession or hook of confessions less bibli-

~eal in content than our present econfession.

2. We shall not depart from these confessional com-
mitments of our ordination vows for the sake of
establishing a broader unity of the church; and
specifically will oppose organic union with the
United Presbyterian Church in the U. S. A. or
with Church of Christ Uniting (COCU), which un-
ions would nullify the confessional witness of our
church.

3. We shall not depart from our recognition of the
legal and moral claims of the local congregation
to its properties, or from our opposition to any ef-
forts to remove these properties from the owner-
ship and control of the local congregation.

By this resolution the Presbytery of South Mississippi
hereby notifies the General Assembly of the Presbyterian
Church in the United States that as a presbytery we shall
not be moved from our commitment to these particular
principles, and will continue to take such actions as may
be necessary to preserve our integrity as a presbytery.
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
